According to the rules
of tho eocloty all coflins will ba destroyed on
Lo preises of the erematory, nnd the soclety
advizo that bodies be brought to the eramatory
in lexponsivo coflins, Of the forty or more
bodies now nwaiting eremation many of tho de-

"Undertnkers do not goenerally deal In
sacond-hand materiala, but not a few of them
