The Two Mounetary Standards.

Although it 18 not so officlally reported, it
s protey well understood that Mr. MANTON
ManbLe bas failed in his misgion on beholf
of fioternational bimetalllsm. Uuder in-
structions fromn Presilent CLEVELAND, Mr.
Manpreconferred with the prinelpal Govern-
ments of Earopeupon the subject of estab!ish-
{ng a common lixed ratio botwoen the gold nnd
the sllver gtandnids of monetary value, and
found that none of Lthem would eonsent Lo it
This was known to b thoe fact bofore, but
wa suppose the President desired to have
formal proofof It ln order to ratisly doubt-
log Congressmen,

It belmng thus apparent that internntionnd
bimetallism is ont of the question, and it
belog equally apparent that Limetalli<m o
fndividual eountries s Impossible, the people
of the United States will soon be ecallisl upon
to declde which of the two metals—silver or
gold—they will ndopt ns their monetary
standard. At present gold s our staondard.
Nominally, we have both n gold anl a silver
standard, but our silver money s subordinnte
to gold, and is kept at an artificinl value by
{ts restricted quantity amd by its belug ac-
copted both by the Government and by the
people, just s the logal tendoers wre, not at
the lutrinsie value of the materiol of which it
is made, but at that of the guld for which it
is exchangeable. But il we continue the
eolungo of silver, we shall sooner or Iater
rench a point ol which it will overbalaoes gold,
and practically drive it out of use, I we
desire to retaln gold ag our standnrd, we must
gtop colning silver, as the Latin Unlon dis-
eoverad eight yerrs ngo; aud if we stop colu-
ing sliver, we shull remaln as we are under
the single gold standard.

This, then, I8 the question befora us: Shall
we adopt the sllver dullar 88 our monetary
gtondord, or ehall wo adlivre to the gold
dollar? Tae BunN has repeatedly polnted
out ow the gold dollar, from {ta Inerensed
and Ipcreasing purchasing power—and the
process threatens to go on with additional
momentum—has welghed down trade and
added to the load which debtors have to
carry. We have also polnted out that the
silver dollar, at its bulllon wvalue, gives to
creditors all thnt they are justly entitled to
and more. The productlon of gold 1s dimin-
iahilug yeur by year, while more and more of
it is used in the arts, aoc ite exchangeable
walue is constantly increasing., The pro-
ductlon of sllver ig, on the other baad, in-
ereasing, though not so rapldly as that of
the groat staples of Industry, but still
rapldly enough to make It fay less oppres-
glve than gold us & standard of value, Jus-
tice, thereforo, and our commercial fnter-
estd combine to recotamend that sllver be
sdopted nud gold disearded until the course
of events shall roverse the present rela-
ticns of the two standards,

An Extrnordinary Poisoning Trial.

A beautiful girl of sixteen married to o
man of forty-nione, hls death by poison one
mouoth after the wedding day, and the trial
of the bride for his murder, are the striking
features of an extraordinary eriminn! case
which bas just traunsfixed publie sttentivn
throughout the West nul Soulbwest,

On the 22d of last July Miss MiNNIE WAL-
LACE of Now Orlenus was marrivd at Coving-
ton, Kentueky, to Mr, J. R, WALKUP, & mer-
chunt and former Mayor of Emporla in Kno-
sas. He had already been married twiee,
and was the father of two daughters and a
pon older than bis brige; but he wias still full
of energy. Mr. WALKUP was of handsome
presence, belug over six feet lo helght aud
well proportioned.  The bappy pair arvived
at Emporia, where the City Council guve
them a roceptlon, and all went woll until the
night of Aug. 16, when Mr. WALKUP was
taken i1l Oono week from that time he died,

The death of Mr. WALKUP crested inlense
excilimeat, It was kuown that his wife had
bought arsenle Wt -diug stores twico durlng
tho woek of his futnl sleknesa. An Inguest
was at once beld, A careful auslysis showed
» cuusiderable quantity of arsculo in the
stomach and liver of the desd mop, and Lhe
sttoudaut physician testitled that he died
from arsenleal poisonlug. The Coruner's
Jury rendored n verdiel agaipst the wife,
who was sont to Jull, She had, In fact, been

. Ao the Bheril's custody siuco her husband’e

doath, and oo the day of his fuoeral, wblch
she did not attend, she guzd at the crowd
from the Court Houss steps, where, clad in a
white Mother Hubbuard dress, she stood by
the Sherils gide.

