But tho celerity
with which tho work 1s done and the com-
potenco of tho expedition now under way to
accomplish It without relinforecoments aro
matters of sorpe uncertaiuty, and of Interest
to Franes ns well as Indla, It will not tend
to rehnbllitate M. Jurnes Fenny i an Anglo-
Indian forco of 10,000 men can, within o
oouple of months, effect In Burmah what
threo times na many Frenchmun bave (u two
years very hinperfootly performed In Anpam,

The historieal relutions of Burmah aod of
Anuam to the colossal empire of China, which
presses on their nortbern frontiers, prove that
tho former hns & more unconguerable popu-
lation. Tonquin, the most frultful sectlon of
the Annamese torritory, was long an Ilntegral
part of the Middle Kingdom, which never, on
tbo other baud, could assert mor than the
ahadow of suzoraluty over its DBurmese
peighbor, In the two wars of 1824 and
1852 (thn former of which lasted two years),
the DBritlsh found that the Burmese
were far from belng contemptible antag-
onlsts. Wretchedly nrmed sod witbout dis-
elplioe, the Burmege showed on mors than
one occasion a desperale valory whilsh tho
Freuch pover vooounteved from the pative
Avunuese, sllhough there was no dnck of It
smonigr e futtor's Blueh Fligy nuslllarios,

But exporienes has not taught
Burmah to expect disintorestedness or
evon modoration from Grest Britaln,
which has despolled It of more than
balt ita population and by far the moat valu-
able portions of its territory. It Is, thorolore,
not Impossivle that, much as tho Burmoesoe
hate thioir ruler, they may for their own sakes
offer a detarmined resistance to his forelgn
enomies, Should they manage L0 so obatruct
and waalien the Britlsh flotllla as to compel
it to defor an advance till the arrival of oon-
siderable refinforcoments, the result will be
held uwp In Parls as an explanation of the
roverses and delays to whioh the Fenny
pollcy of annexation was exposod In Annam,

There ate, however, soma sssentinl polnts
of differeuce between the French scheme of
conquest iu ‘Tongquin and the British expedi-
tlon againel Burmnah. The roal ensmy oon-
fronted by the French on the Red River was
the Ceolestial Emplre, which, on the other
hanod, will view with entire complacency the
oxtension of Eogllsh lofluenco along the

whole course of the Irrawnddy. Agaln,
the wigor and perslatency of  tho
French operations  were all  along

fmpaired by an  uneasy consclousness
that tho vital Interests of Franco wore not
Involved in thelr suoenss, and might, on tho
contrary, bo furthered by s complete aban-
donmont of Anpam, DButin the prompt exe-
cutlon of the ullimntum Imposed on King
Tuenaw, not only British Burmub, but Brit-
ish Indla, Is doeply Intereatled. The mnsters
of India will find themsolves In joopardy tha
lnstant they permit themselves Lo be defled
by any Aslatic ruler with impunity,

Reapectable Thieves,

Tho storlos told by librariana at thelr
weeting Inst Thursday evening as to tho
steallng of books from lbraries were eer-
talnly vory remarkable, but they do not sur-
prise apy ono who knowa how frequently tho
pnsslon for the acquirement of particular
objects vvermasters the moral sense,

Mr. Hanyan discovered two humlred vol-
umnes belouging to the Astor Library in the
collection of *n wealthy and well-known man
who lad been o habitual visltor to tho H-
brarvy, and had disd suddenly.” Dr. Bren ot
the Union Theologieal Seminary Library
said that it had sufferaid sovercly at tho
hande of elerical book fanclers. Mr. Hinn,
formerly of the lbrary in Towoll In Mupssn-
chusetts, had found from s experlence that
factory hands and working people generally
were less liable to steal books and muthlate
newspupers thinn people In more comforiable
elreumstances, and My, PEovrnes of our Mor-
eattile Libeary made o lwilar report,

The stealing of these men and women
who are not driven Lo theft by the need
of money s calledd kKleptomania i, nfter
all, it Is nothing but stealing.  Thoy
wiltit to possess the books or aomne puart of
their contents so mueh that they do not re-
alst the temptation to appropristo them dis-
honestly. [t has been found Lthat when a
subjoct becomas or proat nnd general publio
interest articles refating to (L are proty snre
to b eut froms the eyelopsstig iy the omeen
Public Library. For instance, when war be-
tween England avd Russin seemod to bo in-
evitable, articles on Afglanistun were torn
out bodily, aod the mutllalion was done so
secretly and cleverly that the thivves were
nol suspected.  Noenerlt thioves tralned to
the business nre more adroit than these ap-
parcutly respecinblo pilferers of books,

Tha cases In jewellers' shopa are kept
locked, not merely to save their preclous
contents from the dopredations of profos-
slonal thleves, but also beenuse reputable
men and women sometimes yleld to the
temptation to steal jewels for which they
have a passion. Ratail dry goods mer-
chanls must be on the watch agninst
thievery among peopln of the most re-
gpectable  surroundings, and who heye
money enough to pay for all they want
Portahle articles of real or curlous valun are
not lnfrequently stolen from private collee-
tlons to which only acqunintances of tho
owners are admitted. A oollector of anclent
colus, for Instance, bas found some of his
costliest and most prized specimens in tho
eollection of A deceased enthusinst fu the
same direction which was put up for publie
salo, though the stolen colns hud been kept
gsecuraly locked and never exhibitod unless
to people whose position scemed to entitle
thewn to contldence.

