Mllau's arrival In Tzarlbrod ho was welcomed
by tho Inhabitants as the liberator, and that
the Sorvlans bavo met with enthusiastic recep-
tions at every place in Bulgaria, the peoplo
making many complaints ngalnst the Bulgarian
admlu islrntlon, especially ugalnst Its tribunals.

Tho nieagreness of the war nows from tho
Bulgarian side Is nccounted for by tho rigorous
censorship over both tho telegraph and tho
post which Is maintained by Bulgaria. Sorvla
also intercepts most nf the pross despatches
sent by correspondents, but Iter own officials
havo been Bonding long accounts to Vienna of
all the borvlan vlotorlos.

London. Nov. 19. Tho J)allu Xacs has a
dospatch from Soils confirming the report of a
Bulgarlnn victory. The Servians lost ten guns
and U5(l horses, nnd It l estimated that 3.0U0
Servians wera killed or wounded. Tho Bulga-
rians on Tuesday captured 200 Servian caval-
ry.

At tho reRular moetlDp; of tho Modlco-Le-g- al

Booloty held In Hamilton Hall, Columbia
College, last evening. Prof. Doromus, tho Chair-
man, brought up the subject of cocaine as a
poison. He resd a letter from a young doctor
In Kansas, who related that ho had been called
to attend a lady whom ho found In a critical
condition. Sho was in convulsions, the pupil of
bor left eye was dilated, hor left arm was powor-les- s,

and there was great salivation. Throe hours
latershe died. The day bofora sho was In her
usual hoalth, oxoept that sho was suffering
from a sovore toothache. Sho nppllod a 4 per
cent solution of byporohlorate of cocaine to
the gums on tho loft side of hor faco, whore the
docayed tooth woro, nnd a few hours lator was
taken with tho symptoms described, Tho
Kansas doctor sent to Prof. Doromus tho
phial containing what wns loft of the cocaine,
and tho Professor had it on the table before
blm last evening.

As soon as tho Professor received the letter
ho set on foot n sorlos of Investigations as to
theelTeotsof cocainn, and the remit wns that In
n large number nt lnstnnoes the symptoms
were similar to those developed in tho case of
tbo Kansas woman. Thoro wero aonio dis-
crepancies.

"But." Bald tbo Professor, "thero aro wide
differences In tho symptoms of arsenical
poisoning. In soino oases nrsonlo having pro-
duced the usual violent convulsions nnd vomit-
ing, nnd In others It hnn oven notod as it nnr-cotl- c.

I am forced to tho conclusion that tho
Kansas lady died from encniuo poisoning. It
is a drug we as yet know little nbottt. and great
enro should bo oxerclsod In making uso of It,
Druggists should bo rouulred to labol It poison.
A friend of mind said: 'Whv label it poison?
It Is not a poison. People even acqulro the
cocaine hahlt.' I replied to hlu that puopiO
also acquired tho morphlno litiblt. nnd that
surely no one would deny that morphlno was a
poison "

Dr. William F. Holoomb snld bo had heard
that a fatal onso of cocnlno poisoning had oc-
currod in one of thu city hosnltalH within two
or three days. Ho himself bad used it recently
without bad effects In removing n cinder from
nludy'seyo. She went to slcop nnd suffered
no pain whatovot during the ororatlon. ltv.ua
interesting that tho ooso of fatal polnoning ro-
portod from Khiip'Is was from a local applica-
tion, nnd It would be of vulun to hoar from Dr.
Douglas tho result of his experience In applying
nearly ovorv day for many months a spray of
cocaine to Gen. Grant's throat. A friend of his
from Peru had told hi m thnt In that country,
where tho peoplo have tho cocaine habit, mid
whero thoy keop upon It foi days without food,
deatlm with symptoms similar to thoso

In tho enso of the Kansas lady wore uot
uncommon. Ho wns convinced that the drug
wns one that required great eat n In handling
ami that druggists should Inbel It poison.

Dr. Boldt related some Interesting experi-
ments ho hnd recently made upon dogs nnd
cats with counlnn. Death Had resulted under
heavy doses in n few minutes, nnd the symp-
toms wero analogous to tlmne dcsctlbed in tho
Kansas cane. One of the effects upon dogs was
Intousosnllvntion. coupled with fear of water,
as in hydrophobia. Dr. Boldt had had recently
a case of cucniun poisoning from a fifteen min-
utes' local application toahmnnu being, which,
but for piompt measures, would havo rosultod
unfavorably.

when he resigned. Several months ngo Evans
foil In love with Miss Mary Wlckhelser. a hand-
some blonde of 18, who lived with her nunt.
Mrs. Joseph Sanborn. Mrs. Sanborn bos gained
a great deal of notoriety as a spiritualistic me-

dium, and stances were often held at her house.
Evans was a regular attehdant at tho seances.
He was very loving to Miss Wlckbotsor. and she
Boomed to admire him. Evans told his frlonds
that he and Miss Wlckhelser were ennaged to bo
married. It was said at that time that an undo
of Evans hnd dlod and left Evans some proporty
in tbo southorn pnrt of tho city. Evans spoke
Wolsb, English, and Gorman, and was a good
businoBsmnn. When Mrs. Sanborn moved to
Wilmington, Dol., a few months ago. Miss
Wlckhelser wont with hor. Lvans seomed to
bo lonely ami doj acted after tbe young woman
had gone. Ho gave up a good situation horo,
and four weoks ago he wont to New York, as
hu said, to begin work in a more. One week
later he wrote to n Scranton friend from Wil-
mington. hither, be said, he hadgono to pass
a few days, n the store In which ho was to
work In was not rnady to bo oponod. That was
the last that his Scranton friond hoard of blm
until bis death was roportod.

