Ho was assnsslnatnd at his own
gate, shot from behind, nnd tbe deed was evi-
dently deliberately plannod and executed, but
who wns tho planner and assassin Is amvBtery,
Onathaory 1b that the crime grew out ot the
Wlnstnnly will enso. Tlio lato Mayor Wlnstsnly
wns n wealthy man, and an ardent supporter
of Bowman, Whon making his will he con-
sulted with llowman In rogard to the
distribution of his wealth, and It Is al-

leged thnt the latter Influenced him to Ignore
some of the hells. One of those. Hick Wyntt,
said tn a saloon. In the presence ot witnesses,
that It John II, llowman hail cut him out of
Wlnstanly's will he would uot llvo sixty days
after tho fact hnd boon found nut.
