Hig report In strikingly Intorosting, In
the circumstantinl exposure of the warlous
kilnda of lnod frauds it amounts to & sensa-
tlon, and will probably bave considerable
Influence In the direction of repealing
the profmption and timbor culture nets, Under
theso [nws, which were framed for the baneft of
boun fide sottlers in the Territories and new
Btates of the North and West, non-resldent

Fraf, Adler Urges the Upening of the Then-
tres nud All Matiounl Amusements,

Prof. Felix Adler told the membere of the
Socioty of Ethical Culture, who erowdad Chiek-
ering Hull yestordny morning to linsar hia loe-
ture on " The Right Uses of Bunday,” that the
fanatienl, Puritanieal idoa that would make
Bunday s day of gloomy and frowning aspoot
was n modern Calviaistie Innoyation that had
not oven the advantoge of nnolent usage In Ite
favor, It waa o forblading departure from the
old, benutiful, chearing, nnd lovely view thiat
prevalled for thousnnds of years hufore It, that
Hunday was a duy for high and noble thouglhta
nnd for rational and lnnecent amusement nnd
roecrestion.

Rational men had a right to demand that nll
mannor of innceent eninyment should bs ¢n-
vouri@ad on tho Babbath, so lone ns mon did
not go lo the evxtreme aod give themsolves
wholiy up to recrontion to tho oxeclusfon of
those religious and moral reflsctlons thut
should ulways v o part of the dny's ocoupn-
ton,  The primary Idos of the Babbath lu the
o Chaldean dnys was a day of rest for the Loil-
ers, nnd it shoulil _ba e 8o to-idny, and tho
toflor should bo ufforded the menns of securing
rmn'. and reereation too,

The blams for the Sundny debauzlherv and
erime of the presont day, Urol, Adler Insistad,
rosted lareely upon the orthodox oxtremists
who cut off ull meana of innocont Amusrmont
and beaithy enjuyment to the tollers, nnd by
Insisting thut they ahall nither go to churches
or mse turn awayv to tho dram shops.
