I was talking once with a Primoe Miniater,
who doolarad that the great fault in Amarican
inatitutions Isthe quadrenninl chanye of Preal-
dents and the politioal turbulencs that attends
ft. “Nothing like this," he sald, " oceurs when
an Engliah sovarslen dios.” 1 eould not re-
frain from anawering that the parallel did not
bold. The real orisia in Lngland is when a
government moes out of pnwer, not when a
manarch Iaaves the scens, The statesman wns

silent. He oould not deny that his own down- |

1all would be n greater uvent than the demiss
of his mistruss and the transfer of the regalia
to anothar woarsr, Thess are but the trap-
plogn and the suits of power.

Lotd Deaconafleld oould maks the Quesn
into an Empress, and the goveromant of the
day satties the aliowance of nvery royal prince
when he atrives at his majority, ns well as the
dowry of every princess at har marriags, [t
even datermines the incoma of the soveralgn
upon an acowssslon to thethrone. The Queen
oannot craate a peer ngainat the will of the
Prirae Minister. If ha mnkes nut alistof his
adberents to be slevated to the upper Houss,
Her Majosty Is somatime spermitted to add the
pame of & oaraobal [risnd, but not too ofton,
Bbacan refuss her sanotion to no measure which
the government approves, Ier rpesches from
the thrones are all written for her. Hhe muat
even accept distastaful ministers If the Houne
of Commona or the nation will have no others,

The Queen, navertheless, daclines to con-
sldar harssif & mers mouthpisca for her
ministars, A few yenrs ago I was stay-
ing at the houss of a membsr of the
government who had just returned from Bal-
moral—foras ministor Is nlwaye In attendancs

on the Queen to lny publiec business befors her |

anl procurs her signature to publie docu-
ments. My host assured ms that Har Majesty
tonk tha liveliest interest in national afMairs,
that ahe studisd clossly all matters of impor-
tance, had opiolons of har own and expresaed
them freely. and somatimes induced her min-
isters to change their minds. Her long ex-
porience and acguaintancs with political man
give her some advantages that noneof har sub-
jecta ean enjoy. Bhe haa never been out of
office, and sha knows the secrets of boththes
grent partisa in ths Btate,

Until quits recantly, however, the ordinary
Englishmun supposed his soversizn to be ex-
ecluded from all participntion in polities. &
mere puppet, whosa strings the minister
pulled. But when the Mamolra of Daron Stock-
mar, the tutor of the Princa Consort, appanrad,
they divalged the faat famliliar to the Initiated,
that both the Quesn and the Prince hadialways
entertained deolded npinlona on politieal sub-
jeots, and mora than onoe had attemptad to
affeot, and even to change, the forelgn polley of
England. Diplomaasy, Indeed, |s the sphere in
which the Queon especially asplres to exart an
influence, Her foreign connections by blood
sod marriage undoubtedly contribute to mould
her opinlons: and she disllkes, basidnas, to ap-
pear to forelgn soverslgos to possess less
welght In the affalrs of her own kingdom than
they enjoy in thelrs, Bo she keeps up m corre-
spondence on siate matters with kings and
emperors whioh ahe fancles {s of Importanoe,
aod which may, Indeed, somstimas have had
its inflasnoe: thouxh doubtlesa the Biamarcks
and Gortchakoffs have been oareful to discount
tha feminine diplomacy at ita actual value.

The discovery of this roval Intervention ere-
ated not on!y widespread surprise. but unfa-
vorable, and even hostile, commant among her
subjects ; for there are not & few In England,
and thelr number inereasss every year, who
hold the functions of & constitutional soversign
to conslst In slmply signlog, with closed syes
and lips, whatever documsnt a minister may
present. They submit to monarchy only on
oondition that its claws shall be closely pared.
But now thes Queen stood revealsd as some-
thing mores than afigurehen : the machine was
An sutomaton, but.awith a concenled workman;
for her judgment, It was seen, had been nnt
meraly gulded, but conirolied, by her foreign
husband, while the Prince himself had ralled (n
& great maasure on the) advica of his Garman
mentor, Baron Btockmar, an (ndividunl of
whose veryexistenos nine-tenthao! the British
nation had been unaware.

Thana disclosures wars at first distastaful to
the court, which, at least in the Prinos Con-
sort's time, had been content with & sbare
of power withput the show: but when once the
real state of affairs was nnvelled a bold fac
was put on the matter. In the " Lifoof the
Prinee Consort.” written with not only the
sanoctlon, but the avowed nsaistanes of the
Queen, the doctrine wns dofended that
the sowerslgn of right should have opin-
fons. and maintain them. too, on all subjeots
of natlonal importance, One voluma of this
wark appenrad at the hefeht of the eontroversy
in regard to the Turco-Russinn war; and the
leaning of the court in that eontroversy was
purposely and unmistakably mada npparant,

Tue result was proof that no serious Inters
vention of the erown will over be tolerated In
Engllsh polities again. The interposition In
this Instance wus vary gonorally regarded ns
injudieious, and by many was ressntad as nn
unwarrantable encronchmant: while the dis-
like which in yarious qunrtars hind besn falt for
the charaotar and poliay of Lord Benconsfeld
was In mome degres extonded to the Quesn.
At no tima during my long residanos In Eng-
land was thare so muoh of downrlght animosi-
ty dispiaysd toward the oourt, Poiltieians
wantonly fanned the lama lor selflsh or party
purpoaas, and eourtiers [oolishly (ollowad thalr
sxample, dragging Majesty itaell 'nto the
strife, Lord Banconallald, nne of th- atjest and
moat unscrupulous adventurers who aver ross

Hore
sl thars o genulns Tory sirvives who hos
Hovun in the divios rlght of kings, bernnss iat
Imuding the divine right of dukes aml earls wnid
lahisd gontry and superiors gonnea ly, The
nobiiity, asa elnss, parecise that thelr cause (s
bound up with that of the throne; that il one in
ovarturnad, tnwothier naust roil o the duse; 1f
one Is maintainad, the other in likalisn to re-
main secure. Like the priests of & [ales re-
Haion, they fall down before the image they
bava thamuelvas aet up, and, In the eyes of the
multitude, are its prafoundest worshippers, It
is with this fesling that they bahave toward the
Queen as If she were the Grand Lama of Thi-
bet, and keep up the mimmeries that huve
been discarded by the Mikado of Japan, Per-

tious nids that Enkllshman ssam equally to
roveronce, without family or fortuns, or politl.
eal honeaty or consiatency, was able to maka
bimseil the laaderofl the aristnerncy of Engiand;
to ropresant and to eontrol both the Toriss
and the Crown. Knowing full well that the
souraa to which he advissd the Quaen wis surs
to prove In thaend Injurloun to the Crown, that
to thrust Majesty at the paopla at this day wns
1o 1 Its wxintonce, he yat bellavad that
the danger would nnt coma nor the storm burst
In his time. He could and would eetain power
and place by vandering to the vanity of the
Queen and piaying on the loyalty of her sub-
jects, and on the veneration of the English
puople [or whatever Is established,

For a while the scheme worked woll. The
Influsnce of the Crown helpod him to gain
wotars In Parllament, though he lost them out
