Our 215.000.000 silver dollars aro by law fulllegal teuder. Sharing that function with themonetary unit Itself, the honor of tho country,
not less than Its Interests, Is Involved In tho pres-
ervation ot their equivalence with that unit
wherever our citizens dwell and our laws run.Equivalence In foreign trade, for tho reasons
above Indicated, is for the present qulto Im-
practicable. Equivalence In domestio trade Is
practicable Uut that equivalence Is now im-
perilled by tho continuing coinage and In-
creasing number of tho sllvor dollars. This Is
much mors than a dollbnrate judgment of the
Hoorotary of tho Treasury. It is attested to
him from the centres of trade In all parts of tho
oountry. ns much from the South as the North.
as much from tho West as the East. Not alono
our able statesmen and Instructed economists
and financiers advine tho stopping of the silver
eoiiiago now, but whorevor our fellow cltl.ens
nre concentrated In commercial cities and
towns, tbo business c'osses ongnced In tho
trade, tho enterprises, and manufactures of
those centres, ami tho still largor masses nt
worklugmen employed by them, urgo tho
stopping of the silver coinage now. It Is these

Ther
do not wish Its recurrence. In availed form.
Increasing the weight ot sllvor In the dollar as-
sumes the present dollars to be Incapable ol
continued equivalence with the monetary unit,
when. In fact, by stopping further coin ago they
can bo hold in our domestic exchanges 10 thatequivalence, nnd the chance retained that tho
several great powers which aro also sustaining
tho use ot depreciated ellver. by
local national law. mar come to "pool their
Issues," nnd 80 restore sliver to Interna-
tional currencr. Such union now seems hopn.
loss, whlio we continue to mitigate tho dlftlcul-tie- s

of other nations br taking off the market
halt tho product of our own mines whloh la
nearly half the product of tne world. Is It not
worth whllo to try tho results ot nn altered
situation after so manr years of failure ? Is It
not worth while to see what can bo done when
tho United States shall havo put an end, brstopping tho coinage, to the charge that they
are moved by selfish interests, nnl trying to
market sliolr silver: when the United States,
by stopping coinage, shall havo put thorn-solv-

upou nn oquallty with tho other gold
aud silver using nations who have nil stopped
silver coinage ; and whon the Unltod States
shall thus Imj able to negotlnto for open mints
and true coinage toall comers, with the largo
offer to join In free oolnago to all, In place of
no coinage, rather than with tho lessor nffor of
freo coinage to all. In plnce nt tho colnagn ofTreasury purchases ot $21,000,000 worth of sil-
ver a year?

Tho colunge of a henvler dollar would ob-
struct the success of such an oxperlmout.
Tho coinage of Bllver not bolng free to nil
comers, but being exclusively a coinage of
Truiistiry purchases of hllvor, thoro Is no rea-
son for making u heavier dollar, whether tho
purchases aio to continue or to bo slopped.
Treasury purchases ot sliver nro anom-
alous, unprecedented oxcopt In tho caso of sub-
sidiary coin, nnd uhindrniice to thu restoration
of a round currency. If the silver dollar Is
full tnndor. but notot free coinage. Its curroncr
Is coulluod within the country wliero tho laws
run which mako it full lender. It cannot bn
foiced across the Atlantic or Pacific, except
ns metal. Legal tender laws do not cross na-
tional boundaries. The silver dollar of 371.25
grains within our boundaries can be kept
equivalent to our monetary unit ot vnluo. If
no more ate coined, and the metul In It will
not fluctuate more from tho datum line ot
23.22 grains llnu gold than the melul In uoO'l-L'ntl- u

sliver dollar would, though It may fluc-
tuate it Utile further olT.

