The Great Debate on the Rules,

Tho arguments agalnst distributing the
appropriation bills are coneluslve, Even the
enemles of Mr. RaNpALL outside of Cop-
greas, who would like to seo that stateeman
humillated by a voto of his colleagues, are
beginning to admit that n mistake has beon
mnade. “ Woought to have got rld of Rax-
DALL lo somo other way,”" Is what they are
now saylng,

Wanare not surprised to hear that among
the Democratic members of the House of
Ropresentatives there Is a strong reac-
tion agrinst the distribution schemers, who,
only a few days ngo, ecemed likely Lo have
overything thelr own way,

Mr, RaNDALL'S personal feelings, or any
desire thit ho may have to retain his present
grent nud deserved Influonce In Lhe appor-
tionment of tho nationnl rovenues, are a
matter of small moment compared with the
public Interests involved,

To throw the millions to the four winds of
heaven In ordor to gratify a personal splto
agninst a single man, to satisfy a debt of ro-
sentment against one man for nis attituda
last year on the tarlff question, and to erip-
ple his Influence In future legislation, would
be paying dearly Indeod for revenge.

We hope that individunl common sense
averages too high among the Democrata of
the Forty-ninth House to allow the per-
petration of what would be, perhaps, tho
most conspicuous and unnecessary polltical
blunder since the party came luto power on
the tidal wave of 1874,

The Heiley Indignity.

No self-respecting American can read the
EEILEY correspondence, the whole of which
on Monday was laid before the Senate, with-
outa twinge of indignation at the slur cast
upon our Government nnd people by two Eu-
ropean courts, or without a thrlll of thank-
fulness that we have a Neorstary of State
alive to the place of honor that we should
bold among the pations and swift to vindi-
eate the dignity and rights of the republie.

The facts brought out by ths letters inter-
changed belween our State Department and
tho Italian snd the Austrian Ministers for
Forolgn Afalrs suggest amd justify the
cogent distinetion drawn by Seeretary Bay-
ARD between the vight of selecting and the
right of rejecting envoys--a distinetion
whicH hereafter should bo wrought lnto the
groundwork of Amaerlean diplomacy. Itisn
distincetion which eanuot Le too clearly for-
mulated, or too rigldly adhered to, nnd Mr.
Bavanp no doubt feels that as a motter of-
eonsisteney It should  have been pro-
claimed in the flvat instauce and enforeed
with a8 much firmness on Kiog HuM-
BERT'S Governmont as upon the reprasenta-
tive of the Harsnuna Kalser, Yetthe Savoy-
ard dynasty Is weak, and, although fits
trentment of the Pope is nbhorrent Lo falthiul
Catholies on both sldes of Lhe ocean, yet its
rescue of the penlnsula from foreign domi-
pation and the excerablo tyranny of the Ital-
fan Bovnposs entitles It to somo indulgence
from all lovers of liberty. But an affront
that might be brooked [rom a struggling nn-
tionality, coull nut for a momant be endured
from an emplre whose arrogant traditions
argunspeakably obnoxious to Americanidons,

Let us look ot this distinetlon so foreibly
and sagely drawn by Secrotary Bayaup In
bis despatches to Count KALNORY, the Aus-
tro-Hungurian Miulster for Forelgn Affalrs.
Let us mark all that It tmplies, so that our
people may hereaflter hold thelr servants u
the Federal Adminlstration to a more striet
accountabllity. A uatlon's right to demand
the recall of an objectionable envoy
accredited from a forelgn power has been
repontedly exorclsed by our State Dopart-
ment from the day of Geser te the
day of Catacazy. It 18 n right as
Inallenable, ns lusoparablo  from  indes
pondence, as tho vight to lovy discriminative
dutles, to close our ports, to declars war.
Any ono of thoso uets o country may do nt
Its own pleasure, amd, leb us ndd, at Its own
poril, It may even, if it spo Ht, deeline to
asslgn any reasons for o procoeding which
undeniably lles within s compoetence. It
It any rensons are alleged, they must ob-
viously relato to an olfence glven by aorepu-
dinted envoy during the dischiarge of his
misslon, and not before ho has assumed 1t
A State has no slght to limpeach in ad-
vance Lthe motives or diseernment of a frlend-
1y powaor In 1ts elioleo of o diplomatie ngont ;

