There ars two serlons objections to the
Prealdential Suceession bill which has been
introduced Into Congress by Senator Hoan
of Massachuselts. One 2 that it devolves
the duties of the Presldency upon officors

not elected by the prople or thelr represent- |

atives; and Lhe other Is that it might result
in making one of these oMeers President for
the greater part of a full term of four years,
While we are inclined to regard It a3 anlm-
provemeot upon the present statute, the con-
stitutionnlity of which Is doubtful, we do
not think it meets the diflleulties of the case,
This, in our opinion, ean be done only by an
amendment to the Comstitution.

Aslmple addition to that instrument would
solve Lthe problem In a satlefuclory manner,

The Constitution now provides for the elec-
tlon of a President of the United States by
the House of Represeutatives, when no onn
of the candidates voted for by the electoral
collegas has a mnjority of tho votes of the
eloctors. Why not empower the House of
Representatives to elect n President to serve
out the unexpired term In case of the death
of the President and the Viee-President ?

An officer chosen in this way would be both
electiva and representative. He would be
the choles of the people represented In thelr
national assembly. Furthermore, the mot hixl
of solection would be in harmony with the
eplirit of our Institutions, and with that of
the fundamentnl Inw as it now is, Tho House
of Representntives now Las the powoer to
elect a President when the electoral colloges
fall to do so. The proposed amendment
would merely extend thils power 80 ns to nu-
thorize an election by the House for the re-
malnder of a term, when the offlce hecame
vacant by the death or disability both of the
President and Viee-Presldent,

There would have to be some proviston for
ealling Congress together In such o contin-
genoy, IL it were nol in sesslon; but this isn
matter of detail which could be arranged
without any con=idorable diffieulty,

Now ls an excellont tlms to deal with this
subjoet.  Anyv statute relating to the Presi-
dontinl
shift, Involving oljeciions that ennnot be
overcaome, The Constitution shonld provide
for filling any vacaney, and no wiser method
has occurrel to us or has heen suggested by
any onv, o far as wo koow, than that which

surcession must bo a mers make-
