Indulgent to
error and encouraging to merit: yot thore has
beon something about him that repelled what-
ever was sordid or mean, and when firmness
was required his Integrity has been uncompro-
mising nnd his cnurngo not to to shaken.

quantities of Intoxicants, was nevor known
to bo visibly affected. In his day drinking
was mostly done In a vory peculiar
way. It wns tho custom to begin with
wine, to warm tho slomnch. following
this potation with n fovv gulps of light b. or.
ns a ro f rigoran t. Now, to relieve tlio balance
heat, n llttlo moro wine was taken, and thon n
llttlo moro boer. and so on nd Infinitum. Darius
considered Hint no moro complimentary npl-tap- h

could ho placed upon his tombstone than
an Inscription recording tho fact thut he could
drink any one of his lovnl subjeotn under thetable, and Cyrus urged that his claims tn the
thronn ot Persia ought to be preferred to those
ot his brother Artaxorxes, on thu ground that
he wns not so enslly affected by wine, Mnro
Antony wrote a book In praise of drunken,
ness, mid oven Kt. Auuiistlno oxpressed hiscontempt for teetotalers, who denounce tho
use of wlno ns Immoral, and guzzle elder on
the sly.ihutls very in itch stronger.

It would soom that women have always been
forbidden to drink wlno to any extent. The
nncluut Greeks would not permit its usoby fn.
males at all. and Boinulus permitted own ot hisknights to bent his wife to death for being over-coi- n

o with liquor. The Komatis under tho em-
pire were accustomed tn ilrlnk thn greatest
quantities of wine at dinner. Their theory wns
that the morn they drunk the more they would
be able to eat, and tho moid they ntn the more
thoy would be nbln to drink. Ho they nto and
drank until thny worn helploss, and then they
weio curried to tho baths, whom thoy soaked
their bodies in hot water and got ready for tho
next meal. Hume of these gentlemen used to
be able in drink a gallon ot winn nt a draught.

The wine ot tho Greeks nnd Itoranne would
hardly suit thu palate of tbo epicure nowaday.
Tho wines that worn madn twuntv eentnrtnn
ago-ev- en the Falei Ian. of which Horace sang
so enthusiastically wero, in nil probability,
quite Inferior to our modern vintages.
Usually, by boiling down, and oilier processes,
they worn reduced to a sort ol syrup which had
to bo diluted with water ton considerable ex-
tent before it was drinkable The most extra-
ordinary Ingredients wore Introduced, such as

nit water, rosin, tar, turpentine, myrrh, andmany other curious things, all nf which were
supposed to bo nocessary to give the wine theproper flavor. Finally, It was put up In earth-o- n

wuro jugs, which woro covered on thn nut-sid- e
w)tli pitch, to make thorn watertight.

These jugs held several quarts, nnd for thatreason the nnclonrmethod of keeping wine
was better thnn ours, lor it hns been found that
wine improves moro quickly In large vessels
than In small ones.

Amorur tho distinguished character who

have made their headquarter In Ban Francisco
Inth pat was a gentleman who baptismal
name atpr to have been William Hay, but
who was popularly known among his associates
by th endearing title of Bully llnyos." This
individual wns a quiet. leek-faco- d rascal, who
presented the appearance of a
Methodist parson nt tho tyne.
He was never known to chew tobacco, to
drink. or toglva utterance to an osth. llllam
llnyos began his career as the (kipper of a
schooner on the lakes, regularly plying be-

tween Clovelaud and Buffalo, and was a
very excollont officer, making many friend
by bis universal courtesy nnd genial man-
ners. Ho was a mnn of great originality of
charnctor. and his flrst piratical exploit, which
marked his plunga Into crime, committed at
this stage of his Interesting career, was unique
In Its nature. A prominent and wealthy gentle-
man ot Cleveland, having ft
nophow In Buffalo, purchased a fine riding
pony, a bloodod animal ot great beauty.
nnd had him placed upon the schooner to bo
delivered In Buffalo whon the boat had reached
Its dostlnatiou. along with n note which he
consigned to Cnpt. llnyos. Skipper Hayes
found that this epistle read a follows:

Ut Diah NarnRwt I eend you a pony by Cnpt tfayaa.
1 bopa jou will enjoy rldiug ulin. Vaur atfceiionate

L'XCLI.

