The present apportionment of the Leglsla-
turos of Now York, Now Jersoy, and Con-
mectiout Is grossly unjust.

Mr. CLEVELAND carrled thess Btates in
1884 agalnat Mr. BLaINg, recolving In New
¥York a majority 01,047, In Now Jersey 4,413,
and in Connecticut 1,276, If the leglslative
distriots In these States had beon fairly ar-
ranged, tho Loglslatures of 1885 would have
boeen Domocratio. But owlng to their unfalr
apportlonment, on jolnt ballot the Repub-
Moans had n majority of twenty-four Intho
Leglelature of Now York, nnd thirtesn In
that of New Jersey, and elghty-one In that
of Connecticut, making a total of 118 In the
Leglalatures of tho three States, though thoy
gavo the Demoeratie eanidldato for President
an aggregato majority of 6,735,

No argument Is required to prove that
there le something Muudamentally wrong o
apportionmonts that produce such results
year aftor year, while, on the olher hand, the
eleation roturns during a long perlod demon-
ptrato that undor an honest distriot system
the Leglsintures of thess three States would
be controlled by the Democrals about three-
fourths of the timo. The system that pre-
valls in Connecticut s outrageous, Tlo peo-
plo are clieated oul of thelr Just representn-
tion In the Loglslature. It 1s not quite so
bad In New Jorsoy, and It Is s little less
wiclous In New York,

The main obstacle in the way of stripping
the Republicans of thefr ll-gotten domina-
tion In the Leglslalures of New York, New
Jersey, aud Connectleut arizes out of the
fact that the Arst steps in that directlon
must be taken by the very Legislatures
whereln the Republicans now benr sway.
How bhard It 18 to wring power out of
such bhands we know by bitter ox-
porience In New York, where a peremp-
tory mandate of the Constitution has
often proved too weak to loduce Re-
publican Leglslatures to redistrict the State
whan thelr party would thereby run the
risk ol losing half a dozon members, What,
then, ean beexpected In Connecticut and New
Jersey, whose present Constitutions leave
this matter pretty much to the tender mer-
cles of a party which, like the old Torles In
the Houso of Commons previvus to the e
form bill of 1832, perpotuntes Its leglslatlve
power by a sort of rotten-borough system of
representation ? 'We may fare botter in New
York, unless the Republicans in the present
Leglslature hnve made up thelr minds to defy
the Constitution through avother sesslon.

Compromising the Bllver Controversy.

Varlous reports have lately been sent out
from Washington of a probable compromise
In Congresa between tho frlends and Lhe foes
of the silver dollar, They differ In detall,
but thoy ngree In assuming that the sllver
mon are to mnke concessluns, maud consent
to llmit and perhiaps temporarily to sus-
pend sllvor colnuge, We doubt vory much
kho truth of these reports.

The Silvor bill, as It origloally passed the
House of Representatives, authorized the
freo and unlimited colnage of silver dollars.
It was intended to restore silver to the place
which it bad hold In our eurrency from 1702
to 1873, and to put It back whoere it would
bave been but for the hasty and ill-consid-
ered legislation of 1873 and 1574, It woa slm-
ply & rectifieation of a blunder, and mo
moro, In tho Scnate, howover, the blll was
amended by striking out Lho provision fur
froe colnage, and substitutivg that now in
force, by which not less thau $2,000,000 nnd
not more thau $4,000,000 of gliver bulllon is
purchnsed monthly by tho Treasury at its
market prico ln gold nod colued luto dollnrs,
The amendment was accepted by the House,
and became part of the law of Lhe laud. No
oompromlss more favorable to the gold In-
terest can be hwagioed, It makes gold su-
pretme, and koepa sllver In subordinstion to
it, and If It is not modifled, gold, for the next
ten years, will be our sole standard of value,

It the purtisans of gold are wiso they will
bo content with malntalning the Bllver act
Just ns it stands, This, with tho President's
bolp, thoy are rensonably sure of dolng. In
attempting moro thoy are not only likely to
bo defeated, but thpy Ineur the risk of so
exasperating popular scnllment outside of
Now England and New Yurk that they will
lose the Important advantnge which they
mow possess, The sllver men hove a major-
fty both In the Benate and in the House of
Representallves, and only a small addition
to thelr number {8 needed to Inecrease it to
the two-thirds requlsite for overriding the
Fresldent's veto.

The P'rison Population.

Wo have already referred to the discussion
of the subject of convict labor which makes
up the chief part of the report for 1885 of the
Buperintendent of Prisons of this Slate, but
the document alsv gives stalistics of the
prison population that are of much lntercst
and deserve speclal attantion.

