The opposition of the
priestsa alone would prevent (this, The
people of Ireland not only greatly dis-
trust the Boolallate themselves, but they
are ponsassed of a projudics againat the socloty
which would seem to be Ineradioabls. Doth
Bucinlistsa and soclalism are almost entirely
forelgn, and the chief speakers at tha meoting
on Thuradar wers Germans and Tussinne.
Aftor the meoting at 0dd Fsllows' Iall had
baon dispersad the Boolallsts adjourned to a
small, stulfy room over a tavern on Welllugton
Quay, whers Another meeting was orgunizad,
The proooceliugs here included a long squabble
as to whether amoking should be allowed or
not. The smokera finally trlumphed snd the
audience wna soon enveloped (n a denss fog.
The announoad change of front on the Irish
question by the Goverument has been a com-
pleta surpriess to tha Parnellitas, Many of thom
attribute it to Liberal Intrigus. They argue
thnt the Liberala have boen laboring to
convinca the Torlea that Parnell s negotl-
ating with Gladstons In order to enusn &
breavh between the Irinh and Conservitive

lsaders and drive the [former over to
the Liberals. Mr. DParnoll's friends, Low.
avor, deny that he has negotinted

with elther party. nnd doelirn that the Home
Tulers are absolutsly fres from any pledies
to alther of the British parties. In soma quur-
tare It Is protly strongly hintod that the
Torles have Locome secarod at the wvublle
wontimont ralsed by the Ulster Orengemen,
and are playlng the ostrich game with eoarcion
for thelr sand. It ls knowan that Lord Balla-
bury desires to remain true to Lis
promises to the Irish party, made lnst
summer, whon the objoot of Lis [ife was to pro-
vent the Liberals [rom getting o majority ; and
A llgh authority assures your corrvspondent
that tha Promler, now that he has, with
Irish nid, accomplished lils object, will keop
Lis word,

It latrue that all the othar membara of the
Cabinet have gonu back on Parnell for tha time
Loing: but no proof Lns beon adduced
that Sulisbury has ever thounght of doing
80, Mr. Parnell Is mnot [rightenod, nor
even agitated, by tha presant publle elamor for
ecoarclon, nor alarmed becauss of the throat-
ened treachery of the majority of the Cabl-
net. lie npelther propvses to  plead
for what fs due blm nor to sue for
Liberal help., He hna declded to demand of
the Torles a fulflimant of thelr comupnet,
aud to bold himselt perfectly free to regu-
Iate his subseguent conduct by the outeomo
of hila attitude, Accordingly a meoting of the
Purnellites bas been called in London for next
Wednesday to take actlon In this matter.
