THE NAPOLEUN OF CUENS PLATERS.

Reminlsgunes of Fouwl Morphy—A Gremt
Fliayer whea 14 Yeurs Old.

When Paul Morphy ficst appoarsd as a
groat chess player in the city of New York at
the frst American Chess Cougress in 1847, be
met in & seeial way tha plnyers of New York at
a restanrant at Nassau and Fultom streets.
Over a ginas of sherry and a bisealt, which bhe
usunily took theres before Leginning one of lils
famous gamas, the then leading plarers of
Ameriea first mado hin pequaintauce, Be was
41 yoars of nye. small of stature, and of slight
[ruwe. His eves were dark and plercing, and
they glowed under s broad, souire forebead.
In his bearing s was a priace in politanese,
and uever secmed couscious of the posasseion
of great abilitivse, Probably the moet salient
polut In his eharaeter was his sell-possesszion,

I'nul Morphy was of a chess-playlog lamily.
He was Vorn in XNew Orleass In 1857. His
