BEGIN RAKIRMISHING WITH
VFRESIDENT THIS WERK.

Sema of them Fix To.murraw as ihs Pay for
Making = Bermansd Far his Reasens Mlor Re-
mavair—Senatnr BMorrill Astanlobed

Wasninaroy, Jan. 17.—Skirmishing be-
twoen the President and the Benate will cor-
falnly bogin this weok. There has not even
beon any ploket firlne up to the pressnt time,
but the Sonators have had thelr counoll fren
burning for o weok, and have donoa henp of
big talking, Thay now Nx Tuesday as tha date
on which they will makna a dsmand on the Pres-
Idont for his reasons for removals, That is,
soms of them do. There are etherawho think
their warllke attitude ts faraicnl, and that the
commitiees that domanded reasona in the
firat place from the Cablnet are hopelessly
stuck in the mud,

The venorable Juatin 8. Morrlll, the fathar of
tho Bennte, was n good deal astonished on Bat«
urday to racelve about seventy-five lettera
from the Becretary of tho Treasury, all exact
eopies of ench other, with the sxception of tho
numaa that appeared in the body of the com-
munieations, Each one stared that the Hecres
tary of tho Treasury bogged to say that the
Prestidont had not informed bim of his reasons
for suspanding so and so from such or such an
offfee. Mr. Morrill look off his spectacles nnd

wiped thom ns he rend tho notes one ufter tha
othor, and then, turning urounid to the clerk of
the Committes on Fionoce, snld in n vory
salemn tone of yolea:

“Mr. Durlee, you may file these away, We
