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The Man who Nuver Blushed.

Benator Jomn SuenrMaN, whon addressing
the Ohlo Leglsiature the othor dny, was kind
enough to speak well of the New York elee-
tion laws as eafeguards ngalnst fraudulent
voting. Ho held up the New York system as
sn example for Ohlo to imitate., The purity
of tho ballot, ho thiuke, Is uot sufficloutly
protected in Ohlo:

*The thne has arcived when bLoth politieal parties
ahould address themsalvas 1o this question, sand jirevent
trandolent voting. For myself, 1 coull never nee Iy
uata aftairs that politles should be Lrought nto play.
1818 difarent with great national questions. In Biate
allnirs you shiould be pairivtic, regnrdless of political
amiintions, and regard this question from thesame stand-
Ralnt It 1a apparent that thers ought to be a geieral
ravislon of the election lawe The purily of the Lallut
Indepeudent upon sbopgls disteieta and snall votitig pre-
olnats, The occourrences which have happened recantly
should convince men of all potitioal opiuious that a
madiok change should be made."

Thls plea for honeat votlng, for the purity
of the ballot, for additlonal safeguards
sgalost fraud In clections, sounds strange
anough from the lips of tho statesmou who
waa the chlel promotor in Loulalana of the
fraud by which the vote of that State was
alolen ten years ngo, and who recelved as his
pay tho offfve of Beeretary of the Treasury,
But BHERMAN did not blush,

Then the unblushing staleaman went on
tecompliment the mun whom he helped to
defraud:

At this puint the Ohlo leglslators burst
fote applause, Porhaps it was Lhoe name of
TILDEN that provoked the demonstration.
Perhaps it was the statement that elections
aro purer iu Now York than in Ohlo or Lou-
islnan, for example. Perbaps it was the con-
swnmate audacity which enabled JoHN
BaEiMAN to kevp his blood in hls heels
while nwnkenlog mnemories shameful evough
to have made & cucumber turn erimson. e
never hlushod.

Army Retirements.

The sucerss of the army In procuring o
Iaw for the compulsory retirement of officera
on reaching the age of 64 seema te have
overstimulated lugenuity In  devising
sohemes for further swelllng thoe retired st

One of Lhese projects appears in the bill of
Benator CunLoM, which declares (Lat any
officer now ou tho active list of the army
who served in the war of the rebellion, either
i the volunteer or regular forees, shall, on
his application to the President, be put on
the retired list with the runk and retived pay
of the grade next above the oue which he
holds at the timo of Lis application.

This is no extravrdionary measure, amil
its pecessity 1s in no respoet  obvious,
B full advantage should be takon of it, the
emtire military establistiment would go to
pleces. Every gonornl ofllcer In the service,
every Colonel commauding a reghment, and
pearly every feld ofMcer served in the civil
war, and henco would ba able to demand re-
tirement., The war ouded only a little more
than twenly vears ago, and It s therefore
wevident that a very large part of the higher
officers of the army would bo included In
the privilages of this bill, aud pearly all
those oceupying the most responsible posl-
tiows. The opnly ufMeers who eould not
motire under its authority would be the
younger ones, who have taken part in no
waron s large seale. Undoubtedly such n
scheme would lnereaso the flow of promo-
tion, but It woull make po account of the
interesis of the evuntry.

It may be suid that thera would be little

suxiety to give up full pay aud active ser-
vice for three-fourthis pay sud retlrod ser-
wios, and that this bill is only designed to
open tha retired llat, now limited by law, for
the benslit of n snll number of oMears. But
it really does much more. It offers & pre-
minm on applieations for retirement, It
givos theapplicant the pay of the grade above
bis own, Thers i much eomplaint of the
longth of time that elapses, durlog peace,
botween one promotion and another, enee
thore 15 ol reason Lo suppose that while
an offtoer who is withinn fow yvars of an ex-
peoted mdvancaneat i grado might prefer
o wadt for it ol oers who have jJust recelved

Southeastera BEurope Still Distarbed.

The pacifieatlon of the Balkan reglon now
seets rather oo remote than it did when
the year opened. The effncoment of the
original causo of guarrel by the agreement
botween Prinee Auexaxnen and the Sultan
with regard to Bastern Roumella has morely
whotted the cupldity of rival claimants for
terrltorinl acquisitions, while In the back-
ground Austria aud Russls contioue to en-
vourago thoir ppspective prolégés by diplo-
watie and matpgial support.

onnrgrlile ono guarantee of poaco has been
cofBiderably weakened by the knowledge
that Lord SALISBURY'S tenure of office ls
precartous and Great Britain's forelgn polley
no longer predictable.  Could the Crzar but
feel nssuted that his progross would oot
agalt bo blocked by England's naval power,
heo would, perhiaps, resist no longer the southi-
ward propulsion of Pavslavie gentiment,

However much the equilibrlum alined at
by the Berlin treaty may be Impatred, poctic
justica has been satisfled by the Porte's
recognition of Prinee ALEXANDER a8 Gov-
ernor of Eastern Roumella, We have seen
no more Impressive demonstration of cour-
age in our time than the unflinching auvd
triumphant stand made agaiust Servian ag-
gression by the ruler of Bulgarin, threatened
ns ho was by Turkey, nud for a time dessrted
by Ruseln, and obliged to fnce not only tho
soldiers of King MInas, but the whole mural
lufluence of Austria.

