Both ol thesn statements are Inaccurate
and uutruo. The c large of fraud relates
to the caveat of Emhiia. Gray, and
to nothing olse. It Ib, namely, that Bell
fraudulently, either by collusion with an
examiner In tho Patent Office, or by
some other means, obtained a knowledge of
the contents of Gray's caveat, and by means
of that knowledge thus fraudulently and

obtained, secured for himself tho
patent for a telephone when tho Invention
was really Elihiia Gray's.

This chai ge, wo say, Is explicitly set forth
In four of the cases that aro now peudlug In
the Supremo Court, namely, tlio Molecular
cas, and thn Overland, tho Drawiiauou,
and the Van Bentiiuysen case, and most
especially In tho Molecular; and tho record
In each of those cases proves It. Thore wa
no statement or evltlonco upon this sub-
ject that was taken beforo Ur. La-
mar that was not already fully and
effectively contained In the four cases
which wo havo now specified. Tho whole
of Elihiia Ghay's charge against Bell and
against hl patent Is thore, and whennver
tho subject Is brought up for argument
and decision in the Supremo Court
this charge, with all the evidence
which can bo adduced to maintain it,
will bo taken up and considered In
tho Supremo Court. There Is no question
aud no ovidenco regarding tills alleged fraud
upon the rights of Elihiia Gray which will
remain to be adjudicated upon that will uot
bo disponed of whenever tho cu6b now lend-
ing against the Bell patent shall be heard
by the Supieme Court.

Controversies respecting patents are al-

ways fruitful In lying, but, so far as we are
awara, there has never been ono more fruit-
ful than this, The great reason Is that there
aro eovoral wildcat companies claiming
the Invention, and all anxious to palm
off their stock upon the confiding
publlo, Aa long a thoy can keep ulta

going on this subject they may hope to aell
stock, but whenover the final decision take
place?, that hope will be ended forover. The
Times and the VrttM seem to bo doing their
best to promote this sort of Imposture.

Majority Verdicts In Civil Suit.
An amendment to the Constitution of thla

Stato has boon proposed In the Assembly,
providing that a verdict tn all civil cases
may bo determined by a concurrence of
three-fourth- s of tho Jurors.

This proposition ought to bo klllod In tho
committee to which It Is referred.

Tho preent requirement of unanimity In
a Jury Insures In all doubtful cases a thor-
ough discussion of tho evidence In all Its
various bearings, Many Instance havo oc-

curred lu which dissent of one
Juror, at tho outset, from the conclusion
which his oloven fellow woro ready to adopt
at once, has resulted In a debate which
changed their vlowa, and led to a verdict tho
other way.

To abandon tho existing system would bo
to sacrifice ono of tho great advantages of
ti lal by Jury tho practical oertulnty of an
adequate consideration of the case In all Its
a.pectB after the Jury rotlro to deliberate
upon their vettllct, unless thn proof Is so
plain as to lead all twelve, men, without hesi-
tation, to one and t ho same conclusion.

Tho best thing that tho L glslaturo can do
with the jury system Is to let It alono.

The Disagreement in the Shnler Case.
The result of tho Shalgr case practically

amounts to this: Thero was uot sufficient
evidence to convince twelve men of the guilt
of tho defendant beyond a teasonablu doubt.
A mero preponderance of proof, such as
woultl stifllcii ilia civil case, was not enough
hoie; but, ns Mr. Justice Barrett told tho
jury, they could not convict Gen. Siialer
unless all tho circumstances taken together
were consistent with uoothor possible theory
than that of guilt.

When wo consider that tho principal wit-

ness for tho was a person con-

fessedly guilty himself both of bribery aud
perjury. It Is plain that tho District Attorney
had much to overcome lu tho Inherent vul-

nerability of his own case.
Tho statement Hint tho jury stood ten to

two, the majoilty being for conviction, if
true, will probably Induce him to bring tho
case speedily to trial again. Under these
circumstances, wo cannot comment upon it
as though It weio to be regatdedas finally
disposed of by thin disagreement.

Gen. Siialer Is entitled to a fair trial, and
should uot be piejutllceil by a discussion of
iho facts of his case beforo thoy ato again
submitted to a Jury, oven though ten of tho
first Jury may havo been against him.

Ilesldes, the central
piers nt such a bridge would eo incrnase thn
current nt that point us to rendur navigation
almost Itnpnssible.

would be the property of Attorney-Gener-

Gnrhtnd. Paying only 5 per cent. nnd this is
a smnll allowance he would have an inenmo of
over $5011.0011, without lining out nno dnllar.

There was another potnnt reason. The laws
of the country are particularly severe upon bo-
gus corporations which nhtaln money without
guing an oiiiiivalent, and, though corporations
are without son s or bodies, tlie men who com-
pose them are not. and hence, unless the Hell
patents could be broken down and declared In-
valid, the men who had invested their money
In the CO per cent, nf thn local companies which
had been licensed by thn Pan Company, which
had paid bonuses, built plants, bought tele-
phones which wero without value, would bo
apt to call upon the parties who hud Induced
and prnllted hv thesn expenditures, mnde upon
falsn statements ns to law and facts, to make
good the loses.

There was ruin, both In fortune nnd famo.
upon t be one side nnd almost impounded wealth
upon the nther. Itwaswnrlh stretching the
law and thn power of the Gnvernmeut to socuro
th" one and prevent th" oilier.
