chattering, parrots acreechlng, doge bark-
ing anil yelping, roosters crowing, ana canaries
whistling.

The
offspring would have tho characteristics of tho
father or mother, but have none of the other
rcninles, but the female Imtteilly can produce
ouspring like ttie inner lomaie aim entirely
unlike itself.

Variations mnke tholr appearance In off-
spring.

Not all varieties are capable nf perpetuation.
Varlutlon is a universal fact. Two trees of tho
same species are never exactly alike: there is
always some difference. No two pansles are of
axncily the same color.

mense audienee. The box reserved for roy-
alty was ocuuplud by tho princes of the royal
family.

Prince Blsmnrck. in controverting tho
statement of llerr Windthorst. the Clerical
leader, remarked that be wished Harr Wind-
thorst hail hia (the Chancellor's) place: add-
ing that he had sounded the Emperor on the
subject of puch a change, but that the latter bad
declared he ttas too old totrysuch an experi-
ment. This 111 t of the Chancellor's was greolod
with loud laughter.
