Gen, Sherman and Gen. Fry.

It Is stating the fact mildly to say that
Gon. WILLIAM TEcUMAER SITEAMAN has been
oomplotely routed In his controversy with
Gen. JAMES B, FRY, Tho bitterest crltics of
the old soldler could not nsk to have him
more overwhelmingly confuted out of his
own mouth; and the surpriso which these
samo critlcs assert that he experienced at
Bhiloh canuot have excceded the astonlsh-
ment with which he hns justscen o forgotten
letter of his put before the world by Gen.
FrY for his overthrow In argument.

The wonder, howovor, I8 loss that Gon.

- BEERMAN should bave fallod to remember

this lotter than that he should have beon
blind to Gen. Fuy's ropeated warnings that
the matter had better be dropped. Instead
of profiting by these hints, Gon. BIENMAN
assumed tho offonsive with more combative-
ness tban discretion; and If Gen, Fny had
almod from the outsot to draw his adversary
on until he should lnoxtrieably flounder In
the deepest sort of quagmire, he could not
have managed the ecorrospondonce belter.
The affalr began, as will be remembored, with
Gen. FrY's oltation of Gen, SpunrMAN In the
North American Review, as haviog eald, elnce
GRANT'S death, that " had O, F. Sarrrie lved
Graxt would have disappeared to history
aftor Donolson. The striking remark
thus quoted affected Gen. BaERMAN in
s way It would not aflect the average
reader. Inthe firat place, the reference wans
made by one who had long champloned the
roputation of Gen, Buenn as a soldier, and
had thoroby brought himsell Into couflict
with the viows both of GRANT and SHERMAN
a8 to theamount of service rondered by
BueLn at Shiloh, Henco, although the quota-
tlon reforrod to was made to illustrnte a
genoral proposition in Gon, Fry's article on
GRANT, a8 to the element of ckance In the
goldler's carver, any quotation thereln of
Gon, SurnMax a8 authorlty ssemoed to the
iatter suspiclous and probably mallelous.
Thero was poasihly, also, soinothing irritat-
ing to BgenMaN In tho appareully coasunl
phrase “slnee GRAXT'S death.”
Accordingly, Guo, Surnmay called upon
the cditor, Mr A, T, Rticg, Lo ask Gon, 'Ry
for his authority for attributing the quotn-
tlon to him. This was a common-senge plece
of stratogy, worthy of the old ecampalgoer.
But Gen. FrY was an old scldier, too, and not
to bo caught napping. Hge slioply replled
that ns Gon. SugrMAN did not deny the cor-
rectness of the statement attrlbuted to him,
it would bo botter **to lok the mnatter rest;"
althougl If Gon. BRERMAN should deay It, ho
would ““feel compelled to substaptlate

4t On thia reply Gen. BacusMax ab
onoo proceeded to  lose hils  head.
Assuming that becausa  Gen.  ry

offered no proofa ho had pone, Gon. Biarn-
Max moved agalnst Lls works, The ocorre-
ppondonco thus far came ont In the January
pumber of the magazine, and on the 2d of
that month Gon. SuErvax wrote to Mr.
Rioe, saying, * You do not koow FRY os
well o3 GuaxTandldid. He lnvented that
quotationto set up o man of straw for the
bonor of konocking It down." The veteran
campalgnor evidently hnd not the remotest
jdea that ho wos talking thus rasuly about
bimself, and that It was he who was fn duo
time to bo Eunocked down, He proceeded
with along letter of attack, and wound up
with this parting shot:

To ald this dircet n=saull, Gon, SIERMAN
meanwhile made s Oauking movement
through a lebter to Ll Rov, GRonce Mouur-
BoN, In which he sald *“thos I could have
written tho positivo exprassion "had C. F.
Barrra llved, Gen, GraxT would havo disap-
peared from bistory,” 1s an lpossibility,”

(en. Fny, mesnwhile, like Bror Rangrr, Iny
Jow. But when all this peeulinr correspond-
saoe howl beon priated In the Febiruory nuin-
ber of tho North American, with other eorre-
spondenco hold by Gen. SpRnyax with Adjt.-
Gen. Druy, In which he bad unsuceessfully
applied to the War Departmont to copipel
Gen. Fay to diselose Lls alleged autliority,
the lstlor oMoer ealmly procnaded to holst
Gen, BurnyaN with his own poetard. Hoe bas
just distributed an open letter, In wlhich he
quotes Io fac slmile this document:

