Many clergymen havo volun-
tarily furnished details of Nero's preaching,
and of his collections and other frauds.
Paper in the possession of the pollco
show that Nero flrt-- t arrived In Scot-
land last June. He forthwith started
preaching and publicly announced that he was
tlio prtnolpsl of tho Sumner College, Kansas
City, Mo. The dlroctors of that Institution had,
hssald. sent him on aspoclnl mission to o

to rntso funds to equip an expedition to
ovancellzo the natives of southern Africa. He
produced as credentials certlllcntos from the
Prexbytery of Missouri and from Prof.
Ilobcrtson, Secretary of the Sumner Col-

lege. Nero began bis cruendo in Glas-
gow, enlisting the sympnthlos of mnny
pastors of churches and chnpels. who freoly
oponed their pulpits to him. Ills preaching
was fervid, flowery, and not without a
rudo oloquence which was very effective. II o
nlways involclied ngalnst unholy cravings for
lllthy lucrn, and pointed out the delight of giv-
ing to the Lord's sorvants for tho spreading of
Ills Word. By the collections which Invariably
followed his sermons he realized several thou-
sand pounds In Glasgow alone.

Flushed with this success, he widened bla
field of operations nnd appeared successively
In Edinburgh, Liverpool. Manchester. Sundor-lan-d,

London, and Paris. His Glasgow success
was repented In all those places, and when he
returnod to America Inst October be mUBt have
been possessed of a small fortune

Nero's trip to America was probably for tho
purpose of Investing or socreting hit booty.
It was only a flying trip, nnd he was soon back
in Glasgow, where ho was welcomed with open
arms by pious churchmen, matrons, and
maidens. During the wholo tlmo of his
stay In Glasgow be kupt a succession
of young nud pretty white mlstrossos
In snug private quarters In a suburb of Glas-
gow. Tho latest Inmate of his harem flod
whan Noro was arrestud. and is now being
sought by tho pollco. Although thus living In
socrot profligacy, Nero was admitted tooxcol-lontsoclo-

circles In Glasgow, and positively
became the nico among many dainty young
ladles nnd blooming matrons, on whom
ho frequently oalled in tho daytime, no thus
became betrothed to threo highly rebooted
ladles, and with tho full consent of their rein-tire- s.

Each of theso deluded spiusters waa
eolomnly promised that she would bo married
by Noro on the eve of bis doparlure for Africa,
and would be takon there to aid In evangeliz-
ing the natives.

Among tbo papers seized by the pollco nt
Nero's dovecote wore reams of stationery, all
bearing the Imprint ot Sumner College, and
hundreds of amorous letters from girls and
women In various towns.
