Yesterday ho aiiddonly droppod n nngon
tongue on which ho wns working, struck tho
foreman In tho face, then grabbod an Iron
mallet, with which he bogan demolishing tho
nincbinory. bronklng threa mnchlnes In tho
shop boforn stopping, aud threatauing to kill
Boioraluttaohos.

One of the gunrds endeavored to pacify him.
but without anil. He dropped the mallet and
plckod up alintchot, and said ho would kill Iho
lint mnn thnt laid his hands nn him. 'J he
guard wroto out a pass to tho coll room, which
ho handed to Smith, telling him to give It to
lteod. This ho did, nnd followud the doputy to
tho dungeon. At tlio door, nt Is custoniary.
Hoed begnn to search Smith. This made Smithangry, nnd ho rushed into tho dungunn. lleud
warned him thai he mutt submit, biulth thou
started toward ltnod. wlion tho latter drew his
revolver from his hlu pocket and llrod. Smith
staggorod and foil to the floor dead. The Cor-ono-

jury returned a verdict that the killing
was dono by Hood during tho porfoimauco of
his duty.

Tbo decomposed body ot Van Schalck
was found on May 12, 18S5, lying undor a brush
heap, nenr tbo villngo ot Smlthvlllo. Ills head
was crushod tn, and his body badly mutllatod.
Ho was ri young farrnor. and on tho evonlng ot
Oct. 8, 183. disappeared from tbo bouso ot
.Seward Thomas, whoro ho was working. A fow
dnyslntor rt tologrnm, datod at Byraouse nnd
signed with his name, asked his paronts to Fond
his trunks to hi in nt Sturgls, Mich. Tho trunk
and a loiter wero sent, us roauoatod, but both
woro nftorwnrd returned ns being uncalled for,

From tlmo to tlmo other letters and tolo-grai-

woro rooolved by bis friends, all dnted
nt Syracuse and signed with his Initials.
Ono tologrnm was sent to a Miss Cm no
of Linus Mills, risking hor to coroo
nnd llio with him. A noto. drawn by
Arthur Duncan, nnd parable to Emory Van
Hchalck. was lecolvod by tbn latlur's father u
tow days before it becamo duo. Accompany-
ing It woro Instructions to collect tlio iiiuouiit
ot the note, retain $10, and foi ward tho bitliinco
to van Hchalck nt Homo. Duncan paid tho
note nnd tho money was sent on. On April 11,
lH'tj, Jliincan was marrlod. Tho following
month Vim rjclinlck's body wns found and Dun-
can was charged with tho murder.

The evidence ngatnst Duncan Is purely cir-
cumstantial. Ho wns tho Inst person known to
hnve been with Van Schalck. The evening uf
tho dis.ippenratiCH Duncan purchased of Vnn
Hclmlck a borso and buggy, paying somo money
and jowelry. nnd giving tho noto spoken of
ubovsfor tho balance. Tho only sUDpnsablo
motive forthe orlma wns Duncan's dosiro to
get back Ills money anil possibly jealousy about
his wife, whomhowasthen courting. Alter Vnn
Hchulck's dlsapponrnnce, Duncan snld that ho
liiidbeon lu somo "girl scrnpo" and bad tolly.
It Is known that whonovor lnttors or telegrams
werosont from Hiracusennd signed with Van
Hchiilck's name, Duncan wns In that city. Dun-
can Is about 20. years old. good looking, nnd
fairly well educated. Ho has stoadfatly main-
tained Ills luuocotice und Boomed Indifferent to
thoebnrgo.
