Tho States nlono should deal
with education in tho States so far as it is n
matter of Government conoorn at all.

A National Univorslty In which every Stato
was represented might bo a Qovornment
Home for Second-rat- e Teachers who could
not get employment anywhere else, but It
would not have much mote educational value
than a cider mill.

Tho idea has served a usoful purpose, how-evo- r,

In enabling Mr. Blair to poke a little
fun at the Senator from Kansas, whose "lux-
uriance and vehemence of rhctorlo" havo
done so much damage to tho Educational
bill. If theso two able mon can only kill off
one another's pet measures tho country will
have great reason to bo thankful.

No Dime Menaccrlo In tho Park !

We aro told that the suggestion has boon
mado to tho Park Commissioners that a
small fee be charged for admission to the
collection of beasts In Central Park.

Of courso the Commissioners will give no
heed to such a proposal, for, poor and Incom-
plete as it is, the Central Park menagerie Is
yet a groat contra of attraction, as many as
eighty thousand people, tho superintendent
tolls us, visiting the collection on a fluo Sun-
day of the summer or autumn.

It may bo true that at tho Zoological Oar-de-

In Fairmount Park, Philadelphia, an
admission fee of twonty-flv- o cents for adults
and ten cents for children Is charged; but
the Philadelphia menagerie Is a distinct un-
dertaking, and, besidos, it is a very creditable
collection, worthy ot comparison In some re-
spects with the great zoological gardens of
European capitals. Our menagerlo Is an
Integral part of tho Central Park, and the
people cannot be shut off from It by a foe
without a violation ot tho purposo for which
the ploosure ground was laid out. More
than that, tho collection Is really not worth
paying to soo, and In Its incompleteness and
tho manner ot Its housing Is uttorly un-
worthy of this town.

It is said that It an admission fee Is
charged tho Commissioners will be able to
Improvo tho menagerie. But the Control
Park Is no place for such a zoological garden
as New York requires, and more money
spent at tho present site ot the collection will
only further dlstlguro and enoumbor a pleas-
ure ground which already Is too much
crowded with Incongruous structures.

What ws want Is such a zoological garden
as that which has beon maintained by tho
Zoological Soolety for nearly sixty yoars In
Begent's Park In London, and has bocome
one of tho finest colloctlonsot live spoclmens
in tho world, and ono ot tho most attractlvo
features of the British metropolis. But it
should be established and conducted, like tho
London garden and like that In
Philadelphia, by private liberality and
enterprise. It should, moreover, be in
one ot tho subsidiary parks to the
northward of Central Park, and tho ground
should be devoted wholly or chiefly to it
alone, for otherwise we can uovor get a
zoological garden that will bear any sort ot
oomparUon with those ot London, of Paris,
ot Brussels, and ot Philadelphia. As long
ago as 1878, wo think It was, the capital for
the establishment of such a garden In New
York was subscribed, but tho Park Commit;.
sloneis, very properly, as ws remember,
would not let the company use a part of tho
Central Park for their purposes. Thoro Is
no room tbero for the buildings, aquariums,
and pits the collodion would require, and
the presont menagerie is altogether out ot
place where it Is, though no better situa-
tion for It can be found In tho Park.

The zoological garden, put In Its own
special enclosure, should be free to all ou
two days of tho "week, one of which should
be Bunday, a small admission fee being
charged on other days; and the subscribers,
in return for the tut of tnt land, should be

obliged to content themselves with tho low
rate of Interest on tholr monoy which now
prevails whenever tho security Is good, Or
a man of wealth could not do hotter with
monoy ho wishes to givo for tho publlo

gratification than to bestow It for
tho establishment of such a garden, which
would remain a monument to his goneroslty.

But It is absurd to talk ot charging tho
poopla anything on any day for a sight at
tho present collection ot beasts In Central
Park, bo discreditable to a. city ot luoro than
a million and a halt ot inhabitant.

rourtli-Clns- n .Mutter.
Mr. Wilson of Iowa has Introduced Into

tho Somite a bill Increasing tho postngo on
fouith-clas- s mall matter from sixteen to
thirty-tw- o cents a pound.

If tho ralo of postage on this class of mntter
were doubled, pncltagos weighing moro thau
ten or twelves ounces would bo sent by n,

nnd the number, now very gicnt, of
small packages belonging to this class would
bo strikingly diminished.

Among tho articles mallnblo In tho fourth
class aro articles of merchandise, models,
samplo cards, samples of metals, mineral.1",
cuttings, bulb.", roots, and scions, labels,
nddrosJ tngs, patterns, photographs, bill
heads aud letter heads, printed envelopes
and letter envelopes, and paper containing
no prlullng. Tho variety ot articles sent
as fourth-clas- s tuattor is, In fact, nlraost end-

less. In Now York and all tho great cities
thcro aro Important Arms, a largo part of
whoso business Is got by sending out sam-
ples and patterns to country customers.

Possibly Senator Wilson conceives that
this practice Is In somo way prejudicial to
the business of country merchants, dross-maker- s,

milliners, and bo on. There Is Uttlo
reason to bupposo that such Is tho case, for
to theso persons tho sending ot samples and
patterns by mall at a comptratlvely cheap
rato Is a dlstlnctjcouvenlcnce, as It Is to other
persons all over tho country. Tho bill Is a
bad one bocauso it Is against tho general
Interest, and not simply boeause It would
hamper a few commercial establishments In
tho citlos, Important as their reasons for op-
posing thechango undoubtedly aro.

If tho Government Is going to carry small
parcols at all for tho convenience of tho peo-
ple, the business should be done at tho
present low rates.

It Puzzles .Mr. Iteed.
Tho point made by Mr. Reed of Maine In

regard to tho telephone scandal Is worth at-

The
error contained In the despatch waa unlntentloual, and
Wa take Pleasure In niaklna- this correction.

The object of the article for which the Herald
thus apologizes was to break tho forco ot tbo
Itev. Mr. Bail's terrible arraignment of drover
Cleveland In tho hot campaign of 1B84. Tho
clergyman made vory serious accusations
against the Demooratlo candidate for the
Presidency, charging htm with gross Im-

morality. Tho Mugwump press attacked the
clergyman In return, the Herald saying that he
bad been expelled from n church In Indiana
