"Arbitration, then, nnd not strikes, is tbe
theory ot tho order," said the reporter.

"Yes; arbitration always, when It Is possi-
ble. Strike only us a last resort but when that
point Is reached, strike bard, strike In earnest,
nnd noversurrenderexcept to justconcessions.
Why. tbls Board." pointing to tbo members,
who wore listening to tho talk. "has. slnco the
flist day or January last settled br arbitration
350caseB, which would othorvvlse havo resulted
In strikes, without the gaining of a single
point by tho strikers.

" The Knights of Labor, nnd tho other labor
organizations In sympathy with Its plans, con-
stitute at the present tlmo tbo most powerful
organization of worklngmen ever known In tho
history nt tbe world, lis strength is increasing
every day, nnd its influence Is felt In every
branch ot trade In this oouutry. It Is dangerous
to abuse this power. It can always Insist upon
just demands, cnrclully considered and
thoughtfully digested. It cannot afford to
fritter Itself nwny upon every little pretence of
wrong, hastily formulated Bnd In-

sisted upon. The growth of the powor or labor
should bonn occasion for calm deliberation nnd
moderation. The worklngmen should be care-
ful to seo to It that they do not sin and undor-min- o

thoir strength by extremo demands and
unronsonnble assumption of Importance and
power. ' It Is,' ns some one hnssald before me,
a good thing to have tbe power or a giant but

It Is an evil thing to uso It like a giant' A
strike sliould be the Inst resort, when every-
thing else bas tailed, and not an every-dn- y expe-
dient, which, used as such, loses its power as
It increases Its frequency. As our organiza-
tions grow tboro will be less strikes, because
thoro will be less necessity fur them."

"Is the strlko tbo only Inst resort of the
Knights nr Labor?" naked tho reporter.

The Mnster Workman smiled. I see," said
he, "what you are driving at, A strlko Is a bad
thing, but a boycott is worse In Its results. A
strike stops production merely: a boycott kills
It A strike lor a week is only the loss ot a
week's business trade and wages. A boycott
for a week can be tho utter ruin of tbe business
Itself. We have never failed lu a boycott which
has been ordered by the Oeuoral Committee.
Ha effectiveness is undoubtod, but It is an ex-
treme power which wo uso with caution,"," Is thero not dnnger, Mr. Powderly," said tho
reporter, that your organlatlon may bocorao
engaged In political movemonts and thus loso
Its iKiwtsr?"

' I have no foar ol that Tho matters Involved
Intheoxlsteuco and work ot tho Knights of
Labor nre nearer to Its members than mnttors
ot partisan politics. We havo here, ns you see,
on this committee members of the two old
parlies, a Greenbacker and (with asmllejother
cranks like myself, We are not politicians
here. Wo have a method of dealing with those
who. ns some have, entered our ranks to servo
political ends wo turn them out. Wo have had
no part In politics. We do not propose to have
any part In politics. It is bread and butter,
the rights of the employod. the ma-
terial nnd concrete Ithlngs of every-
day life that constitute the elamonls
which do no.v and always will hold us together,
and those nre stronger than partisan political
ties. That Is why 1 do not fear tho Intrusion
ol politics. When peoplo talk, us somsllmss
they do. nbout using the Knights of Labor as a
political mglne, they utter the most arrant
nousoi.su. it Is not vvurtu while to discuss the
matter with such a man. Ho Is either a llnr or
an empty-heade- d fool."

In conclusion Mr. Powderly said that tho
Kulghts of Labor, as an organization, bad noth-
ing to do v.ith the strike In the bituminous
coal region, as tbo miners woro under, a sepa-
rate nigaulrntlon, but he was satisfied that the
day was verv near whon all tbo labor organ-
izations of the country would be united under
ono general supervialou and contiol.

Yi ho Is it hero that
expicsses luni'-cl- l in language belonging to
one of tho bhadownst or creatures and opposes
an uflort to pluck Innocent maidenhood out ot
the jaws of that mlnotaur of respectability
which Is rotton to Mm core? It uny English-
man bl9ies hero "

"A middle-age- d Englishman suddenly toso.
and, pointing bis tlugor at the locturer, said:
"Mr. Cook. 1 am hoio to protost," Hut he got
no turthor, ror Mm audience bioke Into a round
olapplaus". The man madetwo or three at-
tempts to say a word but ho was not nllowod to
proceed, and ho Dually sat down.

"It any Lngiishmiin hisses hcio," contlnuod
Mr. Cook lu his bxvoiost manner, "let him go
home nnd toll his nristocrata that we want
nothing In America with thlr coniaglous dis-
eases aclH applause and that we moan to join
hands with all friends ot genuine reform iu
putting tbo laws concerning person nnd prop-ert- y

on the snnut level. Applause.. I nk lor
such reforms lu religious and sclentlllc Instruc-
tion as shall favor tho pledge or the White
Cross Lnaguo. I nsk. In the Uetd ol social cus-
tom, for early mnrrlagos and for oo.ua! social
penalties for men and women. lApplatpJe. I
ask. lastly, for tho execution of all tho laws
now on the statute hook, whother they affect
mon or women, and I ak that the gilded sa-
loon and tho brothel, nnd the liquor tralllc on
the one hand nnd the social ovil on tho othor,
bo attacked as tho two sldos ot the chief hell
gate of our time."

riCIlilS OF FIUE VAMP.

Fourteen 3Ica Killed and Wnunded by Ex.
Iilualono la a JUIaa.

