The lower
chord of the brldgo will bo IfjSfeet above the
water, snd tho single railroad track will be 70
feet higher. The slender Iron rods and

which tho structure will be mado will
look like spider web threads at that height
from tbe river, and when viewed from
up the river will form a delicate trac-
ing on the dark background of Storm
King Mountain. The side spans are
840 feet, or oae-lxt- n of n mile, long. The
whole brldgo Is neatly 4.000 feet long. The
bridge will be built at the height mentioned be-
cause the grades on thn approaches will be
easy and becauso navigation will not be or.
structed. The cost of tbo bridge, with about
twenty miles of truck necessary to connect it
wtth tho railroad, will amount tn gG.lKM Ono.
Thn money has been raised by bonds issued by
the New England and Southwestern llailroad
Company,

Attempts
have beon made to manufacture them bore,
but tbo Industry has never flourUlicd. Tho
finest eye are made In Paris, nnd good ones
coino horn Germnny ami Switzerland. The
eyes are made of glass, and nre In the shape nf
a hollow hemUpbero. Tbo pupil le formed of
colored glass, and Its execution tec, 11 res tho
greatost skill on the pnrt of tho workman. Tho
white of the oyo Is imitated with wonderful ac-
curacy. It la of cream white, yellowish white,
bluo white, or any othor sliado so ns to exactly
match the whlto of the remaining real eye. Be-
fore the llnnl glnlng is put on muhII red veinsare traced with a peucil on the surfuce. There
is a slight ridge along the edge which enables
the muscles of the socket to take hold und
move tbo ball.

Dealers in artificial eyes koop them In sen-arn- tu

troxe. which they call tho bluo box, the
black box, the brown box, und co on. These
boxes contain eves of nil size, from in large
as a m.irblo to ono as largo ns a pigeon's egg.

A dealer in artificial eyes said: "Wn fit the
avrh In the aAelrrte hv l.e.itf n.r nnrl ar.fl.,. ilnrr
the ball, nnd then cutting it with hot Mclssors
to tho proper size and shape. Tho hollow part
fits over the st 11 inn of tho oyo. When this is
neatly done the eye moves as readily as tho
other oye. and It is difficult to tell which one Is
glass. The great majority of artificial eves are
used by workmen, especially those in lion
foundries, whom many oyo nre put out by
sparks. It Is seldom that a woman hue 11 glass
eye.

" Artificial nycs nre usud uot only'to Improvo
the appearance, but also to protect tho stump
from injury, which wonld be apt to lifted tho
other oye. An artificial ovo costs 15. and lasts
from ono to live yoais. I: is acted upon by tho
salt of perspiration nnd of tears, which dulls
and rougheus the surface. For this reason It
Is customary to take tlio oyo out ut night,
which also gives n rest to the socket. If tho
lachrymal duet has not beon chmtrosed. n. 1111m
can cry as wall with un artificial eye as with agood ono."
