Dix relosted an his thams * Christ is Obristinn-
fty.” and sald: Tt s enny at the outsst to take
exeoption to soma remarks of eertaln popuine
writers of the das.Thus: “ The prople willnot
listen to what they do not bellovs,” True: yet
it doen mot follow that sl must be fnlse to which
hay will mot iisten.

It saancks of the theological
cant of our time, It might not sound so well
wore wo fo put it in snother form: "' EBhall wa
#ol to work and alter and shape the religion of
Josua Christ to sult the moral aud socinl con-
ditions of the nineteenth oentury 7" Thoere
aro readjustments whish are not mere tinker-
inge ; there are revivala and repnira which are
quite distinet from modera lavontlons and
alleged improvements, Io Lais souse readjust-
m+at may be neoded,

Think what changes bave come over the
world sloes tho time whouo Tiberius was Em-
peror ol Boma. The Church hus ndapted bor-
polf to these variations with wisdom and skill.
And now great eshangss are la progress; the
ninetesnth contury Is drawini to its close,
