Courtnoy, tho millionaire match maker, who
died on tha 12th Inst,, famished plenty ma-
terial durlrahis lifetime to tickle the palates
of gnsslpers and scandal mongors. Ho waa
ono ot the best known men In Wilmington for
over thirty years, and tha value of his posses-
sions at tha tlmo of his death Is said to run up
as high nt six ciphers some ear as high as
$5,000,000. He owned much real eatato and a
large interest In tbo match business. Hn look
no cart In politics, cubllo Improvements, or
anything else, except tha mixing of tho mysteri-
ous compound, which, placed on tbo ends of
small slivers ot wood, form parlor matches
and tha basis for his woaltb, tho driving of a
pair ot cronm-coloro- d borses, nnd asocial chat
with convivial companions at tho ale house,
He found muoh enjoyment in a little, nnd thero
wero two or threo favorite haunts In the olty
whoro ha could ba found nt almost any hour ot
the day or night. Socially hs had no standing
whatever. For mnny years ho livod In an un-
pretentious throo-stor- y house a short disUuce
back from tho bnnks of the Drnndywtua, and
thoro he died.

llnck in the flttlos a man named Smith, con-
sidered by mnny as being ecoantrlc, waa

in thn manufacture of matches In a
small way. He was always dabbling in new In-

ventions, nnd At length concelvod the Idea that
ho had hit upon n grand sohomo tor tho pre-
serving of fruit without sugar. Ho converted
nil his belongings Into cash, and went to
Europe on a wlld-goos- o chneo to roallzo on his
discovery. Local history hsro tells nothing
moro uf him. Edward Tatnall, a racmbor of
one of tho oldest Quaker families in this
(art of the country, bought from Smith

Htuall mntch-uiaklu- g plant, nnd bo-
sun to manufacture matches. Knowing
nothing about the business ho wroto to
Hell, then the loading match Manufacturer nf
London, to sond HI in u mnn to ftvlp htm. Dell's
son came to this country in resptvse to tho re-
quest, but he protod to bo a hnruu'-scarti- tal-
low, and soon went back to tho old country.
Handing here in his stead young Henry A.
Courtney, who nrrled In 1853. Courtney wus
a good workman, nnd soon got tho concern on
alpaylng basis. The following rear ho In-
vented tlio process which has mado the Court-
ney parlor tnstchua famous. At least ho has
always had tho reputation of Inventing It.
Homo say the formula, whloh Courtnoy Kept
ns his) own secret for bo many years,
was ronlly sold by Smith to Tatnnll anilCourtney found It among tliu papers. Do that
ns It may. Courtnoy wns tho master of tbo situ-
ation, and commanded nn immense salary. Ha
soon frozo Tatnnll out. Tntuull is still living,
but poor. Whon Tntnnll Btepped out, William
H. Swift, n gentleman of education, nbllity, nndmeans, stepped in, nnd the llrm waa known ns
Swift t Courtney, Tho busluess kept on in-
creasing until, timing tbo war.lt was shown,
through tho searchers after Income taxes, that
tho two partners each drew $17,000 out of tho
concern. In 1872 L. W. llueohor of Westvlllc.
Conn., was admitted to the linn, which became
the Swift, llooclier.t Courtney Company.

In 1880 the Diamond Match Compnny wns
organized, nnd a numnerof smallor establish-
ments In this country and Citnuda wore gath-
ered under control of tho llrm. which became a

monopoly. The greater portion ot the
nternal rovonuo paid tho Goternment by

matob makers came from the Dlotnond StateCompany. Its sbnro being more thnn a. million
dollars per annum. The monopoly whsstrengthened by the Government allowing a
rabutu upon all revenue stnmps bought by the
match makers. Tho quantity purcbasod by the
Diamond State Company wus soenormous that
their rebato actually amounted to a prollt on
tbo stamps themselves. In addition to tho
matches. The smaller concerns Bartered ac-
cordingly. About three years ngo. after a hard
fight, in whloh Secretary Dayard, then Senator,
was the champion of tho Wilmington match
firm, the match tax was taken oir, nnd the
match consumers wero greatly benulltod.Courtney did nothing also but proparo the
oom pound for tho match heads. Tho fumes
from tho mixture and his tllsslpntcd habitsbrought on consumption, from which ho died,
ngod ti5 years. It was often wondored why lis
remained in thn firm, which was composed otgontlomen of refinement, while ho wns coarse
and purely animal In his InstlnctB. HiBSbcrut
kept blm whore he wns, for without his knowl-
edge the occupation of the firm would be gone.
Even though he should bnvo Imparted it to an-
other and gone elsewhere, thero would bine
been a division of business. Hn retained hiegrip to the end. Bbortly beforo dying. It la
Bald, he Imparted bis secret to his ton, Mr.
Swift, and ono or two others omployod by theoompany.

Courtnoy loft a wifa nnd ten children flvo
boys nnd live girls. In 1BVC he was urrested
for bigamy, but at the bearing It was shown
that 'one of the two woumn with whom he wnsliving fond raising children! hnd no marriage
certificate. Thoclmrgewas thereupon dropped
but the woman was obliged to give socurlty
that her children would nut become u charge
upon tho county. Courtney went her socurlty
nnd the woman loft the city. About that tlmoCourtney wns expelled from the Odd Follows
for conduct unbecoming a brothor." Thoscandal was forgotten, or at least seldom re-
ferred to. nnd Courtney kept on making money

and spending It. He spent comparatively
little, however, in dissipation, although gener-
ous and a hall fellow well moL He bought real
eBtate. principally oheap housos Inthonelah-borboo- d

ot his own home.
In July. 1880, there wero among his childrenadnughter nearly of age. Among her admir-

ers wns young Matthew F. Hayuen. who hndjust about rsached his majority and was em-
ployed la the nursory of Courtney's old part-
ner. Tntnnll. The wealthy brimstone! mixerobjected to Haydon's attentions to his daugh-
ter, but during his temporary absence from thecity the couple eloped and started on a wed-
ding trip. Courtney upon bis return sworeroundly. The couple kept in hiding until tho
storm blew over, nnd thou they were forgiven
and returned. Courtney soon afterward set bisup In business, and bo Is now doing
a largo trade. Uy the death of his father-in-la-

On tho day the announcement of tho elope-

ment was printed In the local dally Edward
Tatnall was quoted as saving: "Hayden Is agrown man. trustworthy and competent. Tboyoung woman be bus mado his wife is only astepdaughter of Mr. Courtney's, but she will,
when of age, come Into $10,000."

ment seemed to arouse the Ire of Mrs. Courtney

raised a whip sho had hitherto concealed andbegan to balabor the old gentleman over the
head, her husband the while shouting, "Give
him hell, Katel Give hlra helll" Tatnall. who
bad an umbrella In his band, made no attamDt
to repulse bis assailant, but fled, followed ashort distance by the woman. The latter, laexplaining her action, said:IjUBlstoppodoutandgava him a lashing
to show him that ho ought to mind his own
business. He bad to say that she was Mr.Courtney's stepdaughter, when she's just ns
much Mr. Courtnoy's daughter as his daughter

$11,000 out of thn concern, the capital stock ofwhich was $2,250,000. The jury returned averdict for $1,000.00.
