Birnggiing In 8 Grand Contest In the Wear

The firat annual gladintorial tournament
of tha Westarn Tournament Asanaiation opansd
atthas Gillls Opera Houso non March 18, The
programme was dividaa into thres sections,

and Massra, AugustSohmide, Horman Sehmidt,
and Fritz Pavisen, all of whorm are parfect mod-

The wrestiing touranmant followsd, Tom
Cannon and Anidre Christol being deawn for
the lirat bout. t was soon evident that the
burly Engllaliman bad a plenle with the old
ohampion, nnd aln.-r aboul tan minutes spant
In thie grand and Jofty tumbling that remindnd
onms of & brotline n-':‘1 by twn clrous acrobats,
Christol was Inid on his baek,

The sacond bout was between Chns, Moth,
tha eslobrated German wrestier, and Fritz
Paulssn, a Dane, & naw aaplrant for honors {n
Amerion.  Moth stands ®ix fest and Lall Ao
Inch in helght and waighs 180 pounds, while
the Dane in but flve fest swven Inchoa and
doos not walh more than 170 pounds, After
having wrestlod fifty-soven minutes the wind
anl onduranes of Moth resulted In vietory,

The third bout was hotwesn Jim Faulkner,
“*the Little Terror,” and Hoerman Sehmidt, who
fa a tyro In tho wrostling arena.  Faulkner
wolehs 134 pounds and stands but five fecttiirus
and a hailinches in haight, whiln Sehmidt Is
ahout five (oot swven and walghs 170 pounds,
The plucky littls Johnny Bull expectad to win
a full in about five minutes, but Sehmidt folledd
him n numbor of times by escaning from
numernins diangernus nradleamgmn. Altar
wreatling ninetoon minutes, Faulkner was
awarded the palm on n Nyiog fall by the
roforeo, nod tho night's entertsinment closad.

The tournament was reasumed the next
afternoon, Apdre  Christol — and  Jdim-
min Fuaulkner, “tha Little Terror,” ware
introduced, and the sport commenend,
Christol is one of the most sclentille
wrastlers of the age, but 8 getting too old to
mmat the youns erop of athletes that are now
comingup. Faulkpor Is & midget eompnred
with a majority of the wrestlers, welghing hut
134 pounds, and he eun train down to 128,
lirlstol foreed tha work from the eall of time,
lioplng to eateh thie lttle Engllshman gavning,
Beveral times, however, Funulkner got Christol
in jmonardy »on dangarous nock holds, but the
wiry old vateran wrrmzlaq ot of them. At the
end of [Ifitean minuies Faulkner, whils work-
ing for n boid, laid himsslt open, and Christol
sacurad A dangerous lock, and s quick roll fol-
lowad, wheraupon Christol rose to lis fest and
claimead & rolling Mall, which was vot nllowed by
the reforee, Christol then walked off the stage
and refusnd to reusw the contest, sud the refe-
ran gave the fall to Faulkner,

This wus followed with a ten-minute aword
eontast between Jagunrine and Col. Monstery,
and wns tha Lost exhibition of faneing of tha
tournay glven up to that time. Col. Monatery
#ottlnd down to his work snd succeedsd in
scoring the inal point

An wxhibitlon of welght lifting by Mossrs,
Fritz Paulsen and Herman Schmidt followsd,
and it was undoubtedly one of the best Her-

The fonture of the avaning was tho bout bo-
twoen Cannon and Moth. 1t was a battle of the
@innts of the tournameol,.  Moth was pot in ths
pink of condition, but auccessfully svaded
avary attempt of Cannon to foren bis shouldors
to the earpet.  Thoey wrastlsd for twenty-one
minutes, and by that time both mou wern per-
spiring a0 [rosly that it was impossible for
elthor to sncura a hold that wouid stlek, nnd
they mutually ngrevd to retirs for n rab down,
During that first round Cannon used ali the
seienen gt his eommunnd to sacure s Nolson
hold, but failsd.

