Br, Louis, March 28.—On the recoption here
of the nowa thnt Gould had consented to ment
Powdorly, and that the strike waas off, your cor-
rospondent hunted up the members of the Ex-
sontive Commities of the Knights of Labor In
Bt. Louls,

Martin Irons want to Texason a late train to-
night and so could not bo seen. F. H. Oooper
was found. He was loth to belisve ths good
news, but sald: “*If an order comes for the mon
to goto work they will obey it to & man."

Massrs, Perry and Deloy, also members of
tho committes, relfichosd Mr. Coopor's senti-
ments, but expressed noma doubt as to the an-
thontleity of the information at bhand. It was
quite ovident that the matter was aglad sur-
priss to all threa of the gentleamen. Itls also
ovident that an order from Powderly to go to
work will be reaponded to with alacrity.

This has besn a day of enforoed [dlencss in
rallrond circles, and a day of groat restless.
ness among all of the strikers. Tho enst
side of ths rivor is now the feld ol notion,
and thore to-day evarything was dond, exeept
In and about the Wahash yards, No other road
mnde any attempt to send out tralns. The
Wabash mnde up & stoek train at the stock
yards, and about 10% this forcnoon an engine
backed down and coupled on. There wore
probably a hundred of the strikers preasnt, and
a flormal request was made of (he
snginesr and flreman to quit the traln.
The firoman dJdid wo, but the engineer
Aluck W the Jever. When everthing
was roady for the start It was found that in s
most myaterious mangor the pins had been
pullod; the links wero missiug and thesprings
In the drawheuds were removed or rendured
usaloss., This completely frustrated all offorts
to move tha train, The stock wae all unloaded
end driven bagk Into the yard, and tho engine
started back for the frelebt yard of the road.
Hore new obstacles presented themaolves, All
the switclies were found turned and wodged so
that it took au hourand a half to get the engine
back to the yards, only ten minutes’ run from
the stock yards.

During this time arrangements had been
mads to sond out a frelght train. The same
engiue and orew that had been at the stock
yards were agaln called intosorvice. A train
of nine ocars of miscallaneous [reight was
coupiod toit. Asmall army of United Statea
deputy marshals boarded the ears and took
posaitions In the cnboose and along tho top of
tho train. Orders were given the enginear not
tostop for any slgnal aud to pay no attention
to any mosaage or anything untll he reached
Nameoki, eloven miles out. He obeyed ordem
Htorally. The strikors maseed themselves at a
crossing just outside the yards with the ox-
pectation that the traln would enme ton full
stop, as the Stato law requiros, and they would
have a chinnce to got nt the eoglneor and fire-
man, Thoy ware decoived. A number of thom
got In tho euntre track and made signals and
slgns, but the iron horse cnme tearing along
at full spred, nnd thoy hiad to acalter to save
thwir livea, thus allowing the traln to go tear-
ing awny to the sast,

As yot no ca'l for troops, olther Btate or Fed-
aral. has been mude, Lut it s consldered almost
a certaloty that the Bherif of tho county will
ta-morrow call on the Governor for nsalstanoe,
Nol an arrest was mwade to-day, and no one
suflered apy physieal Injury at the handa of
the etrikers. In 8t Louls It wasa very quiet
dav. but rono of thn roads made any vffort to
sond out Irelght traine

The goneral managers and supsrictendents
of tbe reads contrick In East Bt, Louls held
two meotings here yostorday to consider the
sltuntion in thelr yarda across the river. The
matter was fully discvessed, and about § o'ciock
lnst evening they sent s commitiee to tho Eust
St Louis Clty Counell with a potition nsking
that body, which was in sesalon nt the time, to
nford the roads sufficient protoction to ennble
them to run their truius,  Tho Couneil, in re-
’-Iy. eald that, while they are very anxious to

1avo bus!ness resumnd, and wished to soe nll
the luws obeyod, thay were unahle 1o Lo of any
ranl worvice to the ronds; that thelr police
force was vary amall and tolally inndugunte t
gunrd nll the yards, nnd that i they appointe
apeelnl ofMrers the prolmbilities were, tho kym-
pathy for the strelkera belng so gonsral In the
elty, that thay would nppolat men whose nillil-
attona were gll with the steikers, und they
wouid be of no benelit to the radronds,
