cans, not by Inheritance, not by tradition, notI1 by accident, but from oonvlotlon: and thoy aro
as steadfast in detent as in victory. They aro
partlsins. intrepid, undaunted, uncompromis-
ing, and thoy can give reasons for the faith that
Is In thom.

If it wurn under-
stood that theso suspensions nnd removals
were made for political masons tho country
would bo contont, the Ilnpubllcnn majority In
tho Senate would bo content. But what is thn
attitude? Ier since his Inauguration nnd
for many months before, by many utter-
ances, official and private, in repented declara-
tions never challenged, Mr. Cleveland

that ho would not so Administer this
Government. At thn very outset, in his letter
ot noceptnnco. ho denounced the doctrine of
partisan chatmns in the patronage, nnd through
all of his political manifestos down to tho
prosont time ho has repented those assurances
with omnhatlo nnd unchanging monotony.

He has declared that there should bo no
changos in otllce. where tho Incumbents wore
competont nnd ouallfled. for political reasons,
but thnt they should bo permitted to servo
tholr terms. Llko thoso who worn grinding nt
tho mill, one has been taken nnd another has
been loft. Somo Republicans have been sus- -

nnd others havo been retained. Whatfiondod inference ? What is tho logio
of the evonts. except that. In view of what tho
President has doclarod. ovory man who Is sus-
pended is suspended for causo, and not for
political reasons It Is not possible to sus.
poet the President ot duplicity and trenchoroua
deception.

" I thank thee for that word." .V " Dan-
iel" has "como to judgment." No more perti-
nent and pungent commentary upon the facts
or the prosent situation could ho formulnted
than that which Drover Cleveland uttered be-
fore his foot was upon the threshold, thnt mys-
tery and concealment In tho management ot
tho affairs of thn peonle coverod tricks and be-
trayal. There aro tricks, and somebody has
been betrayed.

Again, on the 20th day or Decomber. 1381.
after the election, somo of thn contingent of
Republican deserters who elected Mr. Cleve-
land to tho Prosidency. becoming nppreliunslve
that thero might bo trouble about their thirty
pieces of silver, formulated their uneaslnes in
words nnd addressed him a lottor calling his
nttentlon to tho professions upon which he had
beeninloctod nnd demanding further guarnn-to- o.

To thnt letter, on tho '25th day ot Decem-
ber. IMS I, Mr. Clovelamt replied, and from that
reply I select curtain paragraphs, not being
willing to tax tho patlonco of tho Sennto or
waste my own strength in reading what is not
strictly material.

I rrgard niyaclt pledged to this
That is. to this practical reform In the civil

sorvice. this refusal to turn out competent and
qualified olllclals and put In Democrats
because my ruiiceptlou of true Democratic fnlth and
jiublioduly rtniilre that title and all oilier nlatutee
etiould be in good faith and without evasion enforced,
and became. In many utterance made prior to inv elec
tlon a t'rrsileut. approted by the partv lo which I

beton;. and which t lime no diiponiuon to disclaim, I
have 111 clfect promised the people that thii ehould be
done.

Not his pnrty. but tho poople. Republicans as
well ns Democrats. Then he proceods to casti-
gate the Democratic party:

Ho goes on thus, nnd this li a most signifi-
cant promiso and pledge:

There Is a class of llovurtnnent positions vv hich are not
within the letter of the civil service statute, but which
are so disconnected with the policy of an admtnistra.
lion that the removal therefrom of present Incumbents,
In my opinion, should not be insde during the terms for
which lliey were appotutef solily on partisan grounds,
and for the purpose of puttl'jr-'- i their p.aces those who
are In political accord with ,.,e appointing power

And then follows that celebrated definition
whlab lifted tho lid from tbe box of Pandora
but many men holding such positions have forfeited all
Just claim to retention because they have used their
places for parly purposes 111 disregard of their duty to
the people and because. Instead of being decent public
servants they have proved tliemselvee offensive parti-
sans and uuscrupulous manipulators of local party man
agement.

