The securities for the protection of the
minority, he contiuued. were also illusory.

In conclusion Lord Salisbury said that Eng-
land would And that separation Involved
loss of prestige. It would raise doubts as
to the prowess of England; It would affect
tbe attaohment of the colonies, andEngland's influence throughout
tbe world. Tbe capitulation desired by Mr.
Gladstone would bring disasters to whichnotblng In English history could compare.
