The French
gontlomon of tho old regime, tho marquises
with their red heels, tholr laoo rumVs, their
haughty tones, and withal tholr soducttve
qualities of raoo frivolously elosani In times
of peace, brave on tho field ot battlo this no-

bility, forming a roal oaste, a socloty within a
socloty, exists no longer. What doos noblesse
amount to nowadays ? Armorial bearings on
a carrlago door, a coronot In tho crown of an
opora hat sonorous sentiments In tho hearts

' ofafowgantlemonhorennd there, and that Is
all. Tho Revolution was a torrlblo lovelier, and
the nobles who survlvod during the period of
emigration, had to begin life ovor again when
they returned to France attar the foundation of
tho emplro. It was then that the namo ot the
Faubourg St. Germain was given to the socloty
formod of tho old noblos. In ordor to distin-
guish it from the upstart aristocracy ot the em-
pire which bad sottlod In the Faubourg Bt
Hoaori! and In tho Chaussoe d'Antln. The

exiles lived poor and happy during
the emplro and the rolgn ot Charles X.. making
much noise of opposition, deprived of their
privileges, and with diminished pride ot
race. How eould they repair their broken
fortunes? Tho only means wore mesalliances
and the acceptance of lucrative ofticoa. Then
eamo the revolution ot 1830. which split ths old
noblesse Into two enmps. the Orlnanlsts and
tho legitimists. Tbe bourgeois Kins. Louis
Philippe, was laughed at. Tuo noblo Faubourg
sulkoa for a time, and when it once more
opennd its salons. Its social prestige was dimin-
ished. Deprived ot tbe guidance ot the

the dowager, bavins no censor or
grand inquisitor, tbe young womon began to
affect a certain disdain of the graces ot tholr
ancestors and adopted fait English habits.
This was tho period of tbe limine, a tvpo of
socloty woman who soutrht to astonish by her
tnascitllno audacity rather than to charm by
roflnod coquetry. At this time, too. cosmopol-
itanism beirnn to malco its way Into Parisian
socloty. and In 1819 the tour leading salons or

woro provided ovor by tho Princess de
KSven. Mine. Swetr-hlne- , Mmo. de Clrcourt,

and tbe Prlncoss ltalgiojoso. the first three
ltusslnns, the latter an Italian.

The second emplro made Parisian socloty
still more cosmopolitan, nnd then the grand
mowle oamo to an end for want of grand seig-
neurs and grand ladles. Tbe conditions ot so-
ciability bad obanqed with tbe ohango in man-no- r.

Tho life ot tho clubs, of the race coursos.
and of Parliament had afforded mon new moet-in- s

places. The traditions ot ancient French
courloey were torgntten. The discreet homnge

to women under tho title oraafnnfrnVvan-ebe- d
; tbe habits of smoking and gambling bad

produood a aoolal separation of tbe sexes, and
tho salon. In the old sense ot tbe term, hnd be-
come impossible. Tho great lady, the grande
dam nhove all. was wanting, for the bour-
geoisie of tho reign of Louis Philippe, and the
equslltarlan domocracy which followed, had
not the Innate gifts which made the French
grande dame ot former days the queen of Euro-
pean elegance.

What those gifts were It is not easy to relate
in a few words, but in general one may say that
aristooratio manners are tbe outcome of tho
sentiment of art carried into tbe smallest de-

tails of life. Tbe aristooratio spirit Is eminent-
ly artistic. It is the sentiment ol indlvldua'ity
and ot form carried to Its bigbest devrse of in-
tensity, whlob gives to the parson, the family,
tbe bouse, and to the patrician race that ldoal
or olastlo value which also constitutes the
beauty of works ot art. Aristooratio lit Is con-
ventional, like the lite of art; but Its conven-
tions are rounded on tho knowledge of the no-
blest eondittonsol human nature and human
life, namely, simplicity In grandeur. Aristoc-
racy has its grimace like art: as mannerism is
to style so is the parvenu to the gentleman.

Tbo efforts which tbe second empire made
to restore luxury and pleasure resulted In tbat
frivolous, ostentatious, cosmopolitan society
eallod le demi-mond- e, whose language Is argot
or slang, and whose great ladies were oalled
cotodette. Tbe reader will observe that the
French do not attach to lemi-mdn- tho signifi-
cation which the term generally bears among
the English, but tbe signification It has In
Alexander Dumas' famous comedy that Is to
say, a la a woman of distin-
guished birth, who does not reaped tbe laws
and traditions of the social sphere In which
alio was born Adeclarnle, In foot.

