There Is no doubt that
grave fears and very great anxiety exist for
the days to come. The railway managers do
not belittle inn power of tbe Knights. One of
thorn said tho other day that thoro was no
qaostlon that Mr. powderly and bis associates
save created tbe moet formidable mennce to
vested and corporate Intnrests yet known.
Bald the man: I look on it something lUe
this: A number of men build a dam aoross a
stream, and by and by find that they have
rested an enormous water power. If the dnm
olds and the power is properly conduoted It

will run a hundred thousand spindles per-
haps; but It the dam is weak the power behind
will break It. and there will follow overwhelm-
ing devastation. Now. Mr. Powderly and his
associates have built a dam. There Is no de-
nying that, nud behind It now Nun enormous
fores. Tho question Is whotber tho force can
be held. If not. It will expend itself, but In bo
doing we shall have a fearful convulsion
throughout tho country,

"This certainly Is tbo view that tho coolest of
tbe railway men tnke. and thoy think It justi-
fies them in Doing apprehensive. Nobody
knows better than the Powdorlycommlttes the
truth of this Illustration, and it is beyond
question that tbey have bad to do some very
hard work to keep the order In restraint: but.
if after a continuance of tbe struggle ns it at
firesent is going on, it appears that the railwny

and the Knights are not, we silrtll
certainly see some more aggroseive action
taken by the Knights."

Beyond question tbe subieot of a general
boycott is being considered, and many ot tbo
Knights are chafing because it has not been
already declared. Probably some more aggres-
sive action would have been taken boforo this
but for a vague hope that somehow or other
the C'urtln committee will be able to effect a
sottltunetiu ot course the commlttoe cannot

i do anything ot the kind. Tbe members of it,
however, as individuals might be able to bring
the two antagonists togetbur.

Three members of tho Powderly oommlttee
pave said that it might be nocessary. In order
to win. to make use of soma of the groat pow-
ers that the Knights have. There are mem-
ber not sanguine that it will not como to this
before long. The Powderly commltteo hold an
Aladdin's Tamp. I think some ot tbem are be- -

inning to be tempted to rub it. Mr. l'owdorly
Irnself will hesitate a long time, for he roul-ize- s

that though he can unquestionably oreulea most powerful genii, he is not yet suioWhether the creature can be controlled.
The bos Insisted that If the

buslnoss men. a interested and Impartial
third parties, insisted In assorting their rights
they oould oompal tbe Missouri Pacific and tbe
strikers to agree, and could end tho airlko at
onoe. There hae been no movoment of busi-
ness mon of sufficient charaoter and determi-
nation to attraot any speolui attention here.

KlaUT-HOU- n DEMONBTBATIOM IN CHICAGO.
Chicago. April 25. Streaming banners and

hurrying groups of men were far.more con-
spicuous In the eastern half of the city y

than any tokens of Easter or of church going.
The day bad been cboson for an eight-ho-

demonstration under tbe auspices of tbe Cen-
tral Labor Union, representing the aommunls-ti- o

olement. Thero wns a great number ot
men in tine, probably 3.000 to 4.000. sveral
bnnds of rauslo. rod bannora. and a few United
Status lings. Tho organizations began
gathorlng on Randolph street before
10 A. M.. and the marching Boon began.
Th line ot march was apparently
ohoson to cross and recross as many streets as
possible. At many places oars stood In lines
over halt a mile in length. Theobjectlveoolnt
was tli lako front, where a moss meeting wns
to be held. There wore hardly a dozen bnnnors
in Knglish In the procession. Two or three
contained instructions to boycott certain In-
dividuals, end one wns as follows: "Private
capital representa stolen labor." On banner
bore In German the words: "Brink water like
emtio: so says Master Workman Powderly."
On the way down Madison atreot the driver ot
a wagon attempted to drive through tho pro-
cession. Ills wagon wns overturned and left
upside down In tho gutter.

When the procession reached tbo lake front
the various organizations, augmented by
throngs ot curious people, gathered around
two stands and listened to speeches by A. B.
Parsons. M. Schwab, and a Mr. Horosca from
ono stand. Parsons spoke in English. Schwab
in German, and Harasca in Bohemian. On the
other platform B. Puldlng, A. Spies, and John
Henry harangued the multitude.

The speeches were all of the "blood and
thunder" ordor. and were In favor of the aboli-
tion ot private capital. Parsons declared that
it starvation waa forced upon the mnsses they
would raise th banner of liberty and awaep
away all their oppressors.

Other speakers followed In th same strain,
and with obsers for tbe eight-ho- system the
meeting quickly disbanded.

