Labor nud the Crazy Socialists.

There Is no occaslon for alarm becauso of
the riot and bloodshed brought about ab
Chicago by the infamous gang of red-hand-
od Soclallsts who Infest that town. The
exploslon of thelr bombs rather Indlcates
that, for the prescnt, at least, their uprisivg
will soon be over.

Up to the time when these Thugs thruat
themselves forward, the Labor movement
bad been distiogulshed for Ite penceluluess.
Here and thers lnstances of violent conduct
on the part of individuals bhad ocourred, but
pover beforoe had strikes been conducted on
80 great a seale with so few direct assaults
oo life and property.

Taking them ns a whole, the self-control of
the strikers has been remarkable and most
pralseworthy. Throughout tho continuance ot
the strilkea, New York has preserved its wont-
ed quiet and order, with the single excep-
tion of one day when cars and othor veblcles
were upturned to obstruct a streot rallroad;
snd responsibliity for those ontrages was
disclaimed by the associatiun which was en-
gaged in the strike. Evon at 8t Louls, whore
the excitement Liss been greatost, the peaco
_of the clty was violently disturbed on only a
single occasion.

Of course It would be easy to makoup n
lJong list of outrages committod by individ-
uals, but they were petty in almost every
ease, 8o that tho sum of the diroct damngo
done to property in thls porlod of commo-
tlon becomes small. The Missourl Paclfle
Rallroad has rosumed the running of Its
tralns without dolay necessitnted by repaire
of ravages due to the violen. v of the strikers,
The Third Avenue Rallwiay stll has un-
harmed Ite tracks, lts rolling stock, lte
"borses, and its dopots, and the loaders of e
old hands exprossly forbade any Interference
with the running of its cars; nor can they be
fairly held responsible for the nots of indi-
viduals who threw stones at the drivers,

Tho labor demovstration st Unlon squars
last Baturday night was peaceful through-
out, and the extra foree of policemen found
there, instend of an avgry crowd, a oollec-
tion of quiot snd good-tempered people,
who could not be stirred up to viclence, The
elght-hour movement proceeds without dis-
erder In this, the chiof manufacturing centre
of the Now Worid, where the number of or-
ganized workers 18 uearly two bundred

What does this all prove? It proves that
the great body of Amerlean worklngmon are
sensiblo and conservative, and that thoy will
wnito in condemning the mothods of the Chl-
eago Thugs, who would turs thelr peaceful
struggle for greater conslderation at the
hauds of eapital lnto 8 murderous assault on
capitalista and the ropresontatives of law
and order, They hate the teachings of such
Boclalists, and they dospise such dastardly
BE4ns8ING,

The efMect of tho soclallatio riot at Chiloago,
therolore, will be to strengthen among the
organized workinen the opposition to all vie-
Jent mensures [ur the aitalning of shelr ends.
Thoy will be calmor, If not less determined,

Mr. habonchere on Ireland’s Prospects.

There {8 probably no man in England more
exactly Ioformed about the Parliamentary
sltuation than Is Mr. Hexay LABOUORERD,
nor would any one be more likely to frankly
tell the truth, sven though it mako against
his wishea. The fact that he has been a
stanch and ardent supporter of Mr. GLAD-
sroxws Irish programma, being [aithful
when many of his fellow Radleals were
falthless, would not preveat him from welgh-
Ing Impartially tho chances of dofeat In next
weaol’s sharp cootest over the second read-
ing of the Home Rule blll. The friends of
that moasure In this country wlill, therefore,
be rejoloed to learn of his conviotion, ox-
pressod In a despateh yosterday to the
Tribuns, that the amount of defestion from
tho Liberal ranks has beon nxaggerated, and
that tha bl ereating & Dublin Parllamont
will be carried succesafully through the oritl-
oal second stage.

Such explicit deference to
his wishes Is firmly exacted by the Birming-
ham politiclan, although he koows that it
might cause the resigoation of Mr.

Mr. CHAMBERUAIN, In other words, does not
mind lmperilling the Home Rule blll, pro-
vided he ean bolstor his own dignity.

The rumor that the Dominion Govornment
had concluded to call o halt In its operations
against American tlshermen proves errone-
ous, The steamer General Middioton has
arrived at Bt. Joho, aod will be made ready
to erulse In ald of the Lanedowne, It ls
konown, howevar, that the report of the selz-
ure of an Ameriean fishing vossol at Baddeck
was lncorrect, nnd that Capt, ScoTT has been
careful thus far to aveid serlous trouble.

Moasowhlle the strong vote of 85 to 10 by
which the Renate agreed to Mr. FRYR'S reso-
lutlon declaring that Congrees ought not to
provide for any commisslon to settle the
fisheries question has opencd the eyes of the
Cuuadians to the fuot shat a revival of the
reciprocity treaty 18 hopeless, and that they
must do the best thoy can undor the treaty
of 1518 slone,

Nobody disputes that this treaty excludos
Amorican flshermen from plying their voea-
tlou within three miloe of the Cunadian
oonnt, except In certaln speclfied waters of
Newfoundland, Labrador, and the Magdalen
Islands. But the questions now rulsed are
as to the rlghts of American fishing vessels
to enter the Csnadigu barbors for crews,
bait, nnd lge. Tho view bekl by many Amer-
loau suthorities, Iocluding & large part of
the HSenate, Is that buit and lce are general
eommoditios, whose purchase oannot be
ploced under pensl restrictlons without a
groes violstion of luterpational comlty,
The view of the Dominlon Guvernment s
that the whole theory of the treaty
of 1818 was that of placing a restriotion by
agroomeat upun matters not morally wrong,
but made unlawful by siatute or interns-
tional law, aod that uondar that treaty the
United Btates rencunced sll rights of thelr
flshing vesseln to oross the three-mile Umit,
with this single oxoeption:
