The Greeting to Ireland To-night.

The meeting tobe held this evenlng at the
Academy of Musle should give a concluslve
mnswer to the wrong Impresslons current in
England touching the extent and intensity
of Amerlean sympathy with Ireland’s strug-
glo for State rights, It should once for all
refute tho strange misconception fostered,
wo aro sorry to see, by Mr. GonpwmN
BMITH, that no citizens of the United
Btates, except those of Irlsh parent-
age, regard with Interest the effort of
an English-speaking people to galn Institu-
tions like our own, Itshould prove to Mr,
GLADSTONE how universally and warmly his
magnanimous rosolve to give back to Ireland
& just measure of local independence is ap-
plauded In the United States, It should re-
but the lying Innuendoes of the London Tele-
graph that tho only advocatea of home rule
among us are the agitators who survey with
mecrot satisfoction the attempt of fgpelgn
Anarchlsts to bamboozle and debauch the
worklng masses of this country.

By the character and welght of the particl-
panta In thls timely meeting, and by the
wise and temperate tenor of Its declarations,
should be unmistakably proclalmed what it
Is that our people wish to see Ireland secure
and why they wish It. 1f at the present hour
the feellngs and convictlons of this nation
are enlisted on the side of Ireland witha
unanimity and fervor never exhibited before,
it is because Americans now comprehend
and heartlly spprove alike the objects and
the methods of the Parnellile uprislog, We
recognizod that the repute of our native In-
stitutions was In quostion, and that the
cause of Ircland was In a moral sense our
own, from tho moment that the reason-
able scopo of tho asplirations cherlshed
by the sobor and clear-sighted potriots
united under ParNerLL's leadersbilp became
distinectly understood. When the vague out-
ery for home rule was proved to be no mask

Another Beandal in which the Admine
Istration Is Implicated, -

We find In that Instructive weekly jour-
pal, the Klectrical World, for April o, a
letter from Prof. Fuaxcis E. NieHER of Bt
Louls brioglog charges of gruss dishonesty
snd scandslous professlonal conduct which

In the so-called Government suit Lo
anpul the BELL telephone patent, which has
recontly been brought In the Blxth Judicial
Diatrict of the Uniled Biates,

It appears that Dr, WELLINOTON ADAMa
of Bt. Louls was employed on boball of the
Pan-Electrles as an expert to prepare a
defence sgalust the clalms of the Boll
Telephons Company. For this purpose he
undertook varlous professional experiments,
and among them one with Beur's tel-
ephone instrument, known as figure 7, In the
patent of 1876, After an Imperfect trial, Dr.
ADaMs cane to the ecneclusion that this in-
strument of Brrur's could not be made to
#alk. and be 2o stated In his summary of the

y8 of tha Pan-Telephome Uempany that he de
sired to maks & supplemental aMdaviy, correoiing his
prior avidenoe; but the allorneys, for some Bnknown
ressan, have dispeused with the furiber services of Dr
Apams.”

We thus have the Pan-Eleotric caso pro-
sented to Becretary LAMAR by the counsel of
that concorn, with & vory material statement
of faet in It which they knew to be falss, and
which they have yet put into the foundation
of thelr bill to cancel the BxLy patent.

This fales evidence, thus repudiated by its
own author, constitutes s part of the case
presented under the authority of President
OLEVELAND by tho Department of Justioe
before the Ciroult Court of the Bixth Clroult.
Dr. Apams and Prof. NiPEER both declare
that it Is false, and Prol. NipaER, in his let-
ter to the Electrical World, denounces this
falsohood with great snergy. He says that
“ the groat national talophone suit will all end
in smoke,” and he socuses Mr.Vax BexTauy-
SEN's counsel and managers lo the recent
hearing at Now Orleans of Intending that
it should so turn out, and of morely bringing
thelr sult in the hope of forolng the BRLL peo-
ple into a compromiso that would be profit-
able to them,

Very likely Prof. Nipugn's oplalon on this
subjoct Is mistaken, but sbout the faot that
the Departmentof Justice and the Pan-Elec-
trio lawyers, and even Mr. THURMAN and
Mr, LowzrRy, the epecinl counsel In the case,
have presented ns a fact lu thelr bill an
oxpert declaration, whose author mow de-
clares It to be erroncous and false, there can
be no mistake.

Here i8 a now scandal in connection with
this notorious afair, and It adds another
proof to the truth of the positlon which wo
have advocated from the (rst, namely, that
the Presldent bas no business Lo make tho
exocutive dopartment of the Government o
party to o private patent sult. A shameful
job at the beglnning, it 18 bound to be shame-
ful and diagraceful In all its stages.

The Divided Knights.

As the strikes Innugurated by the Enights
of Labor have goue forward, one of thelr
most conspleuous features has been the devel-
opment of Insubordlbation within the order.

In March the General Executive Board or-
dered off the strike on the Missourl Paclfie,
but [ustead of that order belng obeyed, the
strike was continued, and the Board ltaelf
was forced Into line behind the strikers. Not
till the latter wora satisfied of the futility of
thelr efforts would they obey their chiefa.

In the case of the Third avenue sirike, the
leadlng Enlghts who firat ordered the strike
mode terms with the rallroad company on
Wednesday last, and agreed that the strike
should be ended ; but the strikers repudiated
that agreement, and, although they were
obedient when ordered out, they rebelled
agalnst the order to go back to work.

Another of the most notable manifesta~
tions among the Enights of Labor has been
the boyoott in Galveston against the Mallory
steamship line. Bince that has been discon-
tinued, two well-defined factions of the
Knighta have appeared In that dlstrict, one
of which calls itself conservative. Four of
these have been expelled without trial from
their Assombly, Santa F6 8,086, but they
claim to have a large following o the order
stlll. They haye published a statement, con-
cludipg with these slgnificant words:

“Merchants] Employersl Now that the olatacles
clogging the commercial wheels, by the unanimous vote
of the Execuiive Board, in full session, has besn re-
woved, forget not the unforiuuats, wisguided men, and
glve them smployment."

Agaln,in this elty a fow days agoa walking
delegate entered o place where a large num-
ber of workingmen were employed and or-
dered thom out, Tho proprietor took him
by the collar and, with the asslstanco of
gomo of the men who had been bldden to
quit work, hustled him out to the sldewalk
and told bim as he was o walking dele-
gato bo had better walk; and he did 16

From a comparison of theae cases two
things aro very evident: In tho first place,
the leaders of the Knlghts have not the wis-
dom that ean prevent them from leading
thelr followers Into contests at once fool-
hardy and disastrous, In the second place,
the rank and file of the order are still so un-
disciplined that after they have boen got into
a hopeless entangloment thelr leaders are
powerless to extricate them.

It would surely seem that a vers thorough
reorganization of the order 18 needod befors
it attempts any new manifestation,

Rebels to the Law.

infernal activity will bo dangerous to them
Instead of to decent poople,

Therebals to the law must be put down, by
violence whon they resort to vlolence, by
the forms of law when they seek to Inclte to
violence.
