The Chicago police continued thelr efforts
yesterday to obtaln all the facts relating to
the revolutlonary organizations of the city.
Thoy arrested several Anarclilsts and selzed
some bombs and flrearms, The ecily was
orderly. Now men handled a good deal of
frelght in the rallroad yards, and the com-
panies bellove they will soon be able to fully
resume business,

Throe regiments of Oblo militla have been
ordered to Cincinnatl as & precautionary
measure, there belng some indications that
trouble Is brewling In that city.

The reconstrudted Exccutlve Board as-
pumod, yostorday, the managoment of the
Third Avenue Raliroad strike. None of the
strikers went back to work. A large num-
bor of cars wore run,

The Most Urgent Duty of Congress.

Tho notloe given by Benator Dor.rn of Ore-
gon, thut at tho proper time he will move an
amondment to the Fortifications bill ap-
propristing $10,000,000 for const dofence, af-
fords some prospect of practical attention
to thls work by the Forty-ninth Congress.

Four elaborule reports upon the subject
have been mado during the present session,
namaly, those of the Board on Fortifications
and Other Dolenoces, the Senate Sslect Com-
mitteo on Onldnance and War Bhipa, the

~ House Bolect Commisslon on Publle Defonce,

and the Houso Naval Committee. The fArst
of these was prescnted so long ago as
last January, and In addition there Is the
report of the Gun Foundry Board, laid bofore
the preceding Congress. Yet May Is here,
and only now do wo sce a formal proposal to
bring up for actlon the great subjeot urged
by Mr. TILDEN in his lotter of Dee. 1, 1885, to
Bpeaker CARLISLE.

Mcanwhile Congreas has enacted a law for
the Increass of more than one hundred thou-
sand pensivns to an annual value fifty per
oent. greater than what has beep established
as just and proper hitherto, this pure gratu-
Ity costing more than six mlllions & yoar.
It has also passed a Moxican pension servics
bill, anothor purs gratulty, which will cost,
aocording to the estlinate of one of Its man-
agers, elght mlllions tho first year. These
two bllla alone, which, Independently of thelr
merits, beloog no more to the present Con-
greas thun to any other, will first and last,
should the Mexican bill, In its present form,
beocome a law llke the Widows' Pepslon bill,
take $150,000,000 out of the Treasury. The
House has also been busy for sovoral woeoks
on a River and Harbor bill appropriating
more than fifteen millions, although It has
yet had no tima to consider coast defence,

The Gun Foundry Board eslimated that
three years would be required to establish
the proper plaut for the construction of
modern heavy guns, and two years moro to
get out and prove the first sixteen-ineh gun,
The work of mounting Is Itself laborious, and
the extensive fuundatlons for the emplace-
ments vught to be begun forthwith,

Mr, TiLpeN has estimatod at $3,000,000,000
the amount of property exposed to destruc-
tlon by poval attacks In twelve sonports
slone, which he names, besides onormous
losses to teaffie resulting from an cnemy's
bolding these centres of trade, and tho ran-
som which could be exacted for thelr roleacse.
The House Committeo on Naval Affalrs, Inan
elaborate roport made two mouths ago, de-
elared that Brazll could caslly exact tribute
of any city on our Gulf or Atlantio const,
and Culll of any clty on the Paciflo:

" The Riachuelo and Aquidaban eould with lmpunity
poms our forts and anchor lo Kew York harbor; but
withouat dolug this thelr guns could easily throw ahclis
Inte New York ity from off Coney Tslmid bemnch. The
Ohllian vesssl Bsmeralda could lls outside the Galden
Bate and Iny Ban P ! under contr without
polag within the reach of Its guos, It is the gusnimous

Pl of your that the Ooverntnent of the

Unlted Blates ought not longer to perinit the lives ang
property of Amerloan cilisens to be thus manifestly

Novertheless, after flve months of sesslon
there Is not one bill reported from the com-
mittoos to supply this paramount necessity
of coast defonee. The sums already author-
Ized by the House for penslon gratuitics
make an aggregate for next yoar equal to
laat year's surplus rovenue, and now parhaps
the appeal for the protection of our harbors
will ba met with tho ery of no monoy in the
Treasury for the purpose. At least, however,
Mr. DoLra's amendment will ralse the ques-
tion as to whether the Forty-nioth Congress
Is prepared to levote hundreds of milllons to
gratultios aud to River and Harbor extrava-
gsnoas, aud then loave our consts absolutely
ot tho world's merey,

Experience Tenches.

