orlglnato within It. Mora than twonty-flv- o

por cent, of tho lottors and forty por cent of
tho postal cards doll vorod bycarrlors from
tho froo dcllvory Post OfQcos of tho wholo
country, aro addressed to persons In Now
York city. Ltttlo Connecticut, a bochlvo of
mochanlcal Industry, contributes yearly
to tho Government In postal rovonuo
ono dollar and thlrty-sove- n cents per
capita of hor population. Tho postal
rovonuo from tho Stato of Now York
Is $13.21 por hoad; from Pennsylvania, $9.03 j

from Illinois, $3.55; from Mnssachusolts,
$0.03. Corresponding to this showing of tho
oonnoetlon botwoon buslnoss and tho uso of
the malls, is tho fact that moro than ono-slxt- h

of tho tolograph massages sont by tho
Western Union Company's offices In Now
York olty, aro nddressod to persons within
tho city's limits. This fact alono should bo
ooncluslvo against tho postal telegraph
schomos. Tolography does not bolong to
politics. It belongs only to that class of
buslnoss which requires lmmodlato informa-
tion or immodiato action, and to that con-

dition and habit of social llfo which Is care-
less of tho cost of lnstantauoous communica-
tion with distant rolatlvcs aud friends. Mr.
Edmunds ought to know that in all the
Unltod Statos not 500,030 parsons now uso
tho telograph. How should ovon 5,000,030 of
our 60,000,000 pooplo bo mado to uso It ? It
is absolutely cortalu that If tho telegraph bo
politically established In districts to which
business doos not naturally draw It, tho peo-
plo will not uso It, if their inoasagcs uro sent
for nothing.

In thrco-quarto- of the 51,000 Post Offloea
thero 13 now .no moro need of a telegraph
operator than thero Is of an agont of an ex-

press company. Eighty per cent, of all our
telegraphy Is 6trlctly commercial. And in
what States aro tho commerce ?

Only six per cont. of all our telegraphy Is
social. This lnconsldorablo uso of tho wires
for communication between rolatlvcs and
frlonds docs not indicato that thoro aro
crowds around throe-quaitc- of the Post
Offices in tho United Statos languishing for
cheap telegraphy.

Thoro Is moro tolegraphlng out of tho city
of Chicago than in tho entiro Dominion of
Canada. Has Virginia tho conditions of Chi-

cago? Havo South Carolina, or Louisiana,
or Texas thoso conditions ?

Bovonty-dv- o por cent, of all the Wostorn
Union Company's buslnoss comes from tho
stock, grain, and oil oxchangos, banks, bank-
ers, brokers, commercial doalors, and manu-
facturers of Boston, Now York, Philadel-
phia, Baltimore, Cincinnati, .Chicago, St.
Louis, and tho other groat trado coutros. Is
It not manifest that tho tolegraph not only
could not iivo in puroly agricultural Statos,
but that It would not bo used thoro ?

Two-fifth- s of tho Wostorn Union offices do
not do business onough to pay their ex-

penses. Tho losses on theso havo to bo mado
up by tho moro Important offices. This
single fact should kuock tho bottom out of
evory Government telograph scliomo. If
thero Is so Uttlo domand for telographlo
facilities around two-filth- s of all the Wostorn
Union Company's stations, that It does not
pay to koep thorn open, what would be tho
fato of at least 33,000 of tho proposed 51,000
postal telograph offices? Their operators,
through Idleness and evil associations, would
becomo blackguards; tho instruments would
spoil from disuse and want of care ; batteries
and wlros would rust out, and tho wholo sys-
tem become a national nulsanco through tho
nocosslty of annual deficiency appropriations.

It Is not tho people who ask for greater and
cheapor telegraph faclllttos thau they now
enjoy. Thoy could not bo made to uso them
If they woro furnished. It Is only candidates
for tho Prosldonoy and for rce'lootlon to the
United Statos Sonate who aro prosslng this
pernicious legislation. Wo trust that a
Dcmocratlo majority will smother It.

Rlvnls in the Allulon Field.
Mr. Vrxrer, an Araorlcan missionary In

Japan, calls for holp to advanco the cause of
Protestant missions, and It posslblo avert" tho new peill In Japan," by which ho means
tho strong moveraont In favor of accepting
tho ltoinan Catholic faith. His appeal Is only
ono Incident In tho world-wld- o rivalry

tho propagandists of tho Protestant
Churches and thoso of tho Church of Homo.
Tho Protestant missionary finds fow scenes
of labor where tho lloraan Catholio brothor-hood- s

aro not contesting tho ground with
him; and In somo great mission fields, as In
China and Annam, ho of tho Romish Church
counts his hundreds of converts where tho
Protestant prosolytos ore numborcd by tons.

When Stanley opoued tho Congo to tho
Pool that bears his name the missionaries of
tho rival faiths almost raced up the river In
tholr hasto to plant their stations on theupper Congo. This enorgotlo and sometimes
bitter rivalry is a source of great perploxlty
to tho untutored savago mind. When tho
French Jesuit Fathers a few years ago ap-
plied to King Kiuma of Bcchuanaland for
permission to 60ttle In his country, whoro
the ProtestanU were alroady strongly

the rival missionaries presented
tho claims of their respoctivo faiths to tho
King and his leading uwu. After thoy had

ooaelafed, ths Wag's "brother spoke the
general safitimsat: "Ton men seem tome
to males two religions out ot on religion,
and I do not understand It at all." Thero aro
many thousands who share his perploxlty,
and who are puzzling tholr poor minds to-

day oror tho unaccountable foot that mon
who point out to them tho satno moans of
salvation are not friends and brethren.

