Thoro aio rnysberlca of tho uca which fasci-
nate, and thoro are mrstorles which appal. On
cannot rend the record of ships which bay
ailed forth from the great ports of the world to

bo heard of novor again without feollng amighty awe croon upon him.
" I had been ill of feor at Valparaiso for set-er- al

weoks."sald a seaman namod Wllllnm
Bondwell. "and about tho time I was fit for
duly n Hohton bark which had been above tho
equator and was now homeward bound callod
la fur somo slight repnlrs. and was
a man short Bbo was a snug craft,
well offlcored and found, and aftor a
few days wo wero booming down the raclllo on
our way to Capo Horn. Wo wero running the
Capo pretty well down to a point, when we ono
dny full In with an English whaler a brig from
Portsmouth. I bollovo. Hhe was three-quarte-

full of oil, and wns working down to tho south
to catch a few mnro whales before heaving the
brickwork overboard nnd squnrlng away for
tho Lngltsb Ohnntiot, Tho wny I came to know
thoso things and n good mnny othora was

wo overhauled hor ono morning about 10
o'clock, and just at that tlmo the wind died
nwayandtho two crafts wero becalmed until
about sundown.

"Somo of our men wore permlttod to visit
tho Hon Holt, nnd somo of hor mon came ovnr
to chat with us. They wero a hardy, jolly sot of
fallows, nnd wero maUnga successful vorago
of it I don't know as tho Captains had any un-
derstanding about it. but as wo wore both
bound tho sumo wny, wo kept company as tho
broozo came out of tho northeast. Tho bark
was a bettor sailor than tho brig, and we wero
alsohomonnrd bound; but, much to our sur-
prise, our Captain did not crack on and leavo
tho Englishman astern. On tho contrary, bo
kept us under reduced sail to allow the brig to
lie on our starboard quarter almost within
hailing dlstnuce. And when night shut down
what did tho old man do but glvo nrdersth.it a
lantern bo hung over tho stern, nnd tho brig
dropped Into our waUo as if Wo bad her tow-rop- o

aboard. Wo of tho fo'cistlo couldn't mako
out what thoso things meant, but finally agroed
that thero was some understanding botwoon
tho Captains. Thoro was a stllllsli broozo
through tho night, nnd whan morning camo
the Hen Holt wns not over a mllo astorn. Bho
tdiowotl her colors and tho compliment was re-

turned, I am satisfied tbut wo could bavo run
her hull down In two hours, but we mndo nn
nioi o sail than w o had cnrrlod through tho night.

"Tho bieo7o began to dlo out toward noon,
but it wns 4 o'clock in tho afternoon before it
h'ft us entirely. Then the brig was a full mllo
away, and dead astern. The weather was

hot. and porhap.s that was tho reason
why null her Captain lowered a boat for another
'tarn.' It wan tivlilout from tho looks of thn
sky and tho run of thn sea that wo need expoct
no change of weather beforo sunrise next
morning. Just nt dusk n lighted lantern

on tbo bow of tho brig, and ono was sus-
pended over our stern in answer. I wns at th"
wheel, thoiijh we hud lost steorago way. and
tho Captain stood near mo nnd surioved tho
brig for along tlmo thro' his glass. As ho shut
the glass and turned away ho shook his head
and muttered undor his bienlh, but I could not
catch any of tho words. It was as quiet a night
as a sailor ever saw at sea. There was a long,
glassy run to tho ground swell, and, as we roo
and fell to it, there was tbo creakingnnd cheep-
ing and groaning from hull and aloft, which
always gives a sailor a lit of tho blues. Ono of
tho last tilings I saw beforo my watch turned
in whs tho lantern on the lhn Holt rising nnd
falling as regularlv as clock work. As I turnoil
out at daylight nelthur laun-r- nor thn slight-
est sign of tho brig could bo seen.

I long ago gave
up Irving to satisfactorily solve tho case."

