John Kolly was the alllost chlld of Hugh
Kelly, & coures Tyrone man of prominones,
who cams to Amerlea for his politieal aplnions’
ko a fow yoars befors John was born. Hugh
Eelly wns a man of more than ordinary ability,
snd stood high In the catenm of all who knew
him. Hin wife, John's mother, was Barah Don-
pelly, & native of Farmanagh, anid a womano of
Mrong character. The couple settled in this
sity upon their arrival io America and opened
pesmall gensral store In IHoester sireet, near
Mott, Tho lower story of the humblo briock
¢ bullding was the shop. and tho upper part was
tha Kelly residence. There on the R1st of
April, 1831, was born to the young eouple thelr
feat child. Thoy eallad bim John. Five other
shildren wore born to Hugh and Sarah Kelly,
of whom only one, Mra. Thomas of Maxleo,
