Tho first Ameriean girl to bo married In
the White House to a President of tho United
Btatea wns made Mra. GROVER CLEVELAND
Inst - evoning, and her bappy husband
whisked her away from tho capital for abrlef
honeymoon in the mountains, June roses
perfumed tho very winds around the White
Houso, and 1ta statoly rooms were made into
magnificont gardens in honor of the bride.
Queen Viororia sent congratulntions, and
perhaps a lot of other uninvited monarchs
did (although the State Department won't
tell), and so did n considerable fraction of
our own sixty milllous of people. All happl-
noss go with bride nnd groom and abldo with
them!

The ofMalal report of the wedding Is at-
tributed to tho pon of Col. DAN LAMONT.
It breathes poetry whon [t tackles a deserip-
tion of tho ladies’ dresses, and In denllng
with tha cercmony Itself It dovelops the
graver charms of shorthand,

Miss Forsom was married with aring, as
weo learn from n correction recelved from
the Colonel after his origlnal report had ar-
rived, and the Prosident's voice was flrm
when he sald “ I do." .

‘ Mrs. Cleveland.

The bride of the Iresident comes near to
the hearta of the peoplo because she [s thor-
oughly American In her heredity, and repre-
sontative of a great type of Amerlcan woman-
hood. Her life, too, has been passed amid
surroundings and under Influonces which are
peculiar to our republiean soclety, and can
be comprehended and appreclated In all
thelr bearings only by her own countrymen,
who do not find It difMicult to pleture to
themsolvea the woman whese character and
disposition have been so moulded,

Like o great a part of those who have
rigsen to honor and wealth In this republie,
Mrs. CLEVELAND I8 desconded from the till-
ers of tho soil—from what I8 known in Eng-
land as the yeomnn class. “T'he ForLsox
family wero among the carllest sottlersin
Massachusetts, and lu time, after the Amorl-
oan habit, {ts differont branches wore dis-
tributed over difforent States, so that at the
beginning of this century hor great-grand-
father came from Vermont to Wyoming
county, in New York, to take advantage of
the fertility of that rich ngricultural region.
Hor grandfather started lfe with a hard
struggle, but ho mastered the difficulties and
earned a handsome competenes for his old
age. Her father passed his youth onthe pa-
ternal farm, which he left to enter Roches-
tor University, where he was graduated in
1859, and preparasd for the study of the law,
whoso proctico ho puresued in Buffalo with
moro than average suceess,

On the matorpal slde also Mrs. CLEVELAND
comes from sturdy farmer stock ; from plous,
Industrious, prudont, and thrifty people,
who helped to make the Goneses Valloy the
garden it s, Hor mother 18 the daughter of
8 family whose namo I8 well koown in
westorn Now York for continuous and sue-
cossful pursult of agriculture nnd for its
deep religlous convictions. Mrs. OLEVELAND
hersell was born [n Buffalo in 1864, while her
father was yet struggling for Lho poaltion he
won at the bar. Her youth was passed in o
bome of modest pratonslons, but of every
comfort, and the greatost cnro was given to
her education. She was tralued to o relig-
fous sense of duty, nnd 1lfe was put before
hor as altogether serlous and demanding
earncst application to work and consclon-
tlous regard fur obligation, After the death
of her father, whoen sho was oloven years
old, she was sont to n high school nt the
village home of her muternol grandmother,
such as thousands of country girls ure to-
day attending, Later she was In a publie
school at Dululo, and from It sho went to
Wells College, or foemnle seminary, from
which sho was graduated ono year ago this
month,

Mrs. CLEVELAND therefore hna passed
through an averngo Amerleon exporlience,
and has come from a domestio atmospheore
which I8 fomiliar to most girls who have
been bred In comfortable circumstances,
sspecially o the country, She has been
sarefully Instructed, and bos been taught by
sxamplo and by precopt that her depend-
ence must be on hersell, and that nothing
worth haviog In life is obtuinable cxcopt Ly
sonsolontious devotion to duty, sell-sacri-
Ao, self-donlal, and humble obedlenco to the
pommands of Gop,

