pavillon gtanding In tho midst of a bandsome
oluster of tail troos, and in and around this pa-
vilion lounged the flower of Washington jour-
nalism, pomewhnt battersd by Inek of sloen and
amidnlght wrestlo with country telograph op+
esrators, but still exporiencing s livaly Intoreat
In the Chief Exocutive and his whereabouts,
“How oould thess gontlemon huava renched
here?" waa the query, perhaps, of the happy
bridegroom, na he turnod to hils Arat breakinst
en famills, and It la n question over which he s
pondering yet.

The offort of tho Prosident nnd his manngors
to sacure for him and Mre, Cloveland a myato-
riouna doparturs from the city last night waroe
po fnr sucoesslul that whon they and their two
attondanta allghted In the deep dust of K
streot, N. E., to tnke tho trnln, the only spec-
tntors, with tho exeaption of Tue Bux, wero
the Immadinte resldenta of that reglon, noue
of whom evinoed the slightest Interestin the
movemant, The Baltimors and Ohlo ofMelals
had carrled out thelr part well in aocord with
the Prealdential desirn, and as the Pittaburgh
exprass pulled Into the depot mt 8:45 I’ M.,
an ongine and threse ears followlom It
from Daltimore ran out on the other arm
of the Y., and, following the metropolitan
branch as far as K strast. eame to a stand-
stlll.
