Thero are defects In the best system of ad-
miniatering the affalra of human soclety, and
wo foar that even when the millennlum Is
renchied, some Imperfections of this sort may
etill appear In the constitutions of thos  more
eloevated and bllssful forms of polities,

Dut this function of the Senate In our
country Is one of the feundatious of our
constitutional aystem, It has been In use as
long as the republic has lasted, and while
now and then there may bo evils resulting
from its application, on the whole It has
worked pretty fairly, and we see no great
reason for belng diseatlsfied with It

But, quite apart from this vlew of the sub-
Joct, the fact that an amendment to the Con-
stitution of the United States ean only be
brought about through a substantial unanim-
ity of publio sentiment, and that such unn-
nlmity cannot be hoped for on such a ques-
tlon, should, wa think, deter any judlclous
statesmon from devoting much timoe or much
effort to any attempt to achleve a change so
difficult, or Indeed so impracticable.

There 8 nothing else about which the
Amerlean people are so conservative as the
Constitution of the Unlted States, and noth-
ing else that they are so unwilling to change.

~ The Canadian Provinces and Ireland.

The home rule discusslon golng on In the
British Parliament supplies an unerring
touchstone of the real foellngs and oplulons
entertalned by English politicians In regard
to the Uniteda S:ates. If dopreclation and
dislike of our people and our polity wore not
inveterate and well nigh universal, the
studlous and stubborn rejection at Lhis crisls
Shibe sxamplés and suggestions offered by
posslble, Even Mr. GLADSTONE, though we
belleve him tobean honest admirer of our In-
stitutlons, found himself compelled to recog-
nize In his selection of models and analogles
the existence of an anti-Amerlcan prejudlce
amounting to positive antipathy. But the
most slgnificant disclosure of aversion to
Ameriean precedents Is made by Mr, CHAM-
BERLATN, who, though he selzad on the de-
lusive parallel of West Virginla when he
thought It could be used to justify the seces-
slon of Ulster, turns hls back on the United
Btates and holds up & pattern for the Inter-
relation of Great Britain and Ireland in that
of the partially autonomeus Canadian prov-
inces to the Dominlon Government,

Now, we fully concur with Mr, BrLAaTtvE
in the aflirmation made In his remarkable
home rule specch at Portland, that It would
bo gross emplriclsm to Inslst upun the
sudden and complete application of our
mixed systom of State and Federal Govern-
menta to the widely different historical and
actual conditions of the Britlsh empire,
Dut thero 1s no emplrlclsm In keeplog
steadlly In view tho one follcitous example
of federative rule supplled by an Engliah-
spenking poople, provided wo admit that
there ls room for the utmost elrcumspec-
tlon and sagaecity in dotermining the
modo, tme, and degree of conforma-~
tion to It. It wouldl be & far
more misclilevous and hopeless exhibition
of empirlclsm to blunder lu the fundamental
alm than to err In the meothod or speed of
approach to It. In the one case you may
stumble, and have to pause on the right
road; in the other you are on the wrong
track altogether, and the worse off the faster
and the further you go. Thus nothing could
be more grotesquely Irrolevant to the prob-
lem which Great Britain and Ireland are en-
gaged In solving than the makeshift essay in
8 dual form of governmeut now under trial
In the Harssuna dominlons, whose charae-
ter, elrcumstances, and traditions present
scarcely any polnt of Iikenoss to those of the
United Kingdom.

Equally misleading, though more spe-
elous, Is the attempt of Mr, CHAMBERLADN
to find a precedent for a eatisfactory and

‘In the present interdependence of the Do-
minlon Government and the Canadlan proy-
fnces, The question at once arises, Which of
the provincea will ho select ms & proof that
the Dominion scheme works well?

More
probably he has In mind the province of
Quebec or Lower Canada, whose French-
speaking Inbabitants did undoubtedly at
one tme Imposo wpon their English gOV-
ernors difficultios not unlike thoss encoun-
tered in Ireland. But how hne England treat-
od Lower Canada? Did she foree the Dominlon
federatlve schemo on its inhabitants against
thelr will, and before thers were any self-
rullng provivelal Governments to federate 7
No. After divers futile experlments she be-
stowed on Lower Cauada a nearly autono-
mous leglaiaturesubstantially identical with
Gratran's Irish Parliament, and It was only
after Its people had for many years exerclsed
the law-making and self-governlng power In
their domestio concerns—after they had, In
other words, attalued the stage at which
alone communities should be deemed CAPA-
bls of legal consent—that they wore respect-
fully lovited to nocept or to reject the fed-
erative phrunm‘lluun.

