David Kalakaua has now been on the throne
of the Hawnllun kingdom for twelve years,
Provious to his s avation to the throne he was
n boatman in the harbor of Honolulu, and used
to plok up some monsy at night by pinying the
banjo inone of the wator-tront dives. He 8 n
auperbly bullt native, but like most of the
Kannkns he hus no regard for principle, 18 pro-
foundiy selllsh, and hopalessiy givon up to

ross viens, Ho had astrnin of the old Kame-

amehn bload in bis veing. howevaer, and when,
in 1474, an elaction was held, undor the faroe
of what (8 called s constitutionnl monnrohy,
Kulukaun was plekad up out of the gutter, nnd
was run by the strong Amorlenn misslonary
party In opposition to Queen Emrm\' who
shinwed graat partiality for the Churaoh o Emi-
Inml. Kainknun's friandas wore the better pol-
Iticlans, and thay wers aucoussful, For two or
throe yonrs tho ehnnge did him good, and he
behnved woll, llving aconomically, and taking
a wirm (ntoreat in the woelfaro of his poople.

With proper advisers Kalakaun might have
ramninsd A& model monarch, but he sufferad
from the infl of avll I arven-
turera who took oMee under him merciy to
furthor thelr private ends, nnd who sugeestad
many ways in which he could logally divert the
puibile funds (nto his own pooket.

right bank of the river for ton or Aftesn miles

just whore the Congo renches the most north-
orn part of |ts course.

Lato lnat yonr Mr. Deane, who was lo charge

of the Stanley Falls atation, was roturning up

river In his little steamer, It was his habit to
eamp at night on the shore, One rainy nlght
his party wis furiously attaneked by these na-

tives, A numboerof Mr, Denne's Haussa sol-
dinrs wers killed, and be himsalf recaivod n so-
vere apear wound In the log, He umlortook no
further moasires than to drive the hostile force
sway from his camp, :

Enrly in Fehruney Inst the steamer Stanlev,
earrying 150 Hausana and_sovarnl white men,
on her way [rom Stanley Pool to Stanlay Falis,
atopper in front of the Hrst of these hostllo vil-
lages. The party bad orders todrive the natives
Into tho wonds sod destroy all thelr housss and
growing erops.  As the sateanmer drow near thao
Inrge vﬁluo a erowd stood on the bank, wateh-
ing it with no other fealing, apparently, than
thiat of eurlosity,  Mr, Doans llred his gun s
the slignnl tor the attack, The Mohnmmedan
Huusens, who sre brought from tho aouthern
odiza of the Bahara to serve in the Congo Sinte,
atoneo firad ioto the orowd, and tho natives
flad In the wtmost terror to the woods, The
Haussas, stiil firing at the luvisble enemy
lenpsd on aliore, rlu ndurad tho villngs, burned
the long rows of olavsoovered huts, destroyed
the flelds of bananns and manioe, and enrried
to thie boat muny captured lnnoes and ahields.
The next day four mnors of the offanding vil-
ingea woero Inld in ashos.  All the Inhabltants
hud fled before the nttncking party reached
thow, but in the Hrst village several peravns
wars killod,

An thoy onn ralso thros orops n yenr, and thelr
huta ars onsily rebullt, the condition of the
wratohed fugitives was oot so desparate as it
might be, It 18 asaerted in behalf of this poliey
of stern retaliation, that It Is n meroy both to
the nativea and tha whites to convines all the
millions of the Congo basin that, whils tha
frionds of the now Hiate will be proteeted nnd
kindly trented, {ts snomlos will hnve to pay
dourly for overy inyury they infliot upon it,

AN ELECERICAL FPANDEMONIUM.

A Fihe Connty &V /s Besor
MMigwinter Thunder Sworm at Bar

Kxon Ponn MoonTalN, Pa. July 80.—This
slovated spur of the Allexheny Mountains and
the region Immodiataly surrounding it srem ao
peauliarly suscaptibla to sartain mateorologioal
or strmoaphoetia Influances that at this season
of the year they are subjected to sadden and
almoat ontirely anhernldod thunder storms,
during the provalence of whioh the elecirieal
digpinya aro [roquontly terrible In abnractor.
A sinignar fentura of thess storma in thot thoy
waldom extend mora than & mlie east of the
mountain sumuoiit, sithough they may be wit-
nowsed from the sattiements in the lowinnds
thit steoteh nway In that dirsotion: but west of
the moutitaln and northward Lhe storms seem
to provall in unlimited range.

