the grent eity of wretchadness becamo moro
distinet. There wers the nlmshouse, the char-
ity hospital, the penitentinry. the lunatic ney-
lum, the workhouws, the homoaopathic hoapital,
and other kindred Institutions., The arrival of
the littls ateamboat was no doubt halled with
joy by many of the inmates of the Island, for (s
misaion was to hring book to the elty and b=
orty thoan whose terma of enforced retirement
from soclety had explred on that mornipe.
Thoe Wickbam, with liar load of fresd Island-
ern, went back to the whar!f on East Twientys
sl#h streat. Hhe earried the discharged men
and women from all the institutions, except
tho penftsntinry. The prisoners who have
served thelr terms [n the " pen,” as the plnce ls
enlled In the vernacular of the elty eriminnls,

re uaually taken across the river In n atenm
nunel and landed nt the Tont of East Fifty-
svcond street, Tho Commissioners of 'ublio
aritlies and Corrastion hoave ervcted a flne
bullding on the plor at the foot of Baat Twenty-
slxth atreat, which Is usod for the teafe to aud
from Binckwoll's Iainnd,
touk myatand on the dock near the en-
