hns since refused to nomlnuto Lockwood for
United States District Attorney for the North ¬

era District of New York on the ground that bo-
Is too much of an offensive partisan As many
delegates as could bo soon were brought to
Clevelands room In the hotel Ho talked with
thorn and used the eloquence ot the liquor
In the Ito tub It had a good effect anti the

John Kelly was present at the Convention
