dew Frunes

When a book which is nelther a reallstlo
noval nor a scandalous memole rans o the
apnce of ofew mooths theough somathing like
& hundrod edithons io Pacis, its pubileation noe
quires the proportions of ao event. Bach (s the
spocien of  suconds ohtnined by twhH aslout
volumes, aomprising togother some 1,200 prgon,
which, under the titie of La Franee Juive, pro-
foas to ho an eeany In oontemporary history,
The author, Enotann Dausont, has the satis-
faction of knowing that he bhas wrench-
ed from Choplain  Btocker tha doubtiul
honor of eommandiog the antl-Bemitie
eruande, while at the same tima making &
Hterary sanantion unsurpessed by the orudest
ravalitiona of Zola or Maupassant. Notonly
are his rondars numbersd by seores of thou-
gands, hut avorshody in talking of his book,
Neronly donouucing his calnmnlous nsarrtions,
or quoting with complneoney hia opgramas and
lonuendocs.  Ho has corainly ascapod the
fute ol Goneourt, who, ns he silewes, through
the influenes of Jews over tha press, wias for s
Hfetimo smothored by aconeplrucy of silence,
His book has been, and etill I8, tho sub-
jeet of reviews and lewling artielen In
almost every French periodieal and nows-
paper from  tho Keewe des  Deue  Mondes
down to ths meaneost  collector ol e
gousip of the Boulovarde. It has exposed him
ton duel of o denilly charasetor most unusunl
in Franes, and that it has pot eaused his nerest
far eriminal bl ls amazing and {noxplicablo.
It is patural that sueh & work, howoever we mny
enndomu its motive and te mathoda, should
be regardad with a groat deal of eurlosity in
other conntries beaidea Franos, and we sup-
pose Lhat 18 nppearnnos in an English garb
miy prosoutly bo looked for. Meanwhile, such
extruols us moy serve to diselose tho author’s
anitmus will bu Inid before our readers. Thie
wo do with the [nss seruple, bacause not even
M. Drumont himsolf wouid afirm that the pre-
tended eurse of Jewish domination has yat
blighted the Amsrican revublle, which lins no
causn to fear aml wmple reason to esteem (s
Israslite eltizens.

One preliminary word as 1o the ecurloun
chiunge which 2esmis to have eome over the
anthor's imopulas and aim in the vourse of the
prolongod study mad labor whileh the conipo-
aition of this bonk must hava Involved. Tnern
are slgns senttorad throongh the work that In
thoe beginning and st bottom M., Drumont wos
eathor an Orlennint than o Jew hnter, and that
resuntient at the ruln of the Unlon Génerile,
said o hnva bean brought about by Hebrew
eapltailsts, had somathing to do with this
atronuous attempt at literary reprisnls, Ob-
porving that noither tho seeuisrization ol edu-
entlon, nor the poersecation of domrerving
rallglons ordera, nor the wasting of Freneh re-
sources in foralgo axpaditions, nor the no-
torious earruptinn and jobbory of enrtaln Min-
Isters avidlad to shinke the psopla’s falth In
demo ratie Insntutlons, he s¢ems to have
originally eonceivad the Idea of arraying oa
the slde of the reactionlsts tlie one parslon
which he thought more deep rooted and Im-
pinenble than the averslon to monarehy,
namaely, the nutipathy of thy Christinn masses
to the Juw. If thnt had besn the vuly purpuse
bywhich the nuthor of this book was anl mated,
ft would be Impussiblo te visit him with too
barsh a condemupation, But (¢ muy be sald on
his baknlf—and hn ia weleoma to so much ex-
culpation—that he soon loses slght of the po-
Utleal motive which primarily Inspirod bim,
Convertitur eviulo ; ua ho writas, he becomes ap-
porently a slncere convert to the antl-Semitie
propmganda which hus suoh vigoroua uphold-
ors in Germany, in Austris, lo Roumania, amld
Tuwsin, nud which even in Euglaod has found
achwmpion 1n Goldwio Smith. In the sweep
and fervor of the blgotry which s scon awak-
ened In him, M, Drumont slmost wholly miss-
o8 tho politieal objeet of whilgh now and then
he perfunctorily reminds  hameelt,  Wher-
over bo sees & Jew he Lits him. and as he
often (nds the targst of his detestation in the
Inmost cirely of the Faubourg 8t Germaln or
In the councll room of princes, he leayws the
render parploxed to determwine how his anti-
Bumitlo snmity Is golng to be sinked by any
chinge of Governmaout, This snme faonticlsm,
which may sorvo to relleve him trowm the alinme
of & colil-blondnd atinmpt to rovive the race
batrods and persseutions of a barbarous past
oparates of courss, upon the other hacd, ro de-’
prive his work of the cogeney and welght which
mighi possibly attneh 1o a mors clroumspact and
temperite nrralgnnient,  As It nlways happens
wien man weite under the impulse of passion,
bo will not eoneade enough, and he triea to
prove tuo much, to say aothing of his frequent
sins agnlost good taste and decaney. But with
thus word or two by way of cavest, which after
all may bo superfivous, woe wiil iot M, Drumont
egponk for himself.

