In the nomenclaturo of puglllam the verb
"knaook out,” though n mara infant in point of
age, hias occupied thoe front rank. to the casy
sxolus.on of sl rlvids, from the moment of (s
birth, It tw inventor could have secured
n patont upon it and ocllocted n roynley
from all who bave usod (L, he mikht long slnco
bave rotirad upon & fortune large enough to
aatlsly oven his gorgeous tastes, Neocesaity, ns
usunl, was its mother, though Mr, John L. Hul-
livan of Doston was quite as necossnry to
fts appoarance, for withont him the English
langungs would not liave beon enrfchod by the
tarm. DBut all the honor sttached to the author-
slip, or at lonst the introduction of this price
compound verh ghould not b erodited to Mr,
Bulllvan, Had he not, nt an early stuge of his
prowoss, fallon Into the hands of a long-hended
Fanuxur. the vorb “knock out" mikht have
win dormnnt for vanturios,

The min who discovered Sulllvan Is Billy
Madden of this ¢ity. When Sullivan foll under
the obmervant aye of Maddon the luttor was well

nd favorably known among the fancy. Sinea

i soventesnth yenr, untll within a short po-
riod, ho hnd bosn ongiged ln the arduous oe-
cupation of putting up his haunds in frout of
man who wore possowsod of a desire to muaka

uoh a ehiange in hiv porsonal appearancs that

I8 ¢losest bicod relutions would be unable to
racognizn himn, He was loas than 20 years of
ago. and weighed only 124 pounds, when ho did
up Tom Hart in eloven routnds in the same ring

inuumerable glove contosta whon he wiksely
concludad that bis most profitabla Neld was in

Ho wns n big mun, welghed 220 pounds,
and had fought Bily Edwards and other men
who wers foathorweights in odmparison, He
raspod Maddon's faslings by reflusiog to put on
the gloves with him. Ile offerad, huwaver, to
soar any Canmlian Madden eould produce for

100, In looking for e men Madden heard of

sarney. o hid examined & lat of barroom

nockera and found them no good for bard
wWork. hio barroom knocker, or tho gonorsl
touih, f= only dauwerous when ho hns overy-
thing his own way., Kearnny looked like a
koad one, but ke confasada thut ho had nover
worn gloves. Madden took bim in hand, and,
after wlx woeks of his tuition, Kearuoey mot the
Canadlan ehampion, and, after daliving with
him tfor slx minutes, put hiw In su-_-rn nocendi-
tion thut the sorvices of two doetors wers ro-
uired to rostors him to n sewblance of his
urmnr anlf,

In Montreal, where Madden was anxlous to
mike W reputition as a boxineg master, ha
offered to seleet nn inexporivnesd man and
buick him to lleht Willimn liyvan, the chumpion
of the eity, The offar was accepteld, and at the
appointed time Madden's noviee vanguished
Iiyun In thros rounds, Theso experimonts sat-

siled Maddon that he knew a good man when

things, He stood slx feet threa Inches in his
stockines and wolghod 190 pounds ; but Mad-
dan's hopes in Him came to naught, na Kearuony
fellout of a bunt and was drowoed lu the St
Lawroncs Rivor.

Madden first saw Bulllvan at a sparring
mateh in Boston,  Sulllvan was much ton
bonavy and clumay for ine work, but the look
of dogged determination, not to sny forocity,
hia fentures wore, as woll ns his immenss mus-
oular dovolopmoent, attracted Madden's atton-
tion, and e romurked to nn old Boslon sport-
fng mun: " Theore stnods the coming chnm-
plon of the world," The Boston man appenrad
to liava somo doubts on the question, but did
not strongly dissent on aceount of Madden's

anutation af o judge, This was in 1580,
adden deelded on the apot that there was
muah monny in A partsership botween himaolf
snd Sullivan, He hinted na much to the Hoston
nan. Sullivan took tha hiot and closed with
hoe offer, o wis quite groon os o pugllist nt
the tirne. 1o considorad himsall wondorfully
strone, ool know 8o litlle abuut selenvs that
ho thioneht strongth was all o noeded to fluht
Lids way to the top ol the heap,  Madden quiok-
Iy showsd bim the fallaey of this notion, nnd
Sullivan was vary mueh astonlslind to direnvoer
that kn spite of bis immenan strongth Madden,
who looked Ilko = siripling 1n _comparison,
eould tnp nim whern he ploased. Maddon, with
his pale olivo comploxion, mude prlor by |t
contrast with his 10t blaek hair and monstuohis
and pivrelng bluek cyew, hid onsy eonversi.
tit‘m-’d styie, carnfully soleotad words and mod-
et domeanor, wis theexnct upnosita of all thit
constitated n " good man’” inSolllvan’s opin.
fon when ho llrst put oo the gloves with his

