the packet had made a distanes of about

600 miles, When off Cape Frio sho on-
eounterod very hoeavy weather for two
daye, loalng hor foromnst and  bow-

pprit, and springiog A lonk. The Injurles were
fo process of ropalr when, nt dead of night.
with the shlp folling henvlly (o tho awell left by
the gale, the cry of flra was heanrd, A goneral
alarm hinl searcely boan mounded whon It was
reailgnd that the ship was doomed. Tho fAnmes
bad caught in the forahold, and wore fod by
such Inflammable 'matocials that they moon
burst through the deok. Aw a matter of fact,
after the firat guarter of an hour. the ship's
officara were unable 1o enforee disclpline. Whe
siilors looked upon the slilp as loat, and
wantad to be off in the bonts, and their axam-
ple had (ta Influsnce on many of the passen-
wora, Capt. Dupning and thres or four other
army oMaors stood nt the bonts with oockml
plstols and vreventad tha rush which would
have taken place. The ship was hondod so a4
to keop the flamea forward, and the waork of
loworing the boata and telling off thelr som-
plomeut was bogun by a few conl-tendsd men,

Thers wore boata onough to accommodnta
all, nod when this was roallzed the cowards
and skulkers took henrt and offared tholr as-

sistanco. Thare was noad of haste, and for
thin ronson somie of the bonta put off without
water or provisions, while othors had only n
wory ahort anpply, The boat in which young
Johnson and bis anele kot nway hind .o four-

ullon keg of water and n bng of hiscults, bt

o intter ware rondervd nliost usnloss by the

shipping of A sea. which lkewiss nearly
swamped the boat. Thera wors in all fourteen
raconn. All adults except the one, Of thess

our warn wormen, threo of whom worn wives,
and the fourth wos s wniting mald. None of
thn boats contained fewsr porsons, and
some of thom cnrvied Hyve or «ix  mors,
All had been orovided with masts nnd saila
and onra, and_ the loeation of the ship, nbout
100 miles off the caps, wna auite geneeally un-
dorstood,  When the Captatn fnally laitthe
ship ho eallnd thn borts nuout him and gave
such goneral lnatruetions an Lo ballovoed would
fnsure thnir safety, He propossd to hold up
for St. Paul de Loandna, thon the neirest: port
of civilization. "I'his was n mattar of 300 milus
ut enuid ba made (n four or tve days anid
nights If the wanther proved [avoraide, It was
