The deal boily of an agond woman was
found In the lower resorvolr in Contral Park
about opposite Saventy-seventh strest, at 1:30
yosterday aftosnoon, In the pookat of the neat
biack gown was a card on one side of which
waa written the word “ Anderson.” and on the
othor, "I live at No. 224 East Eightr-sixth
street,”

It was Acting Watehman MeGloln who. in
making hls rounds, saw tho Lody in the water,
and it was removed and laid on the reservoir
wall until the dead wagon eamo nnd took it to
tbhe Morgue. Word wns sont to the address
found In the pockaet, and Mr. Byron W. Ander-
son enme and recognizad it as tho body ol his
grandmother, Mra, Elizabeth T. Wall
His grandmothor. ho sald, llved with
his mother, Mrs, Lucetta B. Andersonm,
in o flat In East Eights-sixth stroot, and had
Rone out that mornlng apparently in her
usual health and splrita, Bhe was B8 yonrs of
age, and her mind wandored a littlo attimes
and sho was clildishly self-willed now and
then, She would got lost in the streats at times
by turning a corner and crossing over to the
otherside, and onco sho was taken charge of
by the polire, boing unable Lo toll whero she
livod or to ind her way home. For this rea-
son ahe always earriod n slip of paper with hor
nddress on it In her pooket. It was her habit
to go out when sho pleased—In fact, she could
not very well be rastralnoad when sho was bant
on golng. 8Bhe frequontly took her knittiog

with ber on thesa little excuraions, and would
Bo to the Park or to the water side and sit for
oirs by herself,

When she laft the flat at 8 o'clock yostorday
morning sho had ber knitting with Ler aa
usunl, and sho staried townrd the Park. Tlia
wng the last tint wna sean of Lor untll har
dend body wns found as doscribed. Under Mr,
Anderaon’s orders the ramnins wera lnst nvon-
Ing romoved by Undertaker Pattaraon of Fourth
Avenuo to the old lady's late_home, nnd thare
thay wora viewad by Coroner Nongant, who took
Mr. Anderson’s statoment and will held an In-
queat, dir. Anderson was strongly of tho lme
pressjion that Mra, Wall bad falien into the
wator aecldontully: ho could not boliave that
bis erandmothier had committol auleids,

Thoraillng around the reservoir (s about threo
fosl hlim uud sowe distanes bavk from tho
odge, It Is diMeult to conenive how the old
Indy could have fallen over this barrler and got
Into the rezervoir, but even p porson as foabla
ns slis was could ensily cllmb over It, uro
wera no outa or brulses on the body.

Crmeaoo, Sept. 19.-The flereo tropleal
storm which raged In this elty from early even-
ing until midnight jaat night swept over Lake
Michigan with mreat severity. Thoe tug John
Miner was laboring through the Leavy sen
enrly this morning when Lber mastor, Capt, Me-

and-nft sohooner which had been sunk in the
nilght about four miles from the harbor piers.
