Tho fnct that Mr, PARNELL'S plan for the
rellef of tenants Is In its digested form
somaowhat less favorable to landlords than
was expected hos boen made the ground for
an offensive hmpoachment of his motlves.

It 1s charged that the LI amounts to a
summary conflseation of half of the judiclal
rents, snd that the measure was made thus
inndmissible for tho very purpose of compel-
ling tho Torles to roject it and koap alive the
irritation on which the League rellea for Its
support. Now, whot are the facts? It Is
fmportant to inquire how far the lmputa-
tions ot bad faith are justifled, for it 1s only
by appeals to the good sense s well as the
gonerous feeling of Amerlvans thot the Irish
Nationalist cause hus gnined so many Irlonds
QUONE U8,

It was nt first reported that, according
to the provisions of tha contomplated
mesasure, evietlon would boe suspended In
those cases whera o tenant pald into court
76 per cont. of the judivlal rent, Adinit, for
the sako of argument, that Mr. PAnNzELn
did originally intend to fix at the
figure oamed the deposit  ealled for
by hls palllalive of agrarlan distress,
His reasons for reducing In tho flnal
draft of the bill the sum payable into
oourt to 50 por cont. of the legal rent were
cogent and honorable, They were dictated
by tho foresight of a Parllamentary tnoti-
clan a8 well us by tho duty of an Irish

patrlot, It was soon made cloar to Mr, Pan-
NELL, after the reported outliues of his
projoct came under discusslon in the press,
that his reluctunt acqulescence In the tender
of s large a [roctlon of the rent as 75 per
cent. would be made a pretext for demnnding
90 per oont,, and that an amendment to that
eni might bo offored in committes, Boveral of
the London pewspapers had hastened to
cowpute Lhe decllne In the annual value of
farm products at only 20 per ¢ent,, of which
lows, o they contended, the landlord should
bear no moro than half. What such calouln-
tioos portended wona obvlous enough, and
Mr, PAUNELL wikoly fall back on s funda-
mentnl priveipla in politica as well as busl-
Dess, which blds us ask for more tban we
expect to get,  Ho deeided to sk for a pro-
vislonal remisslon of 50 per ccot. Instead of
20 por eent, of the reuis legully payable,
Then, shoulil Unlonists, or even soma of the
less progressive Gladstonlans feel disposed
to compromise, they could hardly offer to
renilt less than 25 per cents

My, PARNELL also recognized upon refloo-
tion that Lthe payment of 78 per vent, of one
yoar's nssessed rent—a paymwent which he
bnd always Jooked upon ps the maximum
provislonal concesslon to landlords—would
provo kighly detrimental to the present and
future interests of the Ivlsh tenantry. In the
easo of the poorer holdiogs, which Bir JAsres

Calgn had W mind when he pronounced

thomn Inecapablo of paylng any reat at

all, 76 per cent, of the Jinliclally fxed rental
oould owly be procwred by & forced sale

of a tenant's meagre chattals, eked out with
contributions from follow Natlonallsts only
ono dogree further removed from peaury.
Dut oven where the tender of three-fourtha
of the rent did not prove impracticable, It
would be highly Inexpedlent. For the offer
of that amount, no matter through what
griovous sncrificea it was rendered posalble,
would thenceforth be treatod n the forum of
Engllsh opinion, 1€ not in the land courts, ns
conclusive evidence of a tonant's capabllities.
Ho would be regarded as morally eatopped
from demanding any reductlon beyond 25
per cent.. alnoe be had—so It would bo main-
tained —attested his ability to pay the ju-
dielal rent when cut down by a quarter,

