The national banks are daily vising Into
greater prominence in publia dizseussion, il
wo fud this view of thele sltuntion in the
colurmns of our esteomed contewporary, the
Thiindelphin fecord:

thelr besnes, nnd when the use of money hecoiiies dis
proftabie by renson of the excens of carrency the banks
contract their oiroulation,*

The natlonal banklog system I8 ono thing
and national bank elreulntion is another.
Theve I8, Indesd, & conalderable party in the
e¢onntry determined that when the present
pational bank elrculntlun Is withdrawn for
want of bonds to support It the eurrency
poaded to HIl Its place shall be supplied by
tha Government directly, and wa bolieve
that thia party will be successful. But it hus
no doeslee and no purpose to sweep away the
ontlonnl bnnking system.

The assertion that banks rogulato the cur-
reney by contracting It when It Is in excess
e too absurd to need refuting. No bank was
ever known to contract its elreulation until
it was compelled to do so.

Matthew Arnold on School Teachers.

For thirty-tfive years Mr. MATTHEW AR-
soLp hos benn a school lnspector, and for
that and many avother renson ho was Iately
cailed s an expert to give evidence before a
Ruyal Commisslon on the working of the
Evglish system of clomentary educatlon.
From the bulky report of the Commission
tho Pall Mall (uwzetle hasabstracted the main
features of Mr. AuNoLD'S evidence, In the
ecourse of which important points of con-
trast wero brought out between the primary
gchools of England nud those of certain Con-
tinental countries. Bume of the eompari-
pons will Interest American readers, who
can see Lthat even our vaunted publie school
system I8 eapable of much Improvement.

it is the free sohool as |t exists In France,
Germany, and Bwitzerland of which Mr.
ARXOLD bas recently made a careful study.
Their tonohing he describes as In all reapacts
superior to the primary Instruction gratul-
tously offered In England at the exponse of
the ratepayers, and Mr. ARNOLD inslsts that
the Engllsh schools, viewed as a body,
have a great deal to learn from thelr Con-
tinental counterparts. Tholr olnsses are
smnller, thelr vacations are shorter, and
tholr school day Is eontinuous; novertholess
thoy fall decidedly ahort of thelr rivals In
Franve, Bwitzerland, and Germany In respect
of the mental discipline Imparted, and the
range, thoroughness, and germinative powor
of the knowledgo instilled,

The chle! cause of this la averred by Mr.
Anxoup to be the Inadequate tralning of the
tonchers, and It Is this charge which Inter-
eats ua o the United States, becausa It may
ba brought agninst mot & few of the
fnstructors In our own primary and
Intermediate schools, In  England (It
appears that not more than hall of
tho certifleated teachers have passed
through a regular training college, and,
even where they have diplomas, these do
not represent u!talument to a high standard
of prolloloney, In France all teachers of
primary schools must gradunte from a State
traiuing college, where thoy are not only
tosted Ly strict exanminations, but profit
from the stimulus of lustruclivn by the
moat emionent representatives of learning
and eclenco in tho natlon, It 15, says Mr,
AnxonD, ns if the Engllsh primary school
tenchors had themselves been taught physi-
ology and history Ly Prof. HuxLey and
Prol, SeRLiy.

In other words, thae tealning of publio
school teachers In the morae advaneed Conti-
nentnl countries procecds upon the princi-
plo nover yob practieally necepted in the
Unlted States or England, that you cuannot
have too gosd o man for the task of teach-
bg chilldren.  The result of requiring oorel-
atlvely high greade of qualitieation In in-
structors is at onee recognizable, ng we lenrn
from Me, AnNonp, In the fnet that French or
Goemun school ehildren, while muely less fre-
auently looking exhausted or fallgaed, ro-
vealod to bim s mueh bettor equipped aud
mare: alert Intelligonce than he wias ne-
customed In his rdle of school Inspeotor
to meet with tn England, The teachers, hny-
Ing themaalves been traloned on elght priu-
ciples, nre not only more skilful In the eeon-
omy of time and effort, and In adapting
means to onds, but more cortnin to keep the
true ends In view., Thelr pupils, My, ArsoLp
fouud, wore not. only atocked with lbems of
knowledge, but the process of acqulvement
had beon asshnlintive, not mechanieal, and
the outeomo was s wholesome nod promising
netivity of mind, He complnips that tois
enpital object of cducatlon—the sole raison
o'ire for any gratultous lostructlon at nll—
I8 tneossantly lost slght of in Eoglanid, as
wo must neknowlodgo that 1t often 1s fa the
United States,