Hor comploxion 18 of waxen clearuess, while
Lier chewks aro tingod with the perfeet rose
color, Hwr senbor counsel was WiLLiam W,
Boorr of Eroporia, who was graduated at the
Coluinbin College Law Bebool In this city o
1800, He was asalsted o the conduct of the
defouce by THOMAS P. FENLOX of Leaven-
worth, sald to be the most promivent crim-
joal lawyer in Kansas, aud by the How.
Geouox L. Dopps of Misalssippl, a distin-

guished orator and lawyer, who had known
the aceused from childhood, and who velun-
teered Lo ald In her dofonce, The prosecution
wie 1ol by Col, FRIonaN, a native of Baffalo
and a veteran of the war, now the County At-
torney, and e wak assiated by the on, Jay
Brek, Mr. Lasmnent, and Mr. SteRany of
Emporin. By 4 v'elock on the first day n
Jury hind boen obtalned, and the court ad-
Journsd until the followlng moralng.

Iu his opening the prosrcuting attornoy
stated bils thoory, namely, that M WAaLkUP
hal inurdered hor husband in order to enjoy
the widow's portlon of his estate; but the
only vvidence of such n motive, if It can be
enlled evidonoo, ad luce | was that she bought
$30 worth of gowds at a dry goovds shop,
nud that she told a earpenter the day after
ber bushamd's deathh that sho marcied Mre,
Warnkvr supposing Lim to be rlel, bt lind
found slnee his death thero was o wortgage
on his furniture,

Mr. WALKUP was lirst taken slek late on
Baturday evening, Aug. 15, with sovere paius
In the stomasch and bowals. Ha recoversd
on Sunday mornlog, went out deiving lun the
afternoon, and on Monday attewded to busl-
pness and prosided at o meating of the Com-
mon Council in the oveniug,  He droveabout
on Tuesidlny morning, but at noon wa+ taken
violently 1l again with terrible paing in the
region ol the stomneh.  Dr. Jacops, who hind
beon ealled in at the beginning of the attnek
on Baturday, aul had preseribed sub-nitrato
of bismuth and morphine, continued the
anme trentment.  Oua Thursilay moroiog Mr.
WALKUP was 5o mush hotter that ho seemed
to have conquersd the diseass, but that
afternoon he ato suma cove oystors with
vinegar and drank somo pop, ned in the
evening bhe becamo pgaln tercibly i1l with
the former symptoms, wns inn staty of col-
lapse on Friday, nnd on Saturday mornlog
be died,

The prosecution clalmed
Wangoer had polsonsd her husbinnd with
arsenie,  Tho evideneo neninst her wos pure-
Iy elrenmstantial, but the links o the chain
of evidenco forged by clroumstanees are
in eriminal  enses  often Lhe strongest,
It was shown that the aceused  bowght
cight gralus of atrychulnn of a druggist
pamed DATES on Aug. 13, She slgnad the
poison record in the shop, awd snid the dirug
wias for a private formuinof her vwn, Ou
tho following Sunday she sent n servaut
with a noto saving she had lost the bottle of
strychnine and wanted more, but the drog-
st refused to sell it. The next day she
called to cxp'ain, and seid she bad maoaged
to get along without the strychoine, but she
did not nsk for more, This druggist’s wife
Is n sister of the second wife of Mr. WaLKUP,
MiNxiE tried to buy strychulne of two
other drugglsts on Aug. 14, but one had none
open, and she left without buying of the
otheor, although sbe aigued his pul-on record.
Dr. Jacops, who had an evilent bius nguinst
the accused, swore Lhat the patient’s comidition
on the first night, Aug, 15, was [ndicative
of either acute Indigestion or mild puisou-
fug with strychoine,

We now come to the testimony in reference
to arsenleal puolsuning, and upon that the
whole welght of the prosecution rested,  Mr.
KEeLLy, a drugglst, testified that Mrs, WALR-
U purchased of him on the Sunday ufter-
uoon before her husband died oue-hal! ounce
of arsenle, Bhe signoed the polsun record and
stated sho wanted arsevic ms 8 cosmoetic
BeNy WHELDON, another druggist, sold four
ounces of arsenle to her ous Thursday Lelure
Mr, Wankve disd, She sald she wanted ar-
senle s & cusmetle, but did not waut people
Lo euppose she used It,