The deslre of possesgion in thess men and
women s strotger than thely moral sonse;
and that is what makes a thlef, The furtbor
they are from the twnptaiion to steal be-
ocausn of poverty the less the excuse for
them, If thoy are meroly the victims of o
moral digerse called kleptomania, and ought
to b sent to an insane naylum rather than s
prison, thivves geoerally should be treated
88 kleptomnulaes und transforred from pris-
ons to lnsune nsylums,

This respectable thivvery goes on becauso
It is not puni=hed properly, but sujoys sn
Immunity denied to ordinary erimo. The
moral sense of these so-enllind Kleptomanines
would ho fortiiled wonderfully If they koew
that thoy were sure to bo treated Hke other
Lhleves when thelr dishonesty wus dotooted,
Fear of consequences niny oven -keep o
check o real kloptowaniacal tendeney,

Missionnry Zeal Unabnted.

The misslonary socletios of the Mothodist
Church bave nppropristed tho great sum of
$1,150,286 for huwe ond foreign mlsslons
durivg the ecosulug yoear.

No botter proof could be afforded that the
migslonary zeal of that budy of Christlavs Is
unabated, for, tbough so numerous, the
Mothodists nre generally in very modorate
pecunlary circuwstances, But the faith s
still stroug In thowm, sud Lhey are enthuslas-
tle for Ite apread throughout the world,
Therefore they are ready to spare sornothlng
oven from & pittauce to send out Mothodist
misslonaries to every part of the carth,

Furelgu missiong, too, continue to have an
absorbing Interest for them, and to appeal
powerfully to thelr imagine luns, 8o that we
aro not surprised o find that of the monsy
approprioted move than ono-ball was for the
support of sneh missions, The women es-
peciully saem to have much graater coneern
abuut the evangelizing work abread than
about thatat hoane, thele socjotips contrib-
utitg wuly 60,000 for domeatle misslops, as
tgnlust S1EH000 Tor Tuevelgu mlsslons,

Yeb It &5 vomerkable that of the woney
gent abroud o largo purt gous to Chrlstinn
coutitries ~to Lnthersn Scaudivavia, to Ger-
mnny and Switwrlnnd, nod to Cathoiic Italy,
Mexioo, aned South America. These gepm to
Lt teeated ws 1 Lhey wore as wueh b peed of
evatigreliantion ns e haat hen themselyea,

But aven if that lsthe caso, why would it
gl e boblter to o pod the meoney fope the
couversion of the e of those coualries
who ave within var owa bondieles? Tue
b iggention Lo the United Sta'es of Qor-
tagie, Seapdivaybns, wod Lalinus espoclally
has been enormous duving Lae lust gouel a-
tion, and it coutipues Lo be grroat. New York,
for lustance, 1s now one of the chiel Gerinsy
citles of tho world, aud o largs part of our
Germaw population s without religlous faith,
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w_'o.nlgo have many thonsande of Ttallang and |

Beandipavians at hand, where they ean be
resoched inuch more casily and economioally
than those who remaln at homo.

Bealdes, Italy, Gormany, and Beandinavin
resont the assumption that they noed con-
voralon to Chrlstianity by missionnrles srut
from tho United Htates, They say that they
wro Chelstian alrendy, and that it s an lm-
pertinoneo for A new country like this re-
publie to umdertnke to Interfere with thelr
rellglon, as it it was necessarily lnlerior to
whiat could be taught them by ovangollsts
from Amerion.

We observe, too, Lhat about one-tanth of
all the money oontributed for misslons by
the Mothmlists is to bo sent to Chins,
slthough wo have hers at home more
than one hundred thousand Chinamen, who
aro a8 far away from Olristinnity as thoy
were whon they flest landed in the United
Statea. If they remain heathons In tho midst
of Cluristian churches, sud though they are
actual vbsorvers of tho effoet of Christianity
on oursclves, how ean wo expect to convert
thelr countrymon who are still in Chioa ?

The boat way, the only way, to vonvert
Chiua is to sond back na an enthusiastio, de-
voted Christinn every Chinaman who comes
to the United Statea. But in order to do that
it will be nooessary for ua to show our Ohris-
tanity lo our treatmant of Chinamen.