Tho objoct of his visit bore was to see
Miss Wlckbols, of whom be was vary fond. Ills
toolings woro reolprocated.but tbe lovers were
not yet engaged. Evans's relations with tbe
Sanborns was of tho pleosanteat oharacter, and
when he left here they urged him to remain
longer, Thoy looked with lavor on his suit for
the band of their nloco. Yostoiday morning
the latter received tbo following lettor from
him, which she, as usual, showed to her aunt.

AN OIL STILL EXPLODES,

TBE llURtmta VIC FALLING VPOtf
TUB UBS AT WORK BBNBATU.

PniLATJF.LrniA, Nor. 18. For somo ttmo
past tho Philadelphia Lubrlo Company's works
on tho Dolaware, at tho foot of Moore street,
have boon running to their full capacity, nnd
oarly this morning a gang of tnon numbering
about fifteen wero sot at work to repair n stone
foundation under a large Iron still which con-
tained 150 barrols of crude oil. Tbo ropslrs had
been partly completed, and 'sovoral of tho men
were plastering up tho Interior walls, when the
mnnholo of tho still was blown off. setting the
oil on fire, tilting over the still, and causing tho
burning oil to fall on tho men bolow. Tbo ex-

plosion was followed a tow seconds later by a
second report. Considerable time elapsodbo-for- o

any of the Are apparatus rouched tho
sceno, by which time tho oil which stilt re-

mained In tho tlltod tank nnd tho portion whka
had flowed to tho ground was burning fiercely.

A tew mlnutos aftorwnrd the work of rescu-
ing those who had boon lnjurod was begun.
An elderly man, whoso nnme could not bo ob-

tained, wan found lying against tho fence which
surrounds tho works, about sovonty-flv- o ynrds
from tbo cxplodod tank. Ho was unconscious,
nnd was torrlbly buruod nbout tho head and

Joseph Robinson, ngod 35, un--i found lying
on the ground close to n pool of burning oil.
His clothing was saturated with tho oil, n por-
tion of whklt had boun butnudoir. lie iv as so
tertibly butned thnt a portion of tho Mesh of
the right leg eamo off while n surgoon wits cut-
ting oil his panlnloous. llo has slnco dlod.

Aloxnndor Dniiks. ngod 40, hnd charge of tho
gang, and was worKlug lmmodiatnly under tho
tank when the explosion occurred. Whllotho
rescuing party wore searchlug nround for tho
victims, his body wns seen ljlng on tho ground
close to tho foundation wall, and surrounded
with blazing oil. Mlehaol Cnvannugh volun-tecin- d

to roscuo him. and, notnithst'indlng
tho protests of his companions, crawled alon,
ou tho ground, aftor ono of tho llromon had
saturntnd bis clothing with water. When
within reach of IlankB he grasped his right
foot, nnd when ho made an effort to draw tbo
body out the man's foot parted Itom the bod).
Cavnuiiiigh dropped It nnd hastily reached a
place of snfety, leaving tho body to tho II imes.
Cnvnnnugh'nfncn and haudswcrabndl) binned.
A faw minutes after Cjvannugb csenpod tho
tank fall, nnd Banks's body wns hid from lo.

Charles M"I,ean, aged 21, nnd Arthur Grue-bo- r,

nged 28, were also found lying closo to tho
burning still, tho former boing unconscious,
nnd both terribly burnod. (irueber has slnco
died, nnd Mel.tau probably will not recover.
Patrick l'.oylo. ngod 2G yours, laborer, wns
frightfully burned and will die.

The body of Charles Marshall, n boy. ncod 12,
who wits at work with the men under tho tnuk.
was ree vvered ftom the ruins.

Several other men who wero working cloo to
the still nt the time of tho explosion wero also
burned, but their Injurlos woro comparatively
Blight. Tho injurod woretkon to tho Pennsyl-
vania Hospital, whero their wounds wero
dressed.

Soon nfior tho explosion occurrod the burn-
ing oil, which had run from tbo still when It
oareoned, llowed along thegrouud, and, coming
In contnot with two wooden tanks partly
burled in tho t;roumi. sot them on Ihe. Thosu
tanks contained 000 and 5U0 barrols of oil re-
spectively. Tho oil was soon Ignited, and the
Homes spread to a largo Iron tank which con-
tained tOO barrols of tar, which also took Iho.
aud at ono tlmo threatened tho destruction ill
thoontlro eastern end of the v. oiks.