money, by cheeks, bills of exchange, book cred-
its. Clearing Houses, postal orders, tolegraphlo
transfers, ,., which operate In tho same di-
rection, enforces the lessons of experience as
to tho impotence of any nation's legislation to
affect prices, l( prices are tnonsured py a stable
monetnry unit, Changlrg the measure changes
nothing exeunt the ownership of the property
of tlio loslngoiius. It doos not change prices
measured honestly. Hut the lessons of exuei

cannot be completely lenrnod in a moment.
For the general rango of prices of the hundred
chief commodities of clvllliod man's uso has
boen more than a third ol a century in coin-plell-

the hut leisurely cyo'o ol Its rise and
fnll. I ho range of prices is lower than
slnco Iho illscovuryof gold In California, Tho
redistribution of populations in the two
licmlKi boies since thou is vastl,-- mora
nscrjbabio 10 lojiolalivo eontrhanco than
Is ihe low hivol of prices. 1'iicns in
tho United Stuei nre tho record of the
llucliiatfons of commodities nnd currencies 111

the murkots of tho world. They ore not mutely
domestic fluctuations. Odessa uiiil India ap-
pear in the price of wheat at Chicago. Ourlegislation chiefly concorns llfty-llv- u million
people, bat miens nro tho outcome of two ve

Yet we nro occasionally told that tho present
gonoral full of prices has been caused" anil can
fxi counterpoised by the variation of a few
hundredth ol 1 per cent. lu tho ratio of our
own silver coin stock to tho mas ot the mon-
etary metals nf tho world by tho ttuns.i-- r ot
morn silver from minus In Nuvudu to vaults
in new xnrs.

down tho prices of all the products ot
man's labor. If one New England town, by
ono weed's labor, can shoe all tho feet in Cin-
cinnati, Chicago, ami nt, Louis foi a your,
when 11 vo.ir's work was too litl.o one decade
ago, how shall not tho pi Ice of bhoes go down?
Everywhere tlm eflorl Is to obtain suoltor,
clothing, food and tho ornaments of thebo
nocosslues of life nl a smaller ovpoiisn of
mental onorgy nnd bodily toil. Tho history ot
Inventions is the record ot porm.'inent reduc-
tions of the cost of getting man's nocossitlos.
This reduced cost makes possible the nnlui

of Iho comforts of all. a hltihor end
higher standard of life for the poor. How
shall tho reduced coat not nppear In drnmiiui;
prices ? Hut things on hand hauubt to bell fall
while held. To the trading classes a fall ot
prices whon comprlsod In too brief Periods
cannot but bring somo measure ot dlstiess;
when continued for too long periods, cannot
butonlall a general depression of trade. Jlut
when It Is noitbor sudden nor prolonged
enough to throw large numbers outof employ-
ment, the great moss of working mou nnd wo-
men find in lower prices utmost unmixed good.
Wages nre always at onco exchanged, with
somo deduction for saving, and if prices aro
lower the samo wages buy more. Even where
reduced prices necessitate reduced wages laud
on tho whole, ovon In Europe, the return to
labor grows more and morel the wsge-reoilv-

gotk the advantage of wages bolng slow to
move, us he gets the disadvantage of their be-
ing the lust to move when from n degradation
ot the unit of value, or Its legal equivalent,
prices measured by that unit going up, the
same wages buy less. To keop tho unit ot
valuo stable Is tho truo limit ot legislative con-
trol ovor prices.

A lurgo proportion of our worlingmcn of ma-
ture years havo hud an instructive oxpeilence
that lowering tho vulue of any dollar,
logal teuder of payment for their wages, Is a
lowering that Is compensated to ever) body also
buforo comporiButlou reaches them. It is n low-
ering that llf tn the prices of all commodities
boforo it lifts tbo rate of his wages. A cheaper
dollar fur worklngmeu of the United States
moans a poorer dollar. The dally wau'es ot our
woiklrigmen and working women am by far Iho
largest, by far the most Important, aggregate
ot wealth to bo affected by the degradation ot
thu dollar, or of any legal tundorcquivulout ot
tho dollar. All other uggrogatos ol wealth, tho
accumulations ot capitalists, which cau only
obtain profitable use by being turnud overdullr
In tlio wages of workmen and tho employment
of tho captains of their Industry, nil other ag-
gregates of Wealth which remain unemploved
in the payment of wages ut tho day. thu month,
tho your, are not to bo compared in their sum
to this gigantic sum, It Is this gigantic sum,
tho wages ol labor, which Is assailed by every
policy that would make Jie dollar of the fathers
woith less than its vvoith In gold. The debt of
tho United Slates, largo as It is, is A wart beside
that mountain. II by defrauding our follow
citizens who. directly, or Indirectly through thesavings bunks, hold tho-- a promises to pay a
dollar on demand or In duo season; II by

we could take a third off the burden of the pub-
llo debt, much less than $10 a head would thus
bo saved to the people of tho United Slates.