doubt, he felt that he wns treading upon
much more solld ground, In the hls-
tory of Eoropean monarchles thore s,
unhappily, no lack of Instances whore
weak Blates, trémbling at tha pos-
siile displonsure of some great power
clothed with the prastige of hegemony, have
endured serlous encroachments on thelr dip-
lomatio Independence and sacrificed thelr
soll-respeots. There was congeninl eoll in
Europe for the sycophantio doetrine of tho
prraona grafe when the uncopguered Spai-
tsh Infantry uplield the overweening designs
of Parrar 1L, when the prelde of Lovis XLV,
wina not as yot brought low at Blenlelm, or
while the Austrinn predominance was still
unchallenged by FREvertck the Great, Dut,
ne Mr, Bavaup retorted, we Lave naught to
o with such examples, For us they have no
lesson and no warning., On thia slde of the
Atlantle wo make precodents, not follow
them., Moreover, If we necded Europsan
analogles Lo tench us the diplomatic attitude
beeoming agroat anda froo people, woshoulid
arek them inthe recond of the Commonwealth
of CroMwenn and of the first Fronch repub-
lie. Mueh wit, no doubt, had beon at flest ex-
pended on the tinkers and the tallors who had
rebellod agalnst the sndnted auwd chivalrous
Ciannea L, bul the hour eame when not a
power in Europa dared protest to the Lord
Protector CROMWELL that an offieer of Iron-
sldes, ex-tinker or ex-tallor, would not be
peraona grata,  Cuistres, canaille, louts, riff-
raff, senlnwage, such wero the opithets ap-
plied to the agentsof the French republic
who woere seorufully refused oficlal recognl-
tlon at the court of Vienna, But within a
year much less was sald about persons
grale, when the cuistres had wrung Lom-
bardy from the Austrian at Campo Formlo.
The KeiLey Incldent may have Its large
and wholesome uses, beeauso it fortunately
found a genuine American In the post of Soe-
retary of Btate. It s high time that tho
people who In Contlnental oourts are atig-
matized as the refuse of Europe—)ust as the
bullders of another mighty republic were In
thelr young doy disdained as *‘the dregs
of RoMuLus'—should aflirin their resolu-
tlon to promulgate thelr own rules and
ostabllsh thelr own precedents, The work
has pow been well begun by Mr. Bavanp's
declaration that we will suffor no foreign
power to control our gelection of diplomatic
ngents, or makoe class or religious digerimi-
natlons between our eitizens which are re-
pugnant to tho letter and the spirit of our
fnstitutions.

An American Gentleman.

From the published correspondence In the
KEiLEY case we extract the lotters or parta
of letters which exhibit the attitude of the
gentleman most immediately coneerosl.

After the Italinn Governmoent had intimat-
ed that Mr. Keiney's appointment was not
ncceptable to It on account of eertain opine
fons exprossed by him Hfteen years ago ln
regard to the occupation of IRome and the
Pope's dothronemant, Mr. KRILEY wrole us
follows to Mr, BAYARD:

*The Sacratary of Biate and the President must per-
mit no fenr of mortifying me or harming my interests
tostand lo the way of any concluslon sgreeabls to tham-.
welvent

When the Italinn Government appenled to
“the good amity " of the Ameriean Govern-
mont to oblige It by appointing another Min-
ister to Rome, Mr. KEILEY at once wrote to
the Presidont:

*“From the evidence which you have brought te my
nolice that the present Italian Government holde such
prejudices concerning the opinions expressed and atll
antartalned Ly mo In reapect of certaln publie transae-
tlone now historie i that ectntry as render [t Inipossl.
blethat my presence in Ialy would bas elther sgroeabls
to that Government or Lo e of useful o my own Gove
arnmant, [ recoguize the Improevriety of reiaining the
comminaion with whieh you have honored me, and, with
thanks for the confilances expresicd (n teudering it, I
tag lenve hereby to resign it,"

When word came from Vienna that Mr.
Keiney would not be recelved by the Impe-
rial eourt, on acconntof the religious faith of
his wife, together with tho threat thet the
Amerfean Miolster would find his suelal po-
sitlon * untenable and even lmpossible,' Mr,
Kerney was lo Europe.  He at vneo returned
to the United States. Although advised by
the Seeretary of State that it was not the In-
tention of vur Government to recall lilm, and
that Le would be sustained in whatever
course his judgment might lead bim to adopt,
Mr. Keiney promptly wroto:

“T eaunot ennsent to accept the compensation of
an oMee without discharging ite duthes, and T therofore
herely returt to the President the commiision with
whiclh he was pleased to honor me."*

Throughout the affair Mr. KeTney's bear-
ing wns that of a modest, patriotie, self-
respecting gentleman, He proservid hisown
dbenity, and he oarned, under tryiog eireams
stances, Ltho just estoem of his lellow eitlzons,
This fact should be distinetly reeogulzed,

Mr. KErLey's nction and attitude were hon-
orubio to bimsclf, anid such as to justify tha
nstimate of his charactor which led inthe
flrst place to his appolutmont by the Presi-
dent,