Observing that tho word " pony " was used In
this lotter, and remarking upon tho brevity ot
the note. Skipper Hayes porcolvod hlstoppor-tunlt- y

nnd wns not slow tonvall himself ot it,
Upon his arrival in Buffalo ho proceoded at
once to a toy store and Invested In a fine wood-
en hobby-hors- e, which he dellvorod to the lad
along with his unclo's note. Thon ho hnstenod
to a horse maikot nnd realized a goodly sum
upon tbe hnndsomo animal ho hnd In tow. A
wook or so later the boy's uncle camo up from
Clovolnnd, nnd ono ot his first Inqulrlos was
after tho health and whereabouts ot the horso.

"How do you like tho pony?" ho asked his
nephew with Interest." Oh, pretty woll," snld the boy with nn Indlt-foronta-

" Where la he ?" pursuod the uncle.
Out on tho front voranda," returned the lad,

a little Impatiently,
Explanations quickly followed. Tho next In-

quiry wns after tho whoronbouts ot Skipper
llnyos. But ho hnd vanished from the hikes,
nnd tbe deck ot that particular sohnonnr nevor
mora eohoed to Ills honest trend. He noxt
turnod up In Sun Francisco, nnd now ho stops
upon the stage In all tho glory ot bis now title
of Bully Uayos, a nnmo which ho won by
n consistent course of conduot, nnd which
always afterward clung to him. He set
sail for tho South Soas and booatne
actively engaged In a pnoullar pursuit
known ns "pluckblrdlng," whereby n man
usurps the prerogative of dlvino Provi-
dence In disposing of tbo bodlos of tho Island-
ers, not always nsking their pormisslon or ful-
filling the demands of social etiquette, but tum-
bling tbem Indiscriminately Into a durk hold
and sotting sail for a profitable market. Ho
conducted this ontorprise with suoh success
that his fame becamo noised about, and oer-tai- n

vessels of her Majesty's Government,
which lio in wnfl'for mnlofaotors in that local-
ity, closed In upon him, so that ho was prone to
betake himself tn tho China soas. But histunny commercial instincts again got the bet-
tor of his discretion, and at Maono ho made a
contract to land 250 Chlnnmon in Sydney, Now
South Wales, nt 40 a bond. Now, at that time.
Borne fifteen years having gono by, tho
good poople of Sydnoy. realizing the ovils

50, and In order to bring bis speculation to a
profltnbio Issue It was necessary for Sklpnar
Hayes to use somo Ilnesso, a delicate quality
In which ho was nevor found wanting.

Tho Captain jumped on the
tnffrall and hailed tho tug.

In tho course of an hour his top-
sails disappeared below tho horizon. As soon
as ho was well uuder way he sent a carpenter
down balmy to reef In a big hose which ho had
dropped through a port and connected with tho
bottom of tbo pump.

Tho Captain ot the tug did not fare as well.
When lie got to thu Circular (Juay In Sydney
he uttomptod to land his quarter of a thousand
Mongolinu passengnrs. hut the officer of herMajesty's customs refused to accept thorn
without the pnvmont of tho stlpulntod head
tax ; and thus tho tug was lorced to lay off fur
several days, supporting the Chinamen nn
Government faro until the Legislature could
bo convened to pass nn enabling uct to adow
them tobslandod, Thn consignee ot thn oaigo
was nover known, but he undoubtedly got im-
mediate possession of his human freight, nnd
Bully Hayes received tho stipulated sum. He
next turnod up in San Francisco. Hick andpenniless, ns usual. He revived old acquaint-
ances nnd inndo new friends, und Dually was
introduced to a gentleman iinlie prominent
iu yachting circles This iiidivldu.il. who ia
possessed of abundant mans bad sufficient
faith in Bully Hayes and the Island tiado to