The population of the prisons at the end of
last Beptembor wus 2,001, of whom 876 were
at Auburp, 844 at Clintun, and 1,541 at Sing
Blng, and the total carnings of these convicts
for the year up to that date wore $370,663.07,
which was enough to pay the cost of thelr
malutenance and $1,441 besldes, At Auburn
and Clinton prisous, however, the expendl-
tures exceeded the earniugs by nearly seven-
ty thousanud dollurs, and therofore the Siog
Blog convlets, who were engaged uunder con-
tract In the manufacture of stoves, bools,
aud shoes, not only puld thelr own way, but
alao more than made up for the losgs at the
othor Institutions.

Buperintendeut BARER esthuatesa that 1t
takes nbout oue hundred conviets to do the
work of sixty free laborers, and reports be
bas obtalued from those who have direct
ebarge of tho work lu the prisons sustaln the
estimate when all sorts of labor are taken
Anto the acccunt ; but of course the proficlency
of the convicta differs according to ihe kind

of work 1g which they ere engaged, For
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seveutyfive par oot of the work
would be done by the same number of
side laborers, while those In the stove shod
Pt the perootitags as low as from forty to
fifty por cont. During the first three months,
while he ls under prellminary instruction, &
convict snrne lttle or nothing; but, as the
avernge term al Hing Sing Is three years
and six months, ha s a profitable worker
during more than three years,

The majority of the convieta are young
men, the prison stalistios for 1835 showing
that out of 2,001 84 many as 1,002 wore undor
thirty-onm years of nge, and, though the most
of them were unemployed st the time of thelr
arrest, they wore genorally capable of lndus-
trial employment, and had recelved an ele-
mentary edueation. Those who need It
are lustrueted in prison at evening schools,
#0 that the Wardon of Slng Bing prison re-
ports that “ It Is now our boast that we dis-
chargo no prisoners from this Institution, ex-
cept & few wvery old men who say thoy are
too old to commence thelr education now,
who cannot read, write, or oast up the ordi-
nary accounts of a workingman” Wo are
told, too, that the illiterate conviols *sbhow
eagornoees to bo tanght and industry in learn-
ing," for doubtless the study ngreeably
varies the monotony of thelr existence; but
experlence shows thut eduoation eannot bo
relled on asa prevonlive of erime, a large
part of our young erimiuals having enjoyed
the advantages of Lthe publlo sehools,

The following census of the prigon popula-
tlon for the Iast ten yeara shows that thore
lus been a vory marked decronss in the num-
ber of convicls sluoo 1878
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It will be scen that the prison population
has boen protly steady for slx yorrs, though
the population of the Btato has Increased
during that time, according to estimate, by
about halt a million, This Is a very good
showlng, for since 1883, and more eapeclully
during the last two years, business has been
greatly depressed.  Buperintendent BARER
snys thal " erimo bears o relation to genoral
conditlons of busluess, to prosperity or nd-
veraity,” but the statlsties of those yenrs, ot
least, do not secin to go far to sustaly lils
goneralization.

Dradlnugh to Ilave his Seat at Lnast.

Tha work of organlzing the House of Com-
mons, which must precede tho formal opon-
ing of Parllament by Queen VIeTORIA on
Tuesdny next, has been marked by gno
Intoresting Incident which ghould definitely
sebtle nn important conslitutional gquestion,
Mr. Pern, who wns made Spoaker by the
consent of both Liberals and Consorvatives,
vestordny  permitted  Mr, BRADLAUOM, R
membey elect for Lthe borough of Nurthamp-
ton, to tuke the onth and the seat to which
Lis constituents returned him,

A brief roview of thoe aluir will show that
the result is ncompromise, go fur s regurds
the extreme ground occupled ut ons thue or
another by Mr. Brapravau aud by his op-
pouents, and that the one thoroughly tri-
umphant party I8 the borough of Northump-
ton, which, by the excluslon of ooe of Its
olected representatives, hss long been par-
tially disfranchised, Mr, BrabLavan mny
be sald to snenk into his seat only
by retrenting from the dellant posi-
tlon origioally taken, awnd by disavow-
lng through a mendnelous subseription of
tho oath thiose professions of athelsm which
ho Insolently cast into the teeth of tho pro-
cediog House, Tho popular braoeh of the
Britlsh Parllament has numbered in the past
not & few distiogulshed members whose
opinlons, aa published outside of the Cham-
ber, wore Irreconcilable with tho bellets pos-
tulated lo the statutory form of outh, Itlis
even probable that of late years a cunsld-
ernble proportivn of Its mombers would not
hesltate In conversation to describe them-
selvesas nignosties, Butall of thess gentlemeon
ware awnre, when they accepted a nominns
tion to Parllament, that they tuok It subject
to the necessity of submeribing toa preseribod
Torm of nesaveration; and when the oceaslon
came they acqulesced In that slnglo aet of
outward conformity to the creed accopted by
the community.