Peluco ALEXANDER Lbas well earpod what
he has won, and, although the administra-
tlony of the two distriets lying respoctively
porth and south of the Balkauws are to be
nominally distloet—although he has con-
sopted to reevive at Constantinople lovestl-
ture of his new provioee, and to continue to
pay the teibute formerly colleoted from it—
the complete fusion of the twe Bulgarias
cannot now bo long impeded. It s well, too,
for Prince ALEXANDER that tho breach be-
tween him and his former protector has been
closed, that Russlan oflecrs are resuming
thelr old positlons lu his army, aod thiat he
oan beneeforth count on diplomatie, and, no
doubt, inthe last resort, financinl and mili-
tary assistance from the Northern Emplre,

But the determinatiou of these factors
leaves the Balkan problem still uusolved.
Not only has Servia repellod the demand of o
reasobuble pecuninry or territorial lndem-
nity for the lossca inflicted on Bulgnrin by
an unprovoked Invasion, but her King, in-
stigated by bis HarsnuRra patrow, rafuses to
disbaud Lis army until be has galoned on
equivalent for the expansion of the ndjoln-
ing principality. In the codperative attitude
of Greees and Montenegro we may diseern
tho range and the eMclency of Vienneso lo-
trigue. Here, then, s a deadlock, to which
It seems at Arst sight that wothing but a
turther dismemberment of Turkey can put
on end,

Thero Is not, Indeed, much doubt that if Lthe
peutrality of England could be relled upon,
a partition of the Sultan’s European posses-
slons, upon terms agreed upon between the
Interests rospectively ehamploned by Austria
and Russia, might now ba promptly carried
out. DBut should such an accommaodation be-
tween the 8t Petersburg and Vieuna Gov-
ernmwents prove Impracticalile, or should the
Czar for any reason prefer to play s waiting
game, Russtan  Influence would tend to be-
come dominant at Constantinople. For,with
tha nssistance of tha Czar, who mighl con-
sont to luok upon the cesslon of Eastern Rou-
mnlin to hls protégé as a payment ob ac-
count for his ¢wn services, the Porte would
be able to dely the Austrian muchinations
aud egeapo for the present a frosh curtall-
ment of lts possessions,

Paxton in a Passion.

Dr. Paxtox, a Presbyterian min-
ister of groat reputation ns a pulpit orator,
made a very extroordinary speech and be-
baved In o very extraordinary way at the
(inner of the Typothete, an association of
printers, on Monday evenlng,

Though a guest of printers, avd altting
amobg the writers of books and for newspa-
porg, he choso ta impreve the ceenslon by
hurling at the company the most bitter and
wholesule denuncintion of books and news-
papers, and when his remarks seomed to be
unpalatable he flew into a rage and refused
to go oo until a courtecus priotor had used
pvary art of Hatiery to bring him to his feet
agnin!

What scemed to most exasperate Dr, Pax-
TON, <0 fur N8 NewspaApers wero concerned,
was the fnet that they were more powerful
thian the pulpit in monlding publie opinion
in modern times. * The press 18 over the
pulpit,” be aid, and * the press has usurped
our Sunday.” Aeceonlingly, ho proceasiled to
abuse with vivlenca the vival of which he
conlossod Lo wias afvalld, aml in his passion
eried out ngainst all reading, “ No man is
aver wiser fur reading the newspapers,” he
exclaimed, and noono would be inore ignorant
If he lob them go unread,

Hero Dr. Paxtus thought he heard mur-
murs of discontent, and, Mushed with anger,
sat. down, declaving that ho was not secus-
tomed to spenk to people who did not want
to hoar him, and undoublodly that was true,
Ho I8 accustomed tolay down the law from
tho pulpit, to whoze ulterances pwople must
listen without protest and without exprea-
slous of disapproval. Dut 18 it surprising
thnt the priuters who had invited bim to
thelr dinver murmured in their astonish-
ment when they heard bhim revilo their art
and boast that " the talking man can beat
your press every thoe #°

Whoen the enrngel elergyman was fioally
evooled off sulllciently to go on with his
gpeech, ho repeatsd his denuncistions of
reading, and especinlly of the reading of
newspapere. He evidently wants to dosll the
talking himsell, nudl seoma to feel that the
pewspapers do him s wrong because they
wro g0 much iore powerful than his sermons,

What aridiculous dguen for adistinguished
clorgyman to cut ! Aud I8 it any wonder that
he feeln bis Influcneo declining ?  His wleas
were puerile and his conduct was like that
of aspoiled oy,