Thore s somothing almost cruel In the
way ln which Gen. Fny has thus lod on Gen,
BHEEMAN to overwlelming eontroversial
disastor, simply by using his own enormous
sotlvity and aggresalvencss, moroly taking
the prelimioary precaution to direct [t
agaloat SuERMAN Limsall. o bided his
time, with this Boorr lettor quietly lying In
readineas for production, and with the com-
forting knowledge that it would be far worse
for Gen. BiumRMAN'S peace of milnd when

ment In rogard to Gmawr's belng possibly
“lost to history” was absurd, because
GnaNT had already In Donelson made him-
solt socure In history. But had he simply
sald that had C. F. Burra coutinued to super-
sede GrANT after Donelson, Instoad of dylng
from the results of an Injury in the prellm-
Inary movemeonts of tho Shiloh campalgn,
GRANT would then probably have boen some-

(. I, Ssrrit wos one of Lhe ablost, most ex-
poriencod, and most promising of all Unlon
Genorals at tho beginning of the war, "' That
elagant soldior,” McOnernuax ealled him.
“That gallant and elegant officer,” enld
BuenMaN himself twenty yoars ago, In 1805,
adding, * Had ho lived, probably some of us
younger fellows would not have attained our
prosent positions.” This was languago meant
to etand for publication; and Is what Its
author exprossed too loosely, and In lan-
guage Lhat does not stand the test of careful
oriticlem, In writing to Col. Boorr.

The Matorlals for n Glandstone Cabinet.

With the declalve vote on the CoLrINas
amondment beforo him, there ought to be no
great difleulty in the sum in politleal arith-
motie with which Mr, GrLADSTONE Is now
busled. If we compare the debate on that mo-
tlon with the onsulng divislon, weo shall sce
that the Whig and Liboral desertera, llke the
Pecllto statesmon of an earlier ora, were
dexterous In discussion but weak Inlnflucnce,
and that they scom incapable of oraanlzing
a formidnble secossion.

The amendment movoed last Tussdny even-
ing by Mr. Cornnmas was deslgned to con-
vinco tho newly enfranchised agricultural
laborers, through whosa ald the Liberals had
made great golus in the Britleh countles,
that Mr. CraMDERLATN and his fellow Radi-
cnls wore dotermined to keop the pladgo
which has been dorislvely describad by thelr
opponeuts as n promise of *three acres and
a cow.” Mr. GrapaToNE spoke in favor of
the motion, and it was known that the Par-
pollites would woto for (t, in rotalia-
tion for the antl-Irish programmoe an-
nounced on Tuesday afbernoon by Lord
Sarispunry's lloutenant. It was oortaln,
thétrofore, that the Tory Minlstors would bo
defeated unless disaffected Whigs could effect
a powerlul diverslon. Then, If over, the Whig
robels ngninst Mr. GuapsroNe's aulborlty
shonld havo bean prompted by gelf-intereat
to stand up and be counted, for, oven lnthe
ovent of their discomfiturs, the demonstra-
tlon of conzlderable votlng etrength would
have an Important bearing on the advice
given by tho retirlng Premlor to the Queen
and on subssquent Cabluet errapgoments
and party enmbinations,

Thils was plain enough to those who had
plauned to lead. tho discontented to a now
Cave of Adulinm, and accordingly Lovd
Hantisaron, speaking fur the Whig mutl-
nocers, and A, GosCHEN, representing the
recaleitrant Liberals, attacked the smend-
ment, and wore ably seconded by Sle HHusny
Jases amd Mr, L, H, Countyey. Here, then,
was a secosslon orgaulzed by ex-members of
Libernl Ministrics and direetod by tho mao
who Lad been recognlzad for years as Mr.
GrapsTose's hely apparent, and had Leon
the offlcial leader of the Liberul Opposition
in the Dracoxsriznp Parvllament, Well,
what was tho outcome of this lmposing
domonsiration? Accordivg to a minutoe re-
port of the proscodings cablod to the Keen-
ing Poat, thosoe eminent statesmen and de-
baters wero nble to dotach from Mr, GLAD-
STONE Just fourteon votes besldes their own,

Aftor thils rovelntion of a politieal lmpo-
toneo which Tun BuN some timoago pre-
dleted, it would havo besn farcieal to send
for Lord HanrTiNeToN, altbough Queen Vie-
ToniA must now be even mors eager than
slio showed bherself In 1830 to Invoke any
axpedient svoner than sumumon the distaste-
ful Mr, GuapsToNg. Butb o statesman who
has but sevanteon voles behind him ls not
tho sort of thinber out of which Promlers are
made, and for tho present, at all events, Ltho
Hantisorey and CGoscomEy  jolluenco Is,
for bothh Liberals sod Whigs, a neg-
ligible quantity, It seems proved that
of thoe Whigs and Literals, ns dis-
tingulahed from tho Radicals, nine-
tenths  will, uwuder any clrcumstances,
cling to AMr. Gravsrone. And If any
doubt belore hung over his abllity to ex-
ereise an equal ascendanoy over tho Radleal
wing of hls purty, It has been dispelled by
his far-sighted aclion In supporliog the
CoLLINus amendment, whereby he took the
wind out of Mr, CHAMBERLAIN'G ealls, If,
fuderd, tho last-namad politiclan bad cher-
falied any nurpose of sotting up iu bnainesa
on hls own account, ho would bo lkely to
take warning by tho melanchely fate that
overtook Lord HAuriNaTON.