CovnellsvilTjE, Pa., March 8 Shortly
after noon y a 6crlcs of explosions took
place In tbo Unlondule mine, at Dunbar, four
miles from bero, by which two men were killed
and twelve others received Injuries which will
prbve fatal In aluioBt overy caso. The cause of
the explosion was fire damp, Thero were 23
mon in tbe pit, nine of whom managed to es-

cape uninjured,
Tbo flratoxploslon occurred nbout 12:30 this

afternoon. It was n terrific shock, and was fol-

lowed by two others In quick succession a fow
minutes later. The first explosion cnusod the
death of the two men and Injured three.

The rest ran toward tbe mouth or the pit. but
before thoy reached it the other explosions oc-

curred. Thoro was an upheaval of earth, coal
dust, and othor ddbrls. The lights wero blown
out. the dustbllntlud tbe men. and the passage-
ways weto blockod up and cut off escape. Tho
Pit was on fire, and a horrible death nwalted
tho Imprisoned miners. Mno ot thorn, who
had been working in nnotber entry, managed
to make thoir vvuy out beforo tho mouth of the
pit was choked up.

The shock caused the mon In the mines of
Morrull, Calvin A Wboeler adjoining to drop
tbelr tools and rush panic stricken to tho top.
Imagining that the pits wore being lilted
heavenward. Tho ground rolled and quakod
so that many tell down, and threo or tour lu
the Morrell mine, which connocts with tho
Unlondale. woro violently thrown against the
walls nnd seriously Injuiod. Everybody rushed
toward the Unlondale mine.

Columbus Shay ot tho Mahoning works and
James Henderson of the Cabin mine headed a
rescuing party and weut to work with picks
and shovels to force an entrance to tbelr

companions. In a row minutes an open-
ing was made and several rushed forward to
enter the mine, but wore repelled by a volume
of flame. It took huvnrnt minutes fort lie suioko
and lire to clear away aud the rescuers woie
compelled to wait, The moans ot tho iniurod
were pitiable They were lying In every direc-
tion, buried under masses ot debris. Several
of them wero horribly burned. Twelve of them
worn found In a dvlngcondltlouund two Mhcrs
were dead. Their names are:

Committee that If Investigating tho means by
which Jaoob Sharp cot his Broadway charter
Is considering its preliminary report
and the two bills that will accompany Hit It
meets with approval. Boscoo
Conkllng drew up both the report and
tba bills, and what they contain Is known
only in a genernl way to the committeemen,

omo ot whom will hoar the documents read
for the first time. They have been

pressed by some newspapers to aocept them
blindly, but they profor to go slowly. The re-

port Is understood to sot forth the results
of the Investigation thus far and to recommend
tho passage of tbe accompanying bills, ono ot
which Is to annul the franchise of tho Broad-
way Uallroad. whtlo the other Is to provide for
tho protection of Innocent stockholders.

There has never boon a momeut's disagree-
ment ntnong tbo committeemen, but it may be
that thts discussion will dovolop some, for the
measures proposed are vory radical and extra-
ordinary, and members are not all cortivtn that
they ought to be approved. For Instance,
some hio ot tho opinion that tbe fact that
Jacob Sharp no longer owns the Broadway
charter mav make it unfair to deprive
the new owners ot thoir property. Others are
debating whother. It tho charter Is out up at
public auction, tho proporty would uot fall eas-
ily and choaply Into tho hands ot the Cable
Uallroad Company. One plan suggested for
protecting tbe Innocent stockholders Is to first
discover what tho horse railroad manngore es-

timate tho value of the franchise to be. aud then
to offor It at about that price.

This snmn commlttoo will report for consid-
eration by the Sennto Mr. Cantor's
bill providing for tho sale of rallrond franchises
by auction. Tho committee are of the opinion
that the bill Is not n thorough one. It Is an
amendment to tbo general Surface Uallroad
not. and does not cover tbe cab'o railway, for
instance, which was Incorporated under tho
ltapld TrnnBltnct

The Broadway Investigating commltteo broke
up tbelr meeting at 12' o'clock nfter
n very earnest discussion ot tho lenort and tho
bills. Mr. Low. the Chalrmnn, alter rending
the report and the bills, spoko earnestly In
tavor of their ndoptlon. It was soon perceived
that all wero virtually of ono mind
ns to the general tenor of tho proposed
action, nnd tho differences thnt arose were
as to do'alls. It was oasy ouough to annul
tho charter of tho llroadw.vy road, and
all had proof that tbe Legislature had
tho power to take tho action. Hut tho question
whnt to do with the property, the tracks and
tho appurtenances, was a troublesome one.
Whethor. for Instance, thoy wero to go to the
cltr. or tbe stockholders, or thejbondholdors.

One Senator nt the outset ralsod tho argument
that to annul the charter was to punish both
guilty and Innocent at once. However.lt was
resolved to Introduce the report and tho bills
as they were originally drawn, nnd this will
be done morning. The bill for
the protootlon of Innocent stockboldtrs. ns It Is
called, provides for the sale of the franchise
and tbo division of the proceeds among
tho Investors. It Is quite llkoly that one
or more of these bills may be di-
vided, so that no one of them
shall provide for more than one
operation. So that tbo original two may to-
morrow take the form or three bills, nnd one
Senator says possibly a tourth. Tho bills will
In nil probability bo presented with a request
that they bo sent back to the commlttoe for fur-
ther discussion and poesiblo alteration as to
details.

The members of the committee say thev will
not stop until the last stone is overturned, and
not. If possible, until the guilty are brought
to justice.