of the wreck—a man named Charles Taylor,
who was on his way from Wilmington, N. C., to
Norfolk. Va., na n passenger. He was, perhnps,
the only man who could not awim, and he was
also In poor health, When the brig went down
the men ware swapt overboard into a raging
son, nnd Tavlor caught hold of soma of the
wreck stuff, and Inahed himself fast until
driven ashore on Hoanoka Island. He wns
wenk and (1], and for twonty-four houra had
nothing to ent, Attne and ol that time he st
out Inland, in hopes of finding n settler, but
had not drageed himsalf over haif & mile from
thie beach when ho was compallod to rest at the
foot of a tres. Ho wis Isaning againat it when
some small animal ran out of a hollow In tha
trunk, and gave him a bad soars, The ship-
wrecked man turnad to examins the tros, anid
ha tound a biollow, starting at the ground and
runniog up about four feet. The opening was

two fest across nt the bottom, and, na Taylor
looked in, he discovered n jnpunned box, abont
Aixteon Inches long by 1waiva wide, Tha box
wis [astenad with o padlock. and, trom lts son-

Ition. sesined to linve boon thars two yaars,

I'hs minn nt ones huntsd sround for meinos to
amanh the padjock, anid when the box wis
ovened he found that it was< packed (ull of
nonay-<bank biiis,  Four-fifths of the bills
wara on Northarn banks, unid the bilk ot them
of Inrge donominations, The total swum wis
ovar B14,000, nnd thars was nothing In ths box
Lo ennvey n hlnlm to whiure the monsy eams
from or whom it bslongeil to, Taviorstowed tho
monsy awny on his parson snd burisd the box,
nnd as thers woern sevoril sottlers on the Ixinml
Lo woon found rallof, and waus, in o Jay or two,
aunt neross to the main lnnd,  He hml besn n
poor man all his life;, sl the possession of
such a lnrgn sum of money groatly ombnrrasand
him, Hewentto Plymouth, wtiers bo had roln-
tives, burjod the monoy until he eould look
about and Nind au Investment, and hnd not
used $100 of the sum when the war cawme on
aud rendered the whols worthiess,

A Witeh-Ilnzel Rod of Value.

In the year 1864 & man named Swartwood
mado his nppenrance In Mitehell eounty, Indi-
oA, ciaiming to polnt out buried trensure bv
tho use of a divining rod. Beveral farmors em-
ployed him to g0 over their lnnils, but he failod
to turn up anvthing. Thers was then [n that
county, payinz & visit Lo his marriod sistor, a
young man nnmed Abner Mills, who had servad
fortwo yenrs in an Ohio regiment aod had
boeen discliarged on aacount of the loas of his
laft arm. 1ia bome was near Urbana, Ohlo,
He had about $50 in money, and of this sum he
gnvo Swartwood #3535 for n witch hazel rod and
sot out tolook up burled treasurs on hisown
account. When the transaetioncnme to ba gen-
erally known he was the laughing stock of the
vicinity, and the ridiculs finally bseamas so

strong that he had not tha moral eourage tn
appenr among a orowd who knew him, He
aftarward assartad, hawever. that he had strong
faithin the rod from the vory outsst, and that
e looked upon it only ns o question of time
when it would lend him to n fortuns,

Ona dny, aflsr he had trampad ovor flalds and
through the woods for n month without any
luck, and when ten or twelve milns to the north
of Salem, ho sat down un the bank of & erosk to
rost. T'be rod began to point to the norchwest,
and after a_while he foliowed the eresk down
townrd the Olilo until he enme to nn old snw
mill in rulos, e entorad this place to find
banme rottnd anid root about to fall in. As the
rod rofured Lo polut to any particular eorner of
the buitding, be lnid it down, took off his son
and beenn a senrch. For two lours ha hunte
up and down, spyiog out every nonk and hld-
ine plnes, and wis about to give up his search
whan lio diseovarad, on _the vblate betwasn two
raltors, o roll of eloth, That the roll bad besn
there for some montha was evident from is
mildewml condition. When It was unrolind
Milla found himeall possessed of A leithern
willet ¢ontnlning $1.600 In greenbacks, a gold
wateh, a locknt set with dinmonds, und savaral
vitluable dintnonds which had svidently been
reamoved from their seitings, The entire find
was worth to him over $:,000,