Tbe letter closes with this somewhat frigid as-
surance of consolation to the Democratic party:

Just ns the Democratic State Conven-
tion which nominated the present Uovernor ot
New York for tbe position that he now holds,
was about to assemble at Saratoga on the 24th,
I think, of September, thn President gave out
for publication the lotterof resignation of Dor-ma- n

1). Eaton, a Civil Service Commissioner,
which wasdatodJuly2S. 18S5,anilnocompanied
it with a letter ot his own accepting that resig-
nation which was dated Sept, 11, 1885. It was
nllegod in Democi.itlu newspapers that the
President held hack thee letters in order to
gjvo publicity to his reply at that time
for olTect upon the Convention, and It
was remarked thnt It lu.d caused n panlo
among the Democracy, His letter is datod. as
I said. Sept, 11, 1885. and I will read A tew
paragraphs showing his opinion olthe Domo-
cratlo party nnd the course thatthov had pur-
sued In attempting to force him off the civil
sorvice reform platform. After come rather
glittering platitude".

How this system, thus Inaugurated, this am-
phibious plan of distributing the pntronngo of
tho oountry among his own partisans nnd nt tho
same tlmo insisting upon tho enforcement ot
civil sorvlco reform doctrinos practically ro
milted, finds Its tlrst illustration In thn cele-
brated circular o( the Postmaster Gnnoral that
was issued on the 29th of April. 188V I do not
propose to defile mv observations by rending
that document. Inlludoto It for the purpose
ot saying thnt a more thoroughly degraded,
loathsome, oxeornblo, nnd detostnble utterance
nover wns mado by any publlo official or any
political persuasion in any oountry. or In any
nge. It was an invitation to ovory libeller, overy
anonymous slniiileror. ovory scurrilous

thn feculent sowngootcommunl-tie- s
through tho Post Ofllce Deportment, with

the assurance that, without uny Intimation or
information to tho person aspersed. In-

cumbents should be romovod nnd Demo-
cratic partisans npoointud. I offered a resolu-
tion on tho 4th of this month cnlllng on tho
Postiunstor-Goner- for information ns to the
number of removals or fourth-clas- s Postmas-
ters, not requiring confirmation by tho Senate,
between tho 4th day of March. 1885. nnd that
date. It was a simple proposition. It re-
quired nothing but an Inspection ot thn official
registorand tho cnmpi.tiitlon ol numbers No
names wero required, and no dates. There
was n simple question of arlthmottc tn ascer-
tain tho number of removals of rourth-clas- s
Postmasters not included in the list sent
to tha Sennto by the President, tho
salary being loss than $1,000. Eighteen days
elapsed. There seemed to bo somo rnluctnnco
on the part ol tho department to comply with
thnt request, and I thereupon offornd nsupplo-mont-

resolution, which wasadoptod by the
Snnate. Asking the Postmaster-Gonor- to ad-
vise us whether that llrst resolution had been
received, and.

THE OLD HALL OF RECORDS.

Elkaa Allen at JPrle.aar for Kliat Mnnlks la
tka Ancient airnelare In Cltr llnll Park
Tha Vermont Wklrlvarlnd and Ills Jailer!

Among nil thn surviving landmarks of old
New York thero Is scarcely one loft thnt has so
anoiontnnd eventful a history ns the Hall of
Records, or Register's Office, tn tho City llnll
Park. Long before Its mosslvo marble nnd
granite nolghbors which y ovorshndow It
wero dug out ot tho bowels ot thn earth, when
Ilroalway wns but a country road, tho old
pile known as the Hallot Reoords llftod Its
linad promllyover " tho Fields," the most sub-
stantial building of tho undent town. Eroded
many yonrs boforo thn Revolution, ns wo
learn from Ondordonk's "Incidents ol
the British Prisons 1 nnd Prison Ships nt
Now York." probably 5 about i tho mlddlo
of the Inst contury. It became the gloomy nbodo
ot debtors and criminals, nnd wns tho socond
jail in succossion In tho city ot Now York. Even
undor the colonial Government tho Now Jail, as
It was called, with Its bars and bolts. Its colls
and grntod windows, wns a disgrace to that ago
otdospotlsm. Frequent notices In tho provin-
cial newspapers told of the sufferings of tho In-