Parisian society under the third republic Is
composed of remnants ot tho piist, inter-
mingled with n variety of new elements. It is
a society In a state of dissolution and of evolu-
tion, without chief, censor, or guide of any
kind. Boclety In London has been doflnod as
the social nrea of which the Prlnos of WnleB Is
personally cognizant, within tbe limits of
which he visit?, and every member of which Is,
to some extent. In touch with tbo ideas and
wishes of his Itoyal Highness. In Paris wo
bavo no auoli contra! authority and rallying
point, Parisian sooluty la simply a congeries
of sets and social sDhores. between which it is
not easy to mark the boundary lines, and which
all contribute to form un eclectic social corpo-
ration called "All Paris"- -! Tout-I'arl- i. We
have remnants of the past In the shape of

society. Bonnpartlst society, and the
fast society ot the surviving rorodtllrt of thi
empire. Than there Is tbo nfllolal anoiety ot
tbe third republic tbe great and small Israelite
society, academic society. Ilturnry soolety. Ac.

Beforo examining briefly the characteristics
of those different spheres of social Paris, lot us

no what is the nature of Parisian soolal ma-
chinery. In tho Drat place, tbe season Is short.
Formerly, before It became the fashion to
travel and go to Pan, Nice, the seaside, and the
watering ptaoos, Parisian society pooplo used
to spend eight months in Paris nnd four
months at their country bouses. Nowadays
they do not return to Paris, or at any rate rio
not open their houses, until February. In
June they go tbeseasldoortbe mountains, and
tbe autumn and part of tho winter Is spont in
the country. During the tour months ot the
Parisian season the utmost a society lady
doos is to recdlve one night a week, and
the rocoptlon may or may not bo pre-
ceded by a small dinner party. Bosldes
her evening reception, she will romnln at
home one afternoon In the week from
8 to 6 o'olook to rocolvn visits. During carni-
val sho will give one or two dancing pnrtrs.
In Lent a musical or a dramatic fits will re-
place tbe dancing party, and aftor Easter tbe
ParUIenne will marry hor sons and daughters,
it she has any. In Paris the ponderous dinner
party does not play any role at all in society:
Its place Is taken by the reception. At the be- -

of tbe season Mme. X. sends out onrds
o all her friends and acquaintances announc-

ing that she will be at home on such and such
an evening, from Feb, 10, let us say, to May
27. or whatever other dates she may choose to
fix. This invitation covers a groat deal of
ground, and enables ber to limit her dinner In-
vitations to a few selected friends.

The cbronlolers of Parisian soolety are fond
of unlng tbe epithet 'sflloot " though In reality
nothing Is less isleet than Parisian aoclety at
the present dar.

This statement Is rigorously exact. The
Jewish element isboconilnu rapidly predom-
inant In Parlslnn aoclety, and the daughters ot
Israel seom to have the choice of tho coronets
ot the noblo Faubourg, Thun, Mile.

Tbe Invasion of society by tho 7bu-iti- is
due to the growing abnance of dlaaroetnosa and
delicacy In social relations. It Is admlttod. for
Instance, Hint you may ask for an Invitation to
a ball or fflte given by a hostess whom you do
not know, while, on the other hand, a person to
whom you may have been onoo presented In
crowded room, thinks himself authorized to
invite you to dinner or to a reception. This
'Vont-Var- it is a vast and very elastic conglom-
eration of men and women ot French and
exotic origin, from princos down to atock
brokers, and from duchessos down to blue
atooklngs. whose sole object in life la to know
everybody, to go everywhere, and to see every-
thing. The liil-lir- ii has replaced soolety In
Paris, ana substituted for the art of conversa-
tion and all the othoroharms ot old French so-
olety a routine of relations based upon one or
all of throe motives-vani- ty, curiosity, and
selfish interest.

The high llfo ot which one read In tha
Paris capers 1 the life, principally, of thla
Ibut-fiin- s. In order to partial pate In this llfo
one must know a multitude of people. During
the season one muest pay eight or ten visits
every afternoon, otherwise one Is mat HM. In
tbe evening one muat appear at three or fonr
receptions. Besides this, one must follow tha
Picture exhibitions, read the new books, see alt
the new plays, go to receptions at the Academy,
ha vi) one's say on everything, be well Informed,
know nil the gossip and scandal, affirm, decido.
pass judgment. All this demands a great sum
ot dally work and considerable physical
strength and endurance, for It is astonishing
bow immenso lml-I'ai- it Is. nnd how many
people thure are of the samo moiitfe and of the
same condition.