At first everything pointed
toward murder. For about a week the woman
had been confined to her wretohod quarters In
tba basement of tha big tenement, sufferlog
from the effects of a ferooloua assault made on
her br William Lobf. her boarder, with a ham-mo- r.

on last Monday night. Her head was cut
and bruised, and there was a running soro on
the back of her right hand caused by a blow ot
tho hammer whllo she was defending herself.
Doctors had recommended her removal to Bt
Fetor's Hospital. Mrs. McOue, a neighbor, had
iroquently callod on her during the woek, and
bad assisted her to care for ber throe boys,
ngod 8, fl, and 8 years rospoctlvely. Mrs. Mo-C-

saw her alive for the last time at 4 o'olock
on Saturday afternoon, when sho called
to urge hor onco moro to go to the
hospital. Mrs. McCuo says she was thnn
In bod. and that hor mind appoared to bo wan-
dering. She handed Mrs. HcOue an Insurance
policy tor 80 on hor life, and requested her to
place It In tbe bands of tha President of a
church organization, as thoro might soon be

ome use for It Mrs. McCus says thnt Mrs.
Frodrlokson also referred to the boating sho
had received from Lohf. and sho seemod to
droad that tha examination which wns to take
place before a pollen mnslstrnto to-d- would
result In some unpleasant developments for
her. Bo far as Is known Mrs. Fredrlckson
wbb never eeen allvo again.

Thirteen-year-ol- d Anna
Fossett. who lives on tho third floor of the
house, told the pnllco tbat sho had seon Iohf
come up tho basemont stairs soon after C
o'clock and hurry Into the street. Tho

son nl tbe dead woman also said that
Lohf had been In the house drinking tiuer with
his mother during the afternoon, aud the
bread kniTe with a long, shnrn-polnte- d blndo
which was found at the dead woman's sldo.
was Identified ns belonging to him. Lohfs son
said the knlfo had been In bis tathor's trunk
for two years. It was pnsltlvnly nscortnlnod by
tho detectives that Lohf. who bnd boon ar-
rested tor tbe assault with the hammer, bad
not boon out of jnll for a moment from the
time ot his admission, that ho hnd been
suffering In theJnll with an attack of delirium
tremens since Friday aftornoon. nnd that ho
was In a strait jacket all day on Saturday.
This eliminated Lobf from the oase. In spite of
tbo statomonts of tho boy anil girl. Dunne,
who was placed under nrrest. satisfactorily nx- -

all his movements durlnte tho day.
le formoriy boarded with Mrs. Fredrlckson.

nnd he frequently quarrelled with Lohf on ac-
count of bis attentions to hor. Anna Fossott
Idnntlflod Dunne wben she first saw him as tho
man sno bnd seen lenvn the house, saying that
sho hnd supposed that Dunno wns Loht. When
sho wns taken to tho jail she again perplexed
tho police by saying that Lohf was tho man.
Tho police tnnn concluded that no rollunce
oould bo plncod on tbo girl's story.

The missing husband, it was soon found, wns
at sea, so that none ot the three persons sus-
pected could hnve hnd anything to do with the
matter. Knrly yostorday morning the police
wore still ftirthor mystlned by finding a sailor's
sheath knlfo covered with blood under the bed
alongside of which the dead womnn lay. It wns
sharper than the other nnd larger knife, and
was evidently the weapon with which the cut-
ting was dono. Dr. Bhepsrd, when hn had fin-
ished the autopsy, straightened out much of
tbe mystery which clouded tho detective vision.
Ho said:

"Tho cutting, or rnther backing, of tho
throat wns dono with tbe sheath knifp. Tbo
other knife was too dull to cut the flesh, as no
person, man or woman, could have bad the
strength to make thnt wound with it. There
are the marks of four or five distinct cuts. It
lnnlra na If fhti Inrirn knlfA hail first been used
and then discarded for the smaller but moro
effective one. Thero am points which support
the theory of murder, and also poiuts whloh
indicate suloide. Tho only flesh wounds aro
those on the neck. Thore Is no wound on
either hand, nnd this would not likely bo the
case had there been a murder. Tbe woman
would have thrown up her bands and erasped
for the knife as soon as she waa attacked. Sho
would also have orlod out loud enouch to be
heard nil ovor the houso as aoon ns tho knlfo
was first placed at her throat. The sulcldo
theory seems altogether the moro probable."

Tbo body was removed to the Morgun. where
tho Inquest will bo beld Dunne and
another 'longshoreman named John Whlto.
who admitted that he had called on Mrs.
Fredrlckson on Saturday night to nlvo her
some clothes to wash, are still detained In cus-
tody. Tbey will probably bo released this
morning.

He went with her In
1819 to San Franclsoo, wbero ho worked at his
trade, acquirod a competonce, and built n
house, which was dostrnyod In the first great
flro that visited the young city. Having good
credit, bo rebuilt tbo houso. which In tbo noxt
lire was also destroyed. Nothing daunted, ho
built a third houso. and became tbe largest
denlor In paints, varnishes, and oils on tbe Pa-
cific coast.

becoming very wonlthy. he made over his
business to those In bis employment, and in-
vested in silver mines in Nevada. From one
mlno he took a nugget of pure silver of the
value of over five thousand dollars, and pre-
sented It to Popn Plus IX. nt Homo at the time
ot tho Ecumouical Council.

Nearly every diocese In tho Unltod
Htntes and Ireland wore benefited by his con-
tributions. He was a handsome, portly Kontlo-ma-

and a vory devout and practical Catholic
from childhood,

He has two cousins In ibis city. F. V. B. Oliver
and tbe Hon. James Ollvor, in whose father's
house he lived when he came to New York a
poor boy. He will be missed by many here, to
whom his wns known. Many
prayers will be offerod up here for tho repose
of his soul.