Mr, Aununr 8, WiLnis's River and Har-
bor blll of 1880 passed tho House by noarly
but not qulte a Lwo-thirds majorlty, The
vote was 143 for tho bill and 102 agalnst it,
The bill approprintes $15,164,000. It 1sa job,
becauso the total amount Is outragoously ex-
essslve, bocause many of the Items are un-
Decossary sud many others flutly dishonost,
and because the millions have been piled up
by just such rockloss logrolling as has before
this sont Cangressimen by dozons and scores
Into retiroment, and has onco turncd a party
eut of powor o the Houso,

Experionce teaches, but men aro mot al-
ways ready to loarn,

The Infamous River nud Harbor bill of
1882, carrying only about three milllon dol-
lars more jobbery than the prosont moasuro,
passed the House that yoar by a vote of 110
Lo 47. It passed agalo, over the Presldent's
voto, by a vote of 122 to 89, Plunder knows
RO party linca; and, In that memorable com-
bloation to perpulratos groat elea), 64 Jto-
publicans were fuvelved aloug with 53 Dem.
oorats, In the vote of Thurslay last the
WiLL1s LUl musterod not less than 87 Dogy-
oarats, & gain of 34, and ounly £6 apublicans,
aloas of 8, This geoms Lo show that the e
publlcan Congressinen have been somesyhiat
Quickor to profit by the lessons of exposiones
than the Demoorats,

This Is paturnl. It was ths Republlean
party that suffored wlen the country ve-
bulkud rivor and harbor Jublory four yenrs
830, But tho Democrats who are develops
g tendenelos in the snme diroctlon must ro-
memboe that the Ropubllean party will wot
Lo the party te suffor next timo,

WW'o nole some curluus any Imetiuctive

comes ohlefly from the Bouth. Of the &
Democrats not less than 65 are Boutharnors,
reokoning Missourl as & SBouthern Btate; 38
are from the West, and only 8 are from the
Eastern and Middle States. These three
Demoerats deserve spocial mention. They
are Gon. Yieue ol New York, who focls an
englucer's Interest In river and harbor work,
and Mr, SBcorr and Mr. Bovie of Penusyl-
vanla—very respoctable men,

It Is encouraging to find a number of un-
mistakable cascs of reformation. Mr. Ancur-
BALD M. Brss of Brooklyn and Mr, Jou~ R.
Buok of Connecticut, who as membars of the
Forty-seventh Congrees allowed thomsolves
to be eounted with the jobbors, and who were
not refllected to the Forty-elghth Congrees,
but got back Into the Forty-ninth, have the
manliness to confoss their past errors by
voting squarely againat this year's blll. We
observe, too, that the Now Jersey Demoerat
who ocouples the Hon, Mrues Ross's old
seat, and the New Jersay Democrat who oo-
ouples the Hon, Hexnry 8. Hanrns's old seat,
Are squarely on the record as agalnst river
and harbor jobbery.

As It goea from the House to the Benate,
the Winus bill Is slready eight or ten mil-
llon dollars larger than It ought to be. What-
ever may happen to It In the lator stagos of
this too famlllar proocss, Its ultimate fate 1s
bound to bave an Important effect on Demo-
oratie prospects In the Congross elections of
poxt fall, In 1898, as In 1892, the party In
power will be held responsible. Extrava-
ganca and Jobbory are costly diverslons, in
more scnsoe than one,

The European War Clond.

After varlous endeavors to evade giving a
straightforward answer, King Groroz's Min-
Isters have been nompelled by popular clamor
to reject the uititaatum requiring iImmediate
and completo disarmament, and according to
the latest telegrams the Minlstors of all the
powers, with the 4xcoption of Russia, have
left Athens. Colllslon between tho Turkish
and Greek forces, nbw face to face 1o Thes-
saly, I8 imminent.

Yot nobody Imagines that the contest, If It
should come, could for any length of time be
localized and limited to a duel betwoeen Greeco
and the Porte. An outbreak of hostilitics on
the Thessallan frontler would nimost eertaln-
ly be followed by exploslons innll quarters of
the Balkan peninsula, The Christlan popu-
latlons of that reglon, which still are, or
weore lutely, subject to the Ottomans, do not
share the tolerance with which diplomatists
bavelearned to treat the Moslems,but nourish
an unquonchable abhorreuoce of the Infidel in-
truders. It would be well nigh Impossible to
prevent the Christlan Inhabitants of Maco-
donia and the emancipated peoples of Mon-
tenegro, Bulgarla, and Borvia from answer-
Ing the ory ol (reece for sympathy and suc-
cor agalnst thelr old oppressor. Unhapplly,
too, the spread of the war fever throughout
southeastern Europe is not the sole or the
worst dangor apprehended by the powers
which have pationtly but Ineffectually striven
to dispel the first symptoms of excitement
at Athens,

Notwithstanding the ostensible acquies-
cenoe of the Czar at the present moment [(n
the pacifieatory policy pursued by BisMancx,
his course in the event of & general rising of
the Bulkan populatious agalnst the Turk Is
problematic., His own life would not be safe
should bhe lose the good will of the office-
holding classes and the army, whose views
sod feelings represent the force which In
other countries Is describod as public oplulon.
The wrathful impulse of thess eloments
would be lkely to constraln the Russlan
soverelgn, ns [t has done more than oneco bie-
fore, to resume his traditional rdle of patron
and preserver of the southeastern natlonall-
ties, ehould the Purterudely eastigate its re-
beilluus subjects and vexntlous nelghbors
or attempt the punltory reconquest of Tlics-
saly, Another source of grave misgiving is
the eulgmatical action of Frauce during the
recent negotintions, Just what A, pe Firex-
cIsET contemplated by his lodependent
countenance of the Greek cinlms eannot be
affirmed with eertaluty, but his procecdings
have been Interpreted at Berlin as & distinet
Intimation that Frauce I8 reudy to comblne
with Russin In firmly opposing the pro-
gramme of the central powers, even at the
rlsk of goadiug Germany to a fresh trial of
strongth,

Not Necessary, but Good.