MtKSA, the koon minded ruler of Waganda,
was greatly entertained by the rollglous dlf-- f
orcnoes of tho Catholio and Protestant mis-

sionaries who settled In his ohlof town a tow
years ago. Until ho wearied ot tho pastime,
nothing delighted him moro than to sot them
by tho cars and listen to tholr disputations.
The Churoh of England missionaries first
had access to him, and thoy almost hoped to
mako htm tholr convert. After hoarlng both
sldos, howevor, tho royal savago deolded to
embrace Mohammedanism. " I don't know
whloh ot you to bollovo," ho said to thorn.
" I want no moro of your teachings, and I
have no use for you unloss you can mako
guns and powder and porcusslon caps as
plentiful as gross In Uganda."

Exporlonco Is teaching many mission-

aries that tholr own work thrives
best whon thoy waste no energy throw-
ing obstacles In tho way of laborors of
another creed. Tho Catholics complained
that tho Protestants of the Victoria Ny-an-

Mission tried to oxcludo them from
tho Hold. For somo years, howevor, mutual
norlis havo made thorn almost ono In fooling
and effort. In tho dark days of October last,
whon tho Churoh ot England missionaries
were dented acooss to tho King, the Catholio
fathors ploadod with all tho earnestness thoy
could command that ho would spare tho llfo
of tho Protestant Bishop IlANNrNOTON. Mr.
Hore gavo the Froncu pr!o3ts who camo to
Lako Tanganyika a kind welcome, and has
thrown no Impediments In tholr way.

In tho six years past that havo witnessed
such romarkablo dovelopmont of Protestant
missions In Africa tho Church of Homo has
boon equally nctlvo. Sho has sont to tho lako
regions nlono about fifty Fronch and Italian
priests, and, according to Archbishop

It has cost the Churoh $0,000 for
ovory 'missionary sho has established thero.
Considerably In advnnco of tho Protestant
outposts In Bouth Africa, tho Jesuit Fathors
aro moving northward and spreading over
tho valloy ot tho Zambesi. It took such zoal-ou- s

men as tho Brothers of tho Algorlan mis-

sion to attompt to carry tho Gospol to Tlm-buc'o-

ono of tho hotbeds ot Mohammedan
fanaticism. As was to bo oxpectod, tho
three zealots who ongagod In this dangerous
servioo paid for tholr tomcrlty with tholr
lives. Tholr sad story simply illustrates tho
fact that tho hurablo missionaries of Rome,
llko many of tholr Protostant brothron, aro
willing to do and daro ovorythlng to preach
tho Cross In all parts of tho world.

It Is tho theory of all Catholio missionary
work that rollglous Instruction avails ltttlo
for tho Improvoraont of tho savage, unloss It
Is nccompanled by tho teaching of somo form
of practical Industry, by vihlch ho may grad-
ually bo trained to the sottlod habits of civil-
ized llfo. Upon that lino Christian missions,
of whatever creed, aro now making their
greatest progress. Such missionaries aro
carrying on a work of practical utility as
well as of religious propagandlsm ; and what-
ever bo their creed, their la-

bors cau accomplish results of which nolthor
humanity nor Christianity need bo abhamod.

Miller and Ilustcd.

It Is plain that ho is
about to tako a (light that will ecllpso that
wonderful nchlovoment of 1879 and 1880,

swooped down upon tho Democratic county
of Rockland and twlco carried to Albany
Us seat In tho Assombly. Though somo
of his enemies charged him with

Uo
was Spcakor whllo Milled was a member,
and ho has boon a leader In tho
Legislature for ten years since Miller
loft. Miller Is solid and rather hoavy.
Husted Is airy and very lively. It tho Bald
Eaglo Is really after Miller's chair at Wash-
ington It will becomo tho latter to watch
him closely. Let him remember tho fato ot
Nelson of Rockland In November, 1878. Lot
him bo warned by the overthrow of EnwiN
in tho contest for tho Speakership this vory
session.

In building up the town whero ho lives, tho
region whoroln tils papor circulates, and tho
spirit of manly good faith with which tho
reconstructed States have wrought out of
disaster a wonderful prosperity.

In the midst of tho sontlmontol enthusiasm
oxcltod by Jeffxrson Davis's visit to At-

lanta Mr. Grady made a speech In whloh he
utterod an extraordinary hyperbole "This
Is tho most glorious Easter week," ho Is re-

ported as saying, " elnoo the rosurrootlon ot
Jesus Christ."

A great doal may bo overlooked or forgiven
In tho rhotorlo ot a man speaking at such a
storm oontro of emotion. It would bo unfair
to hold him strictly to account tor any viola-
tion of good taste or of historical accuraoy.
Nevertheless, wo believe that Mr. Grady
will admit that he wont too far.

If It Is pardonable to draw a comparison be-
tween tho Easter wook ot the Saviour's
rosurroctlon and any corresponding period
In modern secular history, tho most glorious
Eastor woek for tho United States of Amer-
ica was tweuty-turc- o ycais atjo, TUo Horth

wm fa tears am tho martyred Ldtoolw,
and the Bouth was In the bitter humiliation
ot rooent defeat. But that was tho time
when the new Booth, ths froo Bouth, had 1U
birth, and peace came to a rounltod country.

What Of It t
Mugwump journals aro good enough from

tlmo to time to express their approval, In a
general way, ot Mr. Olktkland'b Adminis-

tration. Ho has made a number ot mistakes
from tholr point of view, but with all his
faults they love him still, and they toll him
so with an appearance ot Importance and
majestic condescension that would soften tho
hoartof a balky horse.