There mny bo found nt somo of tho Iako
ports In enso she was not knocked to
pieces Inst winter for II ro wood, nn old barge
which was formerly a sldc-who- ol steamor ply-
ing tho bluo waters and known as a favorite
passongorntenmor. Sho wns at the yonlth of
her popularity In 1870. In Juno of Hint year,
on her third or fourth trip, tlioro wasdevalopod
n mystery which was thoboglnnlncof hor ruin.
Thn particulars have saveral times boon re-

fer rod to by the press, but what Is nb )Ut to be
rotated hero comes dlroot from her thon Cap-

tain, who should above all others bo well post-

ed In all tho details.
Tho steamer left ono of hor terminal ports

about 10 o'clock at night. On this pirtlculnr
night to which wo refer she bad about thirty
passengers, most of whom h.il rallied to their
berths beforo sho loft port, bbe was only about

"I hnd nut been In bod ten minutes whon
that same cold hand clutched my throat. You
smile, but ou must remember how I was situ-
ated. I was the Captain ot tho boat, and It wns
my duty to Investigate tho ntTalr. Lot tho re-
port get out that thero was something wrong
with No. 14. and the business of tbo boat would
be ruined In a tew weeks. You must roason
that I would not permit my Imagination to get
the better of icy common sonse. I toll you,
sir. a bnnd not only clutched my throat but
left marks there which were visible two days
afterward. I got up and searched over every
square foot of floor, celling, and 8ldo, and I
pulled all the clothes oft the bod, and examined
every crack and crevice, but I was no wlsor for
It. I finally dressed mtself and went out.
Even when free from the dutch of the Invisible
baud. I could feol that a strange something
was near me." Wbon we got Into port I rolnted my story to
one of the owners of the boat, llo laughed at
me. as you may suppose, but when we went out
on the next trip be occupied No. 14. He re-
mained In the stateroom until 11 o'clock. When
hn came out his face waswbltor than snow.
What he saw or heard or felt ho did not tell me.
but bis orders were to remove everything from
the room nnd look It up. How the matter
leaked out I do not know, but In a short time
our deck hands were seeing spooks behind
every bale And package, and the queor pro-
ceedings In No. 14. a great deal exaggerated,
were published In two or three papers. When
we denied tbo story we wore asked why the
stateroom was kept closed. Boforo the 1st of
August, strange as It may seem to you, our
passenger business was ruined, and It was
hard work to get a crow to mako tho trip. I
had individuals com to mo and offer
as high as S100 fortho privilege of occupying
No. 14 over night, but ot course It was my pol-
icy to ridicule the wbolo story, and make nut
that thoro wns nothing in It. If people did not
desert us on m'count of the stateroom, tho
reputation of the boat was utidor a cloud.
Thoro wero plenty to alllrm that It was a sign
of Impending dlsistor. and that tbo mysteri-
ous proceedings should be taken as u warning.
We out down rates, Insorted big advertlso-mont- s,

and Inugbed at the stories; but aftor
the 1st of August we did not averago three pas-
sengers to a trip, and we were continually
Hhort-hnnle- d for men. Tho matter was no
doubt kept alive nnd enlarged upon by u rival
line, but along In October what had so often
been predicted by weak-braine- d poopln
actually camo to pass. vVo came Into collision
with n schooner one night and went down in
forty-ilv- o feet of water, losing flvo lives. After
a year or two the steamer was raised, her en-
glnos removod. and sho wns made a lumber
bargo nnd renamed. Hhe had no furthor mis-
fortune ns I ovnr heard of, hut she had a bad
reputation, and never made a dollar for herowner, bho was. the last I heard ot her, rot-
ting nway In ordlnnry. whllo other barges hud
all the charters they could tuko caro of." What do I think of the queer proceedings In
No. 11 1 I have novor boon able to fathom them
to my own satisfaction. Call them what you
will, and place tho causes ns you may, they
ruined the boat nnd brought my employers
great loss."