Bho Is thua a simple and represontativo
Amorican woman, to whom the ways of
saobbish socloty are unkoown, nnd who hns
no sympathy with tho falso standsids and
unrepublican digtivetions that are too often
sobup. Thoy aro fur apart from her, and
belong to o lnnd of which she has no under-
standlng nnd o which she would have no
cltizenship,

All hail, thep, to the brido of the White
House, the simple aod true-beartod Amorl-
can girl! May poace anl hoappluess ever
attend her! May her gontle falth In Gop
and man bo rewarded with tho rlehest gifts
and chiolcest blessings life can bestow! That
Is tho prayor of every man and every womnan
in the republic to-day, nnd the Iuvecation
ocomes straight from thelr hearts,

has as palpably been taken from BIMARIR'S
book in the proposition that the Btate shall
buy and operate all the rallways In the
United Kingdom, a plan advocated by a wall-
known rmllway ocontractor, Mr, CHARLES
WaAnING, in a papor whoso main polnta have
beon presonted in tho Tribune, As his viows
ropresent tho avowed wishes of a sirong and
growing political faction, they will com-
mand a good doal of attention,

It is amusing to contrast the equanimity
with which o British financler surveys this
oolosaul operation, with the perturbation ex-
olted by Mr, GuADSTONE'S proposal to appro-
printo $350,000,000 to the dellverance of Ire-
land from somo of her allon landlords.
Elghteen months ago the eapital of the rall-
ways of the United Kingdom amounted to
upward of four billlon dollara. The present
national debt is, aftor crediting the Britlsh
troasury with the market value of Its Buez
Canal sharos, & littlo less than throe and
three-quarters billion dollars. Mr. WARING,
therefors, at a stroke, would moro than
double the natlonal Indebtedness, But the
Inoremeont, o he would rejoin, I8 morely
pominal, slnce tho net anoual revenue from
the property nequired would more than cover
tho additional interest charge for consols,
That would depend on tho efficlency and
eponomy with which the rallwaya wero man-
aged. If tho masses of the British people,
who under the new Franchlse act and Seats
act will becomo more and more absolute die-
tatora of loglslation and adminlstration,
should clamor for choap frojrhits and cheap
fares, tho rallways might have tobo operated
at n benvy loas. It Is true that somowhat
logs than hall of the eapltal Invested In Lheso
entorpriges now returns an Interest some-
what higher than the British Government
has to payupon its bonds, But tho other
half returns less, and o fraction of this mole-
ty does not yleld o penny to investors.

It I8 very doubtiul whether, ware all the
rallways now consolldated In private hnnds,
and the present chargos for frelght and
passenger transporiation left unchanged,
thoy could be made to earn a net Income of
three per cent. on the whole sum (nvested,
But tho problem confronting o State rallway
managoment would bo much more perplex-
ing, for the main ground on which the pur-
chase by Government Is advoeated s tho ne-
ceaslty of lessenlng tho burdens Imposed by
cortaln rouds on trafMe and locomotion, The
rallways whose charges It 18 doemed most
essentinl to cut down, are preclsely those
which now manage to pay a fair rate of In-
terest upon thelr debts, or a reasonable divi-
dend. In the flerce and ublquitous ecom-
petition which governs rallway management
under the present Industrinl srrangements In
Great DBritalp, the solvent corporations
would have voluntarlly lowered thelr rates
long ago If they supposed that the lucrenso
of business would bring a counterpolsing
gain, Someof these successful roads may,
a8 wo havo gald, be forced at presont to earn
arelatively high Interest upon thelr doben-
tures, and if the Government should buy only
romds of this sort, It could undoubledly
diminish the charges ton point where the
earnings would just meet Lhe normal lnterest
on congols. But that ls not at all Mr. WaR-
ma's proposition. He would have the State
buy all tho rallwnys, Insolvent ns well ns
solvent, and he furnishes no proof that the
lean kine would not devour the fut, He hus
not even demonst rated that with the present
charges unreduced tho aggrogate enrnlngs
of the whole rallway system would sufMee to
pay threo per coent.on four billion dollars,
the nssumed collective price.