But it may be sald that Ireland’s represont-
alives al Westminstor are her acoredited
ngents, as competent to bind thelr prinelpal
as If they woere sitUing In a Dublin leglslature,
Lot this be but onece admitted, and the broad
differance belween England’s troalment of Lthe
French Canndians and the course which Mr.
CoAMBERLAIN would have bier pursue toward
Ireland will bo palnfully apparent. Five-
aixths of Iroland's elected spokesmen at St
Blephen's have loudly and lnflexibly dealared
that they want ono thing st & tme, and to
begin at the right end. They do not by any
means rejeot the federative prineiple as the
ultimate safeguard against euch (riction ss
may be developed by the actual working of an
Irish home rule Government In conjonction
with the Imperial administration. But they
do not want the recognition of thelr right to
manage thelr own affaira postponed to the
Greek kalends, on the pretext of awaiting an
abstractly perfeot adjustment of federal and
local powers. If five-aixths of Ireland's rep-
rosentatives would suflice to bind her any-
where, whether at Dublin or at Westminster,
then she la definitely bound to a gratefal
and cordlal acooptance of Mr, GLADSTONE'S
proposal, which In all essential partionlars Is
o revival of GrAaTTAN'S Parliament. That ls
what Irlshmen now ask for, and If Mr.
CuaMpERLAIN had sny honest desire to sece
them treated as weoll as the Freneh Canad lans,
ho would not do his utmost to deprive thom
of a boon granted to Quebeo long before the
Dominlon echeme was mooted.

State,” Thus we see that even the Demoe-
racy of Texas, although It rests on a ma-
Jorlty of 134,000, Is uneasy on account of the
Lhreatening cnergy of the antl-liquor men,

To return to Mr., WHITE'S questlon, we
would say that prohibition is not stralght-
out demoeracy. A fundamental alm of de-
moeracy I8 to subject Individuals to the fow-
est restralnts with which 1t Is possible for
them to live togother harmoniously and
prosperously, and then to let them follow
out thelr own preferences, Thls principle is
not approved by prohibitionlsts ; but it can-
not be overlooked thut in thelr offorts to
establish thelr system of regulating other
people's habits, they seem to be constantly
galning strangth among the people.

Prohibitlon 1s not demooratic, nor from ita
history can it be sald to be practicable; and

The Rev. Dr. MoGLYNN of Bt. Btephen's
Church lsone of tho most effective platform

fondness for seelng thelr names in print, In
the hope that thoy will attract the attention
of the publle, with the great mass of whom
they have no sympathy and of whose dispo-
sitlon they are lamentably Ignorant. That
Is, It was a mooting that grew out of con-
clavos held in sn up-town hotel to further
the schemes of & few uneasy spirits with
an itching to potter with munlelpal politios,

‘What the Academy of Muslo gathering
was for specifically 18 not worth talking
about hore, for it will smount to nothing.
Tho usual resnlutions were passed with the
usual unanimity; the conventional commit-
tee of one hundred was appolnted without a
digsenting voloe, and the names were the
names customarily put on such ornamental
commlittees—the regular old stagers—bank
and Insurance Presidents, sleek merchants,
and other members of the gold-headed cane
fraternity.

But Dr. MoGryNN frshened the atmos-
phere of even that dull and sultry meeting
by giving expression to idens which did not
belong to the category of perfunctory and
commonplace reform talk to which such an
assembly In New York ls acoustomed to le-
ten. His epecch ought to have reached =

The best people iIn New York, the
honestest poople, the peopla of purest liyes
and of greatest sincerity, sald Dr, MoGrLyny
with truth and eloquence, are the luhabitants
of the tenement bouses, With those at Its
back, with those oconvinoed of s valuo and
the honesty of the effort, & movement for
reform would get real vitality and genulne
power, Without them, or if they are con-
vinced that the undertaking ls ouly the
hobby of finleal reformers, whoss attitude
toward the people ls ocondesconding, the
movoment will come to naught,

Dr. MOGLYNN has faith In the people. He
understands and be honors them. Thoso
men who sat behind him have ooly dis-
trust for the people. They look on tha great
mass of the citizons of New York as orea-
tures of almost a different specles from that
to which they themseives belong, and in

turn they are dislrusted and disregardod

by the peopls, who are quick to recognime
those who are Ia real sympathy with thom.

Thercfore Dr. McOLYNN was rather out of
plave In the Aondamy of Music on Wednesday
night. Yet he told the Phllistines many
things it was profitable for them to henr.
But their skins are thick, thelr minds nar-
row, and thelr imaginations dull.

Unabls to
soltlo this {mportant polnt to his own satls-
faction, ho sent for the Attorney-General and
obtained from him an opinion ns to the valid-
Ity of a license which should omit the
Srxrars. Oo the strongth of Mr. GARLAND'S
oplnlun he procured such a lconse, and was
married.

Did it oecur to Mr, CLEVELAND that Attor-
ney-General GARLAND'S professional opin-
lons on questions of valldity are not always
Impregnable ?

Experience is Against Them.

Bo It seema that a power superlor to Mr.