The eloctrionl phenomenn presont during one
of thess sudilon storms, a fow evenings ago,
ware so startling and unusual that the norves
of a number of particularly strong-norved New
Yorkoers, who wera on the mouniain st the
time, wore budly upsot, and not one of them
venturad to nesert that ho was not just a trifle
frightoned. A native of the roglon, who wna
with the party, and who remarked, by tho way,
that the storm was the moat terriflc one he had
oyer seon on the Knob, was entirely unmoved
by the nwlul oxhibitions givon by the elaetric
eurrant, (n tho alr, on the earth, and about the
witer of the Inke that Is held in the wooded
hollow of the mountalus’ crest; but he sald he
didn’t bellove there was anothor moan In the
sounty who would not bave besn Jdisturbed by
this nonsunl agltation of the eloments,

“The only renson why I was not as seared as
any of you," e remnrkod, after the storm waa
over, ond Its frightful phenomenn wera under
diseussion, "1 that I have a distinet recolloe-
tion of n sosw, thunder and lightalng storm,
nnd eompared with tho terriflo electrio distur-
baucos of that storm I hnve nover Boen i storm
—not aven the one just pnat—that could bo com-
pared to (t any more than you could comparo

the anap of a flracrnckor to the bursting of a
bundrod-ton gun, That satorm ocourrod thirty-
WO YOars D ugl Ducuﬁﬂmr at Iiur Harbor,
Maine, where I happenod to bo at the time, on
glr way to Inspoet the methis of soms hie

Ininn lannigﬂ establishmants, In whioh buai-
ness L wos then Interested, There aro doubts
less many poople Hving yot who remsmbor
thut remnrkable winter phenomenon, and who
vipu aubmtnntinte overy word [ say about it
f 'wl] evrtuinly remomber It If they were on
Mt. Donort Inalnnd at the tlme, for no one could
e\mxx' forget that night,

* [t hnd boon snowing quite hard all day, and
n strong northeast gale sttended tho storm,
The diy was made terribls anough by the nat-
ural eourso tinken by the elementa without
noading any ald from the unnatural ones that
followsd,  Ahout mn hour nfter suodown the
wind fall suddosuly, and the vecu.inr stiliness
thut sucosadad It beenme a matter of genernl
romnark. The snow contipusd falllng and the
wonathor waa intensaely colil, Thw sotting of the
aun was Tollowsd by a strange twillght that

nve to sverything a deep vollowish cast, ‘This
nsted for vrobably twonty minutes, when it

an to grow dark, and the darkness gatharad
ao rapldly that in a short time the binckness
wns intenss,  Tihon the rumbliog of distant
thunder was henrd In the wast, neeomunniod
biy faint, biulsh lightning Aushes, The thun-
der wrow londer with overy repetition of tho
sound, and the lightning becnme mora vivid,
until poal senmed to plle on pea'. and the
play of alsctricity was nimost constant. Thae
thunder ahook the bulldings at the Harbor like
sucesssive virthgqunkes, Thoelightnlng changed
from the faint bluish hue to a dosp vielot or
purple, nnd presontly, instend of browd lashes
of Huht, beenms balls of Hre, I was phssin
nlongg the wireot ns Lhe storm an*nrtmnhnd. nnid,
frighitoned by 1ts phenomonn, I neked for ad-
mission to n honss which, ns I lanrnadl, was oo-
cupind by n fnmily numed Holdon, Lloupd the
Inmutos of the bouss ns badly Irightened as I
was, nid ae the storm reachad (ts heizht wo all
huddled mechanleally in the centre of a

Ul frenks of this phonomennl llightning
wors not aonfined to interiors, but thy maddest
nnd most patoumding pranks wora plaved out-
sido, At one pluee one of the electric balls
atruck s Mag pole on I8 peak, The pole was
aenttorad nhout in pisoss not too largs for
kindling wood, and the lightning plunged Into
the earth.