Tho thests of tho book Is prapounded In the
Introditetion. " Taine," snys M. Druniont, " han
depioted the Juoobin conguest; Ddesirs to depiet
the Jewiah conpguesat, Tha only buman Leing
who Is a gainer by the French Hovolution I the
Juw, From the Jow overything proceads: to
the Jew averythine nceerucs, Wa bavoe here o
varitable  eonguest;  the ehplning of o
natlon to the glebe by an inflnitesimpl but eo-
hesive minority, n phenomenon liky the en-
glavamant of the Anglo-Saxons by the sixty
thouannd Normans of Willlam the Conqueror,
Tho proceyses wro diffaront, but the outeoms Is
the same. Here reaappesrs the essential char-
setoristie of woonquost—i whole pronls tolllog
for another, which, throughh n bhugoe system of
fMunueial spollation, noproprintes the profits of
Inbor not {8 own, Tho lmmense Jewish for-
tunos, the Jowish ehintoanx and palaces are not
the fruit of any productive labwor; they repre-
sent tho tribute wrestwd by a dominant from
an oenslaved race. It I eertaln, for In-
stanco, that the Rothschild family, which
bna ostensibly three billions for the
Franeh branch alope, did not have them
whien It urrivea in Franee, Tt Is eredited with
no inveution, it bas discovered no mine, it has
elearad no land, It has therefore wrung from
Freachmen those three billloos and glven
them nothivg In exchanke., Tuia eunrmous
fortune, ton, s awelling by a kind of fatal pro-
groesslon, Dr. Batzioger has justly sald, " the
expropriation of the socisl body by flunting enp-
{tal I procevdlng with ns mueh regularity as if
It wore s luw of pature, If votblng is dons to
eheck I, witnin the spuce of ity years,
or at the longost, of & esntury, the
whole Furopsan community will be turned
ovar, bonnd hnod and foot, to n fow hun-
dred Jowish bankers,' "

The fact of their actuil serfdom, the lm-
minency of & more hovvless  destitution
grn  unsuspected by the  great  maorloy
ot Fronohmon. Why? " The meason s
simple. The Jow Lassalle has bimanll poiuted
out how meagrs Is the intellsetuni fund of
the bourgeoisin whose opinfons are man-
utactured for thom by the nowspnpers, Hixty
yonrs ago Fichito, bu a kind of provlivtie vislon,
dopieted those readers who will read books no
longor, but only what newspipars mny say
aboul books, ond in whom this varcotic read-
ing will st lust extingalsh all volltion, all lae-
ulty of thoughs, and even tho power of com -
hension, Now. almost every nawapapor aml
afl other organs of pubiiedy In Franee boing 1o
the nnda of Joews or dependont on them bndi-
roeotly, It s notsurprisiog that Uiy sbogld gad-
wionsly hide from us the meaning aud the
Vearing of tho vast aoti-Semitle movemont
whieh s orgnclzing overswiere olio In Eus
rope. Another thipg aboul wihitell We HEVAT sbo
anyihing in print is thg agency of tha Jeaw ala.