partner,

‘Fhe coming ehampion ehrnged lhls opinlon
whon o found that his numm.'l-xr hid physieal
strongth as woll ns selenee nnd o foresight that
shoved the Boston man's jurdgment nway in the
background., In undertiking to vulleh nnd
mnnnge Sulllvan, Madden learned that ho bhad
unidertaken o contraet thnt wonld tax hils mon-
tul us woll ns his physieal enorgies. Ho found
Bullivan possassed of tremoendous strength,
and, tor & man of his size, wondeclully ngige.
Bullivan at this tims was n torritle hittar, but
axpomdod too mueh foree on his blows, e
had no seientifle knowledegs, and exhausted
himsnit with exertions from which no mde-
quate banallt wis reesived,  When lis atood up
to spar he planted his foet as if thov wern
nullwl tothe ground. His argument was thut
it was mors diflicult to knoek bim down
when ho  stood in this fashion thao If
ho donced on hils tons and made an
offort to avold his opponent’s blows, 1o wnen
mnre tyro io stopplng nod feinting, in foct bad
much to forget and overything to learn. His
tempor wis s mild and sgnabile ns that of &
Toxun stoor, and ho Hwd noplosant hubit of oe-
ensionnlly throwing wil his strongth into a hlow
when o mers tup wis oxpoctod.  Ho also bad s
fondness for stimudnnts thilt wns apt 1o over-
rilde wvary vonsiduration at eritienl poriods, Al-
together Mr, Bullivan boro a striking resnm-
blanes to a eorpulont dynwmite eprtridus, so
delivately eonstructad that it was Hablo to ex-
plods undar tho most gantio handling, Yot the
enrtridge wis hundled without futal resujts for
two vonrs by Maddon, wino, In_that period, rev-
olutionliad the business and placed it on a

nsis that not o'y paid, but simply eoinoed
money for those who cotiducted it judlelously,

Jlian e bhronght Sollivan to New York from
Tiowton, Madden had somethiog over $LU0 In his
pockot.

witated Madden, It did not bother Sullivan,
F,,u”m‘ botherad liim go that he was not o=

owad to go bungzey to bed, Maddon Nonlly bit
upon & plan and sxoluined it to Sullivan,

fore you for four rounds.” ho salil 1 Suilivan,

“Whunat's tho use of that?” growled Jaolin, [
oan't ek n man In four rounds; make It six

"No,'" sald Maddan, “four rounds sonnds
battor.

Maddan,” * Kiil him, ily,"
nnd tho erowd boeame ko demonstrative during
the wind-up that Sullivan brought it to rather
an abrupt termination. e (did not soom at all
ut his ense until ho bhad lait the grouwd and
was gulutly stowed away in his room at the
Morctnnts' Hotnl. Bullivan may not havo felt
afrnid on this oveaslon, but be evineed o grept
denl of unensiness,

Prospority nnd Sullivan did not make a well-
mntohsd tanm, His tempor becams as unesr-
tain os that of & two-yenr-old eolt,  Heo devel-
oprd o wondorful facuity lor Iorgunlmf favora,
nnd aftor o partunership of two yours, in whieh
ho hond boon lifted from ponnlless obseurity
and platwl on s golden podostal, ba et loows
from Muodden, The lstter sod the chinmplon
wern not on speaking torms from the timo
Madden brought Miteholl to thia eountry ns
the ehinmplon of England until within o yenr,
Onn day nearly & yesr neo Madden waitked into
asporting place and swidenly found himsoit
among A party of acgusintapces, Sullivan
boing one of them, Madden hnrdly Knew
whuther ar not to rocnenize the champion, but
Sullivan sattied the matter by holdine out his
band and saying: ow are vou, Billy #* Thoy
shook hands, the gissses wors sot up lothe
other ailey, nnd the champion anod his ex-
munagsr werns as Lappy over the reconellintion
asn palr of girls who have fallow out nbout
nothlng.

THE BULL FAMILY PICNIC.

MEMORY OF SARAH
WILEIAM RULL.

HMONURING THE
WELLS AND

Thelr Momnntle Nlory —Com Ancosiara of
20,000 Persona—Origin of ihe Bull Family
in Amorien—A Iouse 100 Yeours Od,

Gosney, N. Y, Aug, 25.—-Over one thou-
annil persons benring the name of Iull, or who
are doscondanta of and Intormarried with do-
acandants of parsons by that namo, assemblod
to-day fn tho woods nt Campbell Hall, n fow
miles from this placs, to colabrute the 168th
anniversary of tho marrlage of thelr commaon
anoeators in this conntry, William Bull and
Surah Wells, and to listen to the romantie story
and reminlscencas of theso two plonesra of the
OUrange county wildornoss, This gathoring I8
an annual one, nnd §s keown as the ** Bull Fam-
lly Pienic." Horah Wells wns the firat white
sottlor in what {8 now tho vory Nlower of Orango
aounty, Attho timo sl enmo into the wildor-
ness 8lio was only 10 years of nge, Bho was an
orphian, and the ndoptad daughter of & Fronch-
man namod Christopher Dono and his wife.
Donn lived in Now York. He had at one time
besn wonlthy. In 1703 ho and others purchasad
of tho Indians 150,000 acres of land (n what {s
now the towns of Goohon, Wowayanda, Hamp«
tonburgh, Monroo, Hooming Grove, nnd Wall-
kill. Deun opsncd nn offies in Whitohall streot,
Nuw York, for tho purpose ol disposing of thia
land to ssttlérs, None had besn sold up to 1714
By that time Denn bad used up his monos and
wan heavily In dett, He had pledged all exoopt
2,000 arres of his land to raise money, and this
2,000 aeres was hold by him, subject to there
belng a bona flde settlamont made on it on or be-

fore May 31, 1712, In hils stralt Donn resolved
to settlo on tho tract. Denn had proviously

On reachine Now York the Cap-
tain told him that he was in his dobt for part ol
the passage, and that he must be sold, as the
custom was :hafl. until his timo pald the de-