So much for the sound conslderations which
movad Mr. PARNELL to fix at 60 per cont. of
o yoar's ront the sum paynble lato court as n
conditlon precedent tothe suspension of evie-
tions, We should also keap in view tho es-
sentially provisional charactor of his meas-
ure. It prejudges pothing; It sottles noth-
Ing; it extinguishes none of o landlord’s
rights; it merely suspends for a fow months
the slngly elght of evietlon until a Land Court
enn dotormine what rent a glven holding
I8 capable of paying under the siukiong
prives of farm produets. If a landlord ean
domonstrate to the satisfaction of that tribu-
nul (whoso fmpartiality be st least cannot
impoeach) that o particular farm ean pay more
than 50 per cont. of the actual rontal, the ex-
coss undoubtodly will be awarded to him,
Meanwhile ho is sure, atall events, of obtain-
ing half of this year's rent, since, as a proof
of gooud faith, It has been pald into the hands
of the Commissioners, What, then, enn a
landlord lose by the Panyrun Land bl ? Ho
ean lose absolutely nothing bot the geatif-
cation of his spite, Yol this Is what the Lono-
don Standard deseribes as " vontiseation.”

The Genunine Cltizens? Movement.

It sooms that Mr, Jases W, GERARD, who
was one of its origioators, is disappointed
bocanso the ¥ eitinons’ movement " rofuses to
move. The obstacles to Ita progress, bo enys,
are the Indilference of the public and the rid-
feuto of Tue SuN.

It may be rewembered that whnt was dub-
bed the Citizens' Independent Assoclation
was started months ago nt an up-town hotel,
and that s tremendous effort was mado at o
meeling in the Acardomy of Music to pro-
duce the impression that the machine had
been put together in reaponse toa great pub-
lle demand, As a matter of course, 0 Com-
mitteo of One Huodred was appointed, aud,
avcording to the old roclpe, was eoniposed
ol tho most pondorous charncters -bank nud
insurance Presidents, reprosentatives of the
variety of our citizens called In the Grand
Jury llsts * gentlemen,” and & collection of
bald-headed young men with a predileetinn
for Mugwumpory, because of its exclusive-
negs, but with an Indisposition to take the
troubls to reglster and vote,

Such was the start of tha * eitizens’
movement,” but, unfortunntely fur its de-
visers and their political purposes, It has
never got beyond the lmposing One Hun- .
dred, among whowm were lucluded, of course,
all those who had hived the Aeademy of
Musie. Even worss than that, the more sen-
gible and disinterestad men put upon the
committes refused to sorve, not caring to
muko themselves ridienlous for the suke of
seclng thelr names ln the papers.

Therefore we may dismiss the * eilizens'
movement” from further consideration, 1t
was concglved In humbug and pretence, and
there never wns any real vitality in it. The
great mass of tho eltlzons of New York, those
who most prize their priviloge of votlng, had
no part in getting it up, but were rather
treated by the originators as If thoy wore
natural enemies of good municipal govern-
mant, and unflt associntes for s company of
geutlemen In dross coats, and full of their
own Importance as highly respectable people.
But there is o genuine eltizeps' movement
which wo hope Lo soe started this antumn. IL
15 the movement of the united Democracy to
elect to oMea good and trus men and good
and trus Democrats, That will be irvesisils
ble In its progress, uod the rivalvies of Indi-
viduals and of cliques cannot prevent such a
oconsolidation of the Demnoeratie forees with-
ont dolng lasting damage to the Domoeratio
ennse and retarding the work of munlelpal
reform In New York and of legislativo re-
form at Albany, Lot it boall hands together
uext November!

Did Boyle O'Reilly Do Right?

An Interesting question of literary ethles
16 ruised by Mr. Jouy BoyLe O'REILLY'S re-
fusal W contribute to Miss Rosk Frizanera
CLEVELAND'S mogazive, ot less thao the
ratea which his writings command in the
opun warket,

Tha proposition of Miss CLEVELANL'S
magazive to Mr, O'REILLY was that the
latter should enntribute to Litccary Lijc an
esany of about two thousand words, for
which ho was to be pald vne cent o word, or
about $20. That Is nat tho rato of 81 a page,
and the offer was made with an apology for,
and explanation of the fact that the present
clreumstnneos of the magazine warraoted vo
higher romunoration.