Thoso who have visited some of the freo
#ehools i this eity have bean striuck by the
elioeteomings roforred to In one of Mr, AR-
ronn's concluding remarks,  “The fault,”
ho says, *of tho teaching in our popular
schools 1s that it 1s so little formntive; it
glveg the children the power to read tho
pewspapers, to write a letier, to cast ac-
counts, and glves them a certaln number of
nleces of knowladge, but It does lttle to
touch thelr pature for good and to mould
theny' In the Journal of his German tour
he potes continuslly that he found * the ehll-
dien human' Nor ean he belter sum up

his pdviee to all those coneerned in ‘organle-
ing and improving primary achools than in
the maxim of the Gorman schoolmaster,
Jony Coumpxive: * The alin s to train gon-
ernlly all who nre born men to all which is
buman," This maxim, Mr. AUNOLD says,

* dooa In eome conalderable degree govern
the proseedings of popular schools In Ger-
many and Franoe, but hardly atall In Eng-
land,” Our readers know Lhat it I8 very sel-
dom followed, or 8o much s thought.of, In
this eountry,

Apartments in Lundon and in New York,

In London, as also In New York, thero haa
within recent yoars beon a great ineroaso in
the number of what nre eallad French fint, or
apartment housges,

It I8 true that the mejority of the popnla-
tion of New York have for many years Hved
in Mat houses, for such the tenement housos
roally arv; but the great apartment bulld-
Ings, with distinetive nomes, and fotended
for the cecupancy of people In better elrecum-
stances, are all of somparatively recent eon-
struction. Bince Mr. BruyvesaxT made the
axperimont of ercoting an apartment house
In Eighteenth atreel, nearly twenty years
ago, bulldings of this kind have become n
favorite Investmant, o that the City Diree-
tory for 154 contalns a list of no losa than
200 “apartment houses and (nts" each with
Ita own nome,  Bosldes thess thers afe lnnu-
morable fluts over banks and othor Lusiness
places, and In old dwelling housos so sltered
a8 to aceammodate severnl famliles,

The resalt of this rapld and great inereaso
of supply has boen that the rates of pent
for apartments, at flrst very high for the
apaco obtalnwd, have fallon off so declded]y
durfng the Inst live yenra that such prop-
orty is no longor the exceptionally proflita-
blo investment it once wns, Yet thoy are
atlil highor than those of London, whers the
nunber of aprretmont houses 8 much lozs in
proportion to the population. The London
Telegraph tells us that * lddle-class Qats,"
thougl just at present not very pumoerous,
beeause of tho prejudiess of that clnss In fa-
vor ol socluslon, may be oblained In Blooms-
bury, off Osford agtreot, In Bayswater, at
Notting-hill-gate, and in parts of Kensing-
ton for from $300 to 3900 n year. They are of
about gix rooms each, nnd Lthe highest pricea
are charged In houses whore there Is a LI,
or elovator, At such rates It 18 posalble to
Lire many apartwonts in New York, but they
aro of thesecond and third class as to situa-
tion and appolutments,