A dramatie seene oceurred in the room of
tho dying muen the day before his death, Mr.
BiLu, his partper, talked with Mr, WALKUP
abuut bis wife's having bought pulson, Mix-
NIE came Into the slek mau's room after the
Interview. Miss Lazzie WALKUP was there,
MinNig was crviug, and she asked the
duughter If she bad heard the story, and ex-
clalmed: "On, my Gop!" She then got up
and eat on the side of the bed, Mr. WaLRUDP
asked his wife to sit on a chinlr. Bhe gald to
him: "You think I am guilty, and don't
want me near you." To wlich be auswered :
* 1 do not say that, but Lbe evidence lsstrong
agaiost you" MinNNiE was exclted und ery-
ing, end floally lolt the roeuin upou the state-
ment of the daugliter that it would exelte
Mr, WaLgUPR. ‘This daughter, Miss WALRUP,
ond the other daughrar's hustnnd, HARKY
Hoop, puld two of the prosecuting lawyers Lo
ald o procuriug 4 couviction,

Ou the sume afternoon MINNIE talked
about the matter with Mr, BILL and with n
Mr. Sevenry. Bhoadmitied to the lutter the
purchase of strychuine und arsenle, but sald
ghe bought the steychuloe to mix with wine
to take the stalos out of clothing, aud the
arseni¢ for ber comploxion, Bho sald tho
arsenic bought at WHELDON'S was unused and
wyrowd Lo sepd it by Dr. Jacops o have It
wulghed, nod thus show that uouv was mles-
Iog, Ble went up stairs for the arsenle, and
na sho came throuwgh the frout doorway the
wire dour pressed against hor and koocked
tho box from her haod, splillug its goutents
over the door nnd the poreh Mooy, lﬂia stood
surprised, then procured a table kuife,
sernpod up some of the powder, sod gavo it
to Dr. Jacops, who wlmits that ** her atti=
tuds ns sho stood after dropplug the box was
fixed, as i In surprise,”

On this same Friday evenlng Mrs, WaALK-
v wld Mr, Sevesy thut ber husbanod, o few
daysearler, bad triod to kill himself, that
she heard the report of a pistol, aod Cthot she
found bim with & revolver in lhis bhanod.
WALKUP told her thut he had tried to shoot
Limsell through the head, Bevesy, to test
the truth of this story, weat up L Lhe room,
and, eeclng s bullet hole in the wall, asked
WarLkoe for anexplsustdon, nnd the sick
tnan told him that be was loadivg o revolver
and It went off nechilootally,

The medical evidence was siriking. Dr.
Jacops held the post-mortem exnmination in
the presence of five other physiciuns, The
stomach was red aw! intlumed, aod tie jooer
vonat of vue of the larger intestioes was caten
away. The corrosion was of recent origin.
The liver was fatty, a econdition which
arsenle wight well produce,  Dr, Jaocons
admitted on his cross-examination that untii
Mr. Binn told him om the day before
deceascd’s death of the purchass of polson
by Mre. WALKUP, hie supposed the slek man
wes sufferlug from acute ludigestion, and

that MiNNIE

also that even aftar his susplelons were
aroussd he gnve no antidote, Most of the
other physleinng examined for the prosceu-
tion testified that umder like clreumstances
they wouldl have givh an antidote, but all
agrosd that it would not have avalled,

Dr. GAnpIxER, a chomist, analyzed part of
the Hvoer and stomach, and his analysis dom-
oustrnted with certainty the prosenos of
avaenle In the llver,  Prof, Joxes of the Kan-
sas City Medieal Colloge analyzed a portion
of the remniug, and found two and a hinll
proins of arsenie I the stomach, Hvsr, and
bloud, Tt appearsd that about hall of the
eontents of the stomnel bt been Tost in the
teannsfor to bottles, D, Pace, whowas enlled
I tho day before the patient's death, thought
the enuse of death wns nn dreitant. poison,
Ten physictans, Ineluding those alrendy
montionsd; were asked a sorios of ten hypo-
thetieal guostions embodying the facts In
evidenes, and they unlted in the conelusions
that arsenle had been given on thiree vecas
slons during the Hliness, nnd thist the fatal
dose of arsenle which enussd death was ad-
ministered oo Thursday, as the arsenie
found in the stomach conld not have been
there longer than 86 or 48 hours belore death,
Hevo the prosecution rested,