Besides the reforms whloli are deslrablo for

the effective administration of any system of

They havo been retained while purely revenue
duties upon articles not compotlng with any-
thing produced lu the thirty-eig- ht Statos have
been discarded. They have been retained
upon articles used as materials for our own
manufactured (In lssl adding $30,000,000 to
their cost), which, If exported, compote In other
countries against similar manufactures from
untaxed materials. Seine rates have been re-

tained alter ruining tho Industries they were
mestit to ndvntitnge. other rstea have been re-

tained after effecting a higher price for a do-

mestio product nt home than It was sold abroad
fur. The general high level of rates has been
retained on tho theory of countervailing lower
wages abroad, when, lu fact, Iho higher waxes
of American labor are nt once the secret nnd
the security nt our cnpnalty to distance all n

from "pauper labor" In nny market. All
changes liar loft unchanged, or changed for
the worse, by now schemes ot classification or
otherwise, n complicated, cumbrous. Intricate
group nf laws which nro not capable of being
administered wltn Impartiality to all our mer-
chants. As nothing in tlio ordinary course of
business is imported unless the prlco hers of
tlm domostlc. as well as of the Imported, artldo
Is higher br the amount of the dutv and the cost
of sou transit than tbo prior? abroad, tho prefer-
ence of the tnxpaver fnr duties upon articles not
produced In the United Statos isjustillad by the
fact that such duties cost him no more than
the Treasury ot his countiy gets. As for dutlos
sffealtng nrllclos that nro aleo produced in the
United mates, tho first to bo safely discarded
are thoso upon materials used br our own
manufacturers, which now subject them to a
hopoloss competition at home and abroad, with
tho manufacturing nations, none of which
taxes raw materials. It Is not to be doubted
that In any reform which shall finally receive
Iho npproval of tbo two Houses of Congress
ther will maturely consider nnd favorably

tho Interests whloh can only gradually
and carofulr be adjusted, without loss, to
changes in tho legislative conditions for tholr
advancing prosperity. With this view I have
Invited, In some two thousand circular letters
to our manufacturers and merchants, their en-
lightened cooperation In the Improvement nf
our fiscal policy, and the replies received will
hereati r bo submitted to tho consideration of
Congress.

BONDED WHISKEY.
Since I assumed office, the department lias,

pursuant to request, taken the opinion or tlio
Attorney-Genera- l as to tho duty of thu officers
of Government In oase tlio ownors of distilledHpfrlts bonded for exDort failed to remove ttioni
from the warehouse within the time named
therefor In tbo bond. The Attornoy-Gnnero- l
gave an opinion, which mado strict enforce-
ment of tho loiter of the bond nppenr to be tbo
only lawful course for tho doparluient to follow.
Consequently, Instructions wore givon to col-
lectors of Internal rovenuo. which resulted In
payment of tho tnxoroxport itlnn of the spirits
Within the time fixed by the bonds.

Th" department also, after duo considera-
tion, becume convinced thnt it had no authority
to allow more lime betwoon the bonding of
spirits for exportation aud the actual shipment
of tho same than was nscessnry for thnt pur-
pose n the ordinary course of business. There-
fore, thu limit of thirty days was restored In
tho regulations, that tlmo being deemed amplo
for all purposes of exportation.

tinued In Iho exercise of their functions during
tho nnst year. At the following potts Commis-
sioners of Immigration nro now otnploie.1,
namely: Portland. Mo, t Hostnn, Now York,
Philadelphia, llaitltuoro, hoy Wo.st, Unlvustun,
and Sun Francisco.

It Is to bo rogrettod that tho Irrw. ns con-

strued, doos not empower tlm department, at
Its own Instance, to establish Immigration
commissions without belug required to havo
tho cooperation of oilier agoticlos not within
Ita control. Under the present system. It Is
ncessarr to the creation of suoh a commission
at any particular port, that the Governor of Ihe
State wherein such port Is shall first designate
soma suitable persons, or some local organiza-
tion, leiving It with this department to accept
(by oontract) or reject the parties so designat-
ed. Asaoonsequenee, In one or two Instances,
the efforts of this department to establish suoh
commissions have been without avail.