Not o with Mr, Brapravas, Ho was also
awnreof the logal condition atiachoed to the
occupation of his seat, but on his first ap-
pearance In the House he refused Lo take
the onth, and assorted the right to make o
barenfirmation, 1o admitted that ho was
nelther n Quaker nor n Jow—was not, In
other words, lncluded [n any of the eatego-
rles excepted by law from the obligation
ol assevernting; but the oath, ho told the
House, would be on hls lips a hollow
mockory, since he totally rejected the beliefs
whieh it implied. This domand was properly
rejoctod, for to have graoted It would have
been o Aagrant violutlon of the lnw. Roecog-
vizlog subsequently that In his headlong
chase of notorlety ho had mado a serlous
tactical blunder, Mr. BRapnAvVaR eoynlcally
offered to ent his words,and w go through
& pertormance which, as o had brazen-
ly proclaimed, would in his case be a
farce, Then It was that & mnjority ol
the House of Commons, following the lead
of Bir Brarvonn Nonrtacors, refused to
permit him to be sworn, on the ground that
they would not connive ot rank hypoerisy
and a contemptuous ubrogation of the clear
Intent and spirit of sn act of Parllament.
They did not by this robuke assert a right of
Inqulsitorinl investigation based on outside
evidence; thoy did not nssume to take cog-
nlzance of a member's oplolons expressed
outslde of the llouse; but they must, they
sald, make note of deolarations put forth in
tholr presonce for the very purpuse of ridi-
culing and nullifyivg an observance pre-
scribed by law,

Buch was the ground on which Mr. Bitap-
LAUGH'S opponents placed themselves, and it
unquestionably bad an alrof solldity, so far,
at all events, as regards the term of the par-
ticular Parlinment which the exoluded mem-
ber had beon at palns to Informthat the cath
would, lo bls muuth, be a llo. But what of
the rights of the borough of Northampton to
ita full legal share of represontation in

the Commons? The borough, spoak-
ing through its other represontutive,
Mr. Lasouvenene, did pot dispute

the plennry power of Parllament to deflne
befureband the qualifications and stipula-
tions enjolned upon ite mombors. Howover
iniquitous from s moral, and pernicious from
o soclal polut of view was the prolonged dis-
franchisement of Cathollea and Jows, the
techuical competonce of Parllament W com-
mit such acts of gross lujustice seems Ineon-
trovertible, Inlike manwoer, that aguostics
wsro disfranchised unless they will asgout to
psseverstions repugnant to thelr consclence,
mny be a regrettable anachronlsm, but it is
for the present a statutory fact,

The borough of Northampton, then, did
not question the legality of tho refusal to
permit My, BuaprAvas to aflivm, in llou of
swearing, But it did contend that from tho
moment its elocted representative walved
his request to afllrm, aud offered to conform
to the letter of the statute, the House of
Commons had vo right by s resolution to
debar hlin fGrom ocomplying with an

tiom,»0 the nd vorates of Northampton argund,
would be sapped In (is foundations (f Mr,
Brantaveih offer to obey the letter of the
law, which alons had power to lmit the
borough's right of repressntation, could be
rejectad sl the option of & majority of asingle
branch of the loglslature ou the soors of the
proponent’s antecedent doclarations, whethor
made within Bt. Stephien's or outside,

In brief, by denying to Mr. BRAapLAUUR
permission to take the oath, the House of
Commons, g0 Mr. Lanovoienre maintained,
broke tho law In a far more vital point than
it would have done by suffering him to
afMrm. For It sald to the borough of North-
ampton, you shall pot exarclse the right to
deslgnate your represeutatives, which the
Constitution gives you. In the Intrinsle
roundness of this position Mr. GLADSTONE
eventually acqulesced, for ho withdrow his
opposition, when upon a second by-election
to thoeamo Parllament (Lhat of 1880-83) North-
ampton again sont up Mr. BRavnavan; who
renewed his offer to thke the oath, But o
majority still upheld 8ir Srarronp Nonri-
cote In debarrlng bhim, parlly from sheer
obstinney, partly on the speclous plea that
durlog the lfotimo of & glven Parllament
the mombers eouldl not cease to tale cognl-
rance of athelstleal opinlons proclnimed In
presonce of tho Hovnse, But a way of rofreat
was opened by the more or losa open adinia-
#lons on the part of some Tory leadera that
a new Hounss of Commons necd not mnke
nole of words uttored before Its predecessor.

It followa that slnce Mi. Bravrnavait has
taken the qualifylng onth In the now Houss
of Commpns there Is but little ground for
exultation In any quarter, except In the
borough of Northampton, He himself has
boon obliged to swallow tho arrogant protes-
tullona made slx years ago, On tho other
hond, those membors of the pew House
who were Included la tho non-athelatical
mnjority of its predeces:zor will suffer the
chagrin of seeing that thoeir strenuous nte
tempts to shut out the objeet of their avor-
slon have after all Bean brought to nanght,
But tho borough of Northampton has vindi-
cated the fundamentnl rhght of Beltish el
tors to the lnst jou aud tittle of the franchises
bestowed on them by the lotier of the Juw,