There I8 no doubt, then, that Mr. Grap-
STONE can form a Cabloet whilch ean beglu
the businnea of leglalation with n gonsidera-
ble majority In the House of Commons. How
long hoe can rotein thut majority will depend
on his good falth. Aad hero let us remark
thnt, while It Is emluontly proper for Mr.
GransTONA Lo offor Mr. PARNPLL o 88at In
the Cabluet, it I8 not meraly propor, but In-
dlspensable, that the latter should refuse It,
o ghould remaln ovmpletely Indepondent,
He should not shure rosponsiblliby for possl-
ble hall measures and pledgea but partislly
fulfilled. Liko Cmsan's wife, the champlon
of Irelund must be above susplolop,

The Present Domain of Blavery.

A fow months after the fall of Khartoum,
last yonr, It was spnounced that the trafle
In slaves had been resumod in that clty on
au Immenso scale, The route followed Ly
elavo caravans from Central Africa, oneco
closed by Goo, GorpoN, which Dr, FRLEmy
eays ls marked by an almost unbroken llge
of skeletons from the Balir ol Ghazal to
Khuartoum, had boen rooponod.

The purts of the world where alave-hunt-
Ing ruids still enrich o fow men and Lriog
uutold sufforlng upon thousands, oy where
the bondeman Is still driven to his heavy
tuska, nro far more extenslve than wo nro
apt L think, In Africa, In Eurppe, In Asls,
ln Bouth Amerles, in 1slands of vearly overy
e, slavery still oxlste as & domestlo inatitu-
tlon, aud large populations arv still the prey
of mon stealors. If we mark In black those
reglons In Africa where human boilage still
flourlshes, ouly Cupe Colony, Algerls, and a
few apots on the west const will be lefs to
show that the counlinent s nob wholly the
domala of slavery. Africa 1s uob only cursad
with every 11l bagolten of domestle slavery,
bub It s also the source from which mors
than hall the Muhammedoa workd derives
ita supply of boudsmen,

The fach is grotifylng Lhad through the
operations of tho leading nations ths area
within which siave merclhiante prozper Is
gradundly losseuing, The occupntlon of the
Turcoman man stealer Ls gone since Russia
8ot 1ts hoel upon him®and froed bis Persinn
glaves, of whom 40,000 wers found In the
Kbonate of Kulva alune. The Bhan States
of Indo-China aro till the huntog ground of
alavo dealors, who every year carry inany
hupdreds of captives down the Mekong 1iivey
Into Cambodia, down the Mennm River lnto
Blaw, and over the mountalos luto Annam;
but the lnfluence of Eugland and of France

s begomivg paramouat lo these regloos,
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English and Blamess sohemes for rallroads
through the heart of the slave-producing
eotintries are belag favorably oonsidered,
and It {a belleved that In the near future the
glave trafflc among the Bhan tribes will be
eMectually discouragad. Among the grealest
of slavo stealers has been the Ameer of Al-
ghanistan, whoso barbarous ralds Into tho
beautiful valleys of Kaflristan, just north of
Indla, havethreatened the Kafir natlon, num-
Lering 300,000 souls, with destruction, Theses
ralds, inclted almost solely by the high mar-
ket valuo of thio nearly white fomale slaves,
have for the past fow yoara been severoly
discouragnd by the Indlan Government, and
tho Kaflrs now enjoy comparative Immunity
from the inourelons of thelr Mobammedan
opprossora. Liast year's revelations, also,
with vogard to tho horrors of the Paolflo
Iabor trafMe, where hundreds of natives wers
torn from thelt homoes in Now Guloea and
other lsiands to toll on tha Queensland and
Fiji plantations, have reaulted lo the impris-
onment of soms of the leading kidnappors
and Lho sudden suspension of their slave-
slealing enterprises,