Bolirving that he hnd fnijon upon ths pro-
cenda of u robbory, Mills wont to Loulsville and
notiflad tho proper authorities, They in turn
natifled ol the imoportant towns along the
river, but not i tracs of the owners of the prop-
oriy was discovered, By pulting this and that
toguthar, lowevsr, a conclusion was finally nr-
rived nt. Ahout ten months previous to the
urrival of Mijls In_ Mitehinll county, sevaral sol-
tlern eullsting from that eounty hmd besn
hiomo on furlough, Among themn wers several
linrd easas, and It was belleved that the prop.
nrty found in the old mill hn n brought
homn by ane of them and hidden away nguinst
thw date of bis dinohnrga from the army. Tho
Jowelry wis probnbly the result of some forug.
Ing expedition attha front, and the groonbacks
might have been acquired by gambling or rob-
lisry, Altor n few months Miils eams into
Ingnl possassion of sverything, and the sum
wis sufllelant to glve the cripnled veteran s
good sturt in lifo. Although the rod for that
ona time eartainly led him to atransore, he
made no use of it alterward, much to ths dis-
gust of acounintancns, whn halieved that for-
tune had tuken him in her keeping.

Just as He was Golng to Hang Himself,

Not far from Fort Dodge, Towa, in 1867 or
thereabouts, lived & mun nnmed John Emmer-
son, Some relative of bis In the East had put
him on a plece of land to make & living, but he
wns slekly. had a largs family to support, and
batween doctora’ bilis and poor crops was final-
Iy ground down until be was little short of
starving. One morning, sfter taking the whole
night to deliberate, Emmerson aroas, took a
rope from tho shed, and started for the woods,
He had coms to the conclusion to hang him-
self. Indoad, his wife, who was fretful and
faultinding under her trisls, had often flung
out at hilm that suy man who could not make &

living for bis tamlily had better choke hiinself
to donth with a rope, Emmerson enlered a
rlnm of womls on his own Iand, and wns look-
ng around bim for a convenivnt limb, whon he
snw A rabbit run into a hollow log, Htrangs ns
It may moom to the avorage rendar, this trifling
ineldont changeid the current of his thoughts

and he I‘llll‘lg down the ropw and ran nn
I;Incgml up tha nnd of the log so that the rab-
it eonid not vecaps, It

WS n erauy oll log,
but the hollow axtendsd only hull (ts length,
The man returned to the house for his nxe te
chop the rabbit out, and_as hs out through to
the hollow he lieard the clink of matal nxainst
the bladeof the axe, A few mnre strokea and
nn inveatigntion brouvght to light enough ten
and tweniy doliar pigess to foul up the grons
#im of $4.900. The eoins had once besn on-
closed In a cunvas bag, but oniy a few decayed
remnanta ol'the cloth ramninad. Emmerson wis
an houost inan, and let his lind be_known, but
noowner wis evar obtalnad for It, The investi-
gution by legal muthoritirg discovered 1hat an
old eountry immigerant who Innded at Miiwau-
a0 three or four years befors had compinined
ofthe loss of a bag contnining $5.000 in gold, but
he bad long sinos passed from sight, and no
one oould tell whither s had gone, IT1t was hin
money, the thief bad taken out §100 for cur-
rant expenses and then lLididen the rest, but as
the robbery cocurred batwasn Chicago and Mil-
waukee, and as the gold was found hundreds
of milen away, it would have besn dieult to
rove the connection, Emmerson was left
n full possession of his find, and be spon re-
moved tu a distant State.

The
Freneh of ali cinssvs, in any way angnged in
trids, inwve not the habitof consuming at Rnll,
or If nt wil, very wparingly, that whilch thay enn
sall at s gnod price, The vsasunt oats his poor
frultand selis his good inthe nelghboring city
It b esn; if not, be will forward [t to Paris
throngh tis loenl  denler,  The muorehint
drinks his eommon wine and salls the bost.
When no guest ia preseut, only vin ordinaire
fs foundon his table, It la the exceptional
rich merchant, bhankar, or eapitilist on whosy
bourd any othor wine than  tabin wine is
sran from day to day, Tho bulk of the Franch
peoply danot drink lno wines becauss they
cannot aflord the luxury, so that the propor-
tlon of supsrior to ordinarcy wines congumed in
Franon s ns onn to 1,000, 1f & porson dt & Paris
rastnuriant orders a wine better than that
wal before nyeary gu=st. or one wo closaly ro-
sumbling it that the differsncs 18 barely par-
enptible, ten ehinneas th on, hels & lorsigner,
It is & rure thing to soe a Frenohman snywhere
drinking ohamungne, hers, thun, do the
good wines of Franeo go?