mates. "Tho dohtors confined In the goal."
says Oatiu't (laielte nnd Mercury of July 27,
1772. "impressed with a grateful sense ot tho
obligations they are under to tho rospectnblo
publlo for tho generous contributions that have
been mndo for thom. bog leave to roturn tholr
sincere nnd hearty thanks for tho same, par-
ticularly to tho worshipful, the Corporation of
the city ot Now York, to tho revorond. thn clergy
ot the English, Dutch, nnd Prosbytarlnn
churchcB and their rospoctlvo congregations,
by whoso genorous donations they have been
comfortably supported during tho Inst winter,
and preserved from porlshlug In a ilroary prison
with hunger nnd cold." Rut the dreary prison
of that day was a haven of delight to what It
boenme In Revolutionary ttmos.

In tho old maps of Now York tho New Jail
occupies a prominent place. I It nppears in
Montresor's plan ot tho olty, showing tbo
sevornl Btroots nnd publlo buildings survoyad
In 1775. It also nppears in Rntzen's plan, nur-voy-

in 1707, and Inscrlbod to his Eicolloncy.
Sir Henry Mooro. Governor of tho Province of
New 1'ork. Tho land upon a part of which It
stands was first known as tho Fields, aftor-war- d

as tbe Common, and finally as tho Park.
This land, probably as famous a spot as any in
Amerioun history, was coded to the city by
Gov. Dongan April 22. 1G3S, and a seoond ces-

sion to tbo city to remove ambiguities was
mado by tho Montgomerlo cbnrter of Fob. 11.
1730. It has romained ovor since in tho unin-
terrupted possession of tho Corporation of Now
York, and has always boen preeminently the
property of tho people. Here they met to orgnn-lz- e

resistance to tbe Stamp act nnd to bang
Gov. Colden in effigy. Here Alexnndor Hamil-
ton, while yet a strlppllng of 17. made his llrst
speech in tho causo nt froodom. Hero Gen.
Lamb addressed n great meeting called to de-
nounce thn Mutiny act. When Alexnndor

who wrote tho handbill for this moot-
ing, was arrested nnd lodged in tho New .lull,
tho people rallied to his support, and daily
crowded tbn jail to express tbolr sympathy
with him. Th" proceedings against McDou-g- al

were printed on the 45th page ot the Assem
bly Journal, iorty-llv- e was tho watchword ol
tho friends of John Wilkes. On this occasion,
to show their delinnce of their oppressors, tho
Sous of Liberty adopted the cabalistic phraso
forty-liv- e as tholr own countersign. Thn fol-
lowing item is from Holt's Journal of Fob. 15.
1770: "Yesterday, tho forty-ilft- h day of the
vear. forty-llv- n gentlemen, friends of Cnpt,

and tbe glorious causo of American
liberty, wont in decent procession to the Now
Gaol, and dlnod with him on forty-fiv- e pounds
of beefsteaks cut from a bullock of forty-liv- e

months old."
Thn Now Jail was the silent witness or many

a sharp buttle around the liberty pole in tho
Fields betwoon the Sons ot Liberty nnd the
emissaries of tbe King. Again and ngnln wns
tho pole cut dovvn by tho soldiers; again nnd
again did tho poople put up a new one. On the
17th of January. 1770. over 3.000 citizens as-
sembled In the Fields to donnunco the minions
of the tyrant wno bad again approached by
night and cut down tho cherished pole. Pla-
cards were posted through tho city on tbn next
day scurrllously denouncing the Sons ol Lib-
erty nnd defying them to erect another pole.
Tho poople milled in the Fields, and n battle
took place which Instod tor two days. The
hardest lighting occurred directly in front of
the jail. Tho victory remained with tbn pa-
triots, and for the firth time, in spite of tho
Common Council which refused permission, in
suite of tbe soldiory who sought by violence to
prevent it. a liberty pole was erected in the
Fields. Wiley, Mott. Soars. McDougal. John
Lamb. Marinus Wlllett, nnd many othor well-kno-

Sons of Liberty llgurod In this battle,
which, according to tho lonrned antiquarian
Henry li. Dawson, tho people of Now York
should never forget, us it contributed in no
small degree to lire pare the popular mind for
the impending Revolution.