The fullllmont ot nil these social duties Is
equivalent to being " In the movement." Such
Isftrt'eciic. a sort of sooial bookkeeping. A
lady In the movement starta out aftor lunch,
andhoronlydeslrols to have ticked off all tho
names written on her visiting list before aha
returns home to dinner. There is a printed
code of good manners and sacoir cure, where
all the Incidents of lariechia are formulatod.
and wherein all may road and learn when to
rise, when toslt down, bow to salute a Indy.
nnd bow to nddres9 tho Chinese Ambassador
or the Papal Nuncio. And so all tho mnmbers
of the Ibit-7arfa- equal in good manners.
In modern Paris It la aulTlclnnt to bo Mm ile'ri.
Formerly it was sufficient to be bien ni. wall
bom, for that fact implied tho possession of a
superior politeness which comes from some-
thing other than printed codes, and serves to
guide us when formulas fall.

It Is a curious fact that tbe Church has
to afford Its beln toward tho dissolution

of Parisian society and tbo forwarding of tho
vanity and Interests ot its children. One ot the
strongest levers which the Israelite employed
in storming tho citadel ot French socloty was
charity not ths discreet charity which the
right band gives without tbo knowledge of tbe
left, but charity under the patronage of titled
committees and names, charity
wbioh beoomes an advertisement for those who
organize it. Tbe noble duchosspB, anxious to
humilinto their rivals by obtaining a moro
handsome subscription list, did not long resist
tbe JewusB's gold, nor did the Jewess nllow the
duohess to forget the obligation sho owed her.
This same lever of charity has n'so boon em-
ployed by Christians of humble origin In for-
warding their social projocts.

In order to explain how the scheme works I
will take tbe case ot Mmo. Munkncsy. alady
whose name haa been brought tha pub-
lic of lata with Irritating frequency. M. Mun-
kncsy. the painter, was originally a carpenter:
ths origin of his wife was equally obscure. Ac-
cording to some she was waitress In an Inn;
according to others she was daughterof the
gardener of a Luxembourg cattle brooder, M.
Lnmarche. whose wife she nfterwatd became,
nnd whose fortune by no means a large one
sho Inherited at bis death. The reputation of
Munkncsy as a painter begnn at the Exhibition
or 1H7H with Ills picture of "Milton and his
Dnughtcre," It wbb after this success that his
wife began hor social career In Paris. She was
unknown; sho was vulgar: sho was of low
origin, but. thanks to hi-- r own means nnd to
th contract Blgni-d bntwern herhnnbandand
hla Bnrnum, BedelineyiT.the plcturedualer.eha
could dispose of a good deal of money. The
Munkacay couple built themselves a tine house
In the Avenue do Villters. and Mme. Munkacay
participated in all the charities of her parish
first. Then she employed olerlcal influence to
get into the charities of the noblo Faubourg,
and when Dom Bosco. tho miracle worker,
came to Paris she rendered htm very Croat
services and obtained much money for htm.
The Church was glad of such a conquest.
Why? Because Munkncsy's was a famous
name; because the gift of n picture ot Mun-
kacay to a charity bazaar was an attraction ;

beoause the participation of the eminent artist
socured a certain amount of advertising. In
such an nrrangoment the Interest is mutual.
Tho painter gives his name and his fame, tho
Church gives It protection, and the two adver-
tise each other, and In republican France tbo
persecuted Church loses no opportunity of
getting advertised.

During tio past six years Mme. Munkncsy
has played her cards so well that she can ven-
ture to have series of guests at her fdtos:
the first sries Is oomposed of aristocrats, and
the sKCond ot tho common herd. Bha Is on tho
boat of terms with the Church, and Mcr. dl
Ittnde. the Papal Nuncio, orothonotary apos-
tolic, tho greatest dignitary of the Church,
next to tbo Pope, honors her house with his

The other day when Liazt dined at
or house. Mme. Munkacay placed the Austri-

an 'Ambassador on her right hand and tbo
AbM Liszt on hor loft, while among her guests
WireMgr. di itonde and nearly all tho diplo-
matic corps, the Prlncas Brnncovan. tho

In
republican Paris there are plenty of soolal
careers more curious, though none more sig-
nificant, than that of Munkacay.