The Exccutlve Commlitlee of the Trades
and Labor Assembly of Chlcago and the
Master Workmnn of the Knights of Labor
there have Issued a clreular condemning tho
Auarchiste, and declarlng the entire want of
sympathy among goeuulne workingmen with
tho wild ldeas aud demonstratlons of those
fanatical scoundrels. Tho clreular also rec-
ommends members of Inbor organlzations
to avoid publle proecssions aud open-air
meellngs, and the use of viclont lnogunge at
their moetings,

There was, of course, no need, so far as
glving sny new Information to Intelligent,
men Is concerned, of any denlal by labor
organizations, or lnborlug men outside of
thom, of the slightest sympathy wilh the
rospel of massacre, but It was woll that the
denlal should be made, The Anarchist gang
may be as Ilgnoraut of the real bellels and
alms of Amerlean worklogmen as it seoms to
bo of Amerlean government and life gener-
ally, nnd the amphatle declarations of lubor
unlons In Chlcago aud elsewhors may serve
tu show the Anarclilsts the folly, or at least
the danger, of further active domonstrations.
On all the eriminal and viclous persons, too,
who make thelr hiding places In great cities,
and are prompt to take advantage of every
opportunity of dlsorder and rlot, tho knowl-
edge of tho storn tompor of workingmen to
violenco must have a salulary offuot. There
is no chance for worthless and dangerous
follows to steal the name of labor to cover
thelr love of plunder and thelr hatred of
soclety,

Probably emaployers of labor see In the labor
organizations a comparativoly new, revolu-
tiounry, and perhape dangerous foroe; and
yet It must he notlced that thelr Influence Is
emphatically agalost violonce. Divislons
often occur ln these organizations and they
are sometimes betrayed Into mistakes; and
yot It scems cloar that through all their
orrors the alm of these mesoclations of
laboring men Is high, and thelr influence In
a time of serlous labor disturbances s stead-
Hy exerted In favor of ordor and agalost vio-
lenoce, Tho lodlvidual pride In the good name
of tho wholoorder, and a growlng senso of re-
sponsiLility by each membor of It, must tend
more and wore to fnercase this teodeney,

deseription same to have a protiy prev
cise meaning, but bere In the United Blates
it ls a word unkmown to the law. Thers, so-
eording to the dsfinition of Dr. Jomwmon, “ It
s used of any man, however high;™ but It
was applied more strictly to one who, with-
out nny title, bore & coat of arma, or whose
ancestors had been freemen. If an Eoglish-
man waa described In & Grand Jury list, for
Instance, a8 & * gontleman,” the Inference
would be that he was a person of birth, ao-
cording to arlstosratls notions of gentility.

Here In this republie, howaver, there Is no
such thing as soclal statlon, and therofore
wo are at a loss to understand why thosa slx
mombera of the Grand Jury are dealgnated
as "“igontlemen” In contradistinction from the
reat. They surely are not so desoribed almply
becaus ) they are not In any particular busl-
ness, for nelther here nor In any aristooratio
country does absonoce of oocupation make
man m gentieman, elso loafers gonorally
would be entitied to ba enlled gentlemen,

In fact, s man might as properly be de-
scribed In a Grand Jury list as a " dudes" or a
“mnsher” naa " gentleman,”and the deslgna-
tion would bo more preclse and far moro In-
telligible; for, according to our undaerstand-
Ing, every man in this republio who belinves
himaelf likea gentleman s & gentloman, and
we do not embarrass people by exploring
thelr genealogy to find out from whom they
oame, o as to determine thelr title to gen-
tility, But It Is safo to assume that in nlne-
ty-nine cases out of a hundred these “gen-
tlemen” of the Grand Jury eamo from hum-
ble folk, who, In order to botter their condl-
tion, immigrated to the laud of freedom,
where arlstocratio traditions and distinotlons
were unknown, and where sverybody, of any
oalling o long as it was honest, could earn
the right to be called a gentleman,

A Bimple Reason.

Mr. Georar WiLniaM CURTIS, a gontle-
man who was of vory great assistanoce In the
election of President CLuvELAND, explained
in two sentences of hls specch to the Civil
Bervice Reform Assoelation on Thursday the
whole misunderstanding between Presldent
CLEVELAND and tbe Democratlo party:

"It waa imposaible for him to form & Cabinet of man
devoted to civil sarvice reform. His party did mot af-
ford the material'™

That was the whole of the troubls, and tho
thing to be regretted Is that DIresldent
CLEVELAND eithor did not know It or refused
to conalder It. To make a harmounlous Cabl-
net of such elvll service reformers as Mr.
CLEVELAND desired, he would have been
obliged to seck, awmong the Independents or
Republleans, He could not bhave found them
among Democrats,

Woe fancy, though, that the Pres!dent had
begun to see this even before Mr. CumTis de-
livered his speech.