Tker Were All ltendr far Ike Ilrn(e.
"I'vo knocked about a bit In my time,"

said Charles Killer, a whlto-heado- d old Jnck
Tar, who leaned heavily on n crutch, "nnd I'vo
soon somo things on Innd nnd toa which wore
too deop for my grappling-irons- . I went out
to Australia In the slxtlos as a foremast hand
on n Ilrltlsh ship. I shipped for the voyaco,
butbad food und worse treatment so dlgustod
mo that when we arrivod at Molbourne 1 took
French leave, and for that matter tho bulk of
thecrowwus ahoad of me. After making two
or throo coast voyages I brought up at Sydney
and engaged for a trading vnyago to tho North-
west, after sandalwood, splcos, and tho likes of
that. I shipped on a Ainall schnonor called thu
Sparrow, tho muster of which was an Ihigllsh-ma- n

named Uuvldson. Thuro wero seven of us
nil told, and wo wero loaded with a trading car-
go, We had nxos, hoes, hatchets, shovels,
nails, wire, cloths, trinkets, whlskoy, shoes,
muskets, powder and shot, clothing, and al-
most ovorythlng elso you can think of. Wo
had two cannon mounts 1 on deck, with u sup-
ply of small arms, and the captain mndo no se-
cret of tho fact that wo might have iimi for
them. You see. we were to round Cape York,
which I calculate is tho north point of Austra-
lia, uud thero bonr up for llornoo. While tho
waters In that direction are a part of the In-
dian Ocean, you hoar of the Java Sea. tho Han-d- a

Ken, the Arafura Hen. and several other sous,
and thero aro enough straits, islands, nmi
channels to turn the head of the average cap-
tain. Tho Venture, ns I understood it, belonged
to parties In Kidney, though I think the Cup-tai- n

hnd a small llniincial interest
"Wo had the mixture of good and bad luck

to be looked for on the vorage, and llnnlly
rounded tho cape. When we hud been three
dais houdod to the northwest via spoke a
Frenchman, who gave us u tip. llohndcomo
down from thu Spices, and on two or three oc-
casions bud been dogged by piratical native
crafls, which hnd hesitated to attack him on
account of his sis, He had four cannon and a
big crow, and on one occasion had been com-
pelled to broadsldo a chan who ovldently In-

tended to lay him aboard. He wnrned our Cap-
tain to keep his et open day and night, mid
called out his good-b- y In a way to plainly
show that bo expected lie bad heard the Inst of
us, Whllo his news had no effoot nn our voy-
age, we went at It and put things lu shape to
mnko a light If attacked,

"As vve bore un wo passed betweon the
Timor I.nnt nnd tho Aroo Islands and mads
the llnnda Sua, and then nnvigitlnn becumo
mors dinicult. That sea Is dotted with islands
and reefs, and we hud plenty to do to keep
clear of thorn. We sighted a few sail, but got
no alarm until well Into Hnndu wntora. Then,
ono afternoon, wo uiudeout a atrnnge-lookln- g
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craft to the north of us which. had evidently
come ont from somo port or bar along the
chain ot Islands between as and tho New
Guinea coast Though the had the wind with
her she was In no hurry to close in, Th Cap-
tain suspected her from the first, and there
wasn't a man of us who did not glvo his prom-
ise to go down with the schooner rather than
let her tall Into the hnnds ot the plrnto. Hhe
came down on a diagonal course to out us off.
and at sundown, when the Captain went aloft
with his glass for n look At her, sho wns so near
that he could mako out enough to bring him
down with face as white ns a now Dying-Ji-

"'It' no uso to deceive ourselves.' he said
ns we gathered around him. 'Tho follow
means mischief. While be has no ennnon. ho
has men enough to eat us up In case ho can
put thorn aboard.'
."As for getting away from him, we had seen

that he could easily outsail us, and, too, the
wind was rapidly dying out In halt an hour
morowe wero lying becalmnd, and ns night
camo down the fellow was within a mile and a
half of us. Kvrry ono ot us know onoueh
about thoso native crafts to know that this
chap could bo worked down to us by moans
of oars or swoops, nnd thero was no
doubt that be would rome. Wo got tho
big guns ovor on tho starboard side,
placed the muskets nnd cutlassos handy, nnd
tho cook wns ordered to koopnhot fire In tho
cnlloynnd give us all tho hot water possible.
Wo know that most ot tho plrnton would bo
barotnotod. and no bunted up alt tho old bot-
tles aboard, and took nil the glassware from
tho pantry, and broke tbo articles on deck. Tho
broken glass would Inflict savneo wounds on
their bare feet You seo wo did not mean to bo
taken without having done our host nnd it wns
understood among us that, sooner than have
bunds laid on us. we'd go overboard to tho
sharks. Capture would mean death, anyhow.