It may scom but a short and logleal step
for o State which has alrendy bought up the
telegraphs Lo go on and absorb tho mﬂwnys.
But whether the next step Is advisable is
simply, a8 the British taxpayer would in the
end Hund out, a question of pounds, shillings,
and pence, No State has ever yet bought
the property of privato corporations without
paying too much for it, and no Governmont,
oven of the paternal order, has ever opoer-
atod railwnys on an extensive seale with suc-
cnag, In Bugland, which s fast becomlog a
thorough domoerncy, the preasure on the
administration of tho hour to how down
freighta and fares below the interost-paying
Imit would prove in practice irreslstible.

Not Much Hope for Prohibition There.

It thero Ia any Stale in tho Unlon where
the strict enforcemont of a prokibltory law
ought to ba possible, If an attempt Is made
in good folth to enforco it, that State s
Ruodo Islund, Publle sentiment there s
strougly iu favor of pruhibltldn. and the
geographleal conditions are sueh that about
throe sharp-eyed constables standlog on a
Ligh polot of Innd, eny nt Watchemokot,
Mount Misery, and Tommony Hill, ought to
bo able to spy out nearly all the rum doviliry
that is going on In Rbode Island,

The new constitutional amendment pro-
hibiting the sale of liquor goea Into effect on
Jhe first day of July, Tho Leglslature has
hurrledly pnssod o law deslgned to glve
effeet to the amoendment. This law fixes the
penaltios for selling or manufaeturlng Hoguor
—320 Aue and ten days' oprisoument for the
Nrst convietion of selling, up to $200 (ine and
four months’ uprisonmwent for' a second con-
vietion of manufucturlog—nad it provides
for o new constabulnry, with o Chief eleeted
by the Legisinture and drawing a salary of
$3,000 & year,

Do the Rhode Island Republionn hosses in-
tend to make any honest endenvor to enforeo
the law and give tho saystem o foir trial 7 It
looka doulittul.  The Republican Leglslature
lins already elected as Chtel Constalble onn
Cuannes R Brayroyn.

The unexpectod performance of Tar SuN's
tug thoe othor nlght is attractlng unlversal
attontion and winnlng general pralse, The
tug desorves all of the kind things that our
estoomed contempornrles spy about it, It is
a livoly vessel, and its achievements are in
tho service of the Amerlenn publie.

When the Willlam E. Chandler attempted
to run away from Tue SUN's tug, with cer-
taln friends of Mr, CLEVELAXD on board and
tholr baggage, the tug exhibited o gpecd and
a perfection of nautical management which
nstonished the ofllcers of the revenue mn-
rine.

In this famous chase, 1L will bo observad, It
wns the rovenue cutter and not THE Sus's
tug that wns playlog the part of tho smuog-
glor, The tug had a perfect right to be where
sheo was, and to do all that she dld, Our
noble steamboat {8 no law breaker, The reve-
nue euttor was not on a lawlul errand, nor
had sho any logltimate oxeuso for pulting
out her lights to the jeopardy of property
oand life In New York harbor,

While Tar SUN's tug Is at present enjoy-
Ing o largo share of publie atiention, we
think it only proper to remark that another
invaluable coliaborator, TiE Sus's oflles cut,
is atill at the post of duly, na healtly, ns
hnppy, and as diserlinlnnting ns ever,

The
averngo Domooratio loader will tell you that he
eannot; but the average Democrat Ianot al-
waya sagaclous and foresighted.

Mr. Cloveland. in the firat place, has a firm
grlp on the party machinery in Now York Stata,
Mr. Manning Is stlll his loyal and unwavering
supporter. The County Domoeracy orzaniza-
tion in New York oity. headod by Edward
Ooopor and Hupors O. Thompson, has yot con-
trol of tho Custom House by mrace of Mr,
Oloveland, and. in spita of growls and protests
hore and thers, will glve Cloveland a solld vote
whon he nesds [t, as against Gov. Hill or any
otherman. This erganization was opposed to
Hil'a nomination last fall.and the Governor
has aince afliatod more with the Tammany
faction, Thla actlon will not make votes for
Mr. Hill in & Natlonnl Convention.

I doubt, howevor, whothaer Hill will bo a can-
didate ngninst Cleveland two yoenrs hence. Mr.