wnet o the dolorous ngony of o @enerous tn
tion, the part pinyeld o tho destruetion of
Franee by the Introdustion of g forcign boady
futoe an organism  which before had e
matiad  sound, Many  sos 1t talk  of 0t
Bt table, wax Imligonnt  ar  eneonnters
Ing  the Hebiows overvwhers, elbowine
them dnto the diteh; bt they ke peacs,
sud fae a multitude of ressons ehiiok from
putiivg thole Improssions  wpon paper, It
woubl havs bvon wissr, possibty, for me to (ta-
Itnts Lhmle prasdenes, Lt [ ramamter thint St
Joubs puts the timid among thosn WHo poogp o
the interual deep, and I donot rearel pubiiab-
b this book, What 1 bave attempied 15 metely

a proparatory olassifleation, For the onst T
bave had racourse to historisnl dosumanis, for
tha preeant to the sandred factes, nnguantionad
and notorious, recountod in the newsnapers,
It lain the atreet that I would have you look,
bringlng nothing tothe axamiontlon but the
habit of reflection, which helps to draw a los-
mon from the smuilost detail, and the gond
sonse of & patciot who would faln find tho rea-
son for the lnmentable plleht In which he soos
uis country fallon,"

Inthe first chapter M. Drumont undertakes
to bring out the moral and intellastusl differ-
onoas batwoean the Aryan and the Bemitio type,
Home ol these distinctions may commend
themeslvos to other studeota and obmarvers,
while many, doubtless, will bo rejroted as far-
fetehad,  Oue of his puradoxicnl  aesoes
tiona Is that while It may ke severnl gen-
arations for an Aryan stoek to produce s
gontleman or a man of genins, the Hewitle
growth is faster, but is certuin to atop short at
a certain rathor stunted limit. “In the Esst a
camel driver. n water enrrior, n barbor is no-
tised by the sovereign. Thera you have him
all at onee a pasha, vizior, the prince's
canfidant, like that Mustaphn-bon-Ismall,
who mnde lhis way into the Bardo by
solling liitie enkos, snd who, according to
the enigmntie slur of M. Danphin, did his
mnstior sorvico day wod night, to reward which
maritorions psrformaness our by no means
seruntlous Governmont bestowed on him the
oross of grand officer of the Laeglon of Honor.
It la just so with tho Jew, Outsideot the sacar-
dotal milion that conatitnte atrus noblasan,
no such thing as nob'e birth exista, Thero are
no (llustrious familios; somo Indeed may
transmit credit from father toson; not ons of
them can transmit glory, By the nge of
twenty, in enre elroumatancas have bann favor-
able. the Jow attaina bis full developmant. He
Is born in the dopths of & Judengasso ;ho wins
a faw dollara In hin Arst oporation, hiss bim to
Purls. gots himesll decorated throoeh the in-
termedintinn of Dreyfus or some ons of his
kidnuay, buve a titla of baron, presents himssif
brazanly in & [lret-rate club, and gives blmseif
the alrs of one who has ulways been rioh, In
him the transformation is, so tospeak, in-
ntantanoous ; he sxperinices no astonishment ;
to hiim onctalu shynessos ars utterly unknown,
Take, by way of eontrast, somo honest fellow
of Franehi stoek who has honorably enriched
hiwsell in the ealling of n buillder: he will ui-
ways have n rather lnbored and eonstralosd
alr: ho will shun too slewant sovioty, Hisson,
born undor other eonditlons, will be quite dif-
ferent, and his grandson. il the family con-
tinuo to rise whilo remnining honeat and
Christinn, will reprasont tho real gentleman,
will have a dolicncy of thought moid s nobility
of foeling that the Jow can pover got. On the
contrary. although the Hebrow may at a bound
achiovs apiormb, he ean never roach distine-
tion. Aside from eertalin l'oriuguess Jows, who
when young have los oyss, and whon old & ¢er-
tain Orlental majosty, you nover {ind in them
the cnlm, the easw, the courtusy, the digulrty
whioh miakes a trua Franah grand seignenr, &
Frenohman by ruce,always cecognizable, though
his cont may be threadbare. The Jew Is in-
solent. naver nrowd, 11w niver gets bayood the
first dogr#e, which. it {8 trus. bo reaches very
ensily. The Rothachilds, in spite of thelr bil-
lions. have the air of denlers in old olothes.
Thelr womankind, for all the diamonds of
Goleonda, willalways remind us of femals huck-
#tars in faca powder and hair oil, not In thelr
Sunday, but Io their Salbat hablliments, The
Jaw, besida the Christinn, always lacks the
fupdnmental charm of social Intercoucas,
eyuality. The Jew—here (s another observa-
tlon which should bo hesded—will never be the
aqunl of A man of Curistino stock, He grovels
At your kpee# or grinds you under hia heel:
ho [s overbend or usdoerneath; hoe is never at
your side.’