Mr. O'REILLY replied rather warmly, I
cannot see,” he wrote, “why you should ap-
peal to the charity of literary people Ior the
benellt of your magazine, If your letter ls not
an appesl for ehnrltv, It I8 & humtiantlon and
a disgraee to the literary profession.'” As wa
do not regard Mr. O'Reinuy as eapable of o
breach of good taste and good mannonprs, It s
probable that the fact of the offer and the
text of the letter of declinution ware made
publle not by him, but by the Chicago peo-
ple concorned with Miss CLEVELAND in her
literary enterprise,

Was It an lnsult to the lterary profession
to offur Mr. 'Ly slx dollurs a pago for
work that be considers worth very much
mora than that? It doos pot secmn so
to us, Miss ULEVELAND'S magazine wout
into the market and made o bid for
the product of Mr. O'ReiLLy's braln,
He declined the bld. It was an uncom-
pleted commercinl  tronsaction; and we
do not sea that either Mr, O'REILLY porson-
nlly, or the profession of which ho is n dis-
tingulshed member, suffered the least dis-
grooce or bumilistion. Nor do we uuderstand
why Mr. O'Re1LLy, a8 & producer, should
feel anything but minusamoent at being rated
80 low, Miss CLEVELAND offercd what she
could afford to pay. Mr, O'REILLY could
not alford to write for her on those teyms,
He axerclsed his undisputed right to decline,
The samo thing happens every day,

There 18 another side to the matter, on
which, perbaps, the Hoston poot and Irish-
American patriot hos nobt veflected, Mize
CLEVELAND I8 an enthusinst, passionately
devoted to an lleal, resolved to do all that o
woman can for the elevation and puriflication
of the literary taste of Clhilengo. The grace-
ful postio lmagination of Boyie O'ReILLy's
lightor vorse, the Impasstoned foreelulpess
of hls more serlous poetry, the calm logle
and strong common sonso of his didactic and

exegetical writinga o prose, had intorostisl
hor alert mim!, She knew bow much BoyLe
ORkuey bad doos toward woking her
brother President, Bhe desived to enlist bl
for her own campalgn, already ausplelously
begun on the shore of the Western Adristie,
So the lnvitation—you might almoat call it

&0 appeal--wos seut vy ita way from Chicago
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to Boston, to meet with s repulse as harsh
as it was unexpeoted,

Wae suspeot that this incident may have
done as much as anything else to bring about
the frame of mind in which Miss Rosn ELia-
AnETH CLEVELAND recently penned hor
frank confesslon of disappolnted hopes:

"“Thare 18 no smile upon the face of the editer of inex-
pevience. Thers b to her A tearfl shattering of her
done (deal, & fonrful scattaring of her fondest hopes, In
the intimation of something short of & lack of alsolute
onenets betwesn hersalf ands her oontributors  Khe
woeps, she veila har face, she hopes, shs draama, she
graspa st the thim alr into which the (denl referred to
seniie Lo be about 1o locate abe prosiratos hersalf upon
the sands of that vast desp wheraln the nbove Ineme
tiuned hopes seem about to alight."

BRUSH SEINE FISHING.
‘I'he Cornplnater Indlans' Novel Meihod of
Untehing Flok,

JariesTowN, N. Y, Sept. 10.—Fully a thou-
sand people from this eity. Warren, and nelgh-
boring places went to Big Ilend, on the Alle-
ghany River. to witness the drawing of a brush
melne by the Cornplanter Indians, This wus
the first time a brush seino had boen drawn In
the Alloghany River In ten years, and, it be-
coming known that tho fun was to lake place,
ealled outa great erowd of whites, who stood
by and witnessed the enpture of abiout 2,000
nounds of bass, pike, and pickerel by the sons
of the forest.