Fints In London Intended for the wealthler
people are very numerous, and, sccording to
the Twlegraph, are becoming incrensingly
popular. The arguinents usad in tholr tavor,
na compated with separate dwaolling houses,
are the saine there as here. It ls that thoy
are nore economicnl, sinee fower servants
are requived, and moro convenlont because
tenants can sbhut up their flats and ba absent
withoutanxiety aud expense durlng any part
of the year, In Victoria street, which has suf-
fored fromn competition, the rent of sultes
rangas from $750 to $2,000 o yoear, the firet
sum for six rommus and the soecond for elevon.
Another estimata Is ftrom $150 to $300 per
room. In Kensiogton, whero there s an ex-
traordinary domund for flata of all kinds,
sultes may be had as low as $730, and yet
othiers rent as high as from $1,200 to $2,260 a
your, Tho higher priced suites ave in clegant,
fire-prool bulldings, provided with lifts, In
Mount street, Groavenor square, are sultes
renting from $2,000 to $3,000.

The more oxpensivo fints, thorefore, It will
be seen, approximnte In price to apnrt-
menta of the same class In Now York, while
those of the lowor grade are less costly, But
1t must bo addoed that comfortable flats may
pow be obtalned hero nt prices not much
greater than the average prices of such flats
in London, though we are unable to make
any oxnck comparison as to quality,

The construction of Improved houses for
the working people has gone on extensively
in London of recent years. It would be diMm-
oult, saya tho Yelegraph, to polnt out one lo-
callty where such structures arve not to be
found. Upward of 220 blocks of build-
inge, with over 22,000 topants, have al-
ready been erected upon ground acquired
and oleared by the Metropolitan Board
of Works, and, In addition, there are
saveral public companies engaged In similar
enterprises, one alone being conoorned with
thirty-four estates, comprising 5,000 distiuct
homes, Tho rents are not fur from those of
touement houses in New York, varying from
756 cents per weck for a sloglo room to $3.60
for four rooms. DBut sultes of four rooms
may bo had In some of the bulldings for
from two Lo three dollars n weck,

Theso Improved dwellings, we are told,
aro In steady demand In all parts of
London, and they are occupled, not merely
by artisans, but also by Independent women,
elerks, end others whose means are [Imited,
The movement for tho botter housing of the
poor seoms, Indeed, to bo mnklvg greater
progress o the English capital than here,

A Bostoninn Misconception.

Lovls Bivymons, who says he le a Boston
farmer, arrived on the bont a few doys ago
with forty dollars. From the amount of
monoy ho brought it s prosumoble that he
had sold out his farm In Boston to good ad-
vantage and was thinking of sottiiug here
nnd growing up with the country, But be-
fore hie hwd finished looking over the ground
the pastoral plaiot of a bagplpe lo oone of vur
alores caught Lis ewr, aud he entered. On
the followlug moroning bo was found lo froot
of the storo In what In some respects re-
sembled a comatose condition, nnd his money
wns gone.  He is now n the House of Deton-
tion for Witnesscs—one of the must unfayor-
able locatlons In these parts for making o
new start In life—under conditions which
rendor It impossible by any stroteh of gcour-
teay to count him as o valunble aequisition
to the town,

It looks g though Farmer Simyoss had
been miginformed concersing the agricultu-
ral outlook hersabouts, nnd lest othor tillers
of Boston soll be likewise decelved, It 18 pru-
dent and proper to state a fow leading faots,
There are no unoccupied Goveérnment or
State lands on this lsland, Most of the set-
tors havo made Improvemonts on thelr
property, and they will not sell except for o
considerable advance from CGovernment
prices, Those who have not made Improve-
ments are holding thelr land for a vise, firmly
belioving that this locality has a futura be-
fore It. Thia I8 becoming year by year less
an agricultural community, and the peoplo
aro devotipg themselvea to morcantile nod
other pursuits with steadily Inerwusing sin-
gleness of purpose, It Is not probable that
oven a Boston farmer, with all his New Eng-
lund industry and frugality, could make
farmlng pay hore at the price e would have
to pay for arable land,

Finally, RoLLiy M. SQuirg, conslderod one
of the ¢utest men of Boston, did nol make
any monoy here by running o farm.