It was the theory of tha defonon thnt
Wankure was a man of depraved and lieen-
tlour life, nddictrd to arscoie entlipe e o
tonie to relivve hilm from the puins enused by
Lis excesses, aud that his death was the oat-
ural result of disslpation and the arsenle
balit, while Mes. Warnkoe had merely
buught the polson for her complexion. Epex
Baupwiy, the first witness for the defooee,
Liad also been the first witness for the Btate,
He salid that while golng tey New Orleans in
December last with WALRUP, the Intter hnd
severe griping pudns in the stomach for two
days, and that he suld he knew- what was the
mntter with hiim.
depol saw WALEUP on Lis return to town
from Topeka on Aug. 15, and the des
censed  then told bim that he had Leen
glek  at Topekn, aml had  ecome home
sick. Dr. Scorr of Kansas City testitied
thnt about Dee, 1, 1854, Mr. WaLkor enlled
on him, necompanied by o feiepd, aud safd e
wis sulfering from an old dificulty, and
that he lnd been tuking arsenle wnid mer-
cury, but stryehnine was 1Hs fnvorite rpein-
edy. Ho asked the Dogtor iF he bad the re-
port of the Royal Comml=sioners showlige
that araenie eaters hned strong vitality aod
powers, NATHANIEL Monros of Louisinnn
tho publisher of the Vidalio Sentinel, wos
ldentified ns the companion of WALKUR, and
be statedl to Lthe jury that be bad seen
WALRUP tuke arsenfe on Lhren s purnts oe-
casiong, A fnrmor snw Wangor ab 1) o'elovk

Dr. Frugixs, who baa been My, WALKUP'S
conlldentiol physicinn, testifled thimt e snw
him fo the lorenoon of Aug, 15, WaLkup

then sald he bad beads s ek o Topelia, sod

that his attaek was similar to that of two
yenrs earlier, when the Doctor attendied him,
wnd he eomplinined of vomiting, barning o
the throat, and pains. Oue day WALKUP ate
cove oysters do the Doctor's presence, and
wins nhimost hotetintely tnken sick. In his
opinlon decensed wis nlmost nlways undop
thy jnfluenes of liquor. Dr. HaMiuros of
Topeka swore timt oo Aug. 13, two dayd be-
fure the begiuoing of the fatul illness, WALK-
vr valled upon b sud was trestod for a
palu in the stomneh. Tus Doctor then ad-
visod decrused to stop taking arsenie. Dr.
CoNaway of Tolisdo, Kan, satd that fn 1480
My, Wankve toll him ho was tuking nrsenie,
and the Hon. WinoiaM Jay swore Lhat in
July Inst, in his presenee, docenssd ook a
white powder und suid, “ 1 have been taking
arsenie.”

A groat efort was made by Lhe prosecution
to exelude all this evidenes us to the takiog
of arsenio by desensed, bul Judge GuAVES
very properly hold IL to be part of the res
geate,  Albundant testimony as to the dis-
slpation of WALEUP was given, One uwdlux*
witness refused to state the romedy he ha
preseribed,  Tho Court at onve ordered him
to be committed for contempt, and the wit-
pess turied pale avd stammered * Leplan-
drin und podophyllin, to be used lnterually,”

Mrs, WALLACE, the prisoner's mother, who
Lad been at her side sinee the socoud day of
the trial, testilled to show that slie had dous
wothing to further the marriage of bher
duughter, and thus to rofute the theory of
the Stats Lhat & consplracy sxisted Lo murry
WarLkup and then Lo get bis property.

The medical experts called by the defenen
swors that aracnle was a romedy for disouse
superinduord by excesses, and that arsenic
could become eneysted u tbe stomach, and
remeln there loert for an indellnite time,
But the best witness for the defsnoco was the
falr prisoner hersell, Bhe took Ler sent with
composury, and fraquently turned ber fuce
to the Jury when explalulng ber statomonts,
ljurlny thi lutter purt of the terribiv vdoal
of  oruss-exsminntios, however, she wus
ulmost lo tears,

Ble was educated at the Usrsuline Convent
In New Orlenns, sho sald, She wld Mr.
WarLkvr, 1 like you very much, but I don’t
love you;" but fiually, some months Intoer,
she eonsented to marey him, Her husband
came homo very sick early in the moroing of
Aug. 15, Slhe teatifled at length fo regasd to
her purchuse of  steychuine, which sbe
bought to remaova stalns, and arsenle. The
Intter polsou she bought becauss she had
beard It would clear the complexlon, aud lo
August an eruption had appearcd on her
fuce, On Thursday morning WALKUP guve
her $2, the ouly mooey he ever gavo hoer,
and nsko | ber about ber complexion.