It is recommended that tho oxlsllng law be
so amended that nil commissions, or officers,
to be charg.d with the care of Immigrants nt
the several ports, tie appointed directly br the
Secretary of the Treasury, and that thoy be
held Immediately responsible to him for the
proper performance of tholr dutlos: or. If this
recommendation be not adopted, thnt. at
least, the nt the Treasury be em-
powered to designate customs nflicers to servo
as Commissioners of Immigration nt ports for
which no designations have bon made br tho
Governor of tho Stnto whero thoy are respec-
tively located: also nt nil the smaller pop's
whore the arrivals of Immigrants aro not In
such numbers as to warrant the establishment
nf nnmmlRHionn.

Considerable difficulty has boen oxnerlenoi
In procuring the doportatlon of aliens of the
classes pronibited by law from landing. It bns
boen found to be r matter ol convenience, if
not necessity, to all concerned, that the oxaml-natio- n

nt Immigrants, particularly at tho prin-
cipal ports where they frequently arrive In
largo numbers at onetime, should be mndo at
soma convenient placo nn shore. At soma of
the ports, particularly at New York, tho steam-
ship companies bringing passengers were dis-
posed to resist the demand for tho return of
suoh ot the Immigrants brought here br them
as were found on such examination to bo of tho
classes of whom the law snys thnt they "shell
not be permitted to land." Such resistance
wne on the ground that the Immigrants bad.
In a literal sense, bean pormlttod to land, nnd
wore consequently beyond tho operation of tho
provision of law for tho doportatlon of tho pro-
scribed classes. This difficulty was disposed of,
howovor, by a ruling of the department that th
landing of Immigrants nt a plnoo under tbe
control of the Commissioners, for tbo purpose
of having an examination made to determine
whether they wero or were not prohibited from
landing, was not to be considered such a per-
mission to land as would relievo tho steamship
companies from the responsibility of deporting
such as were found on such examination to be
of tho proscribed classes. In furtherance of
the same end bonds hnve boen taken by the
Commissioners of Emigration at Now York
from the stonmshlp companies represented at
that port, conditioned for tlio return of such
aliens as are found to lie proscribed.

The question Is presented for consideration
whethor, undor n rigid construction of tbo Im-
migrant law. nil alien lunatics and Idiotsuhould
be prohibited from lauding. Irrespective of
whethurthoy aro or nre not liable to beoom. a
public charge. For Instance, whore nn Idiot
ohlld ni rives here in ohurge of parents both
able nnd willing to enre for It, it may lie ques-
tioned whether it is in hnrmony with thu gen-
eral spirit and Intent of our Immigration laws
that the parents may bo pormlttod to land only
on condition that they abandon their Idiotrlllld. n'hn la nil the tnnrA In nnmt nf tinrntil
care by reason of Its Inllrmlty.

It Is recommonded that further legislation he
had tn the end thnt the Intent or the law In thisregard may be made clear and free from allambiguity.

The draft of a bill will soon bo presented to
Congress amending tbe existing Immigration
act. In which will be embodied such provisions
ns In tho experience of the department seem to
be required to make tho supervision of Immi-
gration elleotivo aud of beuoilt to tho country,

The report goes on to deal, as usual, with the
life saving and marinn hospital service, steam-
boat inspections, lighthouses, coast surrey, and
similar topics of minor importance. It con-
cludes with tho following recommondntlon:

Tho nocesslty for a general statute ot limita-
tion upon the presentation of demands against
the United States, beoomos evory year moreupnareut,

Tho policy of all enlightoned nations protects
tho Individual against demands set up undercover of obscurity created by lapse of tlmo.
Uut the Government has even moro need ofsuch protoctlon. Usually the individual hassuch personal knowledgo of his business as
will warn blm against unjust claims, and guide
him to the evidence which may protect htm.

The vast business of tho Government Is enr-rlo- d
on entirely through agents, and mnny

caused tend to produce freqiientchnnges among
them. Even when an bo ranched,his momory Is likely to bo imperfect In respect