Btlll the procoss of wiplng out slavery
whoraver It has beecomo a part of the soclal
fabriec s very slow, It would require such a
convulsion as that which uprooted slavery
in our own land suddenly to tear out its
foundations In any country whore it has be-
como an Institution, By tho oconvention
which England mnde with Egypt ln 1877 the
prohibition of the sale of slaves betwoen fam-
lllea throughout Egypt went lulo effect in
August, 1884. This provialon, however, Is
sald to bo as yot almost a dead lottor. The
domand for negroes from Persla, Turkey,
and Arablals stlll large, and it Is this deo-
mand which within the paat two years has
helped to revive tho East African slave trado.
It was the oplnlon of the late Bir DArTLE
Fnrene tbat the natlons of Europo could
never put an ond to the African slave trade
until they put an end toslavery; that, lnfact,
Turkey, Persla, and other slaveholding coun-
tries must bo mado to understand that they
would not be admitted Into the brotherhood
of clvilized natlons untll thoy nbjured slav-
ery. Howover thls may bo, It 18 cortaln that,
In splte of the opposition of tho must powor-
ful natlons, those countries which desire
slavos from Africa still ind the means of fll-
Ing thelr markets,

Within the past ten years the number of
glaves in Brazll has decroased about 300,000
Thero romaln In bondage, however, about
1,200,000 persons, and Dom Pevoro 11, stlll
rules over tho Inrgoeat slave population in the
world, Beventeen years will be required under
tho provisions of the now Emanelpation act
beforo Brazil ean be numboered among theo
Iree Statos. Hpaln Is the only European nn-
tlon which stlll openly parmits the exlst-
enco of slavery In I3 colonlos, In Cubn,
Its largest colony, & proeess of gradual
omancipation Is slowly reducing the number
of bondsren, although there are still over
800,000 of them, thonsands of whom should,
under thn law, havoe recelved thelr freedom
yvoars ngo. Bpain's gonnivaneo at tho oxlst-
onco of slavery Is beltor than Portugnl's
nomiosl suppression of the evil in her
colonlea, The law of 1878 I8 utlerly IoefMec-
tive. ThoPoriugueso lu Afrlenaro Jusl what
CaMeERoN calls thom, *the accomplless of
slava tradors and kidnappers.”  All travel-
lers on tha lower Congo know that glaves aro
stlll shipped from tho maloland to the
Porluguese Islands, aond within tha past
twelva months Porluguese gunboats and
manil steamers have taken chaln gangs of
black mon to work on tho plantatlons of St.
Thomas aud Princlpd, As latonaslnst Novoiu-
ber complalut was mado of Lhe slavo LrafMe
between tho Porluguese possessions ou the
oast coast, Mudogasear, and thoe Comoro
Islands, Portugal's disgraceful record on
tha slnve question 1s only one featura of the
unwise and InefMelent polley that has alimoat
etifled development in every part of Alrlea
whero hov flag is recogolzed,

That form of slavery, the coolla syatem,
which ln tho past fifty yenrs has transported
hundrods of thousands of Chinese and East
Indians to Ohili, Peru, the Britlsh West In-
dles, and other roglons whera thoy havoe
workaed for a pittance, tolled under the lash,
and peotishod in multitudes, ls an evil that
is not yel wholly estinet. 1t1s to the credit
of our Governmant that long ago It discoun-
tenanced these grueliles by making It a fol-
ony for Amorlcan ehips to carry coolles un-
der lnbor contracts In uny part of $ho world,

BTANLEY rocently deserlbed tho flendish in-
humanity of the Arab kiduappera on Lhe
upper Congo two yoars ago, LIVINGATONE
ecatlinaled that only one slave In five [rom
Contral Alrlea lived to reach his deatination,
It 1s sukd that only one In throe of tho young
slaves survive who are tortursd for the
markoets of Egypt and Turkey. Every
arenoy thot Is workivg to dastroy thia terrl-
ble enemy of human life aud happincss de-
sorves the hearty codporntion of all elvilized
oatlons. May success attend the now Congo
Btate, within whose tervitorlea lie the chief
hunting grounds of Arab slave stealers, if
obnly Lhat It may fulfil that provision of the
Barlln Conferonce which says * these terri-
torles shall not sorve as & markot or means
of transit for the trade io slavos."”

A New College for Women.

The opening of Bryn Mawr Colloge, near
Pnlladelphia, an lustitution founded, muni-
flieently endowed, and controlled by members
of the Boclety of Friends, will be eonsidered
an ovent of caplial Importance by the pro-
moters of tho higber education of women In
this couulry. Here ls an ostablishment de-
slgnod to provide the amplest appllancos and
efclent ngencles for Lha tralnlog and equip-
ment of the feminlne Intellect, without risk-
Ing an impairmeut, through a premnture
contact with tho world, of the epecifio foml-
nino exeolloncles Lhat andear aod slovate, A
mnln argumeat, Indeed, for eo-education s
sorlously wenkened whon the schemo and the
resources of o college devoted excluslvely to
woimen promlse to lusure tho highest grade
of Instruction and standard of proflclency.