Having witnessed such lively scones during
colonial times, the New Jail was now about to
become nn abode of cruelty and oppression
which entltlo It to bo known as tbe American
llnstlln. Cant. Win, Cunningham. British Pro-
vost Marshal of Now York during the Revolu-
tionary war. or during tho seven years that thn
enemy occupied tho city, took charge of tho
jail, whloh was thereafter known ns the pro-
vost jail. Gen. Gage gave this man his ap-
pointment and n mere d villain did
not come to the surface during the American
Revolution than this same Cnpt. Cunningham.
Losslng says thore is a tradition that he was
finally hung tor his crimes at Newgate,
in England, bur llancroft. who examined the
records or that prison, could find no snob name.
Cunningham's animosity to tho Americans
was probibly Incren-e- d by his recollection ot
the many sound boatings he got from the Sons
of Liberty in former bouts with lists and
cudgels in tho Fields. In attempting to cut
down a liberty pole on the Gth ot March. 1775.
he had been severely handled. He took refuge
In an outhouse, but was nrrestnd nnd bulged In
the Now Jail. All this no doubt rankled deep-
ly, nnd when Afterward he c.uno to lord it ovor
American prisoners In the same prison where
ho had boon conflnod ho proved to bo a very
monster of cruelty.

Thore were other places of confinement for
the patriots in tho cltv. such ns tho sugar-hous- o

in Llbertv street, the new or middle
Dutch Church at Nassau andCodarstreuts. the
North Dutch Church, Ac, but the Now Jail was
specially reserved for the tnoro famous prison-
ers, for civil, military, und naval rebels or par-
ticular nolo. He who entered this dungeon
lettbopebnhlnd. Cunningham's quarters were
on tho right of the main door. The guard-
room was on tho opposite side. The deputy's
room was within the llrst bnrrlcndn. This was
another proclous rascal, h'eofo by name, lit
associate of Cunningham. The entrance was
guarded night and day by two sentinels. Thn
tlrst and second barricades, grated, burred, and
chained, were similarly guarded ; as was also
the rear door. Sentinels were further stationed
on tho platform lit front of the grated door
at the foot of the second lllght ot stairs leading
to tho rooms nnd cells in tho second and third
stories, When a prisoner, escorted by a llle of
soldiers Into tho hall, was delivered over to
Cunningham, thnt petty despot paraded tho
whole guard, then opened his record book nnd
demanded the nnme, rank. age. size, Ac, of bis
victim, which he duly entered, after which
nrms gleamed, bars and bolts wore unlocked,
chains clanked, und the prisoner was marched
to a dark cell, which closed on him oftentimes
for life, for many succumbed under Cunning-
ham's barbarities. The ohief prisoners vvero
confined In the northeast ohambor on the
socond floor, which was derisively called Con-
gress Hall. Bo closely were they crowded
together hsre. that at night when thoy
laid down with aching bones on the hard
floor. If they wished to change position they
would turn all ol them at once by wont of com-
mand. "Right left," being packed and wedged
into an almost solid mass of human bodies.
In this horrible den were immured nt various
times many distinguished American citizens
nnd nflloorH. If those old walls could speak,
what lutes of ugntiv and torture thoy cuilhl dis-
close which wero suffered there by our fore-
fathers over a hundred years ago.

It was iq this provost jail that the renowned
Ethan Allen, hero of Tloonderoga, was imprls-on- 4

for aigut months, fitisuuto to say. hi

biographers havo Ignored tho fact nnd while
the provost jail Is mentioned hv tlmm, lor
Allen simnks of it by nnme In his " Narrative."
whero nnd what the building was. its Interest-
ing and gloomy history as n Revolutionary
btlle. wero facts about which his biographer
arocomplPlolj sllont.