This busy, gossiping, vain Tnul-rar- ts really
represent society in modern Parts. Tb mori-
bund Faubonrc Balnt-Oermal- I mean the.fow
fumlllas who retain th old oxcluslvo traditions
and who reoalve aaoh other rarely, nobly, and
mengroly, cannot be spoken of as tha soolety
tbat represent tbe Frenoh nation.

Tbe Orlaantst oclty. while remaining the
most select, th moat polished, nnd the most
correct of all Parisian social spheres. Is limited
In numbers and decidedly not the representa-tlvesoolety-

tbe nation. At tb bead of this
group are the Comte de Paris, who passes most
ol his tlmo in Normandy: the Duo de Obartre.
who bold a reception on Saturday during the
season: th Duo d'Autniil. who renatvo In
regal tnte at Ohantlllyitbe Duo and Ducheasa
d In Iloohefnuenuld-Dlsaccl- the Comtesso
de la Ferronays, the Marquis and Marquis da
Biiauvolr. the Ducbass Decozes, the Duo do

the Duchcsce d Matll6. tbo
de Luyne. the Duo and Uiicliesaa

la Iloclmfoucanld. thoTremnllles. tbo

As for republican soolety, one sees Its mem-
bers at the houses of Senators and Deputlsi. at
th Bllnlstorlal rocentlfins, and at Mme, Adam's.
But this is not soolety; it Is merely a crowd.
Tbe President of tbe republic does not exist
socially. Ha give tbrte ball at th EJys6e

Government " office, abd occasionally ho
entertains at breaernat. or dinner, bnt
moth hla will. Neither M.Orevynor
hla wife have social aptitude, sod al relatione,
or social standing. Who. than, represent offi-
cial society ?, The Ministers and tholr wives,
lint the Minister an constantly sTologoutof
plnee. .Yes. and therefore official society In
Pari hoe no oonsistenor and no durable ex-
istence. By flts and starts there are receptions
at the Ministries, and at those receptions bait

dozon prominent republican ladle attract
all eyes. Those ladles are two professional
boautlos, Mme. Armongaud and Onntharoau,
tbe latter a South American lady t Mosdamee
Lockroy, Jules Ferry.. do Frerolnot, ltlsler,
Charrns.

Thoro remain only tho fractions, tha small
coteries where tbe arllsta and the literary men
meet, but, with tbe exception of houses like
that of M, Renan, for Instance, and a few others,
these salon too are subject to tha common
law. They have been Invaded by the advertis-
ing orazo. Then we have the aoadnmlo salons,
like those of Mme. de Blocquevllle, Mmo. de
Cbarabrun. Mme. BanhS. Mme. Aubornon. the
most Interesting and exclusive of whlob Is that
of Mmo. tubornon. Tbon we bavo tbe painters
and literary men who receive and give dinners,
such as Pallleron, Alphonse Daudot, Munkao-s- y.

and finally tho society ot tha rich stock
brokers, lawyers, notarloa, who receive on
tho sumo footing and on the samo conditions as
other soolety people.

ous good oompnny, and where they all know
each other well enough to talk frooly without
trending on oaoh other's corns'? Salons. In
short, whore tho guests foel a common bond of
habits, tastes, and fuporlor rellnomont, and
whure they meet for tbe pleasure ot eaoh
other's socloty, and not for the satisfaction ot
vanity, curiosity, or Interest ?

For Bueh a salon you will, I am afraid, seek
In vain, Frenoh socloty, with Its excellent rep-
utation ot finesse, rellnoment. politeness, and
wit, haa vanlsbed, and with It hns dlsappoarod
tho Fronoh art ot conversation, causerie, galan-tert-e,

and surenoss of relations. French society
such aa wo read about in the memoirs of the
past no longsr exists, and Its shadow evon Is
rapidly vanishing. Tha social relations of
modern Paris ar superficial, unstable, and
without charm. I do not say that they are not
amusing, for amusement depend largely on
the point of view, and if thoy are not amusing
they are certainly curious, and, to a certain
"agree. Interesting. But from the highest to
the lowest spheres of social Pari one may
seek almost in vain for those throe elements
whloh nnitotomakaaoolety delightful, name-
ly, amiable relation, elegant manners, and
choice hospitality. Such eloments nre vary

Mr. Hlclts was a colored man. Ho llvod on
sugar plantation In Louisiana, where he

drove the family carriage and controlled the
team of gray mule.