"Well, when we'd done nil wo could In tho
wny of preparation. And whon ench man thor-
oughly understood what wns oxpectod of him
ns tho Attack b"gun. wo bad nothing to do but
wait Ho could sweep down to us In tho course
of nn hour, but, much to our surprise, ho did
notnppenr when tbo hour wns up. Thu Cap-
tain's night glass had been brokon by accident,
nnd wo bad no means ot knowing what tho fel-
low was about. The night was not over dark,
and wo counted nn having htm In sight forf ur
or flvo minutes beforo he could lay us aboard,
A second hour draggod away, and still no sign.
Then a third went, nnd the men began to bo
nervous. The male suggested to thn Captnin
that wo provision tho vnwl and abandon tho
vessel: and If tho Idea hnd been backed by tho
crew I think It would have beon carried out.
Y'ou see. tho waiting had upset tbo mate,
though ho was a brave man. I think the Cap-
tain was n bit rnttlod, hut ho had made up his
mlud to save Ills schooner or go down with hor.

"A third hour passed, thon a fourth, and
then wo began to bollovo thut wo bad beon
fooled. "Tho strnngor was a native trailer, who
mennt us no harm, nnd tho crowd of people on
his decks might bo Islanders who were being
transferred from one Island to another. Tho
Captain ncknovvlmlgad that he had been too
quick In his conclusions, nnd as midnight cumn
tho off watch turned In with ninny a joko on
the wny wo had boon fooled, I was on wntch
when daylight came. Naturally onougli, wo
had an ova out for the trador, and ns tbo
gruy mists lit toil wo got n bUi prise.
In tho qunrtor whom wo hnd seen hi m
tho previous night, but not moro than a
mile nway, thero was a groat heap of wreck
stuff on tho smooth BUrfaco of tho sea. but no
trader. The Captain was soon on deck with ills
glass, and when be had taken a look nt tho
wreckage ho announced It to bo the remains of
tho trader. A boat was lowered, and two of us
pulled thn mate to th spot. There wero spars,
planks, timbers, cordage, furniture, nnd other
article mixed up In a helter-skelte- r wuv. It
might bo compared to a houso whkb had boon
blown down by a hurrlcnno. Among tbo wreck-ng- o

we found dead bodies, tbougli tho sharks
took them liefore wn had mado a close Inspec-
tion. The bull of tho crnft was not thoro, but
thorn wnro mnny bottom planks, a portion of
the rudder, and all hor sails and cordage.

"You vv ill nsk What hnd happened? hut I can-
not answer you with any satisfaction. 'Hie
trader or plrato bad been wreckoil, but not on
tbo rocks nor by wind or explosion. Wo hnd
heard no nolso from her during the night,
l'lanks nnd beams wero brokon and chattered
In astrnngo way, nnd nnno of us bad the same
theory about It. What do I tlilnk? Well, sir, I
bollovo that the fellow was n pirate, and that ho
was working down to us whenn wbnlo roso un-
der lilm. Tils craft was a light ono. and tho
blow wns enough to completely wreik It. If
jou bavo any hotter thuuiy I shall bogludto
accept It."

Only an Idiot on llourd.
"I hnd boon up tho Rio do In Plata Inn

British brig." said Cbarlos Williamson, "and
ns wo came back to Montovidon to finish our
loading wo had to mako considerable repairs
nbovo the wnter lino. Thore woro ten or twolvo
of us nil told whon we hauled out and were
about ready to trip anchor for homo, and of all
the hard cases I ever saw put aboard a ship
this crow capped tho climax. Tho Captain und
myself wore the only two left of the crew which
hud come out from LIvorpool. Some of the
mon had died, soma skipped out and we
had picked up negroes. Lascars. Americans,
Englishmen, and Swedes, just as wo happened
to find thorn, until wo bad a sprinkling of every-
thing under the sun. Wo had hauled out Into
tho harbor to sober up the crow and finish the
repairs, when tho Captnin was taken suddonly
ill. This was dlroctly after dinner, nnd he was
rowed off to tho town to consult a doctor. Tho
proper thing, as it seemed to me, would have
been to send and bring n medical man aboard,
but things took place ns I told you,