Wo cannot think M. Drumont sucoassful
wlon he next easnys to dispute the possession
of original gonfus by the Sewmitic ruces, and
particularly by the Jews, Such pames as those
ol Bpinozy and Heine at ones cecur to us, and
the author's attempt to parry or rather to lg-
roraauch objectlons is unsatisfactory, He would
hinve dons more wisely to admit the quality of
intollvet demonstrated in such instances, and
to ave rested his urgument on o quantitatlve
differance. Dut let us hewr him: ' Wo must
npot judgo,' he says, " of the nristic or literary
merits of the Jews by what wo henr of anything
thnt they produes to-day. Christinn master
works ars left in the sbade, while the bass
druw I8 Leaten before everything that bears
the Hobhraw trade mark, They award the
opithet of lwonor, the epithet wrer, to the
feablust quillmnn or most frightful douber
conuected by o eclose or distaut tie with the
confrnternity, The truth Is that the Jew Is
incapable of mounting bayond & grude Ly no
means alevated, The Hemites have po man of
gonlus of the staturs of Dante, Shakespean:,
Raphasl, Michaol Angalo, Newton, We cannot
econeelyn of their huving one, The man of
woi lus, nimost nlways misunderstood and per-
socuted, 15 o superior baing who donated some-
thing to mankind, Now, It 1a of the vary os-
sanen of the Jew to give nothing away, No
wonider they profer a talent deliverablo on tup
for mouney down, Thelr Cornsille Is Adolphe
d'Ennery, their Rapbael is Worms, loartthey
havecreated noorlginal, pulssnot, and touneliing
llgure; no master work. They waot nothing but
whnt sells; they will necept the sublime, If need
ba—the mook sublime, of eourss, I menn—but
they prafar the bage, which ailows them nt onen
to enrioh themeslves by fattering the gross
appotites of the multitude and to serve the
Hebrew causo by drenching with ridieala the
enthusiasms, plous memories, and sugust
traditions of the peoples at whose coat thay
live. II, indeed, you would unchain to the
thumping of n street band the howling erow
of the Clodoehas—lo, tin Jow, Birauss, orchea-
tra conductor, will 1lft his bow. Would you
turn the army Into ridiculo st & moment
whon & terriblo waz (s olose ot haod?
Hore's the Jew, Halovy, who'll lovent for
yeu the Gen. Boum, Is It opportune
for cur anomiss that everything o nation should
rovere, herolum, truo love, Ita lmmoartal chef
'ucres, should be made the butt of mockery
pnd sneur? Jew Uffenbach, the Prussisn
bireling, I8 guits rendy, Would you have tho
dancing hialis, where oncs our youth ok their
plensure with frnnk cayely. become disrepu-
tuble holes? The Jow Markowskl is your
mun. The Jowess Simia, the Jew hermaphro-
dite Wolf are there. too, to out-llerod Herod In
bestinlity, sod to lure wen of soaloty,