On gross-examination Mra, WALRUP was
asked, “Did you ever administer strych-
nine or arsenio to bim ¥ The sccused half
roge from ber ebair and sald, * Nooe, so help
me Gop,” with smphasls, Bhe was on tho
witoess stand for over elght bours, but left
it after having bravely beld her own under
the crucinl questiops of her examivers,
Durlog the whole trial she couducted berselt
with great propriety. The court roomn was
crowded, aod waoy of the auditors were
fushipuably dressed ladies, The prisoner's
cell was besivged by visitors, but slie bore
hersell with modesty, cournge, and sell-
possesslion. The jJury on Friday Iast brought
in & verdiet of wequittal, which was reoclved
with applause by her friends, Bhe herself
sald, "My Gop, is It so?' and burst ioto
tears, Tho jury at Arst was evenly dividd,
but those fur convietion Hually yilelded,

Was the verdlet right ¥ We thiok it wus,
While the evidence showed that arsenle had
killed Mr. WaLKOP, aud that his wife during
the week of his last illness had bought
arsenic, thore was a conflict of oplolon as to
whether the arsenlc must bave been ad-

The
medioal evidenoo in favor of the former
view—the theory of the prosecution—was
given by ten of the prominent physiclans of
the ecounty, aud men doubtless well known
to the jury, and It alone would have In-

feneo proved beyond doubt by many wit-
nosses, first, that early In the morning of
Atg. 15, the day on which It was asserted
Mrs, WALRUP gavo the first dose of arsenle,
her hustinid eame homo from Topeka o very
i1l man, nud, secondly, that for years bo had
b i the hinbit of enting arsenie,

These two faots entitied the prisoner to the
benefit of the donbt, and made it probabie
thnt hor husbund's denth was the result of his
own folly. He did not realize the day be-
fore Lie died that dlssolutlon was Impending,
or he might have spoken out. Damning ns
the purchase of the polson by the wife other-
wise would bave been, in vlew of the arsenle-
eating habit of the husband It lost much of its
force; nud the explanation glven that it was
Lought for hor complexion was corroborated
by the fact that b the time of purchase sho
sl thoe poison repord readily. On tho
whole, nll the facts proved were rensonably
consistont with the possible Innocence of the
aceused, and It would have been wrong to
conviet her, Tho cuse wis tried with rare
abliity ou both sides, aud was most credit-
able to the Court and to the distlogulshed
lnwyors engnged.

At Tueomo and Seattle, as at ok Springs,
the treaty rights and privileges of the
Chinese laborers wore unquestionably vio-
lated; but in Washiogton Territory, as in
Wyoming, tho purticular responsibliity of
the Guvernmeul under the treaty was not
nidverted to by o mention of these rights, wud
the President’s proclamation of Saturdny
sitnply cownmandod all insurgonts nnd rioters
in Washington Territory to * digperse nnd
retire poaceably to thelr respective abodes *
by novn of the day following.

This ponecablo retirement to their homes
the Tacomn people, whuse aotlon brought
out the proclamation, had in fact alrendy we-
compliched Lefore 6 appeared.  They had
casily expelled the Chilnese, sines thelr num-
boers were ovorwhelming; apd prominent
prople in the town are among those who
huve beon iodicled ot Vancouver for the
offence.  Bul the President’s proclsmnation
unidonbtedly justiflos the Inferenco not only
thint fnwless assomblnges must disperse, but
that the treaty provisions for the protection
of Chinese will bo enforeed, Airticle 8 of
the Constitutlon declares that the judicial
powur extonds to cases arising not only un-
der the Constitution and laws of the Unlted
States, but also under the treatles mado or
which shall be made under thelr authority;
und article 8 sxpressly declnres that ** All
treaties rande or which shall be made undor
the suthority of the Unlted States shall be
the supreme law of the laud."

In this view of the case, the news sent from
Tncoma that the psople long ago dispersed
to their abodes, and that cverything Is quiet
there, 138 not enough to vrove thut no Fed-
eral Interpusition Is required, The violation
of ntreaty ls s continuing violation of the luw
of the land, aud although Lhers may be tech-
nlelly st any given moment no riotous
ausombloge fur the troops to disperse, yot
until the COhiness enjoy [resly thoe srme
privileges ns Lhe most Tavorsd wwtion, the
Government will apparently have s duty to
perform. It is presumably to ald in the
restoration of thesa privileges that the Four-
teeuth Intnutry, Col, Lewis O, HHont coms
mauding, hns goue from Veneouver Barrncks
fv L sovpoos of thoe recopt disturbanoces,