A review of the facilitics now offered at
Bryn Mawr will disclose tho grounds for
deewnlng them falrly comparable with thoss
attalpallo as the Harvard Annex or ot Girton
and Nowoham Colleges In Englsod, The
Presidcut of the new semlnary s Dr. JAMES
B Raocaps, and tho mombers of the profes-
slonsl body aro men and wuiuen selected from
ameng disflngulshed graduates of Ameriean
and Europesn universitios, and whoso ca-
pacity for taaching has been testud by oxperl-
onve, Among them may be montioned Miss
Qaanrorma Axavs Bourr, a graduste In
honors from (Hrton Colloge, Cambridge,
who was subaequently mado s Bachelor In
Belonco by the Unlversity of Logdon, and
Las been a loclurer en matbematics In Gle-
ton and Newnham. Ho, too, 18 tho assoolate
professor of botnny @ woman—Miss Eminy
Le Gueaony, who, after gradusilug from
Carnell, al_ull.lod ub Mmuburg, Gotllogen, and
Berlin, and had charge, two yoors ago, of the
laboratory work of the Harvard Annes.
The lootures on hyglene and physivlogy aro
dollverod hy Mrs, A. M. FuLLuntoy and Mrs,
ANNA E. HRoOMALL, Lhe latter of whom Is a
professor In the Women's Medieal Colloge of
Pulladelphla. Tue function of Ubrarian and
the dirootion of the gymnasium are also cons
fidod to women, The mais members of the

stal lnclude, besides others, Mr. E B, Wit~
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sow, formerly asaistant professor or lee-
turer at Yale, Johns Hopkins and Williams
Colleges, and the Massachusetts Instl-
tute of Techmology: Mr. E. W. Horxrxs,
who obtained the degres of Doclor of
Phllosophy st Leipalo, and who waa lately
an Instructor at Columbia Oollege; Mr. PAvn
Broney, a graduate of Harvard, and after-
ward made Doctor of Philosophy at Munich;
Mr.James Srinzivoen, Dootor of Phllogophy
(Zurlch), and Privaidocent, or unsalaried
professor, at the Unlversity of Bonn, and
Mr. J. Rexprr Harnis, Fellow of Qlare Col-
lege, Cambridgo, The names glven will ex-
emplity the qualifications of the corps of
teachers, whose number, now fourteen, Is
to be increased during the current year by
calling from Gormany an assoclate Instructor
in Gorman,

Throo categories of young women are ad-
mitted to the leatures and clase work at
Bryn Mawr—undergraduates, graduates
from other colleges of acknowlolged stand-
iog, and * hearors,” the latter belng oxoused
from examinations and not permitted to re-
slde In the college. It should also bo noted
that undorgraduates who do not wish to en-
tor on tho extenslve schioms of studles load-
Ing to a degree may be onrollod as speclal
studonts without forfelting any of the priv-
llagoa of rosldence, The oxamination
Imposed om canditatea for matricula-
tlon seoms quite as comprelionslve
nod  rigorous as that Inaisted on
at Yale or Harvard. Those applicants for
admisslon, however, who do not purpose to
pursuo a classieal eourso, may offor Latln,
French, and Germnan, Instead of Greek,
Latin, nnd Fronch or German. The distine-
tion is analogous, It will be observed, to that
exlsting botween tho studlies of tha Goerman
Gymnasien und Realschulen. Tho require-
meoenta for a bachelor's degrea oontemplute a
four years' course. and they seem quite equal,
in respect of scope and thoroughness, to
those exnotod for a liko diploma by the fore-
most American unlversitivs, But the under-
graduates aro not dlstributed in the tradi-
tlonal *' elasses," nor ls any time lrrevocably
sot for graduntion. Each student has the
optlion of following one or more of saveral
ourrioula nud of abridgiog or extending her
term of realdence. But, wo soarcely noed to
add, the quantum of acquiremont Impllied
by a bachelor's dogreo will be Invariable.

Liberal provislon has been mado not only
for the foundation and maintenance of Lhls
Inatitution, locluding the Inylng out of spa-

ofMoers at 03, cortaln others at 59, and eortaln
others at 50 years, Olher moasures could bo
sdded to this Ilst, but theso will be sufliclont to
polnt the moral, and to make It cloar that thers
s n delugo of projects for transferring ofMosra