After having been carried ns n prlsonor to
Lnglnnd, Alien wns brought back and placed on
parole in New York, liolng restricted to tho city
limits. While In this situation ho wns tempted
by Gen. Howe with brilliant bribes of land in
Vermont and a high command In thn Hritlsh
nrmy. " I replied " says Allen In his Nnrrntlvo,
"thnt If by fnithluliu-s- s I had recommended
mysnlt toGnii. Mown. I should bo loth by

to lose the General's good opinion.
Resldos that, I viewed tho offer ot land to be
similar to that which thn devil o ire rod tn Christ
whan thn damned soul hud not one toot of landupon unrth. This closed the conversation, nnd
the gentleman turned fiom mo with an nlr or
dislike, saving that 1 was a bigot, upon which I
retired tn my lodgings,"

Ethan Allen, not long altor, was conslgnod to
thn tender tnoi eles of dipt. Cunningham. Thn
gallant patriot wns Hist cast Into a cell, and
denied oven 'bread und water tor throo davs.
Then n piece td at pork and n hard biscuit
wero given to him. which ho devoured its
though they worn tho most tempting viands.
Tim late venerable John Levnrldge. who died
nt 1)4 only n low weeks ngo. bad n fund of anec-
dote nhout the provost jail nnd the distin-
guished prlsotinis there liicnicornted. Mr.
Levorldgn usod to relato a story of Cunning-
ham, who it seems wns n hnrd drinker. A
prisoner was released, who sont hick n treat
to his fellow RUlTorers. Cunningham, though
not invited, joined thn circle, and addressing
himself too deeply tn the jug, soon became
blind drunk. Ho crawled or wns dragged Into
tho couch of F.than Alion, having llrst dropped
tho key ol the bastlle on the lloor. Thn next
morning, ns his stupor began to wenrolT. Cun-
ningham rubbed his nyes nnd looked around
to find out where lie was. Seeing Allen there
Inughlng nt him nnd pointing to the lloor. hn
looked down, nnd wns thunderstruck to bohold
tbe key of the jail. Thinking thero had been n
general Jail delivery, he started up and clutched
his key in great alarm. " Never rear. Captain,"
said tho gallant Ethan Allen, "vou vvero my
guest last night, nnd. Although there wus the
key to unlock the door And walk nut, I could
nnt nbuso tho rights of hospitality by
escaping and leaving jou here in this
Plight." Cutitilnghniii begged Allen to say
nothing about It, snatched up tils kny. nnd ro-
ll red to sleep olT his debauch In more comfort-Abl- e

quarters. Among thn mnro notablo men
confined In tho Now Jail with him Col. Allen
mentions Cnpt.

He mid his deputy lingered nt tho
provost jail until Gen. Washington and his gal-
lant army had advanced down Chatham stroot
and worn entering Pearl street. Then thn two
birds or evil escaped irom the jail aud madn oft
for thn ships. As thoy were leaving, somo of the
Hritlsh convicts, who woro confined In thn jail,
cried nut. "What Is to becomn of us?" "You
may all go to tho devil together." s.tid Keofe.
throw Ing tho ponderous hunch nt keys upon
the floor and hurrying off with Cunningham.

In the year IrVH thn jail was converted Into
tho Hall of Records, and set apart lor tho ac-
commodation or various olllclals of the city
Government. Tho boll was removed nnd
placed over the Rrldowell. which then stood in
tho Park, nnd the bastilo of tho Revolution was
remodellod nnd renovated from a dingy prison
intonhnndsnmeand Imposing structuro with
n portico nnd six loftv columns ornamenting
each end of tho building. Massive and nt

structures of granite nnd stono now
tower up nbovn it In thn Park and ndjacont
streets, but this old oightennth century jail
contains beno.tth Its ancient roof y the
title deeds tn all the lauds in the city of New
York. a,deposit representing more vnluo in
dollars nnd cents than Is to ho found tn any
other single house in the civilized world.

1TANDEllIas OF A JIUITERFLY.