He had
begnn tho 'education of the mulos In their
skittish nnd obstinate youth, and by tbe time
they bad arrived at years of sober discretion
the understanding between the throo was such
(hat thoy movod aa though with a single will,
fired by a common ambition. By this coopera-
tion It was that thoy aucoeedod In oonquerlng
the difficulties ot travel ovor Louisiana roads.
Other people gave up in despair In the rainy
season, and In Dsoomber, when the roads were
out with the teams hauling cane; but at all
tlmoB when Sunday came nnd "Miss Fanny"
signified hor desire to go to church, twelve
miles away, John Hlcka appeared promptly at
the door, and whon other members of tho fam-
ily expressed doubts as to their ever reaching
the ond of their journey he only smiled in a
auperlor fashion and sold nothing tor thoso
three knew of what they were capable.

Mr. Hicks was of saturnine temperament,
and waa girted with a aortot shrewdness and
hard aen&e not uncommon to his race.

By this time the house and yard were full of
negroes from tills and nil tbe neighboring
plantations, ana n constant oxhortlng was
kept up.

At Intervals he paused to gasp for breath,
while in a deep, full undertone all his audience
cried "Yes, Lawdl" and rockod themselves
bock and forth. This went on until nearly day-
light ot the next morning; one preacher fall-
ing out ot tbe ranks In exhaustion, and another
taking his place every hour through the night.

All the next day until afternoon the bouse
was deserted and closed, bnt at 3 o'clock a
great assembly of negroes again convened for
tbo burial. Th coftln was nailed up and placed
In a little mule cart driven by a lame old darky
who was regarded a perfaot dare devil to un-
dertake such a task, as It Is well known among
the colored people that one who goes beforo the
dead on bis last journey will not bo long in fol-
lowing him.

Down the old plantation road they silently
jolted In the florco glare of an August sun, fol-
lowed by a great, miscellaneous throng of
friends and relatives in every conceivable ab-
surdity of costume. The poignancy of grief
and tbe scale of relationship wns expressed In
tbo varying dimensions of the pocket bandkor-chie- f.

Those ot his daughters were fully tbe
Ize ot n towel.
Then the whole procession awent eolemnly

Into tbe gravoyard a grove of huge, moas- -
live oaks on tha borders of the bayou,Srown there a gray cross, rotting and lichen

covered, showed smld the palmettos, Aspaos
had been oleared amid tha weeds, where the
grave was dog. When the dead man' rela-
tives caught sight ot this thsy burnt into a
long, wild cry. followed by a barbarlo hant, to
tbe words of one of thslr hymn.

Ab'ham's bosom ; an' right now he got.or crown
an' er harp, an' no moT tear in Til eye, sn
settlu' on a whit satin stool aatln' bernanas."

The preacher paused for breath, and, picking
up a handful of earth, said solemnly:" perefo'. I ay, breth'ran, arth ter earth an'
dna' ter dus' ; all do likewise,"

Every one dropped In earth, and while thegrave was being filled Brer Hleks'a two daugh-
ters began to writhe and scream and bent
tbsmselves. and were only restrained by their
friends from getting Into the grave.

'Oh, no mo' po daddy no mo. po' daddyl Oh,
Lawd, lemmegltende hole) I don't want ter
live no mi)'. Oh, Lawd Gawd A'mlghly, no mo'duddyr' over and over until the grave wasSo' and tha, preaober cried; "Brer Ulcka
done gone ter jlne dor angels, oh Gawd I Ter

crowd took up tbe sentiment and repoated its
wall, with tbe same slow rite and falMintll half
tbe women wore carried out In convulsions.

Suddenly their energy seemed to wane. Thoy
left the crave yard hurriedly, bundled, laugh-lu- g,

and joking, Into tha empty cart. The wo-
men earn out ot their oonvuUlon. and tho
orowd streamed cheerfully homo to tbe quar-
ter touppr, A little cool woit wind came out
from under thaalnklngaun and lightly clashed
the (word of tbe palmetto and wavd the
long, hanging moas over the grav where Mr.
Illck lay ault and forgotten.

they wilt not hesitate to go further and
add murder to the crime.