" Tho old man wns no sooner olenr of tho brig
than the d men broko loose from all
restraint Tho mate was seized nnd secured in
his stato room, and tho mutineers, for such
they had now become, cnrrlod things with a
high hand. They rummngod the cabin and the
stores, drank thotnsolvos into n frenzy, and, ns
night camo on, thoy hoisted out the long boat,
filled her with plunder, and nil deserted tho
brig together. I had not joined with tbom. and,
but for my hnving found a safo hiding place,
they would have either done for mo, or forced
mo to go along in tho boat. As soon as thoy
wore wall nway no took the dingy, which had
returned after leaving tbo Captain on shore,
nud rowed In to Inform tho old man of what bad
happonud. As thu cook want witli tho mu-
tineers, not a soul was left aboard
of tbo Clarence. It seemed tbat the Captain
was taken much worse after gutting ashore,
and when wo found him, which was only after
a couplo of hours, 1m had a high fever end was
out of his head. Tho doctor said he was In
for it for half a month at least, nnd so Mr.

that wus tho name of tbo mate and
nnself started back to the brig. We bad not
yet rouchod our bout, when a sudden and vio-
lent storm arose, nnd It continued during tho
entire night vvith such fury thnt It wus idle ro
think of leaving the wharf. During that storm
a ship In the harbor was dlsmnntuit, a schooner
draggod her anchor and crashed into a brig,
and thousands of dollais' damage was done to
shipping. Wo woro out nt d ij'light to look for
tho CInroneo. butslio was nowhere to bo seen.
Tho crow of the dismasted ship reported hav-
ing soon the brig drive out to son with thogulo,
and there could bo no doubt of her los".

but the hull iipteured perfectly sound.
When wo had nppmichod her within a quarter

It was my luck to bo sent along, ami to
bo allowed on board with the mate. I hnd no
boouor pnssod over the lull thnu I
rucognlod the hu'k ns that of the
lost brig Clarence. The bulwnrks wero
stoveu In places, but not 150 damage
bad been done to thn hull., Sue was dismasted,
us I bavo Hiild, but sho hadn't n quint of water
In her hold, ami her cargo had not been dis-
turbed or dainaue.1. That was strungo onougli.
considering how far sho hud drifted nnd tl.o
storms sho had uncounturud. but there was
something stranger still. In tho cabin wo
found a man in hidlng- -a whllo inun nnd n
sailor. about 10 jours of age. Wn hud to drug
him out byinalu force, but wo could not gut a
word out of him, He shrank from us us If ter-
ribly frightened, nud wo had to drop him Into
the bout neck and heels.

"The weather being plonsant. with a pros-
pect ol Its holding so. our Captain decided to
plak up the dor uud tuko her to tho islands.
Her steering gear was in guod older, und Iusldn
of thirty hours wo had her securely unehorod
In n sheltered bay In the talk lands, and two of
us wero loft aboard as sliipkoepnrs, Tho
strnngor wo hnd found aboaiil w.n. tukun along
with the snip, but on the third day, not having
yot spoken nor mndo a sign In answer to a
question, ho Hung blmsolf overboard and was
drowned. I am Jtitt ns certain ho waanot
aboard of the brig w lion tho mate and I left her
as I am that I live. We hnd no such man
among the crow, nor could ho huvo coinooff to
the brig aftor we left without being seen.

In those " days of old, and days of gold."
noddy A Andrews (Tom Andrews, n mnn well
known to all tho e l'nclllo const sports)
owned Immensely rich diggings nt Forest City.
Hlerrn county. Thoy Iruquontly cleaned up
from 20,uou to fio.two nt ono tlmo. When a
clean up was mndo one of the partners would
take tho dust to han Francisco to the Mint.

In making these trips thoy gcnarnlly took
turns. It wns beforo the days of thn railroads