" Note, nevertheless. that even in this mean
order of things the Jew creates nothing.
Ho conflues himseil Lo foullng whatl exlsts;
he defiles n thing which bhad been docent
as long us he lot it alons, Of the old Frensh
danes, jurund and morry, he mikes the Igocblo
cancun;: of the sopg, bliths roundel or gay
enrol, which our sires brought on with the
dessert, the Jow hua mwlo the apueretia, with
its hoarse evohés, obscene doulle entendrrs,
lubrielous rhythm: of the journalism of our fa-
thars—now nud then i Littie lively, biting, toas-
lug=he has made the blackmull clironigue
Whnt gives the stroke n  double edgwe
& the fact that whils German Jews Invido
Frateo and commit these Infamics, othor Jows
"atay ib Goermany and write, " Look what
Francoe has eome to; look st her litersture;
Inok st what she produces!' But when
dig thoe proganitors ol these men join In
prayer with vurs? In what corner ol town
OF hstrilot are the gravesionsa of their tamily ?
In wiat old purish registor ean you fnd the
nates of thosa now comers, who loss than n
contury ago hivd no right to dwell agon thin
land of Frines fpom which now they would
fwin shiouldor us ? Wheroin have thoie fellows
wportion lo the tead (tions of our racse . That Is
Lhiow we avswar tho trus Germans, the com-
pattiots of Goothe and Seblller, Whersnpon
they siy: "Bo mach the worse [or you:you
nught not to have let wurh people in} you
wilght well have gusssed they would not epter
your homes out te dishonor and betray you,” "

As wo rend this tirade wa wonder how M,
Deamont will aceount for the fact that the staly
writors of the Parls pawspapora, whoss oleyer-
posd 8 undouiable, are In so many cascs Hee
brews. He doss not overlook the circumsiance
awod trics to explnin it dn this way: * Mark this

now peiut that wiille you can meation no Jew

who I8 a great Franch writer, yat the Jaw onn
entoh up admirably tha Parisian jargon, Fsine,
Albart WollY, Halevy, and many of our German
confrires, are more Parialan than we who wers
born in Paris.  T'liero is In veory truth a clie, nn
artillclal whet, & conventional, (agtitioun go
(verve) whiel the Jew aontrives tognin the in-
stant |t 18 proved to him that seandal (elros
wigues), oparettas. nod socloty prragraphs (arti-
cles Paris) maet with s quick nnd profitable sale
Posidos, his hato for evervibing which (& fine
and glorious in our past insplres bio in this
work of pulling down by ratliery, at whieh our
Frenchmen look on with an Idiotlo laugh, To
writa Freneh In quite another thing, To
writo a innguage you must first think In that
Inngunigo; botwoen the eapression and the
thought thera s u oloans sorrelution, You ean-
not eall upon a Leven or a Hainach to wst his
wiyle naturailzed ms he gets hia puraon;
e muat have sucked in as a nursling the wine
of the fatherfiand—havo truly sprung ont of the
woil, Then only, when it isa your business to
wttack  men, as  Voltaire, Paul Louis, or
Proudlion nattacked them, or to defond
them, ns Youillot id, witl your phirase huye n
smunck of the soll drawn frow a common Hind
of foalings nnd ldens, Whnt mors eonvineing
proof of this fact than Grmbotia, whose nse
tounding phirassology we shall Inter have na-
easlon to exnmine 1"

But will this incorrigibla Jaw hater roally
leave no pat=h of ground for the tired Semitio
dove to rost upon? Bureiy he will own that
long mgo, in the far-away dark ages. the He-
tirew rendorod some good servico ns the cus-
todinn of Aristotle, as the colporteur of el
lenle aclenes from the East to the Waat. Not
even this, without suoh saurly and brond
qualifientious as atrip the service of valne and
of honor, " Unable to launch forth in Jlis-
covery amid the reglons of art, the Hemite
{s equally incapable of interrogating tho un-
kunown regions of science, Lverythiog which
is an exploration of the influlte by mun, an ef-
fort to agerandiza the tecrrostrinl sphere, is
utterly beyond his powers. Hae will seli you
opera glasses, or fabrica o apectncies, like Bpl-
noza, but ho dotee:s no stars In the Imwensity
ot heaven, like Loaverrier: he vo more fesls n
pressntimont of n eontinent beyond the horl-
zon, like Columbus, than he divioes the inws of
gravity, like Nowton, Nowadays that they set
up for arbitera of opinion, that, thanks to the