An Ioatruetlve Illnstrnilnnortke N Distribu-
tion nf Animals,'

From the London Tlm't.
Hritlsh cntomoloKlstrt nro in a flutter of

excitement at present. Thoy hnvo caught nn
insect in tho very act ot geographically dis-
tributing Itself. Tho insect Is a butterfly, nnd
wo noed hardly say that the enterprising crea-
ture and Its ancestors havo boon roared in
America, thoir origin being lost in tho mists ol
prehistoric antiquity. In its nntivo homo it
seems to bent a modest and retiring disposi-
tion, so much so. Indeed, that wo believe that
it has not succeeded In obtaining irom Ameri-
cans any distinctive popular nnmo. It Is only
a butterfly, or more probably a "bug." for by
that ugly term are all insects Indiscriminately
designated in tho Statos. Entomologists, how-ave- r,

have atoned for this, for they have digni-
fied it with a designation oven morn Imposing
thnn that by which sclonce knows the king of
boasts himself AmiilaplexiiinttH. The originnl
borne of Anosia. 11s wo hnvo said, ts tbo Ameri-
can continent, whore it lins a wide rango, ex-
tending irom the Hudson's Ray Territory to
tho Amazon region and Rollvla.

It is apparently only about 30 or 40 yeArs
since Anosia began Its wanderings. Unob-
served by tliooarlv voysgers. It is now abund-
ant nnd llrmly established in tho Sandwich
Islands. In tho Marquesas Islands, where it is
now the commonest butterfly, the first speci-
mens were observed by a Roman Catholic mis-
sionary about 18iil). In the Society Islands and
tho Cook and Harvey groups Mr. .fames J.
Wnlker. R. N.. saw within tho last fow yonrs
both the butterfly and its food plnnt, Ancleinas
riirasMiiirn. In jilenty. Tho Insect has oven
reached the remote llttlo Island ot Oparo, far
away to tho southward. Throughout tho Sa
moan. I'nondly. and Fiji Islands It has boon
found, nnd is especially abundant In tho latter
group. It appears also to have reached the
North Island of Nw Zealand, as well ns Nor-
folk Island. In New Caledonia, where It has
boenlongestablNhoil.it became very abund-antsom- e

years ago, but Is now comparatively
scarce, owing, it.would seom, to the destruc-
tion ol ne irly nil tbn food plant by the
larvrr. W llrst hear of its occurrence in Aus-
tralia, in Queensland, tn 1870; it now seems to
have spread throughout all the warmer pirts
of this great island, nnd even to Hobart (Tas-
mania). p Intltudn 42' south, In tho "New
Hebrides, Solomon Is and. Now Guinea, and
other islands in thnt p irt nt the Pacific it ap-
pears to tin now llrmly established und not
raie. It has even been round in Celebes and
Java. Starting Irom the east sldoof the Amer-
ican continent again. Anosia has made Its way
to the West Indies, where it is found In com-pm- y

with some curious local forms or the
genus; and it has long been established in the
Ilorinuilas, Ciu miles from thn coast ot tho
United Mates. Twonxnmplos In the flno col-
lection of Messrs. Sulviu and Godwin wete
tnkon In tho Azores In 1801. but Mr. Wnlker
cannot ascertain that any have since been
found there. It does not seem to havo reached
Madeira, though tho plant It feeds on has
found its w ly tu that Island.

Tho llrst record of the occurrence of Anosia
In Rritaln was in 1870, aspealmon having been
taken nt Neath, in South Wales, on Sept. G ot
that year; this bravo pioneer has lound n
filling niche in the insects' Valhalla nt SouthKensington. In hentumliar, 1877. a specimen
was onpturod at La endce, tho only record Mr,
Walker can lliulof Its occurrence on the Eu-
ropean Continent. Another specimen was cap-
tured In Kent In 1831. Meantime, hotvever.it
must have multiplied rapidly, for at least a
do.en were bugged last year in our southern
counties, Cornwall contributing quite half tbo
number. It l certainly an interesting and

Instance of a procoes which
plays so important a part In nnturnl science
tho geographical distribution of animals. In
this process man nnd his Inventions have been
a powerful factor sluco ho began to sprend
himself over the face of thn earth.