In tbo year 186S alter having sorvod on
coasting voisol for aevorat years, and mado
ono voyage from Now York to Liverpool, I
hipped aa aeoond mnto on tha bark Medway,

bound from Ban Francisco to the Sandwich
Islands, and tbeno on a trading voyage to the
Islands ot the southwest The bark was a
small one, but a good sailer and a dry ship, and
I bollevod I was In luck in securing my berth,
Tbo Captain, whose namo waa Burrows,

oomod a very pleasant man, making iibs ol no
profane language, and appearing to be as

as a parson. Mind rou, I am
giving my first Impressions aa I alzod
htm up while wo yol lay at tbe
wharf, I shipped at Honolulu, the bark having
Already oompluted tha first part ot hor voyage.
I hoard rumors to the effect that her wholo
crow deserted hor on hor arrival at the Islands,
but rumors among sailor are not to be de-

In a
little time the wntobes were named nnd sot
and as I was ready to turn in the mate took
oocnalon to observe:

"The old man is a little headstrong, but It
needs a strong band over these fellows. It
once rou begin to palaver with 'em they'd

cabin stores within a week."
" But the meat was horrible."
" Well, I've seen bettor; but they had no bus-

fully broke he hadnt ths heart of a woman. A
man was ant aloft with a glass to survey the
sea. and when he came down and reported tho
waters clear of sail tbo yawl was loworud. a keg
ot water, some of tbe spoiled moat and a lot of
wormy biscuits wore placed In it. and they were
ready to send tbe Captain adrift His coward-
ice was bo great that one could not pity blm.

Tbere
was no wrangling, no drinking, nnd not tbo
least Indication of insubordination. Wbenwe
oamo to overhaul tho ship's stores we found
four-fift- ot thumas fresh and sound as any
sailor could ask for. Tbe other Dortlon must
bays have been put in by tho Captain on some
speculation.

Near tho line of the equator wo had light
winds nnd calms for several daya, but finally
got aslant whloh carried us to tho south until
we got a holding breeze, and one afternoon we
sighted tbe Islands for whloh we had long beon
headed. The group comprises fifty or mora
Islands, with thoso of tho Boclety, Cook, and
Tabna lying just to the south. At this day
moat of the islands are Inhabited. At that date
only n few ot them were, and tbere woro not
above three or four porta of call, mainly for the
convenience of whalers In want of vegetables
and wator. The bark had planned to visit tbe
Marshall. Gilbert, and Phoenix Islands, lying
near the equator, and muoh nearer Honolulu.
The Paumotu Islands hnd boon seloctod by tha
mutineers bocauso two of them had once been
wrecked among thnrn. and spent a year or
more In loading a haltclvltlzod llfo.

Before dark wo bad made a safe anchorage,
and. though the voyage was now ended, disci-
pline still remained as strict aa ever. That
evening Johnson came down to me nnd said :

" Mr. Carllng, tho voyago Is ended. You have
dono as you agreed, and you must admit that
the men havo been woll behaved. Will you go
With us or stick by the bark?"" I must stand by the crnft1'

"Just aa you say. sir. This Is a sheltered
snot and we will leave you in good adapt). We
shall tnko tho long boat some spare sails, a few
stores nnd other things, but nothing to cripple
the bark. Good-nigh- t. Mr. Carllng."

Tbe noxt day the longboat was hoisted out,
and the mon took some muskets, a few hatch-et- a,

kottlea to cook In, flahlng tackle, tobacco,
pipes, and n keg of rum. and finished oft with
shipetoros enough lo Inst 'em foraoouple ot
weeks. There was over $2,000, in gold In the
cabin, and as Johnson knew It tbo others inubt
have known It as well, but not a mnn askod for
a dollar. It was 3 o'clock in tbe afternoon re

they wore rendy to go, and tho last two
hours were spont In making everything snug.
All tbo light sails were sent down nnd put Into
tbe sail room, and tbo others wero carefully
stowed. The second anchor wns drooped, and
the Captain's dingey was hoisted out and made
fast alongside for my use if I wanted to go
ashore. Then every mnn signed the paper I
had drawn up. and aa tbey went over tha aide
oaobone took my hand and bado mogood-by- .
I nover saw one of the in again.

Six weeks later a Massachusetts whaler dis-
covered tbe Medway In ber snug berth, and, as
she happened to have the crew of a wrecked
voasol aboard. I bad no trouble In securing a
complement of men to return the bark to San
Francisco. The Captain, as was afterward
learned, bad drifted two days boforo bo was
ploked up bv a trading ateamor. but ho died
several days after bis rescue. Bo far as I know
no steps were over taken to overhnul the muti-
neers, as after my statamont in the oourts pub-ll- o