cowardice of Christinns, they Jdombante
Academies, the Jews spin us stories
af tha past; they gunrded, wa  Are

told, the preclions boquest of seivnen through-
out the widdie sgea; they lransmittod tous
thy discoveries of the Arabs, Nothing 18 more
falan: the Jows obtulned o show of learning by
warning t necount some Mg onds of the books
of Aristutle, it sibco wo went to the fountain
hoad we hnve learued that pothing enmo feom
thom, In spite of their borrir of rolica thoy
bave simply pliyed in this business (s piret
afthe n=s in thae Mble, They monopallznd fop
ocanuturivs the practioo of modicine becauso this
mndo It sasy for them to play tho spy in taml-
lies, nid yet they pover guosasd for o momont
tha gireulation of the Livad. Bail, though bo |s
very fuvornble to them, recognizes thut they
wern i thousaud times more ignorant even than
thele Christian coutsmporiveios [rom wsoisntifie
poiut of view : they supposod the heaveny wees
solld, the Armamoent (rakiak) plereed with
holes to et the rain through, They regarded
the booe Luz as the root of the body at whioh
all the eatralls abutted, and which could be
nslther brokem nor bent; thoy formulnted
maxime of the worth ol the lollowing: "A
little wine and bread, taken when fasting,
savos thoe llver from sixty maladies.' Or, again,
"It b4 nosure algn ol a bloody flux to drewin of
n cock's comb.'"*

Poor Jows, accordiog to our autbor, they do
not oven smell like othor poople, This (s what
M. Drumont [s at somn pains to demonstrats
in discussing the Hoebrew from the nosologi-
val point of view., Negro blood. thoy say, can
be detacted in the most reduced infusion by
tho blood under the fingar nalls and a certaln
vouformation of the cartilage at the tip of the
nose, Even #o, as wa aro soborly assurod in
this extraordinary book, you may detect by
scant alona the talnt of Bemitle orlzin alter ra-
peated Intermarringes with Aryun woison nod
apparently eomplete ineorporation with a

Chelstian community. " By a phenomenon,”
says M. Drumont, “which wos attestsd a
bhundred timos In the middle ages

and which has boen anaw econfirmed
during the invaslon of the cholara, tha Jew
asems toenjoy A apesinl Ilmmunity from apl-
doniles, It asoms that thors |8 in him a kind
of lubred pest that guarantecs him from any
nutward postilones; bo is bisown vaecelne, and,
so tospeak, & living antidote, When it smells
hin. n plagus rocoils, The truth s that the Jow
smells badly, Among tho most relinod thers is
an odor—fetor Judaica—=which atamps the race
anl hslps them to racognize ench othor, The
most charming Jewlsh woman by the vary par-
fumes with which ghe drenches her parson jus-
tifles Mortinl's saylog, " Who smells too weil,
must smoll L' ‘Tho fact has been often
voriflsd, * Every Jow stinks,’ sald Vietor Huko,
who for all that died begirt with Jews, 'The
question, indead, why Jews stiould amell badiy
lhins long preccecupied the learnnd. In tho
middle ngos peoplo faocisd that you might rid
them of tho atench by baptizing them. Bail as-
sorts that the phenomenon s dus tu physio-
logleal onuses, and notes that thera are in
Guinen negroes who exhnle nan insupportabln
odor. Donazzini. In his * Treatise an Artieans,’
wtiributos the offonsive smell of Jows Lo their
uncloanness nnd to their immoderats fondoess
for tho (leah of tha he-gont nud the goosa "'

Thus far we have only guotsd from this ill-
natored Lut amusing book wome of the pas-
sngos tbat frama the author's mallenant in-
distment of the Hebrew raoe in gonsral. At
another timo wa shall rocur to the assertiona
and arguments which form the substance of
ths work and which profess to show the part
pluyed by Jawa in the modern, nod, especially,
the cuntemporary blatory ol France,

The Caroer oaf & Kentucky Judge,

In 1894 Richard Itold was o Justice of the
Suparior Court of Kantucky, to which oflles he
had bean eleoted on the Democratie tickot in
1452 by the largest vote over glven In his dis-
trlet, the Bapublicans namlug no candidato in
nppaaltion, This enurt wus n temoorary tri.

not to make a eaovass for renomination at the
oxuirntion of his Orst term, in Auguat 1854,
Judgn Boid offorod bimsell as a candidate
for the mors permanent teibunal, to which be
Lindd miready aspirsd dve yenrs balore,

On the 26th of Marel, 1879, Judea John M,
Eiltott of the Court of Apnpeals wios murdernd
on thw steps of the Capite! Hoted at Frankfort
by Thomns HBuford, & man beloneing to a

promiuant Keutucky family, because of
a  deolslon  which hisd  Leen ron-
dernd by  that  eoaurt, Daford hed  put

all bis owa monoy and the whale eststo of lils
slatnr In o teact of lnnd In Heney county, iy
titie to whilelh aftarward proved 1o be wusaund,
A sult wis aecordingly venling befors the
Court of Appanls for the nutulment of the cone.

Wihen Jodigo Hold was eloeted to the Rupsrior
Court, In 1882, ho was spoken of by the Courirr-
Journal of Louiavilie as sn *' able, learned, and
laborionus lawyer.” and the newspapars of hia
dimrict described his logal sbilitics as mmark-
able, and his roliglous eharaster as worthy of
the higlisst admiration, s widow also lingers
tonderly over his Christian sud domestio vir-
tues, for he was & man of gentle impulses and
dwep religious convistlons, hnving been bap-
tizad ot the onrly ago of 14 years Into what is
knowiias thaseot of Christians, or Disciples, a
braneh of thae Daptist communion of which
Alexnnder Campbell was the founder, and to
whinh Garflald nlso belonged. He grew up in &
tima of great roligious revivals, and Campbell,
who was golng thirough the Bouth ealllng for
the purltieation of the faith, scoms to have
beon o lroguont guest st his  [athor's
homa in Mt Bterling. * Tho heroes of thnt
roformation,” says Mra. Reid, “atill fought
over thelr Untties around the fireside In the
long ovenings.”

cams petive In the ehurch and prayer meot-
ing, wind two yoars after marringe was choson
older iu his ¢hureh ut Mt Steriing, where, in
the sbssnes of the minister, he would address
thes sopgregation, ma Garfleld was wont to do,
“The prayor meoting,' writes his pastor,
was his dellght. "When eallsd upon to priy or
wovak s nover failod to reapond, to the com-
fort nnd edifleation of his brathron” and his
prayera “had  the swest aromn ol his meck
nand eontle swirit, Lis ehildlike faith, and
unaflaetad pisty, 1 knew but one man who
vould peay like litohard Boid,” eontinues his
pastor, " and he is o distinguishod minister in
nn Ensteru elty.”

Thess partleulnrn coneerning the life and
character of Judge Iold are nocossury to ap
underatnnding of his feetings and conduot
duriug the terrible triala through which he
pnssed in 1884 and up to the time of his doath.

struck him?

He recelved his
visitor kindly, and novepted an invitation to go
on the 10th to the ofMieo of Cornalison, who pre-
tspndod that he had somwe private papers to
ghow him, While he was thers engnged In look-
fng st a documsut, with his back turned,
Cornelison, who was a museular man, struck
him a series of poworful blows on the hoad
with a hickory atick ora cowbide, “"Slunned,
dnzod, bawilderad, warding off thes blows as best
he eoull” Judygoe Ieid eseaped to the atreet,
and, "with the maro anlmal instinet of sall-
preservatlon,’ rao loto a store to avoid his ns-
sailant, who followad him, nnd wasarrested ™ In
his double purposs to disgrace as wall os kill"

1t s hard to imagine that & moan 80 asanultad
could ot anything oxeept sympathy for his
troatment nt the hands of n treacherous rul-
finn. But when Judge Rold was ably to go
abroud ho was met with reproachos, bocause he
did not start forth to kill his asasilant; did not
“defend his bonor,” His family, too, ware
made bighly ludigoant by a published renort
of the outrage, in which his face was deseribed
as senrrsd Ly the blows of Cornellgon, As Judawe
Iinid wns unarmesd at tho time of the nssnult,
and was taken vatirsly unawares, of courss hoe
enuld offor no  effective reosistance, espoci-
ally ns he was m man of comparativaly feeblo
physigue, and waas still farthar wenkoned by
racent lHiness. " Hohad never enrriod a wonpon,
nor had e dreanmad of s parsoaal snsimy,” but
nolthar Judze Hold nor his friends, continues
lils wife, " ever for a momont debated what he
woulid bave done lind he beon armed."

The questlon as Lo what he shonld do
troublad his consclencs  ssriously. " Two
aourses remalnoed opon for Judge Reld,"” says
his wite. ' Either was the way of darknoss
and wos,” Hie son wrote from Prineston Col-
Jogn, begging to be allowed to eome home to
avengoe the tosnlt, "I could kill him with far
losa eompupction than I could shioot s dog."
wrotn s nleos from California, and from foar
different directions eame word to Mrs, fleld,
"I you say o, we will come and mob Cornell-
pon." “'Thuere I8 not a mewbher uf Judue Hald's
family,"” eontinuos his wife, “but wonld have
takon the assnssin's lifo at the cost of their
owp, had there been the permission and the
rizht In so dolng' Dot he "'took the more
diMeult part, Ho would losve this man to the
vengeance of God, to his own remorse, to the
punishment of the law, to tha scorn ol the
world, whoso clvilizatlon, justice, decenoy, re-
ligion he had outraged."”

That wns the only ble and defensibl
eourss to tuke, and yet becanse of it Judge
Bold suiferad what his wife descilbes as mar-
tyrdom. It is trae that Cornelison was haoged
In eMgy at Mr. Brorling, nod that resolationg
weora passsd at an Indigoation meating hell
thers. applauding Judge Heid for his mornl
courngs “in deciinive to violata the law by
avenglne his own wrongs ;'* but he was warnod
from other soureos lbut his canvass for the
Judweship would fatl if bo did oot take the law
tuto his own hands againat Cornelison; and It
in wvident from Mra. Held’s book that bath bhe
and his family wars eruslly hurt by the refles-
tions on his courage. He endured in his soul
the tortures af s mortyr to the falth. The
church of whieh he was elder ayen dolaved the
oxciusion of liis assailant, who nlao was a mem-
ber, untii after Judke Beld had coms to n vio.
lentond, At first It mursly drew up 8 series
of eondlitions whilch Cornellson was re-
quired o fu'fll to escape excommunis
estion. Thev waro that he sbhould withs
deaw  chargoa ho had  msde neainst the
aharneter of hin vielm, wkoowledge In
person to him that the assnult was wicked,
and bog his forgiven»ss, deelare to the ehuren
s repontancs, und promise to make no logal
il fenee, but ta throw himssll on the merey of
the court, “That wos an sxtrnordinary procesils
g for w thristian chureel towan) suol n ruf-
o, Cornslison Jid not apologizes, and npoearsd
b s most promiaent pew, aid o gl commua-
lon and feliowship, extendiog porsoonlly the
right hnmd of fellows=hip to two poraons who enns
avetod thiomsolves by lotter wiih the churchi™
It wins not until June that Corgelison was
dropped, and theu be seems to hinve hnd g eon-
sldernblo party o bis favor, Meantime be went
aliout in ogo feather, and " ne srolivs on the
bond of the assassin stnte and Chareh joined
togathor tu the Mayor of the towu and the
minister of the Uospo,”™
